Along the west shore of the lake there is a carriageroad close to the water for the whole distance,which is, by land, loilowing the topographicalcurves, fully four miles. The villas, cottages

and tarmhouses whose grounds and lawns
are to oe invaded by this great multitude, are
nearly all clumped together along the narrow neck
ot the lake nearest Saratoga; but the west side of
tne lake is also si>ar*ely settled, and but one
stream ot any significance enters Saratoga water
on either shore.

THK BUSINESS OP THE R&CB.
Over thts whole course the University crews are

a' present scattered, at such disconnected points
that they may be said to live suspicious ot each
otner. Five of them are neighoorly, residing along
the short half unle of uec* or inlet aforesaid,
viz.Brown, Williams. Wesleyau, Harvard aud
Cornell. Three miles away, at points difficult of
access, on the east side, are Princeton aud Trinity,
not verv Intimately put together. Across the lake,

Very steadiast, cheerful and vigilant care has

been taken bv the Saratoga community to Insure
sa.oty tor these racing crews, una uiuke the re-
gatta such a satisiaction to the college lads that
toey will return annually. The adaptability oi the
lake and the weatner to shell racing is as yet
experimental, and a postponement has been re-
solved upon if Thursday should be inauspicious,
To race under any circumstances of danger is not
meditated. The lads are all water rats, who
might upset, but could not siuk; yet the
extraordinary number of boats ana crews
makes the coming occasion a peculiarly delicate
one. If put together in line ieagthwi.se the ten
shells would quite bridge over the neck or inlet of
the lake at tue grand stand. Spectators will,
therelore, have verv perfect advantages as to seeingthe race in its fail spirit and in the very pitch
of exertion.

Seven Hundred Children Visit Mr. William
Butler Duncan at Staten Island.

MORE MONEY WANTED.

St. John's Ouiid. the well known volunteer organizationwhich fed ai.ooo ot the hungry poor last
winter, nursing the sick and clothing the naked, is
uguin to enter the field with vigorous measures
for lessening the mortality among the sick children
of the city.

It will be observed from reading the letter of Dr.
Harris, of the liureuu of Vital Statistics, to the
Sanitary Committee, that, while the average
health ot the adult portion or the community is
better than at uny time since I8fis, the death rate
among children Is rapidly increasing. This increaseIs ascribed mainly to diphtheria, which Dr.
Harris finds to be steadily gaining ground, for
while the reports now give double the number of
cases of last year, the doctor is or the opinion that
hot more than one case In five is reported at all.
What does the statement trorn Dr. Harris really

mean ? It means that in cellars thick with mias|
matic gases, babes are dying in their mothers'
arms ror want or wholesome food and wholesome
air; that in close rooms of tenements, where the
strongest and coarsest natures languish irons
beat, children are stretched on a liandlul of rags
ou the floor, pleading, begging, as only a dying
etiild can beg, for cooling drinks, for air.for life.
It means tnat, when the fashionable thousands
have sought the seaside, the mountains, the baths
and the springs, where they may search out the
most pleasant places and find the shadiest nooks,
they leave behind them a skeleton In the homes of
the poor for the poor to fight. For the poor alone?
No. To-uay and to-inorrow, perhaps, but not for
very long, will the grim figure of contagion
hung about the squalid pallets of poverty. It will
feed a little while upon this hothouse fruit, and
then it will move to the homes of the rosy cheeked
children of wealth. Ueeliug under the intoxloa1tion of success, It will throw wide the doors to

pleasant homes, and, scattering the ices and cor!dials from the bedsides 01 little sufferers, will lay
its cold, bony lingers ou muuy a heart and brow.
hew among the general public are aware to what

an extent the condition of the lower wards has
rendered contagion possible. In addition to diph'tneria, the cholera infantum, which every summer
carries off large numbers of children, has appeared,and will for the next two mouths require
constant cure and attention among the poor.
To meet this emergency the same course pur1sued last summer, with the best results, by the vol-

untper visitors, under the direction 01 tne uev.
Alvah Wiswall, the Master of St. Johu's Guild, will
he adopted, 1 his will include the use of a barge or

floating hospital for sick children and their mothers,
which will make Irequcnt excursions on the river
and bav, accompanied by numerous physicians.
The sail will lurulsh an abundance of pure air to
the sick, while they will be supplied with whole[some food. To the convalescent, bright scenes on
water and shore, and music irom the volunteer
baud on the deck appropriated to them, will in'sure the best results.
The work in tue streets and alleys lined with

filthy tenements and cellars will not be neglected
In the meautime, and all that patient effort can
accomplish may be hoped for.
The fact that the Department of Charities and

Correction has discharged its physicians and visit>era and abandoned its work among the poor ren>ders the prompt action 01 the Guild importaut, G,
in fact, it will not be Indispensable.

St. John's Guild will depend upon the aid or the
kind hearted everywhere lor support. To the
world or wealth and fashion the little pinched
children of the tenements and cellars appeal lor
even the morsel 01 ice that may drive the lever

The Holy Father Reviews His Position**
Piedmont Once Honored the Hem at
His Garment.In Rome She Seelcs to
Tear Off His Robes.The "Triple Moral
Evil."

[From tue New York Tablet.]
The 21st of Juiie, be in if ttie twenty-eighth anniversaryol the coronation of Plus IX., was celebratedby Catholics throughout the world, but in

a special manner in Koine. It Is estimated that
l&o,ooo persons thronged the Vatican basilica to
chant a "Te ileum" in honor of the event. The
representatives of all the governments accredited
to the Holy See paid their congratulations to Hia
Holiness, who, on that, day and the day following,gave numerons audiences, among
which was one from the delegates of the 1

Catholic societies of Rome assembled at
the National Congress at Venice. Prince
Luncellotl read an address to the Pope In
the name ol the congress, to which the Heljr
Father delivered the energetic reply given below.
Ills historical reminiscences on that day have a

strange Interest, while his remarks on tue dangers
to which voutli Is exposed to-day from what ho
styles "the triple moral evil".the romance, tho
theatre and the press.coming, as they do, irom
such a source, are of universal value.

I am much consoled to hear the narrat ive ol ail
that has heen accomplished tu the city of Venice,
and beseeching God that the measures adopted
may bring forth fruits, I thank you, you vrno have
come here not only to gather around and render
me an account of your labors, hut also to bring to
yonr afflicted Father the consolation ot your
presence, of your words and of your alma.
It ts true that my affliction does not
come irom the sore position in which I have
boen placed, but indeed Jrom the evils wntcla
afflict Ihe Church. That Is why your presence oon.. soles me. I behold you pledged to do, according
to your rank und state 01 life, all that is possible
In order to convey succor to me desolated Spouse
ol Jesus Christ. Your example is useiui to arouse
the tegMf and to co- flrm the good. The wicked
press cries out against you, and as it is only the
echo of a wicked mnliitude there is no reason lor
surprise 11 it tlercely assail and condemn you la
declaring that these are the last etrorts oi a body
wbicn every dav loses its vigor, like a tree from
wlnob one strips the leaves, and little by little It
dries up and peruuies. These predictions or the con;temptnous pity of the wicked ought to reanimate
the courage 01 the good and compel tnem to prove to
the world once again that, the Church is attacked,
but not vanquished; despoiled or all, but never a
slave and handmaiden to the point of meanly
denying what Is clear boiore it; that. In fine, the
Church is i»y so much the greater me more she is
persecuted.
