The Family in Philadelphia
Notified.

Ooshsn, Orange county, N. Y., sept. 5, 1874.
An unusual excitement in this quiet village was

developed tins morning in relation to the celebratedabduction case 01 young Charles Brewster
Boss. 01 Philadelphia, by the discoveries of James
W. floyt, Esq., the Sheriff of Orange county,
whose official residence la here. The lacts which
threw this community into an uproar by reason of
the action of the Sheriff, are briefly these:.In"
lormation had been furnished the sheriff to the
effect that a child, answering to the description of
the lost Koss child, had been in Goshen lor several
uayo, ana wa< now eeing mysteriously wciuueu uv

the mansion or country sent of Mr. Davnl
Henry llaigtit, who resides here six or eight
months o( each year, and at No. 2S4 Madison
avenue. New York, during tnc winter. The high
etauding of .Mr. Haight'siatniiy precluded any Idea
on the part 01 the Sheriff or oi the villagers that
the millionaire's family had kuowiugly countenancedanything like wrongdoing, or in any way
connived at tne hornoie crime that has pained
the popular sense of outraged paternity all over
the land, and the Sheriff was inclined to pay no
heed to the tales of informants, whose curiosity or
ai&rra nad been too easily aroused. But, tinally,
sucu remarkable reports reached the ears of the
Sheriff, Irom sources which he believed to be well
Informed, that he at length deemed it Ins duty to
call at the

BEAUTIFUL HAICHT MANSION
and to Inform the lainily or the rumors he had
been hearing, and to ascertain the trnih or error
of the stories that had begun to circulate. The
mansion stands in a beautilul park 01 about forty
acres, richly laid out and adorned with flowers,
fountains, shrubbery, tropical plants and fruits
iro.n the adjacent hothouse that the present seasonuoes not harm, and every detail and appoint-
mem of the establishment indicates the solid
wealth of one 01 New York's well known million-
aires. To tuis elegant villa Sheriff Hoyt pro-
ceeded yesterday, and, In the absence of Mr.
Halght, had an interview with Mrs. Halght,
In which that lady was in.'ormeu of
the object and occasion of the gentleman's visit.
Mrs. Halght deemed It an impertinence to have
the "rabble" inquisitive about the affairs of her
house; but seeing that the gentlemanly oUlcer expressedbut little confidence in tne stories about
the child which was reported as being very mysteriouslysecluded by the lady's family, she kindly
consented to give an account of 1

how the cuiho came to goshen.
A few days since the Rev. Father Kenney. a

priest from Cuba, came to Mrs. Halght's house,
bringing with him the little boy now in her cus-
tody, and requested her to keep and care lor the
child in his absence dnnng the month of
Keptember. Father Keuney stated to Mrs. JElaight that he had rescued the child from a
woman in Cuba who had probably stolen the child,
and who at the time oi Ins interference had the jboy tied to a bedpost anil was cruelly whipping |jluin with a strap havin. a buckle ou the staking
emi, which caused a severe cut in the little lei-
low's head, ills cries attracted the attention of e
the benevolent priest, who rescued the boy, of p.t 1
ariois, and, by sonic conseut or authorization, i
obtained, as is slated, trorn the tutted States Con-
buI in Cuba, broug-.it the boy to New York, and
thence to the excellent care of Mr. ii&ight's J
lamny. <
The reason whv Father Kenney brought the

child to Mr. Haight's was on account of Ins
knowledge of their generosity and ability to care
lor him in the best possible manner; and, as Father
Kenney had won the grantuue and irieadslup or i
the whole flalght family, by reasunol kind services
he bad rendered to one' of their sons, who died iu
Coha iast summer o( yellow fever, and whose re-
mains the reverend lamer klndlv accompanied to
tueir final resting place in the new mauaolenm in
Goshen which Mr. Haighl had just completed beforeins sou's untimely death, he, lather Kenney,
knew that the little boy whom he hail rescued
from a cruel woman would be well cared lor here.
Under these circumstauie* Mr. and Mrs. Haight had
kindly consented to keep the child until the return
01 Father Kenney. Tne child was brought out and
shown to the sheriff, ami during the interview
Sheriff Hoyt took tne little teliow upon his knee
and by hiB fatherly ways soon won the child's con-
ltdence to a certain degree. During a temporary
absence oi Mrs. Haigut, the Sheriff asuod the boy,who is about the age oi Charley Ross, and whose

Mary Grovrr, of No. 66 Cherry Street, Stolen
Fourteen Years Ago.

A MOTHER'S LONG SEARCH.

Where tho Girl Has Lived and Where All FartherTrace Stops.Hope of Her
Early Discovery.

Toward the latter part of August, 18CO.even
auud the intense anxiety that occupied the

public mind in the affaire that preceded the fierce,
long struggle which distracted the country.the
citizens of New York were startled by the announcementof the mysterious disappearance of a
Utile clrl, aired ten years, named Mary drover, the
daughter of Wiuiam and Margaret drover, rcaid!ing at 06 Cherry.street. Marr was a very pretty,
attractive child, well grown for her age, with high
forehead, bright blue-gray eyes, and long, rich,
aubarn hair that fell down even to her waist. The
mother's pride in her beautiful daughter ever was
careful tn having her dressed to the best advanj
tage their means and station in life would allow;
and at that time the Grovers were in comiortable
circumstances. When last seen Mary was returning
homeward imm school. The matter excited the
greatest interest throughout the city at the time,
and for days the newspapers dwelt upon the sub1ject of the disappearance. Every eflort was made
ror the child's discovery, search was Instituted in
all possible quarters, advertisements published
and rewards offered, bat all to no avail. Years
rolled on without the faintest trace of the missing
one. Momentous events intervened, and the sub.
ject dropped into oblivion with all except the sorrowinghousehold that had lost Its rnlrest joy,
Mrs. Grover clung ever to the hope, even against
hope, that her child was sttll alive and would again
return to her arms. Though other children were
born, the sorrow of the bereavement, the Iobs of
the bright darling, her eldest and best beloved,
would still recur with undiminished grief,

norx AT LAST.
One evening In June, 1874, she was sitting alone

and in tears, thinking about her Mary, aud weav|
lng sad iancies as to her fate, when an old irlecd
of the family, one Peter O'Donnell, came in, aud
alter a while said he had some news for her. He
then broke to her the astounding Information that
Mary Grover was alive and well, living with a

family at belle Plain, Iowa. She was at first
wholly incredulous; but on his repeated and earnestassertions of the truth of his tale, willingly
yet doubtiugly believed. O'Donnell also stated
that after Mary was stolen she was kept In this
city until January, 1862, when the girl was taken
to Chicago and Jert there. Nothing would, however,induce him to reveal the source whence
he bad obtained this Information. The circumstancesof the Grovers had changed
by this time much lor the worse. Howeverthe fond and now anxiously hopeiul morher
raked together every available means for her journeyaud set out lor Belle Plain. She there lound
O'Donneii's story substantially correct. A girl,
answering to Mary's appearance, had lived ttiero
many jeais; the family likeness was Immediatelyrecognized. Mary had, however, leit some yearsbeiore and gone to Chicago. Having staved some
time in lowa, the mother returned without the
slightest shade ol doubt in her mind as to the
Identity of the Mary E. Groverwtio laid lived
there with her own long-lost daughter. On her
return to New York her Bon, George Grover, went
to Chicago to pursue the search alter his sister,
ills inquiries met with little or no success and he
le't the matter in the hands of the police, who

mrs. grovkr's story.
Early in the afternoon yesterday a Herai.d reportercalled at No. «6 Cherry street, where the

Grovers stul reside. George, on whom the main
support ol the lamlly now rests, was not at home,
having taken a younger brother and sister ont lor
a walk, and was not expected back till late. Mrs.
Grover, however, cheeriully aud unaffectedly relatedtne story ol her stolen child, the tears filling
her eyes at several stages ol her narrative, especiallywhen mentioning the absent gtri's frequentsorrowful recollection of ner mother, us the lolks
out in lowa told her.

"1 was born in Ireland, but reared In Lancashire,
England. 1 came to this country about tblrty-tive
years ago and married William Grover, a seafuriugman. Mary whs onr first girl, and, though
now I have other children, my heart always goes
bHCk to her, us I suppose every mother's will,
no matter now they try, to their first. Wnen my
husbaud was far aw.iy, at Calcutta, may be, or
Australia, 1 nsed to work bard that my little girl
might look as well as tbo best, and so she nsed,
lor she was real pretty. I thought my heart was
broken when she was missed and no tidings day
alter day came of her. It was about the end of
August, the year beiore the war. .She lelt school
to come home una that was the last seen of her.
We tried everything to flnil her. It was in all the
newspapers, and advertisements describing her
were all over the country. But no good camo
of it. Every night for months and vears I have
gone to bed, praying to God and hoping that the
morning would bring me news or her, aud of late
yoars, having lost the hope, 1 could only think of
her and cry to myself. 'Twas this way I was one
miuo last ouuc n usu rcicr u i/uuiicu iuiu me bub
was heard of out in a place called Belle Plains, la
Iowa. I said to him, -Go away.' lor 1 could not
believe hira, but he said that he was
telling the truth and that she was
living with a family Denied Toogood, or
oue named Dysart, and moreover that Mary had
been kept here in New York till January, 1&G2, and
was then brought to Chicago, and that it was iroin
the Home there the Toogooda took her. Poor as
we were we got together the money and I went
out to Belle Plains. When there I learned that
Mr. Toogood had sold oil' and he and lus wife had
gone to CaUiorpla, but the widow oi his brothej
was living in the neighborhood. She told ine Ifiat
her brother-iu-law and his wile had many years
ago nrouvht back from Chicago a little girl called
Mary E. Grover. The child was not strong enough
to do Work, so she passed her time in going H orn
one brother's house to the other's until ray informant'shusband died, and her brother-in-law
made up his mind to ;^o to Calilornia. lie was not
Able to take Mary with them or to adopt
her, lor there were no papers. Mary cried
bitterly, for she was a great lavorite and was
very lonu of tiiein. It was often noticed that the
child was sad and depressed.that there was
something on tier mind; that she never could be
got to say more than that she had a mother; ner
people lived in New York but she did not know In
what part. Mr. loogood, beiore going to California,placed her in the care of Hon. James Dysart,
who lives in Dysart, but there Mary had uu uu-
liappy time,

complaining that mrs. dt3art bfat her
and made her do hard work lu the fields, and at
last lurncd her out oi doors in the cold with very
scanty clothing, so that when the girl reached a
friend's house they had to put her arms into warm
water, lor they were irostbitten. Then Mary went
to stay with Mrs. Fulkln, of Benton county, who

since .Mary went to Chicago, nan married Mrs.

Tennessee, Missouri and Ken|turky, which has been called to meet at Atlanta,
Ga.. on tne lath of October, nut only has the unqualifiedapproval of the Trcsident and membersor the Cabinet, as a movement calculated
to do more to conserve the peace than
any other yet inaugurated, bat has also the Indorsementof the Republican Congressional Comno.oil no , hot ..I ,iF/.T.ll l.n.l 1C ,

servatlves, wbo are moBt anxious ttiat the politicaleffect of exaggerated outrages may be stilled
at once and the action ol the agitators on both
sides be understood in Irs true light. In this ConventionIt is understood there will not be a single
federal office-holder, the object being to
hare a fair and truthiul representation of
the political and financial condttton of tne
Southern States, and the relorms necessary
to make the work of reconstruction com-,
plete and satisfactory to the entire people
