Monroe Doctrine and Grant
Doctrine.

Washington, Sept. 5. 1874.
In view of the policy luauKurated by the North

German con led'-ration us early as 1868 oi requir-
tun a toothold on tne American continent, lor the
establishment of a depot and naval station, the
recent statement concerning the alleged proposed
annexation or Porto Rico to the German Empire
and the establishment ol a German colony on

Spantsn-Americac soil docs not appear so absurd
as Secretary Fish would have the world believe.
It has already become a serious question whether
the North German Empire intends to follow the
plan laid oat or enlarging her possessions, so
plainly made known prior to the Franco-l'russiun
war. That such was the intention tne archives or
our State Department plainly snow; for, in spite
or tne Monroe doctrine, on two occasions, both
before and since the administration or President
Grant, our state papers reveal that It was the aim

4 of Germany to get a foothold in the West Indies.
The Monroe doctrine was quite as well understoodby Germany betore the inauguration or GeneralGrant as it has been since that event; and

notwithstanding the plain declaration In nis firs:
message to Congress, Decemoer c, 1869, that the colonialpossessions ot Spain could not be regarded as
subject to transier lrom one European Power to
another, or the other declaration made In the
message of December, 1570, tbat the acquisition of
St. Domingo was an adherence to the Monroe
doctrine, and ought to be agreed to by the Senate,
to prevent the people ol' St. Domingo from looting
for foreign support, Germany did not cease
her efforts, and seemingly Ignored the existence
ol the Monroe doctrine. According to our diplomaticcorrespondence and u message of President
Grant Get many has been anxious to secure the
Bay ol Limon, in Costa Rica, and the Bay of Samana,St. Domingo, fur the benefit of her people
and her navy. Of the truth of the first statement
the following diplomatic correspondence trill
show:.

Sib.I have the honor lo transmit herewith copies and
translations ol the correspondence relative to ihe visit
of the Prussian steam sloop-of-war Augusta to the bav of
Limon ami its ob eci. The documents consist of theletter ol Captain Kindcrling to the Prussian Consul residingne re, with translation; the letter ot the Consul to
the Costa Kica government, with translation; the reply
of Secretary \ olio, with traus.ation, and mv letter to
tbe Secretary soliciting copies, with translation, of bis
reply. The documents fully explain themselves.

I submit this corre-pondeuce without rriuart, merely
observing that die refusal to accede to the solicitation so
flatteringly presented inav be accounted for by the
pointed aliusli u to the Monroe doctrine, the principles
of which are jleclnred to be "acknowledged by all America."which is sultictendy significant

no.voRin Sib.I have the honor to make the following

communication :.

Amoug other instructions given me by Uis Majesty's
Admiralty, all ot which contemplate the protection of
North ilermhn commerce ol His Majesty the Klug of
Prussia's North German subiects. Is also that ot examiningthe port ol Limon. on the coast ot the Republic of
Costa Rica, in or ler to ascertain it it possesses all these
requisites Ihs Majesty's government may deem desirable
to establish there a depot tor their West irutia naval station.This has been the motive of my visit to Limon,
which port I have surveyed tninuiclv, reconnoitring
also its environs. nor did l hesitate to go up to'he In-
terior and across tbe whole country, so as to obtain all
uecessarv mlormatioo, since a port is useless without
the possibility ot communicating with the interior.
The resu.t of my investigation is, on the wb .le,
favorable to the object In view, it is true ttie bay
of Union at present is nothing more than a roadstead,
partiallv sheltered bv a point of land, a eora1 r -el and a
small island; however, its condition is, altogether, such
that, wilh a Comparatively small outlay, it can be
turned into a good port.far bettor, for instance, than
Colon Aspinwalli, the present intermedium oi the
whoie transit between the two oceans. Neither is there,
for the time beincr, a road between Idmon and the interior.A dense lores;, loitv mountains and many small
rivers still divide the Atlantic coast iroui the cultivated
part of the country, still as I crossed this region 1 becamesiuisiled that it was an easy mutter to open a road
from the higher table lands to the coast, inasmuch us
the greatest difficulty-crossing the mountains.is alreadyovercome. All the part of the road already made
is graded on nearly uu equal level, winding gradually
5own the slopes ot the hills; almost the only part wantingis the part which crosses the forest, where the only
labor will ho to clear away the wood by telling and
burning Hie trees.
'Inking all inese circumstances into consideration I

cannot but recommend to His Ma esty's government
the bay of Inirion as a proper place for erecting a
depot.
But an immediate conse quence of my Instructions

aud mission, and a duty to be nece«suriiy derived from
them, is that ot seeurtng it possible, to His Malesiy's
government, the means ot sub-equent negotiation; for
otherwise, my reports, however lavorublc, would be
illusive anl useless .My motive lor expressing this
opinion is bat I am perfectly aware at this verv
niomeDt, an effort is being to secure to other parties the
use ot the port of Limon, under one pretenco or
another.
Therefore, I claim your good offices as the repre-

scntative of Prussia, in order to present to this supreme
government a request that thev will agree to consider
trieniviv^s. as noun witn regard to trie j>ort ot Limuti,
lor a term ol six months, irom the 1st of June next, in
tnis sense that they will not consent to make anv contractWilli any foreign government or nrivate company
before the expliatluu oi the torrn suectned, viz., Decern-
ber 1, next.

1 eeci not dwell on the advantages Costa Rica must
derive lroni a more intimate connection with Prussia,
these being pertectJy understood by the supreme gov
eminent. I shad aiso strictly abstain from taking any
political view ot the question; fur a tormal treaty can
only be agreed to with some diplomatic representative
ol the North German Gouiederacy invested with lull
powers lor this purpose.

It is hardly probable any formal ob;ectlon will be
raised against my request Gnce 1 present it through
your medium. Mr. Consul; and, as I have stated before,
it mils! tie considered us agreeing with my instructions
and a necessary consequence ol the same.

1 would respecliuliy beg you to communicate this note
to Don Julian Volio, Minister of Foreign Aflairs, and remain.Mr. Consul, your most ooedient servant.

and, taking into consideration the geographical situationol Costa Hica, the peaeeable character and industry
ol her inhabitants, the circumstance ot a road having
been planned and even begun leading from tiie interior
to said hav and, finally, the prosperous future such ad
vantuges must secure to the country, he considers himselfjustified in recommending to his government the
port above mentioned, and slso the expediency ot negotiatingwitn the supreme government of costa Klca tor
n grant in said port.Captain Kinderling considers all the surveys and al 1
the trouble he has takeu wuuld he thrown away It he did
not succeed In obtaining front the supreme government
of Costa Itica the assurance that they will not hind tttemselvesto any other government, company or private
party lor the o»e of said port, with the object above specified,until his report reaches Herltn, when his governmentwill weigll and consider the reasons he adduces,
and will, In all probability, be prompted by them o
open negotiations with Costa Rica lor a grunt of sai l port
for tlia purpose of establishing there a uiivul depot and

Nib.I hare given duo consideration to your esteemed
despatch of the 1st lust, lu which you are pleased to
communicate the result or the surveys inaile by Captain
Ktnderling, commanding His Prussian Majesty's sloop-olwarAugusta, in the Hay of Union, on the Atlantic coast
ol this Republic, in order to ascertain whether said port
unites all those conditions which may appear desirable
to ilis Majeure's government for establishing there the
depot for their West India uaval station. You, at the
aamo time, request that this government shomd consent
to enter Into no arrangements, either with any toreigu
toveruuieni or private company, with respect to the
ay of Liiuon tor six mouths, dated irom June 1, ltKis, in

order to secure time sufficient for a commission of the
North Herman Coniedcracy. invested with full powers,
to coniu here and negotiate for a concession In
said port 1 ant instructed by the Presldeut ot the Republicto Hiisivcr tnat although Costa Rica would
most assure.II. derive creitt material advantages lrmn
ttie estuinialimeut of a uaval station in any of her ports,
principally on bar north coast, still ner traditional
policy agreeing with those principles acknowledged by
all America and, ubove all. with the peculiar circumstancesot her situution. lorbtds tier to makt uny special
concessions to any government whatever, however
great her sympathy lor the same, and however secured
her political independence and autonomy miy br.
In our preseut condition any deviation iroui the Inflexiblerule we have bound ourselves to lollow.viz.. to

grant equallv to all nutions that honor us with iheir
irleudsliip. without distinction or privilege ot any kind,
such adv uufages us they justly demand both tor their
commerce ami countrymen, would create complication*
we must avoid, even at tlie expense at delaying that
progress we so anxiously covet
r-uch being the cuse, there is no danger of this governmentgranting any exclusive privilege to auy other government,neither during the six monins you demand

nor within a longer period, whatever the advantage*
tendered in return. But as the spirit of private etnerprisein Prussia might need for its development either
the use of tlie bay of Lemon. or of part of the public
lands, or of some navigable river in this country, nothingprevent* that during the term of six mouths ashed
v Captain Kinderling. should some private conipunv be

The inquiry la naturally raised. How did our
humble representative know what had been going
on if some member of the government did not informhtm, or unless he had been consulted as to
the Monroe doctrine f Your correspondent was
informed by a gentleman who knew whereof he
spoke that Mr. Monell undoubtedly Iramed
the reply of Volin to the request of
Herman consul, and this statement is
based upon unpublished documents at the
state Department. On the 8th of May, two
days after the request was made, seiior Volio compliedwith Consul MoneU's request, and be took
occasion to say that he was tree to make of the
correspondence such use as he might deem
proper.

to secure a suitable naval station In the West Indies.The luterierence of the Monroe doctrine
was noted In the report of Captain Kinderllng to
his government, as well as tne influence of our
Ccusul at San Jose with the Costa Klcau authorities.At. that time Mr. Dnnilriiri) was harassed
with interior troubles, ami, having an independencewhich she could uot well sustain without
loreign aid. the attention or her people was turned
to the United States. In December. 1868, Presi-
dent Johnson, in his last message to Congress,
culled attention to the deplorable condition of ai-
Tairs on the island of St. Domingo, and recommendedthe annexation of the island, taking both
republo-s.Haytl and Dominica. When tills becameknown Germany at once Instituted measuresto secure, ir possible, tne protection of at
least Dominica, and bad, in a more quiet way
than was pursued with Costa Rica, sent
out agents to ascertain what amount of responsibilitywould devolve upon Germany in the event
of the acceptance ol a portion of the territory.
Meanwhile it was represented to our government
that the proposition of the President of the costa
Kicau government, for the Germans to lorrn a privatecompany was being streunously urged upon
the German government; and our Consul miormed
tne State Department, that in the event the companywas formed, it need be no cause of dissatisfactionto the United States, lor the clause in Mr.
Voiio's letter "If the conditions set forth are acceptable,''covered a wide ground; and such t
company, unless its members should become naturalizedcitizens or Costa Rica, would be on no
other rooting than all other foreigners.
The few months remaining or President Johnson'sadministration made it impracticable to

begin tne task 01 winning this biaes Republic.
President Grant, however, had hardlv become
lamt.iar with his new habitation than there came
an envoy irom itaez with the pitiful story of
Dominica's condition, and the report tnat emis-
sanes 01 me >ortri ueruian r.mpire were using
every influence at their command to get tne most
favorable concessions irom the Dominican governmenton behalf ol their commercial interests, and
which res Uy meant eventually the protection of
the island and the establishment of a naval stationat Haniaua. No soouer had the first visitor
departed than Fabens arrived and persuaded the
President tnat, unless the United States toolt the
matter In hand promptly, the poverty and weaknessor tne Dominican government would compel
her to accept the protection ana atu or Germany,
whose citizens monopolized the principal trade of
the island. Of what lollowed the country Is familiar.I'our months after Grant was inaugurated,
in duly. 1MB, General Habcock lett New York for
«t. Domingo as the special agent of the State Department,with lull instructions, and among them
the lollowing
Inquiry should also be made as to whether any other

foreign Power may be seeking to obtain piaseaaion of
any uartot thai country.
The result of which lnqnlry is apparent in the

lourth section or tne ptotoeol agreed upon by GeneralBabcock and M. Guiltier, the Dominican
Secretary of State, as follows:.

In either case the L'nlled States will guarantee the
safety of the country and ot the government against
every foreign Bggreanon ee machination, in order that
the present Cabinet may enrry Intoellect the obligation
which it contracts, to obtain from iho people the expressionot the national consent, which will necessarily
have to be carried into effect within tour month* from
the acceptance ot the idea of annexation by President
Grant.
Thus for the second time American diplomacy

checked the course of Germany westward.
In his message to Congress in December, lS7o,

after regretting tne rejection ol the Treaty of Annexationat tne previous session ol Congress, he
said

I now flrmlv believe that tbe moment It is Known that
tho United tiave entirely abandoned tbe project
of accepting, as a part of its territory, the Island or St.
I-iouuugo, a iree port will be negotiated lor by European
nations in tlie Buy ot -Sam ano.
The President recognized that the Dominicans

were not capable of maintaining themselves, and
thought the acquisition of si. Domingo would not
only be au adherence to the Monroe doctrine,
but a measure ol national protection. In that
message, however, the President did not reveal
the whole truth, but it was reserved lor the messagewhich accompanied the report of the Commissionerssent out in 1871 to examine and report
upon the condition of the island, Ac. In tha» mes-'
sage, dated April 6,1H71, he says, by way of preiace,
that in entering upon the duties or President,
while he did not dream ot instituting any steps
for the acquisition of Insular possessions, though
he believed tnat our institutions were broad
enough to extend over the eutire Continent., yet
he say s:.

I believed fnrthrr that we should not permit any Inde.
peneb nt g iveriiiueiu within the limits of North America
to puas irom a ondition of Independence to one ol owneriprotection radar a European Power.
Now it may he true that the President did en.tertain such sentiments when be entered upon

the duties ol the oiflce. but it Is equally true that
he did not mention them when he wrote his first
message to Congress (lor reasons hereaiter given),
tor ou toe subject ot the Monroe doctrine all he
said applied directly to .Spanish and other Europeanpossessions, for I quote the only paragraph
ou the subject in that message:.
The t'nlted States have no disposition to Interfere with

the existing relations ot spa.n to her colonu, possession*on this Continent. They believe that in due tinio
Spain and other European powers will And their Interestin terminating those relations and establishingtheir present dependencies as Independent Powers.
members ol tbe lainliy of nations These dependencies
are DO longer regarded as subject to transler rrom one
Karopean Power to another, when the present relationol colonies ceases they are to become independentPower*, exercising the right ol choice and of sclt controlin the determination of their tuiure condition and
relation with other Powers.

This, by the way, Is not regarded as Monroe doctrine.out (irant doctrine, by the diplomatic corps
at WfiHlilogton. At the time that paragraph was
written (Jeueral Babcock had made his report, the
Treaty of Annexation had been drawn np and the
agreement closed so lar as it was In the power of
the Ntate Department to do so. The President was
in full possession ol all the lacts relative to loreign
intrigue, prominent among which was the one referredto id his message accompanying the report
of the St. DomiugO Commissioners and already
quoted, tuat.
W« should not permit any Independent government

| (tension, the inviolable secrecy pledged In the protocolprevented the President Iroro alluding to the
Hubject lu hi* nrst annual uieaaage lo Congress.
Moreover, General Babcock had been charged to
keep the churacter of all nis inovonienta ami acta
aa secret aa possible. Kor did the Preeident fully
unveil hia motlvea in the annual message or 1870;
but in Uia message of April 6, 1871, the President
bays:.
Soon after mv Inauguration aa President X was waited

upou by an agout of President Huez with a propositionto annex the Ken unite uf St Doiuingo to iho 1'liitod
stu'cs. his gentleman represented the capacity ol the
Island, the do-Ire of uie people and their character and
habits, about as tbey have been described by the Commissioners.whose report aceompatiias this message, lie
staled, turthcr, that being weak in numbers and poor in
purse, ihev were not capable ol developing their great
resources; that the people had no Incentive to Industry
on account of lack of protection tor their accumulations,und that II not accepted by the United cta'es.
with institutions which thev loved above those ot anyother nation.they would bu compelled to seek protectionelsewhere. To these statements I made no reply
uud gave no indlration ot what 1 thought of the proposition.In the course of time I was waited upon by a
second gentleman from bL Domingo, who made the
same representation ami was received In like manner.

In view ot the facte which hud huen laid hclore me,
and with en earnest desire to maintain the Monroe
doctrine, I believed I would be der llct in my
duiy It I did uot take measures to ascertain
the exact wish of the government and inhabitantsof the Heputilic ot St. Domingo In regard
to annexation, and communicate the information to the
people of the United States. Under the at lending circumstances,I felt that it 1 turned a deal ear to tills
unreal inignt In the future lie liistlv charged with u
flagrant neglect ot the public Iuhthkih itn.I the utter disregardot the wcltnro ot a downtrodden race, praying
lor the hles-ing* of a Iree anil strong government and
tor protection in the enjoyuiout of the fruit* of thoir
own industry.

It is pertinent at this point to ask what led the
President, in addressing Congress tor the first
time, to declare that Spanish and other European
Powers could no longer regurd their American dependenciesas subject to transfer trom oue Europeanl ower to another. That passage in the messagewas not witUout significance to at least two
European nations, and what led the President to
speak ot It is summed up in a word, and that
word, "Germany;" and though he mentions Spain
first, by reason ot her larger colonial poscsssions
in America, the sentiment was uttered to meet
another proposition 01 a similar character to tiiat
01 l'orto Kico. When the subject becomes the
topic ot diplomatic controversy will be the proper
time to explain the origin or the new doctrine of
national rwhts.
Ou the evidence, then, of Captain Klnderllng's

instructions aud the diplomatic, correspondence
which followed, it Is established that alter the
Austrian-Prussian war Gerntanv did seek to gain

T11E CESSION OK IMPORTANT TERRITORY
on the American Continent for a depot and naval
station, and by the messages of the l'resldent it
Is also established that the second effort, alter the
Prauco-Prussiau war, was more sagacious and
bolder than the first, and that in both instances
It was American diplomacy which prevented Germanyirom carrying Into effect her intention.
In regard to St. Domingo the Commissioners
reported that the most important commerce of
the isiaud.the tobacco trade.was carried on
mainly by Germans and the new German
Empire, and that to such an extent had
this tendency developed Itself that the tobacco
trade was rapidly becoming a German monopoly.
The Commissioners lound the number oi German
subjects in Important business operations and
agencies on the north side of the Island to exceed
those of any other toreign Power, and thetr Influencewas extending steadily up into the great
central districts. So, too, the examination of
witnesses beiore the commission revealed the
fact that while annexation with Spain, France or

ol any European Tower to lorm relations looking
to annexation of St. Domingo, It was ascertained
tnat tlie North German Confederation had taken
surd steps In reiraril to tue commerce of tbe
island generally, and particularly in relation to
tbe port and town o< saniana, us to cause mucd
excltemeut on the Island.
The same obligation which the United Stntes

assumed to protect the island from every foreign
aggression or machination compelled Haez to do
all in his power to check the advances ol the G»r-
man agents. So when our Commissioners were
examining the special ageut of the Dominican
government at Samana, they elicited tlie tact
that though Mr. Ton was duly accredited as the
German consul and was a citizen of St. Domingo,
yet he hau not received his exeauacer, lor the
Dominican government had Its own reasons for
not receiving him in tbe capacity of Prussian
Consul. i :

What Consul Labman was authorized to do at
San Jose on behalf of the acquisition or the bay
anu port of Hmon, Consul Pon could not do in St.
Domingo, because the latter government refused
to recognize hiin. l say the second step ol Ger-
manv was bolder than the first, because In the
very teeth ol the Monroe doctrine; for was not
Germany attempting in a covert way to taiceud-
vantage of the weakness of an lmlopendeut gov-
eminent on the American Continent ? and had
Germany succeeded in taking advantage of the
Dominican's condition betore the United States
interposed, what the result would have been it is
useless now to coujecture. The faict, neverthe-
less, remains the same.
After all tnls, does the statement of

in a direct line over l,ooo miles, ana went lurIther north than any American yacht, except the
Palmer, or the New York VachtCiub.

H. Hcpworth, the owner ot the Nettle aud pastor
or the Church or the Disciples In this city, who
sailed the entire cruise in the yacht, also Mr. A.
C. Arnold, his assistant, and George E. W. Stivers,
and E. ».

THE TERRIBLE HRAFNA GJA.

The Dreary Desolation of
the Lava Lands.

THINGVALLA. LAItE.

A Glimpse of the Great Volcano,
flee la.

at tdb Geysers, Iceland, August 8, 1874.
Here I am at last In the very mlilst ol this great

nest of bubtillng fountains of boiling water, wblcli
I ttrst saw pictured in my school days' geography
book, and which have been to me a wonder ever
since, and are, now that i have seen them, more a
wonder than ever. A hundred jets of steam are

rising In the air all round me like so many columns
of smoke irom as many piles ol burning brushwood.A hundred holes 01 various sizes are
In the earth, and looking down into them
through the rising steam one sees a great
bubbling, boiling spring that seems to be
bottomless. From many of them water
Irom time to time pours over the brim and runs

away in boiling rivulets, above which clouds of
steam are ever rising; steam hisses out through
Assures In the rock, througn the sort tmf, through
seething pools or mud, and over a marsh a quarterof a rnllo distant a veil ol mist is seen rising and
floating away, to be melted In the tender sunshine.
For the day Is lovely past, all description, and,
weary from our two days' journey of not less than
ninety miles over the worst of roads, on horseback,to which few of us have been of late accustomed,we enjoy our repose on the grassy slope
overlooking the vailey of the hot fountains, and
write, ami sketch, and wonder, and admire. The
air is clear, as It rarely Is In Iceland.

THK VALLAY OK T1IB GEYSERS.
The outlines or the mountains are sharply definedagainst the clear, pearly sky, and even the

snow peaks can be discerned In all their varied
forms through eighty miles of distance. As I look
away to the southeast great liecla looms above a

range of purple hills, the position of its Immense
crater distinctly marked in a depression of the
cap of snow. I am looking directly across the
steaming plain of the Geysers that stretches away
beyond through miles and miles ol soft green, and
through which meander silvery branches ol the
Hvita, or White River. The scene is too grand and
wonderfal lor pen or pencil. The sunlight
glow on Hccla surpasses anything I have
ever seen. Occasionally a delicate cur-

rent of warm air touches it, ami, chilled
by the cold ice and stiow, a light vapor for a few
moments floats away from its highest point, creatingthe Impression that a stream 01 smoke is
Issuing from it. Hut this happens rarely, and the
great mountain seems to float in the sky us a lightsomecloud, glorious and luminous and vast, liehindme is the level, white summit of the Liing
Jfikull; nearer rises the great sharp, snow-streaked
BlAfell. whose marvellously rich hue reveals at,
once the meaning oi It - name; while between this'
and Ilecla, with the same dark loreground which
frames and intensifies the glow of the lamed volcanicmountain, rise peak on peak of the great Arnartello,which is the very central crest and neart of
Iceland. It is a picture far a painter to linger
over; It is a picture lor a poet to dream of all his
life, and one which 1 canuut better describe lurihcr
than by saying that It was simply glorious. A poet
(Bayard Taylor) sits now by me on the green, and
I find myself wondering if his fancy and intense
sympathy with nature are not. even while 1 write,
rearing up some wonderful poetic fabric worthy
of the marvellous forces that have been and still
are at work In the earth beneath and around ns,
and worthy, too, of his comprehensive intellect
and subtle qualities of thought.

MOUNT 11ECLA.
Ilecla In itself, that is in form, is not at all picturesque.1 here was nothing in it to interest the

fanpc hut thp <r 1nw nf aiinliirht fin Ita nnn nf flnnw

It Is simply a long ridge standing broadside to ttie
northwest and southeast, and is only remarkable
in outline when seen from the northeast or southwest,when the sharp rldgo comes out like a peak
against the sky.

I learn that the ascent of It Is not dllllcult, and
It has been already reached this year by Dr. Leitner,whom 1 have had the pleasure of meeting on
board the Albion and again at the King's dinner,
at Kelkiavik. From the Geysers to its loot is a

good two days' journey. One may go on horses to
the little hamlet of Niefriiolt, a good way up the
side of a spur that It sends out to the west, lrom
whence, alter reireshing one's self with a night's
sleep, the crater may be reached without diitlculty
or danger in five hours. This year the summit is
more than ordinarily covered with snow, i'he
season has been unusually backward and
cniliy, and there are very lew dark
patches to be seen near the crest. Usually,
as I am told, the crest Is almost clear of snow beforeAugust, and therefore llecla nas failed to be
dignified by the name of Jdkull, which means
snow mountain, or at least a mountain always
white. It is a simple Fell, or rocky waste.

REOIONS OF PERPETUAL SNOW.
First in Importance of these Jbkulls Is the

Varna, which occupies an immense space of
several thousand square miles in the southeast
purt of the island, which has never been explored.
I was told In Rclkiavlk that an English party of
four enthusiastic Alpine climbers have gone tnere
this season, supplied with every appliance, In
the shape of Alpine guides, ropes, ladders,
spiked stalls and spiked boots, to do what
liou Imnn hlthorfn rpiranlpd ua imnnusiIMn Imf

whether or not they have succeeded In breaking
their necks remains to be reported. I sincerely
hone they may come out safe and sound, lor the
region Is one or great Interest both In an artistic
and scientific point or view, and may they live to
tell of it.
One thing I must not forget to mention before

quitting the description of this scene from the
Geysers. It Is the surprising richness ol coloringin the landscape. Surprising, because 1 had
read quite the contrary, and my irlend Mr.
Bryce, who crossed over Iceland last year, had told
me that everything to the artistic eye
was unattractive and monotonous. This
Is douDtless in general quite true, for
fog or rain Is the prevailing condition
of an Iceland summer. On this day, however, the
air was remarkably transparent, and there was

no color in the landscape wanting to delight the
artist's eye. The most delicate violets, the loveliestpurple, the richest gray were all from time to
time conspicuous, and there has been throughout
the day a glow on mountain, hill and dale that is
truly charming.

THE KINO'S STAY AT THINOVALLA.
But how did I get Merer the reuder may well ask,

since 1 have broken off my narrative b.v this descriptionof the dar. The narration loll our party
eating breakfast at Thingvalla. We had resolved
not to allow the King to go before us. ltut
right well he may have been pleased to go
anywhere, for they tell ma be had a

miserable night of It at Tlnngvalla, and 1 fancy
he was much like everybody.

it. And they really seemed pleaded with the
idea that thov could keep a king from the only dry
place in all Thlngyalla. Ilut somehow or other he
got In as any other mortal ml^ht und got a nap,
and, no doubt much disgusted, ordered everybodyup at un unusually early hour and marched
off for toe Ueysers with his enormous cavalcade.
We were rar enough ahead of blin to be out of

bis way. Even when we halted at the ml Idle of
tho march for lunch and to give the ponies a
chance to graze he did not overtake us. A few
scattering horses only were seen as we mounted
to ride away.

THE VAI.LKY PRIMEVAL.
The day was a most enjoyable one. Although

the night bad been chilly and damp, the day was
sunny and warm, and the scenery was infinitely
finer than on the previous day. FirBt, we made
our way along toe banks of the Oxara lUver for a
mile, and tlieu, leaving this, started off directly to
cross the Tblugvalia plain. It was averydreajy
ride. About u mile from the Oxara we came upon

Hie, except as we now ana then heard ttie mournlulcall ol' the wimble or the plaintive cry of the
plover, and sometimes caught sight ol them. The
party, however, was m so great a hurryespeciallythe guides.to get ahead and
keep the spare hors>s from mixing with
the Klug's, that, without risk ot being left
behind altogether, we had very little chance lor
sport. Yet Mr. Q. managed to bug a brace or
so of birds while I held his pony, and then we
galloped on alter the party, and did not try our
luck again until wo had come near our noonday
halting place, w ien we discovered numerous
flocks ot plover and secured enough lor a hearty
meal all round. But to go back to

THE CIIASMS IN THE LAVA 11EDS.
We crossed the ThlngvalU plain by a most circuitousroute In about two hours, and, mounting

an activity at an auglo of about fortv-Uve degrees,
crossed the flrafna UJa at the only place where It is
passable to man or beast. And It Is scarcely less
wild aud wouderlol than Its sister, the more
famous Almana Oja on the other side. The great
yawning rift is In places almost as it was when
the crack In the lava first occurred, but In
other places the lofty walls have broken down and
the piles of detached fragments, sometimes almost
bridging the rlit, rell of the Influences ot time in
its steady work ol decay and cliauge.

A MOUNTAIN UIKULEU LAKE.
Once over the rift and at the summit 01 the

plain which stretches away lor many miles 1
paused a little while to view the scene. It was indeeda wonderiul picture. To the left, mirroringas if it were a silver talne the clear blue
sky. lay the beautiiul, mountain girdled ThlngvallaLake; above it, clothed in shadow towered
the dark Veiiunkalla; belore me stretched the
Thlngvalla plain, which we had crossed, clothed
here aud there witn verdure, with what are here
called forests.mere clumps of dwarf blrcties
peeping up occasionally; beyond rose the majestic
Almana Gja, over which, as a silver thread, could
be plaiuly seen tne Oxara waterfall, while away
beyond to the right rose the dark-crested
Armannslell and the snow-capped Skjaldbreith
and the purple HltSthufell. It is one of the picturesI have seen to-day not easily forgotten.

TIJK I.AVA PLAIN.
The lava plain, which we crossed alter leaving

the Hratna Gja, Is even more desolate and dreary
than that which we crossed on approaching
the Almana Gja. One larm house only did
we see, and that quite near the gja. The plains
presented a most singular scene. The lava hud In
many places wasted awav with tline, leaving only
rough hummocks here and there, which in multitudethough not in plcturesquencss. may be best
compared to stumps lu a vast clearing, embracing
many thousands of acres. Kor miles and miles wo
wound around among these lava hummocks withoutseeing a slugle trace of vegetation except
some tuns ol grass and patches of stonecrop
and greeu moss. Then we wound about the base
oi a great mountain and came down into

A LITTLE GREEN VALLEY.
The outline of the mountain, as seen from this

valley, is exceedingly picturesque and grand.
1 fell behind the party long enough to make a

hasfy sketch ol it, and long enougn also to inspect
a remarkable cave at Its base, From this vulle.v we
crossed a series of low ridges, and these opened
before us the valley of Laugardalr, where we
halted lor lunch and to bait the ponies,

They beat a tattoo of protest
against it upon the walls ol the tank which aroused
Mr. Bergh, who at once euused CaDtain Marriott's
arrest U r cruelty and closed tho pouud for several *

days, liut liergh was beaten, and Captain Marriottcontinued in administer gas to his temporary
boarders until wituin lour or five weeks, daring
which he has smo In-red tnem in the river. For
this wav of ridding hiuiseli of the canines
Captain Marriott has had made at the back of the
pound, winch is uow In the Seventeenth street
Muraet, a railway on which ruus a barred car.
Into this he puts his and Alderman Morris' vie1tlms, and rolls it solemnly, to the dirge-like music
of a trombone played i>y an assistant, to the edge
01 the dock, where a derrick lilts the car aud then
lets it dow n into the river. The piocess is speedy,
und is said to be the easiest way lor the (log to
die.

pound, except tne suiarles oi its regular employes.The sale oi one good dog will secure the purchasemoney lor six curs, anu it will be seen from
this that the puuud can be made a permanent institutionat a trilling cost.

Is Heen In the light of the Htatemeni that there are
yet about 60,000 in tills city, many ol wnom are
without homes and masters, and, being more
likely to go mad than other domesticated animals,
are also more dangerous In madness, lor thsy are
not controlled by any such sentiment oi affection as
authorities on the subject say act upon the latter,
even when they have the rabies.

destruction oi their vulgar brethren, the city can
atlord to keep the pound open until all the curs

Both mongrel, puppy, whelp and bound,

are eliminated from the world.
The present system of catching the dogs is about

as good as can be had until the plan Captain Marriottis now working upon is matured. Under this
now system each dog in the city must huvo aa
owner and be uumberea and carry Its number
upon its collar. Kacn will bo trained to go to tha
pound from any part of the city, and when it Is unableto find its home, to go to Captain Marriott,
who will escort it over the proper route. This
method demands a good deal ot Intelligence rr^m f
the canmes, out Captain Marriott is sanguine oi
its ultimate success.
