fhc Excise Cases.Trial of Martin

Nachtman Set Down for To-Day.
Bclore Judge Sutherland.

Shortly after His Honor took Mb seat on the
bench yesterday District Attorney Rollins moved
tbe trial of Martin Nachtmau, charged with vio¬
lating the Excise law.
Mr. John McKeon said that he had had only forty,

eight hours' notice and tho defendant was in Al¬
bany attending some convention. Mr. Kollins re¬
plied that, the charge being onlv a misdemeanor,
Mr trial could proceed 111 the abscuce oi the ac-
cused.
Mr. McKeon urged a postponement of the trial,

remarking "fiat a case oi that Kind ought nor to
be tried just bn.ore election, wnen both sides
wanted to net the tompeiauce mid anti-temper-
inoe voters. '1 lie m.itter would continue 10 l o
iiscuss' d in the newspapers, and he moved that
the case be put over nil the November term.
Mr. Rollins replied, saving that there would be

questions of law discussed uy the learned counsel,
Dot Mr. Kacbtmau'b presence was not needed,
rue indictment asr.unst the defendant represented
ft large class o'f cases of very great importance,
Lost year the Excise Commissioners received
»oont $500,000 paid to tnem lor ilcen»99; but dur¬
ing the present year there had boen a persistent,
reiusm on the part of some 5,000 liquor dealers.-of
wnoin Martin N.icntman, who iiiinsclf was
anee an excise commissioner, whs one.to take
any license at an. The result was that the Excise
Commissioners had received tuns lar not more
than S 150,000, so that u the Excise law were
sustained there would be due to them the iar«e
sum of {350,000. The peace, order and quiet of
the community were dependent upon a speedy set¬
tlement oi this question.
Mr. A. Oalcey nail, who is associated with Mr.

McKeon, suggested that li the case were positively
set down Mr Thursday the court had better order
an extra panel of 600 jurors. Tnis suggestion ex¬
cited considerable merriment and was thought to
be one oi Mr. Hall's bits of pleasantry, with winch
he is wont to enliven the dull formality ol leiral
proceedings, but he informed the District Attor¬
ney iliat tne proposed jurors would be subjected
to a rigid examination. Judge Sutherland set the
case down lor tills (Thursday) morning, and or¬
dered an extra panel of 100 jurois, wnich was
drawn In the afternoon in the presence of tho
Judge.

ANOTHER BOND SWINDLE.

Raising Money on Encnmbered Prop-
prrty - OlTpring Worthless Bonds-
Where is the North Shore Railroad of
Long Island I
About two months ago a short, thick-set man

called on Mr. Terrench at hts office, No. 15 New
(Jnurch .street, and offered him a mortgage on six-
tecu lots in Newark. N. J., on very lavorable terms.
Mr. Terrench took the proposition into considera¬
tion, and alter paying a lawier, whose name does
not appear, $75 for examining the land, the title,
Ac. was miormed by him that the property was

good and tUe speculation a very One one. Acting on
this advice a mortgage lor five hundred and soiuo
odd dollars was drawn up. ami the money paid to
the little man, whose uaine* is Joseph Deck. On
later investigation Mr. Terrench discovered
that the whole property was not worth any
more than the mortgage money bo had
paid on it, as it was fully coverod with otner inort-
gages. Recently fleck was informed that his
swindle had Deen lound out, and lie protested
thai the mortgane was (rood, staung to Mr. Ter-
rench that If lie did not consider tnc mortgage a
good security lie would introduce a man who
would t e wlliiug to trade good ralliuaW securities
lor the mortguge. The man was introduced lu
the person oi a Mr. Hess, who said ne hau bonds
ol the North shore Railroad oi Long Island which
he would exenange lor mortgages on such prop¬
erty as he knew Mr. Hack owned. Tue proposi¬
tion seemed tair, snd Mr. Terrench took the
nauie of the .secretary, as written on one
of the bonds whlcn Mr. fless presented. The
nanie.oi the secretary was >Y llliam H. I.ee, and after
Mr. iless had departed Mr. Terrene,h went aiouiul
to the office ol the North Shore hnliroad to inquire
about its bonds. At No. 181 Maiden lane Mr. Lee,
the Secretary ol the North shore Kuiltoad of Long
island, whs asked lor. One ol the clerks said t'nit
the isorih Shore Kailroad ol Loug Island had no
ottlce there, but that the North Shore Kailroad
Company employed him as a clcrk. The secre¬
tary's name, lie said, was Mr. Thomas Messmger,
and he could ue seen in tlie back office. Mr. Ter¬
rench had a short conversation with Mr. Messm¬
ger, and was satisfied that the nouds which Hess
presented wero worthless, and that the whole
uft'ali was a plan to net the tnurtgago on Heck's
property out oi hts hands. Wnen Mr. Hess came
around yesterduy afternoon to conclude the nego*
tiations tor the mortgage he was handed over to
the custody ot Officer Huckrlch, togetner witu Mr.
lleek. who was near ny.
When tne prisoners wero brought to the Tombs

Judge Klamnier asked ttie complainant what proof
ho had that tho bonds weie spurious. As evidence,
a card on which .Mr. Messmger had vsritteu a de¬
nial ol their genuineness was produced. The
Judge fllu not consider it sufficient evidence, so he
sent on officer down to No. ir,i Maiden lane lor Mr.
Messmger, who, at about half-past, four o'clock,
appeared in rourt. lie said he did not know ot
any such company as the North shore Kailroad of
Long Island, lie was of tieilei that such u com¬
pany had started In i87o, but he bad no informa¬
tion oi atiy works or building done oy tnem.
During the last, lour months he said seveiai poor
men itad called at Iii.h office ami presented for
payment, coupons of nouds such as Mr. 'lerrench
nad been offered. The parties iniormed huu that
they had bought them in good laiui iiom men who
pretended to tie connected with iho road. Ho did
u at. know tti" market value oi the ti unts; in tact
he did not think they hud any. lie w is informed
that some Long island men had bought the bonds
lor a mere sunn at a sale, and were now MlUOft
tlicm ior whatever they could get.
un tir.s inlormation Leek ami lless were re-

mattded to the station house. 'J'ltey will lie fully
examined to-day, WliOn possibly Mr. lless will be
able to show how be came by the bonds mid how
much he paid on them. At the imormai cxaiuinn-
lion yesterday tic said lie had bought !io two
bonds Which bo presented Id Mr. leiieuch from
Mr. llelche, of No. 13'J Itroadway, and that lie had
others whien !id had purchased elsewhere.from
wtiom be could not remember <>r when.

It will be ieui' mbcrcd that m lew days sine© a

man was arrcated In Brooklyn, on complalnr of a
colored man, tor pssatng one of the dolus in ex¬
change lor a horse nud wagon.
The bonds are elegantly executed, and are. no

douot, lor some j rojcctcd railroad which i. ever
became . mltty. Tne coupon-!, from tfle dat# or
the bonds to tne present ouurtcr, have l ecn cut
nir. so that at flrst sight it appears ti;ev nave all
been paid.
