TERRIBLE RAILROAD ACCIDENT.

Golilelon on the Alleghany Valley
Road.List of Killed and Wonnded»
Baggage Car Burned.Cause of the
Disaster.

Pittsburg, Pa., Sept. 30, 1874.
About noon to-day a collision occurred on tho

low grade division of the Alleghany Valley Rail¬
road, three and a half miles east of New Bethle¬
hem, Pa., between Mic mail train going east and
a freight train going west.

The accident was caused by a tele¬
graph operator falling to hold the passenger train
tor orders as directed.

WHO COMMANDS THE ARM? ?

Removal ot General Sherman'* Head¬
quarters to St. Lonln.Powers ot the
Commander-in-Chief.
The headquarters of the army will to-day be

transferred from Washington to Sr. Louis. This
Change is In accordance with General Sherman's
request, and is approved by orders issued through
the War Department by the President, who di¬
rects that the present iunctions of the (ieneral of
the Army and those in relation to the transaction
of business with trie War Department and its bu¬
reaus will continue In force. This transaction,
though not without a parallel In tho military his¬
tory of the country, is one of wiilch the country
was some months ago advised ; but it is, neverthe
less, entitled to some luller remarks and explana¬
tions than it has heretofore received. General
Sherman retires from the seat oi government sim¬
ply lor the reason that the Secretary of War nas
taken out of his hands almost every particle of
authority that appertained lor years to the
Commanding General of tho Army, and lelt
him with hardly tho slightest semblance
oi authority in the administration of the military
establishment. Consequently his position at
Washington became irksome and Sherman has
lrankiy and in the most public manner stated as
much. General Grant, alter the war, as will be
seen, felt in Hie samo manner and communicated
his views to Secretmy Stanton; but General
Brant, according to tbe orders reierred to above,
directs the continuance <>i a s.\stem which Geueral
Sherman nnds inconsistent with his dignity andwhich is properly due to tne high position he
occupies to remain n mere ligurehead at tne
sapitai. It Is Hie custom in all countries main¬
taining standing armies tor tne General-in-Chief
to reside at the seat ol government. The reasons
for It are apparent, iht; suine was the case Willi
Washington, St. flair, Wayne, Dearnorn, Hrown,
Wacomb and Grant when not engaired in active
operations in tne Cell. Hrown and Macomb both
lied at Washington; Scott lor a time nad his
headquarters n New York in consequence of
inferences existing beiween him and W. L. Alarcy
and Jellersou Davis, while tne latter was Secre-
:ary ol War, and it was in consequence ot these
aimcuitles which resulted In stripping Scott of
consideraolc oi the authority allowed to linn by
law and regulations tnat a condition oi alfairs was
created that has led to Sherman retiring to St.
Louis.

a favorite with Edward ,the < on lessor that he
excited tlie jealousy ol tne Saxon Thanes. Maurice
Fitzgerald, l;ls heir, was the patriarch of the
Irish (Jeiaidlnes. He landed in (he Oreen Isle in
the year 1171, and irom htm tuiv.> descended a lino
e: patriot*. soldiers, counsellors 01 .state and aiso
noiiic lormldablc rebels against British rule, the
Jatter class luciudlug Hut names ol i tie lamuiis
"Mlken Thomas' and ixnu Kdward Fitzgerald,
who died oi wounds which lie received in resist¬
ing arrest upon a charge of high treason, on the
4111 of June, 17W8. The nobleinin ju->t now de*
ceased was inenut-r Imkc. Marquess and Kail of
Ireland, lie married a daughter of tne Karl of
Harrington. His eldest son, tno Marquess 01 Kll-
dare, will succeed to tnu duKcdom.

Her independence of character has always been
marked and her indifference to what are known
as l,beaux" much commented upon. An incident
that came to our knowledge during the visit of

PRINCE ARTHUR
to this country will convey a correct Idea of ex¬
actly how independent sho was. Willie on a visit
to this city the Prince, who was a very "unassum¬
ing, clever lellow," so the young men said, was
greatly lionized. Dinners, parties, receptions ana
germans were given in his honor. In return for
all this kindness to the son of his yueen, Sir
Edward Thornton conceived the happy idea of giv¬
ing a ball. Masonic Temple was hired, and every
energy put forward to make the affair worthy or
the guestB and the royal host and his Minister.
The best decorators were engaged to do the hall,
the moaistes were crazed by the demand for new
robes au bar. The caterer lived on the ioad irom
his kitchen in Washington to Delmoulco's door In
New York. Florists were bidden to spare "no ex¬
pense." A clerk "was engaged day and night in
answering notes" begging, praying, beseeching
"dear Lady Thornton for an Invitation." But su¬
perior to everything was the question,
"With whom will he dance?" Each prin¬
cess among our belles thought surely with
her and each fancied tne other would be the
Cinderella left in the cold. Mrs. Thornton made

a list and gave it to one of the Legation, and from
that list the partners were chosen for "His High¬
ness."

Sherman and family. We all remember tho beau-
tnul reception given by "tho staff" to the daugh-
ter oi their chioi. and with what pleasure friends
and society welcomed her home.

THE REGIMENTAL TEAMS.

Close Competitions for the
State Prizes.

The military matches of the First and Second
divisions of the National Guard were begun yeeter-
day, under condition* thai were not very favorable
to good shooting. The weatner was clear and warm,
scarcely any effect of Tuesdav's Btorui being vlsl*
ble, but the winu swept In Irregular gnats across
tue range with a lorce that rendered it very diffi¬
cult for the marksmen to take steady aim. As a
result the scoring was very low, even good snots
feeling thankful II they got on trie largetntail.
t<o Ur, however, as the comfort of the men was

concerned the day was truly enjoyable, the heat
of the sun being tempered by the unruly
wind that played such havoc with tne nlm of the
riflemen. The arrangements, too, weic very
orderly. The different regimental squads campod
on the range paraded belore their tents at the
hour appointed lor ihe opening of the matches
with military precision, and alter inspection were
marched down to the firing point under ihe com-
mand of their oilleers. Tho appearance of the
squads camped on the ground was creditable to
the National Guard. Scrupulous attention had
been paid to the tidiness auu soldierly appcarance
of the men. Sone few of the vlsltlug squads
offered au unpleasant contrast to the men oi the
Twenty-second, Twelfth and Seventh, who were
specially distinguished by their soldierly appear¬
ance and bearing. Owing to the high wind
few of the teams did as well as might
have been expected at tho 2J0 yards range. With
tho excoptlon of tne Seventy-ninth all of them had
some ot their members disqualified, through not
making a sufficiently high score to enable them to
shoot at tho 500 yards, according to the terms of
the match. In fact, there was a perfect slaughter
ol the Innocent* among; the tegtmeutal teams,
some of them going back to the 000 yards range
with only one-fourth of their members qualified to
continue in the competition. The Second division
match, in all esseutlal particulars, resembled that
of the I-lrsf, and, though some lair shooting was

done, the general result was certainly not very
satisfactory.

COMPLAINTS AGAINST ARRANGEMENTS.
The non-military members of the association are

loud in condemnation of the present system of
mixing up military aud civil matters when there
Is no necessity for It. Under the present system
competitor are kept waiting all day in order to
snoot in one matc.i, which Is by no means amus¬
ing.

UNOBNTLBMANLY CONDUCT.
The general conduct oi the men present was ex¬

emplary. some officers Delonglnj to one of tne
regiments amused tnemselves playing cricket,
using the butts ot their guns as bats and lor ualls

a bottle. It is to be regretted that persons sup¬
posed to be gentlemen snuuld set an example of
sucn dangerous horse play. We were unable to
discover to winch ol the regiments these "gentle¬
men" belonged.
