THE NORTHERN PACIFIC RAIL¬
ROAD.

?

Yesterday the case of Elijah Myers vs. the No.th-
eru Pacific Railroad, Jay Cooke and W. b. Ogden,
«aine be Jore Judge Blatcluord iu the United states
Circuit Court. This suit had been originally com¬
menced in the state Court, and upoa motion oi the
deien ;ants it was removed into the United Mates
Circuit Court, together with the papers, or soui<- of
them. It was an action instituted by the plaintiff,
Myers, to foreclose the mortgage which wa- mven
by Cooke and Ogden, as trustees for ihe railroad
company, to secure the bondholders, and against
the railroad company to enjoin them iroin issuing
*Dy more seven-thirty bonus, they, it beinc
alicpred, having gttpuiat< d to issue only $;so,wk),ooo
of seven-thirty bonds, aud to remove every possi¬
ble cloud iroin the title. Counsel ior the plaintiff
made a motion to remit the cause back, to i ne huite

< o.irt, aud, In doiug so, submitted the loilowing
poiuts to tne Court:

'I here is no petition before the Court. The bond
Is not food anil sutricieu: surety, au<t is not a bond
within the purview oi the statute, There is no
liability, or aliened liability, cliar^ >1 against the
corporation deiendams. The ord'-r oi removal
did not work a removal as to Jay Cooke and vvii-
11am U. Ogden, the trusiees. The railroad com¬
pany is not a corporation, not liaviug complied
with the requirements of its charter. It is, there-
lore, asked, on the part oi the plaintiff, lo:' .<11

If the. cause is here then plaintiff asks ior an otoer
Kpillting tne cause as to Jay Cooke ano Ogden,
and proceeding as to them m the state Court.

It always
seems touie when I recall these words, and look
on tne beautilul lake and the charming wooded
shores of Starnberg, that Etzel must have relerred
to this vicinity. Lake starnberg is not over fif¬
teen or sixteen miles long ana two or three miles
broad. Its shores are by no means ho ruggedly
romantic an those of Koenlg-see, near lierciites*
guden. They rise gradually from tne lake,
Delug for the most part well wooded,
end where not the Intervals <»re adorned with lux¬
uriant fields and meadows, ana studded with vll'as
and pilaees and pleasant looking villages.

It is the residence of Havana's young
King, who to-day lias returned lroni his myste¬
rious Journey to I'ans, whither he went a week
ago without telling h s subjects that he was going
to leave them, fechlossberg is very, very still, and
the p«rk is now closed to everybody, lor t lie young
l'rtnee wishes to enjoy It alone, wherein lie may
meditate undisturbedly on 'he duties ofmonarchs
to subjects. But we have oeen permitted to enter.

The>u
will enable at least 20.000 oi our working popu¬
lation to spend their coining muter evenings in
the employments ol tue schoolroom, where, with
the aid and instruction of a carelully selected
corps of teachers, old and young will be enabled
to pursue the literary course essential to their ad¬
vance in Hie.

adapted to the circumstances of our Industrial
population and permit minors to attend to their
labor wlulc complying with tue law.

Interview with Dr. C. M. O'Leary, of
Manhattan College.

A Catholic Opinion 011 thr New Excitemrnb
Abont an Old Discussion.

Tyndall's Materialism the Outgrowth oJ
a "Madness of Eeihod."

Yesterday afternoon a Heraid reporter called
on l)r. 0. M. O'Leary, at Manhattan College, to ob¬
tain Ills views on Tyndalllam. It may be reroetn-*
bcrecl that the Doctor gathered thunderbolts
around las devoted head at A'.b riy two yours ago
when lie read a paper entitled "The Ktiiicai As¬
pect or Modern Science," in which Huxley. Darwin
and Mill were directed with tne keen scalpel of
Catholic theology. At the time me Doctor was tne
only Catholic theologi in in the Convocation, ana
lor hours lie answered tne arguments p t lorwaid.
against the premises taken and the conclusion ar¬
rived .it In his piper. In the interview below It
will be seen that the Doctor's views are severely
Catholic, and that he has given the subject mucn
attention. According to him Tyndallism la noth¬
ing; new, for the differences between his doctrine,
as lately unnuncintcd. and those of Leucippus
ami Epicurus are veiy siuht.

In answer to an opening question as to his gen.
eral opinion of Tyndall's new position the Doctor
said
"To a thorough understanding of the question

'J'licso i lulosop tiers believed tuat ail Ideas havn
their origin in the scutes and i.tid the
inundation of materialism ov making the
irocess >>i intellection d-pend upon sensation,
jocke, while admitting his belief In tu spirituality
ot the soul, at the same time conce ed to matter
the possibility of producing tuought. C'und iliac
invented an ideal stat le in which he deve loped ail
the sui)tie aud elaborate operations of the mind
irom he simple sensations, vnil" Voltaire clearly
loreshadowed the more recent doctrines in the
pithy words, penaeet iesuscjrjxi, j?. ii'en sais
pan il ivaTtUigt'.l "

"Who were those who assorted the supremacy
of nutter before l'ynoa!!, nud how did ihey seek:
toestabllsli an identity between !. and spirit?"
"Well," said the Doctor, "ue La Metrie, Hei-

vetius and D'nolbach, in various ways, expressed
their belioi in the identity of s irn and matier.
not led to their conclusion, however, by
what may called tne physical logic
ol Tyndall. The barriers between the antago
nistie lorces of matter and spirit being
thus weakened tne advance to a more scientific
materialism became easy. Chemistry and the mi¬
croscope poured fresh floo is oi Sight on tne puz¬
zling relation between niiud and oody. Digestion,
secretion anil ttie other pureiy physical processes,
which bad hitherto been considered vital, were
shown to take place in accordance wr.n tne laws
wtiicti governed analogous operations outside ol
the body. Nerve power began to be understood,
and by the exnerimeiits of Einuruus, liicriat and
Virehow, cereb.al Junctions were localized. Tim
tendency of physiology was to usurp the domain
ot psychology, and toartmlt n » t n n winch did no*
answe. the tests of its methods ol inquiry Not
long ago a processor m tne fans school of Modi
cm1.' deliberately asserted t >at tne admission ol
the existence ot the soul as a distinct principle
oi action was injurious to science lor the reasou
that it circumscribed tne livid oi physiological re-
search by assuming tne existence of that wmch
could not be inve»iigated b» cuemicaiaud physico-
cticiuicai mctnods. Analogy became ihe law.
tuat which was dis overed gave lortn the light by
which the undiscovere I was to no sought out.
The microscope revealed the lact that organisms
are developed from cells, which leach maturity id
dlHerent ways; that peculiarity oi luncuon de¬
pends on special modes oi deve opmerit, giving
n>-c to dlirerences ol organization. Here pre
beuted itseit the tempting analogy oi reiemng all
nrganiza ions to a primitive Homogeneous cell
and of simplifying the complex aud elaoorato
structures of the universe by viewing them as the
outgrowth of a primordial mo.ecuie. Ttius the
syngenesis oi thougnt. and tho maiilfold phenom¬
ena oi the physical world were assumed without,
even au attempt at demonstration. A constant
employment ol a rigid Wcicei observation and ex¬
perience led iyndad to the reiec.ion id ail tuat did
not respond to his favorite meihods, and, while n
lelt the condition of scientific truth on a firmer
b.ists. it ripened the way to numberless theories,
which, though advanced oniy as tin. ones, lnvarl
ably conflicted with tne received notions concern
ing the spirituality ol tut soul. Tyndaii owns that
ills original molecule has not yet been discovered,
but he avows ins strong belle I mat whereas mole
cu'.ar physics have alone hitherto sued a steady an ?
Illuminating ra.v on the myriad problems which be¬
set our every step, so our whoie hope oi mrther
elucidation of them lies in tne sauu direction."

..Then lam to understand you as saving that
Tyndaii rejects all tnat does not appear cleat
when submitted to the test of ins iavonte
meihods- experience ami observation y"

..Exactly so," responded the Doctor. "This new
phase ol materialism is wnat may. in truth, be
called a madness of method. It would destroyfree will, moral responsibility and ihe ;ope oi a
lutnre state ol existence in or ,er to satisfy a one¬
sided logical aspiration, it was born li. tho ai-
iuo:<pherc oi au experience wuich prec. tides tne
admission of all <i priori trutn. \vhen ;iie mina
has devoted It.-eit enthusiastically to the consider¬
ate n ol a special series oi irutns ascertainable
oui.v by special proceouro it Is irresistibly in¬
clined to apply the same method with reference
to truths not coming within tne scope ol Its
operation. To a mind thus subjectively consti¬
tuted nothing is admissible but what c aiiorun
to the tests it Is accustomed lo apply, and this
the logical consistency men oi tne fyioiailand
Huxley type claim lor themselves in wishing tc-
suomlt every question to the pronation of ex¬
perience. a similar error was c luinutv <i by the
dogmatists or scholastic philosopuers o! tuo six¬
teenth century, who, tutei'iy ignoring the laws
oi physical investigation, filled their nooks
with the jargon oi -vital lorces," -virtues,'
'nature abhors u vicnnoi,' to. Even Descartes,
whose speculations ou metaphysics ca mov tie over¬
estimated, tell into ridiculous errors wti'-ti treat¬
ing ol purely physical matters, nius we nnd that
the exclusive application of ttio mind to any
purasc oi truth not only excites prejudices, but
in a measuie incapacitates it .or tii'-sindy of
otuer truins by shuiting :rotu view the proper in¬
struments ol research. lue ps. enologims of the
school ol Malebranche. Dmald Stewart aiwl Reid
did not niak>- duo allowance or tne dependence of
tne mind on the body, while Mill, liuxie> i..d lyn
dall, making thu material organism jai -mount,
ignore the inilueuce ol tue boui.''
"There Hoeius among the ortnodox folk to be

much difllcuity in answering tne arguir"nt* of
TjDdall. How do you thins they can nest be
met?"

..Well, if the advocates of the exist< ice of a
principle of action In man essentia ly d.stln. r from
the oody desire to vindicate their rtoetr. o they
in u»t enter the arena with minds stored with
ail thu established deductions oi recent
physiology and grapple tne dlilicultleH
uii'ccliv and squarely. Tno reasHertJoti oi tho old
argument of design is but an indirect reply to
Tyudali's materialism. I he issue must met in
no spirit of evasion or abhorrence lor the per¬
nicious consequences ol tne new rto<;ui..es; but
each assertion must be sure i, the a*»uni- sepa
rated irotn the proved, ami especiidl'. must the
error be lnaisiod upon oi endeavoring to subject
to special tests trutua whlc i, in \., a nature ol
things, are excluded irom their operation. Hux
ley speaks oi a possiido sensigi-nous molecule,
which generates thought and sensation tnrough
the nervous tissue, being led unquestionably to
tne supposition by the observation thai, ail organ¬
isms originate In cells, with which the special
functions ot eacn are intimately connected, 'i In;
hypothesis is plausible u there were no ounter
doctriue in possession, as tne casuist s nay. Hut
whenever a theory is advanced in contli with a
universal belief on which tne hopes of tiiuusands
depend, wliich is all momentous to the interests
of society since if lies at tne root oi the doctrine
of moral responsibility, that beliei must be proved
nmlcniably erroneous, lleiore, therefore, attack
niK so vital a doctrine by the advancement of an
udverse theory its claims should be clearly dis¬
proved. Tyndall sneers at the notion ot a soul,
and forthwith proceeds to theorize. So lar the
new school is not only Illogical, but dishonest, lor
it spurus tne most cherished belie ol mankind
for ages. Mill the interests oi that belief must be
none the less protected against tho indirect as
smuts of us opponent*, even nnder tho injus¬
tice of the circumstances. The radi :al lain!
ol the new school, committed, as i said,
through the application of a wrong me'hod, lies
in the rejection ol the supersensible. However
much they may bo pushed lor au explanaiion of
the cansanon of a first, molecule they will admit
no cuuse beyond, since such a cause i# not
discernible by tne senses. Matter is eternal,
necessary, absolute, containing witnin itself the
rea«ou or its existence ; in a word it is God in the
strictest sense, I we admit th» principles of Pro¬
fessor Tyndall. The crude views ol Epicurus and
l.eucippus, who aitrlbut d tne variety, beauty and
harmony of the universe to the cnance collision
oi atoms, does not diticr much from Tyndall's
paiigenetlc cell, winch is a curious illustration of

t tie adage that there is nothing now under the
sun."
