Next Wednesday, in 8t, John's chureh, will open
the busipess of the Genernl Convention of the
Protestant Episcopal Church in the United Stutes,
A more Important denominational or chureh
gathering has not veen witnessed here for many
years, The last mesting of this body was held in
Batilmore three yedars ggo.  The Conveution s di-
vided (nto the House of Bishops and the House ol
Clerical and Lay Deputles. Of the former therve
are Ay, representing tho Stated and Territories,
regularly organized and mission dioceses of the
land. The latler 8 composod of mintsters
and  laymen, foar of each order belng
chosen by the diccesan or DUSSIONATY CONVED-
tiops, The npuamber of delegates thorelore en-
titled to seats In this Qonvention will be about
368. The unportance of the body may be inferred
from the numbers that will attend amil the expanse
of eccleslastical territory that they wiil represent,
a3 well aa from the subjects that must necessarily
come before them [or leglslatton. ‘the addresses
and charges ol the blshops of the various dloceses
indicate the feellng of fear thatis wideapread In
the Caurch lest the Convention shoula not be abie
to dteer clear of ritualism on the one hand and of
radicalism on the osner, It eannot boe denied rhat
there are and have been threatenings of astorm
which may burst over the head ol the Convention
ere It rises from Its work here, and wheiher the
ecciestastical atmosphere shall be cleared therehy,
or ruin and devastation come upon the Church, re-
maing to be seen. The principal

inthe Church f8 the undue development within
tha last twenty-five or thirty years of a class of
tendencies which wove in the direction ol the
Ghurch of Rome. These tendencies the Low Choreh
porty convend, huve greatiy impatred the dignity
and reality of the Cohurch’s minisirations, have
revived effete tdeas and institutions, and fos-
tered some of the worst forms of superstition.
The great question of the bour for those wiho syme-
pathize 1n wnls respect is, by what means this de-
velopment may be srrested. and even brought
buck within its legitimate Wmits? And how toe
two parties into woich the Chureh 18 divided may
be agein unitea? Neitber party in the contro-
