THE POLICE CIIFORU RECXLtTIOlV.

A Too Stringent Rule on the Blue Coat*
Which Don't Pay.

Since the 21st of September, the day on which
the new regulation ordering policemen to wear

unliorin when off duty was promulgated, the

police of the city hare been sadly demoralized.
The public have not yet been informed of the full
meaning of the order, which 1< said to ha\e been
Issued at th» instance of ex-Superintendent Mat-
seli. Every one of the 2,300 men who are em¬

ployed on the police, Including captains, sergeants
and patrolmen, Is compelled to put on the uniform,
which includes bat, baton and belt, whether lie is
on duty or not. The men are not allowed
to divest themselves of any part of tlwe
uniform under any circumstance upon pain
of losing three days' pay. Thus it will
be seen that the rule works great hardship
to the men. Those who are single cannot go to
any place of amusement with their lady lrlends,
for the inference that would bo drawn would be
that this lady was under his protection as an
officer and not as a bean. When those wno are
married go to church tliey look as though they
were arresting their wives, and when tlie.v attend

a funeral it look* as though they were accom¬
panying the cortege 10 prevent a r»w at the irrave.
Oue man who has been on the police for years, at one
01 the up town stations. wi;s discharged last week
lor disobeying the order. It appears thai lie went
to the wedding of his oldest daughter without his
uniform, which f.<ct was communicated to the
Police Commissioners, uud a nat of dismissal was
the result. -

A Hkuald reporter interviewed all the police
captains in the city recently, and they are a unit
against the new regulation. They aie not al¬
lowed the discretion ol d tailing a man in citizeu'S
clothes to make an arrest, in ca»e ol muriler a
policeman may know where to find the murderer,
out It is next to impossible to arrest a man when
the in»Uuia of odlee is displayed. The records
show ti at more actual service in arresting thieves
and pickpockets was done by men off duty ilian
by those in unllorm. Now the men when off duty
stav In tnelr respective houses and wear the uni¬
form according to order, tnly appearing wnen
they are on duty.
Tins order was Issued belore under snperlnten-

dent Kelso, bui, alter a trial of oue week, it was
revoked, as It tended to destruy tue morale ol tne
men.

Giving Itlore Thieve# to the City Than
Policemen.

To THE EDITOR OF T11K llERALD:.
As a citizen 1 feel It my duty to protest, in your

paper, against the recent rule of the i'olice Com¬
missioners compelling the members of the lorce to
wear their unltorms when off Uut.v. This is simply
tyrannical. It is an outrage on the personal lib-

! erty of a policeman, which Is as dear to him as to

, the most exalted private citizen, and assuredly it
: can have none other than a demoralizing effect

j on the morale of the department generally. The

They can¬
not take their wives and chiliren to church with¬
out being the subject 01 insulting remarks, more so
to the theatre for a similar reason; nor can they
well enjoy a social afternoon with a friend.

! commission or crime, it is a positive lact that the
most experienced capMlns on the force think very

: much otherwise. Any one of ordinary sense can

perceive that the rule can work no good, but the
contrary, observe what this rule sometimes sub¬
jects citizens to as well as pulicemen. The other
dav two officers, brotneis, it. being their day off
duty, called to see a personal friend in the lower
portion of tiie city. Ol course they had to comply
with the recent rule to go in uniform. They had
no si oner entered the house tnau a crowd of men,
women and children collected around the door of
this respectable citizen's house, thinking that.

¦ Butne one was going 10 :*> arrested. With regard
to President Matseil'B view of the subject, saying

, that by keening the men in uniform their days off
It would give one thousand more men to the city,
as a citizen ol New lork 1 think differently. It
takes one thousand more men away Irom
the protection ol lite and property. Be¬
cause if the men were allowed to wear
their citizen clothes when off duty officers
would be in every p< rtion of the city, to the sur¬
prise ol the various gangs ot thieves who frequent
the business portion of our city. Hut as things
stand at present no policeman off duty Is going to
star d any length 01 time in any portion oi the city
in lull uiiiionu, whereas li they were allowed to
wear their citizen clothes they would hang around
the business portion oi the city, where the thieves
do most frequently operate. With regard to what
1, as a citizen, know about the police lorce, I cau
say that the finest arrests maue have been made
by policemen their days off. uot since the wearing

' of the uniforms was adopted. A CITIZEN.

CHICAGO COEN CONTRACTS.
[rrom the Cnicago Tribune.]

The option-trading in corn for September closed
yesterday, with the result we suggested, one of
those engaged in the July corner sold short to the
other September operators, and yesterday declined
delivering about 500,000 bushels. The excuse given
is that some sellers to him 111 July lalled to deliver
about that amount to him, and tnat he has merely
made things even, l hose who tailed to deliver corn
in July pleaded that they wure prevented doing so

by Mr. Sturges himself, and were thereiore not in
default. As no-ie of these contracts are legal they
cannot be etnorced, and heace tuey are on a level
with any other gambling contract. The sooner
the practice is discontinued the better. When the

The sharp practice might be to a great extent

1 avoided by chancing such sales trom seller the
mouth to seller ten or twenty days from the date
oi sale. In th's way the maturing of all the con¬
tracts at the s.ime instant would be avoided.

1 present ah contracts on short sales may oe con¬
sidered botti void and voidable, and thereiore
very uncertain.

THE TRANSIT Of VENUS,
