In short, the
leit "wing" may not know what the right "wing" |
doetb. This is the status ol the "field officer" re¬

ferred to. Like many or his predecessors in the
late war he has conducted himself In such a man-

ner as to merit a brevet for keeping away from
tbe battle ; but, unlike them. Ue is to be com¬
mended for bis judgment and good sense in so do-
ing, and lending bis influence for the preservation
of peace and good order. His accounts of the
several tSmeules that have so recently disgraced
Edgefield county do not differ materially from
those already published in the Herald, and it is

needless to repeat them here.
WI1KRB TUB RESPONSIBILITY BELONGS.

It 1b a difficult task with the very ample facili¬
ties afforded to lay the responsibility where it
properly belongs in these matters. Your corre¬

spondent ha*, from the Ku Kim troubles down to
the present moment, paid every attention to this
subject that his abiiitf could command, ana la
boand to say. First, that to the arming or the ne¬

groes in this State is due the greater part of the
evlia that have /olio wed. But they were not at
flrst to be blamed for them, it is doubtiui If there
had been any kuklux, if this had not been done.
It ts true, on the other hand, that the democrats
claimed as an excuse for the deeds of violence, the
existence of "Scott's militia," as they were then
called. The trials and Imprisonment of many or
the participators In the horrid crimes of 1870-71
caused a lull in the course pursued, and from that
date the militia toot new courage in periectlng
their organizations, and were assisted in every
possible manner by the heads of State depart¬
ments and liberal appropriations of money
that the State could ill afford to
exDcnd for such a purpose. High taxes
caused Tax Cnions to oe Jormed, in
which are numbered the older men, and, as an

Indirect offspring, we have sabre clubs and rifle
compastes lormed by the yonnger men. it is not

difficult, ti.en. to imagine, considering the politi¬
cal excitement consequent upon the pending
campaign, how easily quarrels, turmoils and con¬

flicts may be brought about. The neglect of crops
by hired laborers, or a difference as to the divis¬
ion of them on the one hand or the other, would
furnish a pretext, to say nothing of their opposite
political beliefs.
Edgefield county is not alone suffering from the

results ol threatened violence and wicked rumors.
Within a month there have been other disturb¬
ances which set the public pulse beating rapidly
some of winch, stripped of their possibilities are

laughable in their details, and in any other State
save, perhaps, Louisiana, would iurnish the mate-
rial lor a lively sensation. The fact is, however
tne people here seem to be getting used to these
events.

.The Grand Jury have made a thorough Investlgauon
of the charges brought against Kerry Booker ol an inten-
tention or an aticnrot to incite the colored people to ri»e
up in arm* to kill the whites ana to buru their property.
In this matter wo have the testimony ot one witness,
who say* that Berry Booker did ask him to join hi*
band. The witness said that Booker told him he wus
going to have a battle on the night of the 12th ot Septein-berTl87». Numerou* witnesses have been examined |upon this charge, all ol whom have answered beiore the
Grand Jury tiiat thoy know nothing, of their own per-
sonal knowledge, of the n*e ot the aUMed ineendlarv
language except the one above stated, vfe tlnd that the
white people, acting upon these alleged rumors of »n out-
break upon the part ot the eolored people, met together
on Saturday. September IX 1874, at ten o clock A. M., and

excitement prevails there on account of
the nc-irroes openly threatening the whites,
and that besides the programme to mur¬
der inuuts and children numbern of the most
Dromineuv wmte citizens are marked for special
venaearice. The report states that in several
towns th»re ar» companion attired In "redjackets
and white pants," who parade at nlgbt, much to
the terror oi the women and children. The report
further states that on the2Sthult. a widow ladv,
nearMathew's bluff, crept to a place ol conceal¬
ment in the darkness to hear what the plans of a

I collection oi negroes were, bhe waB startled to
hear the names of her neighbors arid friends called
out to be of the llrst to fall beneath the murd' rers'
blows. Kegro women were to '.help." Hoes.
axes and knives were to serve when there were
no guns. The lands and houses were to fall to
the wives of the negroes, "l'nere are but a lew

; whites, and we will soon wipe them out," was the
i satisfactory conclusion. Brauiort is a very largo

county, and the white population is but a little
over one-eighth In numbers compared with the
black*. It is more than probable were a Grand
Jury to investigate this case it would be found
to end in rumor or the Imagination of soma ner¬
vous old lady. The details of the above troubles
snow how widespread is the "Idea' of difficulty in
the future, as tney all occur in different sections
of the State.

NO MORE TROOPS.
T have It from an undoubted authority that the

Attorney General will ask for no more troops to
be sunt here upon the request of Governor Moses,
The United .states Marshal said to-day that '-ir
the OeorKlans would stay at home he conid take
care of the Mate." This seems to be the great
difficulty.viz.. to keep them there. State Sena¬
tor Cain, oi Kdgefield county (wuich has lormerly
given a large republican majority), sa s the col¬
ored people have done al! they can to maintain
thetr rights, and if they are not protected bet,'.or
than they have been they will stay at home "on
voting day."

THE ocbernatortai. campaio*
has commenced, the nominees lor all the execu¬
tive offices and a large corps ot speakers being
now engaged In "stumping" the state. The held
was taken earlier than had been contemplated be¬
cause of the efforts of the bolting element, now
known as "independent republicans." This new
political body holds its convention to-day in
Charleston, and bids lair to worry the supporters
of the regular ticket severely. It has not, how-

i ever, in Its own ranks, the brains of the uoltlug
movement of 1872, led oy such men as Orr, !»aw>er,
District Attorney Corbin, Tomlmson aud others,
but they depend on tho full acquiescence of the
democrats, and in the event of a nomination they
will bravely abide nj tfcelr support at the polls.
How tuts will turn out Is a question difficult to be
aulved before that day shall come. In the move¬
ment headed by Judge Carpenter fa republican)
lor Governor and General M. o. ltutier (a demo-
crat) for Lieutenant Governor in 1870, the demo¬
crats failed, as tney did Iti 187'J, to come to time
when the pods were opened. Bur matters have

I changed considerably, and now the masses of the
democratic party better aiid more generally un¬
derstand the situation and the needs oi the state.

A similar invitation, offered by
Dr. Fulton, to the prlosta or other ciergy of tne
Holy Orthodox Eastern Churcn, was opposed by
Dr. Perkins, of Loulsvilie, Ky. unless the priests of
the Roman catholic Churcn were also inciuucd.

Resolutions
complimentary to the Bishop of Lichfield, Eng¬
land, and asking tor a copy or his sermon for pub¬
lication, were passed.

TYHDALLISM.

A Jewish Opinion.Interview with
Mr. SI. Elllnger.

Below will be found an Interesting Interview
held recently with Mr. M. Elllnger, editor and
proprietor or the Jevoish Times. The conver¬
sation given In the sequel will be ronnd all the
more Interesting from the fact that Mr. Elllnger
baa examined the theories lately advanced by the
great British professor to the most minute de¬
tail, and has now In preparation a lecture In
answer to Darwin and Tyndall, which he proposes
to deliver In the Jewish Temple, located on Lex¬
ington avenue, on the 15th of the pres¬
ent month. While the interview given be¬
low may not be regarded as an accu¬
rate analysis or Mr. Elllnger»s forthcoming
address, It may, however, be considered as a
fair exponent of his opinions. Upon approaching
the gentleman I put to him about the same ques¬
tion as I first advanoed In my Interview with Dr.
Holland, via.
"What do you think of Professor Tyndall's last

address T"
"I think the gentleman deserves a great deal or

praise for the courage he displayed in announcing
his convictions as openly as he did," answered Mr.
Elllnger.
"Do yon regard Professor Tyndall, from his last

address, to have entered the ranks or the so-called
materialists t»
"By no means," wu the emphatlo response;

'.nor does be ever lean toward atheism. Tyndall's
materialism, if such it can be called, is not devoid
of an ideal, nor does be set up his deductions as
the Bum and substance ol all wisdom. The system
he would advance Is substantially expressed in
the Initiatory sentences ol his address, and so care-
luliy worded are they that theology caunot object
to them. Listen," continued Mr. Ellinger. turning
to tbe address, "and hear what the Professor
says
An Impulse in primeval man turned hi* thoughts and

questionings betimes toward tbe sources of natural
phenomena. The same lmpaisc Inherited an J l/itciioi-
fleu Is tne spar of scientific action to-day. Determined
by It, by a process of destruction from experience, we
form pnysical theories which lie bevond the pale of
experience, but which satisfy the de.siro of Uie mlud to
see every natural occurrence resting upon a cause.
"You will readily understand that both philoso¬

phy and theology have been laboring to that end.
and science will hardly be able to do more tnan
establish a barrier beyond which it lorbids human
conception and speculation to penetrate, as being
beyona the possibility of mental exploration. A
lew years ago it was theology that proclaimed It¬
self tbe first born son of all the borderland beyond ;
now, botvever, it is science which says:.Thus
far wo can go and not further; all oeyonu
Is Idle dreamland, of which we can
have no positive knowledge and never
will have.' As 1 said before, both Darwin
and Tyndall fOr what they have recently expressed
deserve the heartiest praise. Daring the past
Church and State combined have silenced effectu¬
ally the voice of those who dared to leave worn
out and well-trodden paths of the past and cut a
road of their own, measured and designed i>y their
Intellect and based upon the collected experience
of mental toll. I thank God that to thote who
dare in this age assert their opinions tbe dungeon

I and tbe stake have disappeared, as long as that
God, In whom millions believe, is or Buch a crude

| conception as selt-constituted human authorities
proclaim Him, possessed or all the attributes that
flesh is heir to.augur, caprice, cruelty.it is ne¬
cessary to make war upon it, and no one is more
competent to do so than Professor Tyndall and
others of bis school."
"Do you believe the present mission or science

Is to wage war against the conception of tbe
Deity f» fnext queried.
"Not at all," answered tin Jewish editor, "the

labors of the scientist are not against the Deity,
who is the prime cause of all existence, but
against tbe miserable and unsatisfactory concep¬
tion of worn out theologies. Before the one true
God, the spirit Inconceivable, Incomprehensible
In ilis attributes, the one Father of the whole uni¬
verse, can be rccognlzed and worsiuppad, a thou¬
sand popular idols must be overturned, and a
tnousaud crude conceptions trampled in the dust.
Our heroes of scienc? are doing well their work,
and, therefore, 1 say give them the praise due to
their efforts, and let us hope tnat their glorious
work of roconstrnction be taken up by other hauds
not less able, not less powerful."

"Plainly, Mr. Elllnger," 1 Interrogated, "bow do
you regard Tyndall and Darwin r"
"As admirable naturalists; so do I regard them ;

as men highly competent to expound the theories
of the various things tney behold around them ;but beyond the knowabie there is a perfect world
which Is as much the subject of investigation as
Nature herself. There Is.nay, there must be.a
primitive intelligence beyond tne point where in¬
vestigation ceases, to devise the substance where
all investigation begins. This even Herbert .-pea¬
ce r admits."
"How do yon regard the Bible f"
"We relorm Jews, concerning the Bible, hold

tbat It Is only a history of man. We deny that it
is a history or nature. We hold that beyond na¬
ture there is a sublime Intelligence or whose attri¬
butes we are wholly, utterly ignorant."
"But the Bible," said j, "says that man was

made after God's own Image."
"simply a figurative phrase," was tbe response,"On earth tne bighest form of being Is man, and

from this man proclaims tbat be is the image of
bis God; not the image In form, truly, but in in¬
telligence, lor of the form of God we know
nothing. I don't think Mr. Tyndall, in his address,has contributed anything very new, but I do saythat he deserves praise lor the Independence he
bas shown in assertiug his individual opinions."
