TNE 8CHOONER MAGIC.

The Magic |8 an old [avorite, and none can fal!
to remember ber and some of the brilliant tri-
amphs o her credit. She bas long been on the
reginter of the New York Olab, and passed through
tbe hands of several of its opolent members, been
reconstructed and repaired to such an extent
that her origimal bullderslong since falled to ree-
oguize the sioop Madgie—ior such was the name
of the now famous Magic—or that small portion
remalnmng in the hull of the latter when she was
firat iaunened in Philadelphia, in 1857, At the yard
o Mesere. Thomas Byerly & Son. Her owner,
Commodore R. F. Loper, was not wholly suited
with her a8 a sloop, thongh she won the second
prize of her class October 1, 1857, 10 the “deferred
regatta of the second and third classes™ of the New
York Club; 8o In the winter of 1458 Commodore
Loper caused ten feet to be added o her keel, ten
feet to ner stern and filteen feet of false bow put
on her, and changed bher ng to that of a schooner,
In this trim she enterea for the autumn regatta of
she club, October 3, 1858, and came in second, the
mioop Rebecca being the winner of the “frst
class,” in which tbere were entered four sloops
and five schovners, Four yeara longer Commo-
dore Loper continued to use her, entering in but one
regatta during the perlod, that of 1858, when she
secured the prize Jor first olas® sghooners on
ume allownnce, In the winter of 1862-84 she was
80ld to Mr.Willam H, McVicker, who placed lier in
the bands of Mr, Henry Bteers, with directions to
give ber A new gtern and deck, which was
cone, and In the season wof 1884 the yncht
wos first represented o the New York Club by
the name of Magle. That eeason, in the Jane
regatia, the newly-christened crift won the prize
in her class, beating the Julia and Junlata, and in
the Jollowing year's June rennion of the club won

, BOATING ON THE KILILS.

An Exciting Contest Between the Oneldn
and Bayonne Crews—Victory Gained
by the Former.

The Bayonne Rowing Assoclation, of Bayonpe,
N. J., 18 a young organization with a mighty desire
to become known in boating circles, and It 18 sus-
tained in ita asplrations by the other rowing
organizations of 1ts immediate neighborhood, The
Onelda Rowing Assosiation, of Jersey City, has
been organized for eeveral years, and though
its members have never madé It famous by
their deeds at the oar, they have always felt
that they could 0 make thelr association if
they did but try earnestly, To sam up, the firat-
named organization hes a good deal of ambition,
while the latter overfiows with vanity, The Ar-
gonauta and Neptune assoclatlons, woose course
is on the K1l von Kull, lave urged the Bayonne
association to compete with the Oneida, and num-
bers of the Argonsuta have “‘coaghed” the Bay-
onne crew while they prepared for contest with
the Jersey Clty oarsmen. Much talk has been in-
dulged in by partisand of both the Onelda and
Bayonne associations. Im  faect, loquacity
seems  to bhe a gilt, perhaps useful
though cerwainly tromblesgme, which attaches
to all persons who connect themselves with these
organizations, Yesterday afternoon, when the
race berween the rival crews took place, the only
person having an interest i it who did not chatter
without cessstion was the referee, and he for-
tunately has acquired the habit of putting all his
opinions upon paper.
