TURMOIL IN THE DISTRICTS.

The elections In Ohlo and Indiana are gradually
developlog an influence over the contest In New
York, although It seems questionable as yet which
nide will be pracilcally bepeflted by the result Io
the former States. On first sight it would appear
natural that the democracy should gather strength
from the signal triumph of thelr brethren in the
West; and, beyond question, the first effect of the
October victories has been to draw Into the lines
the dlsalecied democrats who were previously
hair disposed to bolt the nominations of the or-
ganization. The prospect opened up by those
prairie triumphs of & revival of the old demo-
oratic party, and of a probable return to power in
the national government alter a sixteen years'
leave of absence, has induccd democrats %0 hesl-
tate before placing themselves outside the pale
of regularity, and less open talk against the
leaders 18 nDeard npow than was andible
two weeks ago, On a superficial view Tilden
Bstock appears to have advanced in the political
market through these agencies, and if Pennsyl-
vania had been snll incinded in the October lot-
tery and had turoed up as a8 democratic prize the
struggle in New York would probably have been
to-day as good as declded. But there Is a4 draw-
back to set off against the successes in the Weat,
_ynlclg probably has not yet made itsell apparent
to thé elated ana hoperul democracy, but which is
likely to foree Lteell rapldly into prominence.

THE ALANM OF THE MONEYED INTERESTS,
» That drawback 1s to be found in he alarm com-
manicated to the great Anancial Intere ata of the
country by the evident triumph In_Ohio ﬁ%'in»
diana oi the democragic doctrine of Fepudiation of
Ahe payment of the United Btates bonds Im goid,
‘®xcopt where the contract lor such redempe
tion appears on the face of the bond. The
ptu!io;n}g_ of the democracy of hoth those
Btawes were outspoken on this Issue, and the tri-
‘wmph of the candidates of that party 18, beyond
guestion, regnrded by mahy persons as a triumph
of that principle. The Btate of New York, with Lts
great financlal and commercial {nteresats, looks
upon such & platform a8 but littie better than
open repudiation. Ita citizens, with their broad
and emlightened views, discern the Ialiacy that
underfes this Western democratic war ery, and
know that, practically carried out, the redemption
of any portion of the national securities In green.
backa would cost us more than tenfold their re-
demption in gold, In broken and tarnished national
credit and bonor. At thegsame time the Western
doctrine has its attraction’ among the masses of
the people, 1t is this undentable facs that renders
1t the more dangerous. Men are told that during
our war, when greenbacks were worth only
forty cents on the dollar, the wealthy clilzens of
our own anao! foreign countries bought up our
bonds, paying only forty doliars for & nundred dol-
larbond. On this Investment they have received
for & number of years -an interest ol 8ix per cent
in gold on tne faoce of Lhe d, but oD their actual
investment an Intereat of "iteen per cent 1o gold,
They now claim one hundred dollars in goid for
the forty doliars every one hunared doliar bond
cost them, The Western principle denles their
right, despite the resolusions ol Uongress, to de-
mand gold for their bonds, ana declares that the
eurrency that was good enough for the soldier in
the war and that is good enough lor the pemsioner
and the laborer to-day, should be good enough for
the bondholder,
WILL NEW YORE HELP REPUDIATION ?

Buch an argument as this is evidently calcnlated
to catch the popular lapcy, and the fallacy that
underlles it 18 not readily discovered by ordinary
inteilects, There 18 no apprehension on the pars
of any well Iniormed person that the New York
democracy lavors such & doctrine; nevertheless,
the argament 18 efMectually used that, should the
great State of New York at this ume wheel into
line with Ohio and Indiana in repudiating repub-
beaniem aod resunscitating the old demoeratic
party, it wounld be such an aid to the principle of
semi-repudiation a8 would threaten danger in the
fMature. Shoald this ides be entertained by the
moneyed interests of the Empire State it 18 probable
that & giant edort would pe put fortn %o save the
Btate for Governor Dix, and that any necessary
smount of mods woold ve forthooming to accow-
plish that resalt.

THE TURN OP THE TIDE.

There are many, however, who ignore altogether
the financial jssue made i1n the West, and regard
ihe rerult of the October elections as uvmistak-
able evidence of the torn ol the tide agalnss a
corrupt adminieiration and againet the general
onfaithiuiness of republican oficials, These men
