history of the Percys, in Northumberland House.

Mr. Bruce communicated with Mr. spedding,
uud the latter gentleman edited the iragmenr,
which throws tresh light upon the Jiacon-shakcs-
j^earc subject.

ty-two leaves, laid one uoon another, folded as In

Again he say* "My conceit ol his person was
never increased toward him by his place or iiouors,
but I have ana do reverence mm tor the greatness
that was only proper to himself, in that lie seemed
to me ever by ins words one or the greatest men
and most worthy of admiration that nad been in
manv ages."

Such encomiums as these preclude
the possibility of Bacon being a "stupid" play¬
wright.

THE B0YL8T0H BANS ROBBEBY.
Curiooe Story of a Bnrglar'i Life.The

Career ot GharlM Ballard.
The approaching trial at Boston of Charles

Bullard, alias "Piano Charlie," one of the most
celebrated robbers «f this country, for participa¬
tion in tbe Durglary ot tbe Boylston Bank five years
ago, promises to elucidate some very curious
facts. When arrested in this city a few weeks
ago he was almost without money, and the
majority of his old friends bad turned
their backs apon him. Below will be found a
sketch of nis connection with tbe Boston Bank
robbery above alluded to, and also of his alleged
participation in the robbery of tbe car oi the
Merchants' Onion Express Company on the 30th of
April, 1868, from which upward of $360,000 were
abstracted. For this latter offence he and Isaac
Marsh were brougnt from Canada to White Plains
Jail, irom which place they made their escape.

THE MERCHANTS' UNION EXPRESS ROBBERY.
On the 1st ot May, I8ft8, upon the arrival of tbe

hall-past six A. M. Hudson River Railroad train In
this city, it was discovered that a robbery had
taken place in the car of the Merchants* Union
Express (now amalgamated with the American
Merchants' Union Express), and that
tha company's measenger, Putnam Brown,
had been gagged and bound, in wbich
position he was fonnd, the robbers hav¬
ing abstracted upwards of $340,000. Tbe mes¬

senger, Brown, being arrested, confessed tbat
tbe robbery had been executed by himself, Charles
Bullard, alias Charlie Thompson, alias "Piano
Charlie ..Den" Thompson, an actor, and "Ike"
Marsh. Shortly after this the detectives obtained
information tbat Bullard and Marsh bad taken
refuge in Canada. They were brought back and
lodged in White Plains Jail, in Westchester
county. A letter to Bullard irom a Mew York
police official was louud while he was Impris¬
oned in Canada, torn in iragments, but was put
together and read by tbe detective who had him
In charge. Bullard and Marsh were brought from
Canada, at tbe same time as the celebrated Frank
Reno and cnarles Anderson, wbo had robbed tbe
Adams Express Company at Seymour, Indiana, on
the 10th of May, 1848.

TUB BOYLSTON HANI KOHHRKY.
When the doors of the Boylston Bank, corner of

Bo>yston and Washington streets, Boston, were
opened on tue morning ot the ftkl 01 November,
I8tib, it was discovered tbat the vault had been
broken into by burglars, und thai upward of
$400,000 worth of property, consisting 01 bank
bills, bonds, Ac., bad been stolen. From that day
to tins nardly any ol the property lias been re¬
covered. The Boston police have oeen nnaole to
obtain a clew as to who were trie perpetrators of
the daring ronbery. It appears that on the Md
day ol October, exactly a month pievious to the
discovery of the robbery, a man giving

Through this hole they took out all the private

boxes ou tue shelves, aud bursting them opeu
helped themselves to what they wanted, aud hav¬
ing taken their choice scattered mortgages, Ac-,
over the floor of tne saie.

Saturday evening and its opening ou Monday

A BRAVE OFFICES.

Oeiptrate Straggle Between a Kaandt-
man and a Gang of Roughs.

At half-past eleven o'clock yesterday morning,
as Roundsman William McLaughlin, of tlie Four¬
teenth precinct, was arresting James Higgins, of
No. 141 Mott street, on a charge of being drunk
aud disorderly, and while on his way to the sta¬
tion house with the prisoner be was assaulted by

a number ol Higgins' friends at the corner of Hes¬
ter and Mott streets, who attempted to rescue the
prisoner. The roundsman fought bravely,
at the same time holding on to bis
prisoner, who was making desperate efforts
to escape, and finally succeeded in throwing
tbe officer into the basement of No. 163 Hester
street, severely Injuring him. As soon as Mc¬
Laughlin regained the sidewalk he went in pursuit
ol Higgins. who was running through Hester street
in tbe direction of Mulberry, ana wnen ue readied
the coiner of the latter street be attempted to
enter a liquor store, 'i he door was locked, so that
he was unable to gain admittance. He then ran
in the direction oi a large tenement house near
centre street, and when about 10 enter it was
seized by the officer, whom he uttempted to throw:
but oy the use of his club the officer knocked
ail his wrestling notions out ot his head.

A slim
built man in a worn suit ol black clothes, having a
llgnt complexion and long hair, whose name vi¬
brated dating tbe evening as Mr. Awiei Cneak,
acted as tbe lecturer, and Introduced tbe "manl-
testations" whenever these were performed. A
Mr. T. R. Dawley, a printer, took the tickets and
looked after the management, and the medium
himself, Mr. T. Warren, tied his own hands and
legs and iell into coma at tbe right Juncture seve¬
ral times durlug the evening. A constant
state ol uproar exlstea owing to the fes¬
tive behavior the Spiritualists, wtio, sitting! in the iront seats, endeavored by every possible
means in their power to intimidate those who
dared to make auy suggestions as to what snould
be permitted. Ueorge Krancis Trnin was ni esent,
und was asked to act as a committee of' one tn

l make proper investigation into the manitestatlons1 wnich were advertised to be made by Mr. Warren.
Train, with bis usual lellelty, asiced that Dr.
Muier, oi toe Turkish Baths, should act in Ills
stead, and tbe latter gentleman being chosen
speedily took his place on the platlorm to watch
the proceedings. A young and hand¬
some man, who was balled as Colonel
Klliott, also went on the stage, and
gave occasion lor mnch merriment, by his out¬
spoken incredulity in everything that was done.

The
turnkey had a conflict with Robinson at the out¬
side door and discharged a revolver at bun. The
snot took etTect in tbe scalp and Robinson, followed
by the turnkey, left the jail through the door, but
was overhauled and brought back by the turnkey.

A colored Drlsoner named Lee also escaped, a
dozen or more of the prisoners were about making
off. when two or three ol the loyal prisoners Inter-
lered, while a female prisoner, a girl named
sstioppy. pushed back the crowd, lockea the
jail door and stopped a lurtlter stampede.
Lee was caught within live minutes after his

escape. Allen is still at large. Neither officers
nor prisoners were seriously injured.
