Remarkable Failure of the Repub-
liean Convention,

The Committee on Address Unable to
Collect Outrage Statistics.

A MILITARY DESPOTISM WANTED.

Clayton’s Delegates Praoctically
Degert Him.

CBATTANOOGA, Tenn., Oct. 14, 1574

In a despatch sent fromi this place Monday I
stated that the Bouthern Republicnn Convention
would be nothing more than the merest bubble,
which woula burst ac the sligntest provocatlon.
It needed no gift of prophecy to foretell that the
body of disappointed carpet-baggers, though bent
ob wischlel, would fail Ln accomplishlng their most
ardent desires in the way of unvelling the onia-
vorable Into favorable opinions neld by the Northe
¢rn people against them. The Commitiee on
Address met last night, and there was a general
discusslon as to the matter that would be most
pulitie to be set forth. Une plan was suggested
und generally agreed upon, though it was thought
impolitie for the republicans to advapce any such
flea.
