Additional despatches have come to hand show¬

ing that the gale In the North last night was far
more severe and destructive than was Indicated
oy the flrst reports.
The storm also extended to Scotland.

A melancholy report ok losses.
It was very destructive on the coast and in the

interior or England.
Reports of damage to shipping and other prop¬

erty have been received, with several despatches
announcing the loss or many lives.

Reports from Hartlepool, Shields, Hull and other
porta, and from Inland towns, bring intelligence
of great damage to shipping, to factories and
other property.
*A STEAMSHIP STRANDED AND FOUBTEEN SAILORS

DROWNED.
Tne steamship Chusan, from Glasgow for Shang¬

hai, was driven ashore near Ardroasan and Is go¬
ing to pieces. Fourteen of the crew were washed
overboard and drowned. The persons left on
board, some fifty in number, look to the rigging,
where they yet remain In full sight from shore.

Efforts are being made to save them.

.Rivers Swollen and Telegraphs and
Railway* Interrupted.Veasels Adrift
from Their Anchorage.

London, Oct 21.Night
A heavy storm of wind and rain prevailed last

night and to-day throughout the north of England
and In Scotland. All the rivers in that section
are much swollen, the railway and telegraph lines
Interrupted, trees were uprooted in all directions
and chimneys and walls prostrated. Many per¬
sons were Injured In Edlnourgn by flying debris.
Three houses at Stockton-on-Tees were de¬

molished and one person was killed.

Last night was one or tboso gala occasion* at

the Academy of Music that seems to bring out tbe
enure operatic public. A young American prima
donna, who left her native shores some alz year*
ago in the forlorn hope of becoming an accom¬
plished and successful opera singer in Europe, and
who gained ber object in the most decided
manner, returned to snow her countrymen
tbe result of her venture by practical illus¬
tration. Tbe name and fame of Emma Albanl
have long sluce reached us lrom trustworthy
sources, the unaulmous verdict of tho most critical
people In Europe, and naturally anticipations on
this aide of tbe Atlantic were raised to tbe highest
pitch. They were not disappointed. Her success
was or that kind that may be juatty termed artistic
in the real sense or tbe word. So many American
girls essay the same course and return without
gaining the desired goal tbat we have latterly be¬
come sceptical on tbe subject, deeming
tbat In tho majority of cases injudicious
lr icuds, bad advice and worse vocal train¬
ing in Europe tend to destroy whatever
talent those aspirants originally possessed. Rat
this is a glorious exception to the general rule, and
New York last night confirmed tbe verdict or Lon¬
don, St. Petersburg, Paris and Italy. At tho end
of the opera tbe young prima docna, not long out
of ber teens, was called before the curtain seven
times, the house unanimously Joining in an out¬
burst of applause, tbe ladles in the boxos waving
their handkerchiefs and the gentlemen uniting in
a volley oi "bravosl"
The most melodious opera of Bellini, "La Son-

nambula," will never lose its attractions with the
public, although It may be considered in a com-
parative sense of the word as a one rOle opera,
lor, excepting a few pretty airs for the tenors and
one tor tbe basao, tbe honors belong to tbe prima
donna. Amina alter Amina appears, but still tbe
attraction of the ODera never ceases, in London
they have bad Vasta (the original Amina), Mali-
bran, Perslam, ViardotUarcU, Homer.

many others ot bis works. It is now aoout forty-four years old and still retains its popularity.When the Joyous belle or the Swiss village first
appeared in that ecstasy of song in
which a betrothed maiden, without a cloud
to mar ber happiness, would naturally indulga,
and which Bellini nas illustrated in the most dell-
clous manner in tbe cavatina, "Come per me
serena," and in the succeeding "Sovrailsen lamau
11 posa," the sympathetic voice aud perfect vocal
scuool of Mile. Aiounl were at once revealed. Her
voice Is or light calibre, but so soit and velvety in
timbre, so readily respondent to each phase or pas¬
sion and expression, so even in tone throughout
its registers and so flexible and beautirui that her
singing is a positive charm. Tbe short duet witu
Embo, fcorfriyfiig tbft Betrothal, was delivered
with faultless expression. In tbe next act, when
Amina is surprised in the Count's room by the
vTuatfgrrf, the histrionic abilities of Mile. Albanl
were brought intQ requisition. As an actress her
stage presence, beauty afttf graceinl style combine
to give effect to a scene or Tills nature. The be¬
wilderment or Amina, reBuItmg jrom finding
herself in a strange bedchambfe^ Into
which she had wandered in her sleep,
tbe realization ol the equivocal position
in which she had innocently placed herself, and jher despair at tbe reproaches of her betrothed,
were delineated by Mile. Albani with a vividness
and power worthy of the dramatic stage in some
ot its best phases. Before the arrival of the vil¬
lagers there is a short recitative by Amina, a sort
of dream ol love, which was interpreted by Mile.
Albanl with rare sweetness of expression. Tuo
words "Elvino, abbraclaml, altln sel mio" have
never beiore received a more touching or pas-
siouate rendering. But in tho last scene, the
Joyful awakening to love and bliss alter
such a fearful dream, the prima donna
achieved her cmefest triumph. We have heard u
dozen Amlnas, many ot the names we bave men-
tioned above being among the number, but we
bave never listened to a more thrilling, expressive
rendering of the "Ah! non crede mtrartl," than last
night. The beauty of the voice of the young
prima donna shone rorth to the best advantage m
this morceau, and there was a tinge of saunesa
veiling it which made it still more charming.
The ecstasy which fills the heart of the village

maiden wuen she realises to the mliest extent the
reconciliation with ber betrothed, and which is so
aptly conveyed In tie final air, "Ah: non giunge,''
was interpreted with such exceeding brilliancy
and Anion oy Mile. Albanl that the house rose at
her and the opera closed as an unbounded triumpn
for her. The chorus and orchestra were admirable
last evening, thanks to tbe director. s>ignor Muzlo,
and the rOlesot Eivino, The count, Lisa and Martha
were very inadequately filled. "Ruy Bias" will be
presented in Brooklyn this evening, with Pocea-
tmi, Cary, Carpi, Del Puente and Fioriol in the
cast, and on Friday Mile. Albani makes her second
appearance as Lucia, one of the best ot her roiej.

WallMk'i Theatre.
An adaptation of octave Feuiliet's drama, "The

Romance of a Poor Young Man," was produced at
this house last night with gratifying success. It
Is due to tbe management to say that tbe success
was well deserved, and that nothing ttiat could be
done to Insure it was left undone. Tbe play was
mounted with a completeness and care uuusual
even in Wallace's and with all the old taste joined
to tbe new richness. In the scene of tbe ruin of
SUn considerable artistic power was displayed
and we do not remember to have seen a better
moonlight effect produced on any stage. If it has

a delect, it is the arrangement of tne tower from
wbich Manuel leaps. It is unnecessarily high.
Tbe dramatic effect of the leap gains a little In
sensationalism at the expense of the
force of tbe situation, which is broken
by the scuttling scene on the steps leading
to the platiorm. Perhaps the public do like the
sensation ol the blgb leap, but we think this a«i-
vantage is too dearly purchased by breaking the
intensity of tbe passionate scene between the
lovers. Hut this Is a matter of opinion and perhaps
tbe management knows best what pleases tne
public. Tbe ptay as produced last nisht was effec-
tive in a high degree. Unlike most adaptu-
Hons from the French, it nas trained
something In compensation for wbat it has lost m
translation. The dialogue, though bright and full
of dash, is not equal In point ol polish and new ¬

ness to tne original, but it has a broad humor uu-

J tressed upon it in exchange.a humor that Is tell-
ng. though not very squeamish sometimes. The
tendency to replaco comedy by farce, which
la so strong a feature or all Ameri¬
can worcs, whether adaptations or originals,
is exemplified In this by the introduction 01 a
time. Larnque, who weeps pretty nearly all the! time she is on the stage. It would improve tne
play to dry her tears a little. Mr. Montagueand Miss Dyas, on whom the chief weight
of the pieoe falls, were cordially re¬
ceived on their appearance. Mr. Montague
was, evidently, still suffering from his accident
and looked decidedly weak. .His periormauce of
the rOle of Manuel quite confirmed the good opin¬
ions that were lurmed ol nlm on nls first appear¬
ance, notwithstanding that he played uuder very
nnlavorabie conditions. Tbe Marguerite of Miss
Dyas was marked by the usual quiet
excellence and admirable method of her
acting, and her success tn the new house
may oe looked upon as assured. Mr, John Gilbert
as Dr. Demarest, and Miss title Germon as Mme.
Aubrey, did not have as much soope lor the display
of their talents as could be desired, it is the lault
of the authors, we suppose, who do not expect to
And so much talent compressed Into one company.
We regret that the lateness of the hour at which
the curtain lell renders a more extended notice
impossible.

THE W&SB1HCTOS SAFE BIKCLARY.

Efforts to Stay the Proceeding* ot the
Court.Important Points Raised and
Decided*

WASHINGTON, Oct. 21, 1874.
The Criminal Court this morning resumed the

consideration or tae saie burglary conspiracy
case. Mr. Hlnkle, counsel for Whitley, read the
first plea in abatement raised by him yesterday, to
the effect that the Grand Jury which found the
alleged true bill against bis client, along with
others, was not legally constituted, the Jnrora
not having been selected in accordance with the
law.
Judge Humphrey said he would treat thin

plea as nought, because of its duplicity, and be¬
cause It did not present a single question npon
which a direct issue on the demurrer could be
had.
Other pleas were read questioning the mode of

drawing Jurora and asserting that tne law required
tue summoning or twenty-three grand jurors,
whereas only nineteen were In attendance. The
Court sustained the demurrer against the plea on
the ground tnat the plea did not set lorth that
only nineteen persons were summoned. The law
did not require tnat every person serving as a
grand juror should appear. If this were so the
Oourt could never have a lull grand Jury. Sev¬
eral of the points raised were presented for argu¬
ment. Including the question that three of the
grand Jurors were not legally quallfled to servo,
not being tax-payers, and that the names were
not drawn from the box in pursuance or law.
Assistant Attorney General QUI said be would

stake his professional reputation on the assertion
that the law did not require Jurors to be taxpay¬
ers. Be expressed the anxiety ot the government
to proceed with the trial of these eases wltlioat
unnecessary delay.
The judge remarked that the law required every

accused person to be tried according to the forms or
law, and so rar as he was advised no person should
be tried otherwise. Tne Judge said the issue was
joined as to the drawing from a box ot names of
persons to serve as Jurors. The names wore
drawn by R. J. Midrtleton, Assistant Clerk or the
Court, and thla would be shown by the evidence.
Mr. Davidge, for Harrington and Williams, with

the consent or Hlnkle, amended the plea no as to
make It appear tnat the Clerk or the Court did not,
in the presence of the Commissioners, break the
seal of the box publicly and draw therefrom the
na<nes or tbe persons to serve as Jurors.The Judge, tor the reasons eiven, sustained the
demurrer.
