he ut in a "talking mood," which is not yet, to Rive
his lull views and ail tue miormation he has on

the subject, which will undoubtedly be valuable.
He has been driving here and there and
In the saddle lor the past lour or five

days hunting his stolen horses, many of

tvnich have been taken, and he stalks about in his
Kiowa sheet, moody and silent, at times sighing
deeply and seeming to be sorely sail at heart. As

I stated in a previous letter, he is the shrewd and

cunning diplomat; not, however, dishouoraDle.
but the very MactuavelU of the Indians, planning
and carrying out schemes oy winch to save his

people, and, lor several days past, lelgnin? other
motives und movements, lie has been busily en¬

gaged at this, working to the best advantage with
acting agent Howard and the military officer in
charge oi the Indians held a» prisoners. lie is not
to be blitnud, tiut should not be humored too lar,
as l tea r is already the case. II the Indian is not

THE POGB INDIANS.

A Missionary*! Story »r OatragM Ipsa
tile Aborigines.The Record of Colonel
A. B. Neachsin.'A Man with a Bad
Heart".Why Captain Jack and His

The Indian troubles have uuinerous factors, and

or these several of the most Important have been

usually overlooked when the problem of how to

stop the reus in their criminal courses has beeu
considered either by the government or the gen-
eral public, when the Indians break out and rav¬

age the property and destroy the lives of border
people, the great part oi the population of the
country, hornfie l by the aspects ol their crimes,
cry out lor their extermination, and the govern¬
ment puts lu process a sv stem of forcible repres¬
sion ; but neither the people nor their officials look
further thau the fact tuat the Indians have doue
murders. The people, Indeed, satlsiy them¬
selves that the motives of the Indians
to murder are in their depraved nature,
and chime with General Sheridan's epigram¬
matic opinion that "the only g >od Indian la a

dead Indian." The government, nowever, seems
to put down one outbreak and to wait quietly lor
another, without trylug to lino out if there were

causes tor tiie first outside of the restless, mad
spirit ol the reds ; or, li some instances or oppres¬
sion, or criminality towards the Indians, are
shown to have excited them, the government
appoints to correct the abuses tue same men that
inflicted them. It Is impossible, of course, for the
United States government to apprehend and pun¬
ish every white man who outrages the aborigines.
Otherwise, troop* would be continually scouring
the Western country aud the prisons of the mili¬
tary barracks would be filled almost continually
with white ruffians. It is not meant that
the whole settlers of the border land are
scoundrels. General Sherman has given them an

unnecessary certificate oi good character, in which
he very ingenuously compliments both them and
himself with the remark that he also was a West¬
ern immigrant. Yet as there are scoundrels In
the East, where civilization has had life lor cen¬

turies, the Western settlers are not to be held as
imn na late. Beside the regularly domiciled in¬
habitants of the Western country, there are par¬
ties of white men who roam through the vast ter¬
ritory; and It is by the doings of these fellows
that the passions of tlie Indians are olten excited,
li the government is not able to punish these
ruffians after their crimes upon the natives, it is
surely, at least, able to punish those men whom it
makes agents for, and in name protectors of Uie
Indians, but who become in dead their violators.

A reporter or the Herald yesterday conversed
with a priest oi the Catholic Church, who, since
18C2, has been a missionary among the Indians ol
the Pacific roust. The greater part of the twelve
years of his missionary work has been passed in
the Snake country ; bnt he has also lived among
the Modocs. the Kouge Klver, the Klamath Indians
and other tribes of California, Oregon and Wash¬
ington Territory. He has jourueyed over the
route of Father De sm id t and passed lar beyond
Its most extreme limit. It must be admitted,
tn en, that this devoted missionary has had the
fullest opportunity to estimate tue Indian charac¬
ter. lu Ins remarks yesterday he showed no
deaire to sKetch tue Indians as

as beings naturally good, but goaued into crimi¬
nality aud wretchedness by abuse. Ou the con¬
trary, ne spoke ol th "in as men who act on un¬
checked natural Impulses.
He knew them. he said, to be men such as all

mankind would be without Christianity; meu who
never lor^et or lorgive, who treasure wrongs mi
the lime i»r revenue, and who Keep the memory
ol -good deeds past" rorever and reuuite them us
oiteu as they can. The Indians, this modest mis¬
sionary, who wishes not to be named here, said,
could be bound firmly to the whites, yet they me
repulsed: and, said he. "il the true story of tue
treatment ol the Indians in Oregon und Wash¬
ington Territory were told. U would revolt
the people 01 the country." Ii They are on tue
resenatlons tiie agents rob them of their annui¬
ties anil scuut the lood and clothing of wtilcii the
government pays for liberal supplies. "I have
known," said tue missionary, "numerous agents
who have grown enormously rich bjr such meaua
us this. I leuieinber that I once salu to one of
them, , you are getting ncu very la.it.' I In¬
tended to beg irom him some money lor toe ad¬
vancement 01 religion and civilization among tiie
people he wait cheating, lie interrupted me
quickly, with Oh, yes, any one who is amart
can get rich.' I always Have and always
ahall oppose the making 01 new reservations
wuiie mis system 01 supervising them through
civil agents i- in lorce. When in the latter part of
his first administration President (J rant put the In¬
dian Department under the War Department, and
appointed tue army officers to take care of tne
Indians, h did au excellent act. While the army
officers were «ver them the Indians w re con¬
tented. They were treated well, their annuities
were not witnheid, nor wasbadiooa in insufficient
qaan titles sent to them. Somehow, what u
termed their depraved nature did not exhibit it¬
self again until political exigencies once more put
civil agents in foil power, me campaign of 187a
brought oeiore the administration numbers of
politicians wuom it was necessarv to

In California and Oregon on behalf of the repub-
licau i arty, These meu were given the care of
the Indiaus ana tnus the opportunity to cheat
tnem. The agents quickly resumed the old
metnods of misusing the lnaians on tneir reser¬
vations; and to increase their opportunities, they
did all in their power to iiave roving Indians
translerred irom the territories they claimed as
their hunting grounds to those reservations.
Tne action of men. having this purpose in view,
you win remember, was the main cause of the
Modoc war."

missionary Yes, I knew him and admired nlm.

He wan a wonderfully brave ami honoraole ri.au.
He would not lie and he wouid never lorgive a
Bin who lied to him. lie always treated the
wnites well, but tuey repaid him with evil. Yet
he did not revenge himself with slaughter until
determined and endless injustice was done to turn.
1 know tuat he oore outrages of the must awiul
character. I tic settlers attacked tiie squaws of
his tribe often wi.ne they were on berrying ex¬
cursions, aud an indignity to his squaw is the
deadliest crime against the tiee Indian who has
not i>een contaminated by living near (he cities
nor in the society of ruffianly whites. Yet Captain
jack did not enter on the warpath. Once he went
to Fort Warner to complain of an outrage on a
Modoc woman and was met by a lieutenant, who,
lor some strange reason, slapped his lace.

( ATTAIN JACK FIRED
at his assailant, but. did not hit him, and, alter
reaciuug ids tribe, he afterward bad very little
intercourse with the whites. He would have
become a Christian, t>ut tnat be hated Indian
agents. lie oiten said to me that if tney hud the
opportunity to net into the happy hunting
grounds lie did not wish to go there. It was im¬
possible lor ( aptain Jack to lorgive au Imury. He
was lied to bv Indian ;>gems, by them his tiioe
was divided, and to satisiy their cupidity Ills people
were deprived of tne lenie Goose Lake Valley
uud all tne r> st or his country. He with some
or his oeopie >nme back irom the reserva¬
tion in Oregon, to which they had been
lured bv nup -rintenieut Meachain, and they
rcoccupied part ot tne country ou of which tbeyconsidered tney had been swindled. The avarice
oi the officUis again interfered with justice. The
agents wanted more heads to churge tor on the
reservation. 'I he settlers also wan red the land of
the Modocs. All requests to the Indians to move
were useless, and au attempt to move them with
the power ot soldiers was repulsed. Thus the Modoc
war began. I1 a happy occurrence lor Mr. A.
Ii. Meacnam. I his person was the General super¬
intendent of Indian Ahuirs lor Oregon and Wash¬
ington Territory at the time the Modocs
were taken irom their oid homes to
the reservation in Oregon. It was lie
wiio deceived them with promises oi a good
country, go d lood and clothing. He had s.nce
that tune been removed irom place lor general
dishonesty, I can positively point to one Insrauce
of dishonesty ou h,s part, when he was duunisseu
irom IU* post he retained $10,000 belonging to the
Uraud Hounds Agency, 01 wluon the agent 1 1
j'atner Crocquet, a Catholic priest, who has been
lor many years among the Indian* ami has spent
his fortune to do tnem good. 1 have never heard
tuat he lias returned Mat money.
Kbhoictkb (innocently).Why, with such a rec¬

ord, how did Meacnam ever again get office*
Missionary.He is a cunning man; skilful,

though ignorant, lie holds himself as a good
Christian, aud, it Is said, can make a very ghtj
prayer. He is suctewwul as u slump speaker, and
during the Presidential campaign oi 1872 he
stamped Oregon lor the republican party, and was
also u Presidential elector, from the time 01 ni'
dismissal he wok red to become Superintendent of
Indian Atfairs once more. He tried every means,
aud even went to ask bishop Ulancnet, Who knew
au bis iniquities, to twumsnd hint Uu Um post.

The Bishop, or course, showed him the door,
i very politely. Finally, it was o»mpuis«rv lor

the administration 10 reward turn lor hla political
service*. He was in Washington ur the lime that
the Modoc war began. He announced 10 the au¬
thorities 'here that he wat< Known and 'runted by
the Indian*. and he wa>-. :liereiore, appointed a
Commissioner to trea' with tnein ior peace.
Kkiokiih.Do >ou believe, as Father deacon

lately chai ged m Ueachain's presence lu Host m,
that ne w a* nated oi me Indians; that they con¬
sidered him the clile' cnu*e of all th ir ills, aud
that his presence in the council tn..de the ludians
try to ki all the i'eace Commissioners 111 order to
revenge them..elves on him.in short, that Gen¬
eral Canby aud Dr. Thomas were sacrificed to his
dishonesty v

Missionary. I believe mat there Is much t-uth
lu Father Gitason's remarks, l know that the In-

! dlari* on every side hated Meicham. Those tribes
that were not on reservations kuew of him aud
luit a contempt lor mm. General crooke will bear
witness that the Snake Indians knew of bun, au>l
they must have learned his character from the
Modocs, who have been their allies lor many veais.

I Hotti to Generul Crooke and to mybelt the Snake
chiefs spoke of 1dm, savimr, "JCalta# Uj/n lota" (lie
has a bad heart). Once, when he was superin¬
tendent, Meachain tried to treat with the Snakes,
to induce them to go upon a reservation, but
Yawewah and Weuamaca saul to blni.
contemptuously, t'KlaUerwu,^ (Go your way).
Failing to negotiate with them. Meucliara wanted
to coerce the snakes. General Crooke would not
ermit him to do so, as the snakes were peacoiul.
eueral Crooke's policy proved to be right. The

snakes have ever since kept the ialth they pledged
to him; they love that officer and thev iear him.
Ii he had oeen kept in chance of the Columbia De¬
partment I think there would never have been
any trouble with any of the Indian tribes. 1 be¬
lieve that military officers keep the best guard over
the Indians, l have known the officers who have
been in the Indian sections of ureuon and Califor¬
nia. and 1 know that there 1b u<t a dishonorable
man among tnem. General Crooke, Majors Dallas
and Oils are the only officers to wnom 1 can refer
now by name, and mey are splendid specimens or
American gen'lemeu and soldiers.
Km oktkk.Do you recall auy other method* or

outraging the Indians t
Mishionaky.The agents have, or course, been

helped in their ill treatment of the Indians. There
are settler* who have systematli ailv annoyed the
tribes, who have outraged the women ana shot at
the meu, with the purpose to excite the natives
to crime, it waa their ulterior purpose, oi
course, to have the Indians transferred
irom fertile lands, which they would imme¬
diately occupy, to reset vations where the agents
would profit by their presence. Sucn meu
as ihe*e aided Meachain to remove the Modocs in
1804 up Into Oregon, and such men as these aided
to cause the war with that tribe in 1872. 1 have
also known settlers to encourage an outbreak
am' ng the Indians for the purpose of bringing
troops into their district. Thev would have large
quantises oi hay, oats, Ac., and these they could
sell with great profit to the government,
lieside these avaricious settlers there is another
class oi people who incense the Indian*. These
do not do It ror avarice always. They oiteu act
irom sheer brutality. They wander in parties
through the country, and they seldom scruple to
try their rifies upon a distant solitary native.
These are the men who are the most given to in¬
sulting the Indian women.
The reporter converged for several hours with

the missionary, and the above is the nuustanoe oi
his statements, lie has good reasons for not
wishing to have his name published in tnis article.
He nas now given to the public the knowledge
that he has acquired during years oi hard work,
with the hope that it will do awav with all sense¬
less cries ior the extermination or the intiiaus and
induce a proper care lor their welfare, which will
lead to their incorporation with our population aa
law-loving people.

INTERNATIONAL LAW.
Proceedings of the Association for the Reform

and Codification of the Law of Nations.

The American Representation and American In-
tereiti ia the Council at Geneva.

Geneva, Oct. 10, 1874.

The Association for toe Keiorm and Codification
ol the Law of Nations ha* closed its second annual
Conference, held ut the Hotel de Ville, 01 this city
in the nail made historical by having witnessed
the sittings ol the Alabama Arbitration Commis¬
sion. It was attended by distinguished men from
Italy, Spain, France, Englaud, Germany, Switzer¬
land. Holland, Belgium, the United states, and
even Japan. A definitive constitution of the
elation was adopted, and officers were elected lor
tiie ensuing year, the president being D. Duuley
Field, 01 New York, and the general secretary.
Dr. James B. Miles, 01 Boston. Count Sclopis, of
Turin, the President of the Alabama Commission
was elected honorary president. Two inter-
national secretaries were also appointed-to reside
in London. Mr. II. c. Tucker, barrister, and Mr
Frederic Parry in Paris. The proceedings took
Place in English and French, thoueh the Jormer
language predominated, the English-speaking
members prestftt outnumbering tne others. The
president, Mr. Field, irom his acquaintance with
both languages, was able to do that which wus
lrequently necessary-namely, to translate sum¬
marily irom the one to the other for the enlighteu-
ment 01 the members required to vote on the
various questions. Mr. Field was certainly a
model president, and by his tact and suavity, com-
blued with firmness, contributed greatly to the
prompt despatch of business. The determination
of the time and place 01 meeting lor the Confer-
eace of 1876 was left to the Council, u being
generally understood that that of lire will be held
In the United states.

WHAr HAS BEEN ACCOMPLISHES.
Besidea the discussion and adoptlou of a constl-

tution the proceedings consisted for the moat Dart
of the reading 01 papers, many of them of great
merit aud value, against war and in lavor of Inter¬
national arbitration, and on the r.ubjeets of nnl-
lormity among nations in money, bills of exchange
and negotiable securities, protection ol lntelieo-
tuai property, rules ol the sea, Ac. Reports on
these topics will be made to tne next Conference
by the committees to which they were reierred;
but the most Important move forward in the way
of practical business was a direction to the Coun-
ell to cut up into p arts or sections, and to dis¬
tribute to suitable committees, with a view to
reports at tne next Couierence, the President'!
masterly work ol "Draft Outlines of an Interna¬
tional Code," a translation of which In Italian baa
just been published at Naples, in a handsome 00.
tavo volume of 647 pages, by Professor PierantonL
The great and solid merit of this work is highly
eulogized by the eminent Jurists irom different
countries which the past lortnlgbt has seen as¬
sembled at Geneva. A.ter it snail nave been
thoroughly reviewed and silted through the labors
of committees, charged eacn with a par¬
ticular portion or topic, it will then
have acquired a matured lorm, to which tha
serious attention of governments can be Invited
with higher authority than can attach to the work
of any single individual Jurist, a translation of
Mr. tield's work into French, also, ir in prepara¬
tion m Paris, but it will be six or seven months
before it can be completed lor publication I pre
sume that it will also be issued in Gorman Mr'
Field announces his intention to live to the age of
Dr. Parr (which was, I believe, 164), if necessary
to see the eventual triumph ol the cause into
which be has thrown all his energy. Ue certainly
seems as young a man, in vigor 01 ooth mind and
body, as I remember him iorty years ago.

l lie -'Institute of international Law," which also
held its second meeung the previous week in tne
same hall, is a distinct institution, though pur-
¦Uinf to ft great extent the name general object,
wiiile most of its members are also members or the
"Association lor the lte/orm and Codification of
th>- uiw oi Nations." lho lormer is ft limited
body ol Jurists exclusively, not more than fifty iu
number, its wort is of u mure exclusively scien¬
tific aud technical character than that ol the usso-
ciatlon. Mr. Field la a prominent member ol both,
while Uls published "Drait outlines or an Interna¬
tional Code" must necessarily constitute tbemwlu
basis of the Htuuies aud action of both. No cou-
diet nor rivairv cau exist between tiiem, aud the
uphill work before them is euosgb to tax the
powers of all disposed to co-operate in dis-
Unct modes and on different noes. This
simultaneous creation or two organizations
was tne fruit ol accident, not or devwn ; but In
this as la many other cases accident has
worked out u good practical result. The history
ol It Is a little curious. This whole movement
may be suid to have begun with Mr. Field's action
at the British congress ol Social science, held at
Mauchester In the month of September, 1800. He
atieudeu that body lor the purpose ol bringing
lorwurd tbe subject of codification ol tbe law of
nations. The result was the appointment of a
committee of three, bimself being one of tbe
three, to prepare a drait oi a code to serve as a
louuUatiou. Mr. Field was the only one who did
an.tuiutf; but he "worked enough lor three, and
his volume or '-Draft outlines*' was the result.
Dr. Jauies B. Miles, ol Boston, was the first to
uudertake tbe next work ol getting together into

a coniereuce a sufficient number ol emiuent
Jurists oi ull countries lor the organization of
some combined action.first upon public opinion
and eventually upon tlie different governments.
Beginning at home, be travelled over a large
put t of tlie country, recruiting one alter the other
tbe adhesion of geutlemen whose position or ante¬
cedents indicated tliem as natural associates in
such a work. Kliliu Burritt was a warm coadju¬
tor to Dr. Miles In tlieHe labors oi his untiring
zeal. The result was tbe constitution of the
"International Code Committee," formed at a
private meeting held at Mr. Field's residence In
New York.

THIS COMMITTEE
determined to luvite a u urn tier or the leading
jurists and professors of international law in Eu¬
rope to meet together at some convenient city,
aud In preparation therefor Or. Miles made a
pretty complete tour of Europe, finding the idea
everywhere received with lavoi by the persons to
wnoin lie addiesscd hlmsell. Ou his return he
passed through the town ol Ghent, wnere he called
on Mr. Kollu-JaccKinyus, editor ol the ueime du
Droit international, to whom be ireely commu¬
nicated all that had been done, and tnat was
about carried out to its further developments.
This geutleman entered lully Into the scheme, and
tola Dr. Miles that lie was himself contemplating a
similar eonierence and that lie was preparing an
article tor his BevUw on the subject. Before separ¬
ating be suggested to the Doctor that be, In his
own name, as editor of that Itrvtetc, should con¬
vene the proposed meeting at Ghent. To this Dr.
Miles cwuid only answer that, as he was acting
with and for otners, lie bad no authority to iuerue
the action 01 the American International Code
Committee Id that which the other proposed to
do as an individual, but that as he was
then on his way home lie would submit the sug¬
gestion to his friends. The American Committee
saw no advantage to the cause in the suggestion.
They accordingly issued their invitations accord¬
ing to their programme, convening the projected
meeting at Brussels lor the 10th 01 October, 1873.
On the return of Dr. Miles to Europe be lound that
Mr. Jacckmyus, ou his side, had carried bis own
Idea into effect, and bad convened atOhentfor
September a similar meeting tor the same object.
Thus it came about that both were held. At
Ghent was constituted the more restricted organ,
lzatlon called the "Institute 01 International
Law;'* at Brussels the broader one, which 1 nave
above described as tbe "Association ior the Ke-
lorm and Codification of the Law of Nations." It
was wisely resolved by tne latter that there should
be no rivalry, notnlng to disturb agreeable har¬
mony in the relations between the two; lu a word,
nothing but friendly co-operatlou In a work cover¬
ing a Held oi action wide euough for both and lor
more, it was never Intended to create two insti¬
tutions, but tbe two ate better than either single.
"They builded better than t.iey knew."
