, posits it without chango his vote will be reoordftt
in favor oi all the auieuduionts. ll a voter wishes
to vote acrainst an.v one ol the eleven he must
draw a flne, in pencil or ink*, across thai
particular section lie thinks otijectlonaole.
Tue amendment contalued in the tinril specific*

tlon, m my opinion, should not be made tne law o!
this State. Among other changes mis particular
amendment provides tuat tue Legislature shftlJ
not take the place ol tne court* in auditing and
allowing private claims. This looks verj
lair on Its ince, hut In application if
will dc lonnd to have a wider scope than
appears oa cursory reading. Let me Illustrate it
in practice.
