Tork-Th* Weak Issues ot the Cam*
pa iffn.A Probable Gain of Nine
Democratic Congressmen.The State
Still for Dlx.

Ctica, N. Y., Oct. SO, 1874.
In this and the adjoining counties the republi¬

cans show a greater degree of active enthusiasm
than anywhere else west or Albany. Nor are the
demoorata Idle, and the total vote may be
large. In the campaign of 1872 there was
greater order and confidence. Despite the
eager display of the last lew days the
many meetings and the stirring ipecches In this
city and various surrounding township*, the vote
or bota parties will ahow some falling off. The
"spurt" has oome too late. Kepublloaus as well
aa democrats postponed their preparations too
long, and the result Is much confusion in tlie
minds of tlie rural voters in noth organizations.
In the republican meeting held lastevenlmr at the
Opera llouse, though it was large and brilliant,

The
OOnntry is greatly indebted to General Grant for
his achievements in the field and for his
prudence In administration, and would see no
danger to its liberties from a third term,
If he chose to have it. He will declare by his own
act that no President shall claim a tenure 01 office,
even by popular toleration, beyond ttiut approvedby tne traditions or our history. That alone is
needed 10 round out the symmetry or his career
and put to shame the cavils or his
enemies."

that in return ror his services General Grant de¬

tend. More potent ror mlsohler is the well worn
cry against him that be recommended savings
banks should only pay five per cent on de¬
posits. This really wise suggestion nas been art-
mlly construed to make Dlx appear hostile
to the working classes, aud oi that the very most
has been made. From all that can be seen lu the
Interior oi the State the sacrliice of the Governor
will not be the work or the democracy. Numbers

ol republicans will thoughtlessly visit on his head
the sins or the administration, while others are
prepared to trade off the head ol the state ticket
to carry thoir local candidates.

In Trenton, Clinton anu Lee Centre townships
republican meetings wcro held this evening and
Were well attended. The speaking was confined
to local orators. Kills II. Isoberrs stands a doubt¬
ful chance of being re-elected to Cougress. At
Boonvifle a big republican rally Is hoped lor Mon¬
day evening, and In litlca city the colored men aro
expected to turn out en manse the night beiore
emotion. Thursday an euthuslustic republi¬
can meeting was held at Knoxboro, and indeed

, considering the time to which the reai work oi the
campaign has been conUned, this section oi the
btaie >\as excellently canvassed. There can be
no doubt ol a republican victory in tho county, and
had all the thirty-seven counties in the middle and
northwestern bolts been routed with tne same
stirring unergy New York city would bo called
bpon to roll up such a tremendous democratic
»otc as Tweed only knew how to manage in fight.
Ing lor victory.Tho indications at this moment point to a very
touch reduced majority lor Dix and a reduced re¬
publican moiority in tne Assembly. On Congress
the democrats will make a gain of at, least nine
members which will swell their delegation to
thirty-two.

Q0EEN8 COUNTY POLITICS.
The great point of interest In the local campaign

fb Queens county Is the struggle lor the District

V«w Jtney*! Moat Extraordlaary Cam-

..ring Departure.Will the Popular
Mountain Go To the Judicial Ma¬
homet 1.The Outlook In tho State.

Trenton, Nov. 1, 1874.
In one Important respect the political campaign

now drawing to tbe culminating point has
no parallel in th* history or New Jersey
politics. There are two opposing armies.
One, tbe repnblioan, Is led in person by
Its chieftain and standard bearer, who Is
concededly one or the ablest and sbrewdeat
working politicians in the State. The other, the
democratic Is led.Jnst bere comes tbe main point
in this unparalleled campaign.by nobody in
particular and itseir In general, its nominal
leader bas from beginning to ond taken no part
whatever in the conduct or management of the
campaign, thus being

THE LEADER IN k NEW DEFABTUJtB
In the mode or electioneering whloh bas bereto-
foro been much talked of, but never pat in prac¬
tice. in other words, while Mr. George A. Halsey,
the republican nominee for Governor, has zeal¬
ously followed In ibe footsteps or all preceding
candidates for office, including himself, has
travelled tbe State from one ena to the other in
aocordanee with the most orthodox electioneering
rule, Judge Joseph J). Bedle, the democratic
candidate, has budged not an Inch from his seat
on the bench or moved a finger in his own behalf.
Herein is the marked novelty of the campaign.
On the one side, Mahomet goes to the mountain
and explores every nook and cranny and crevice In
It; on the other, tho mountain, If it wants Mahomet,
must go and take him otr the bench. In the way of

ELECTIONEERING.
Mr. Halsey baa assuredly improved each shining

hoar and used bla best endeavors to gather polltl.
cal honey irom every opening flower, otherwise
named voter. Before Inquiring into the proba¬
ble result ot this quiescence on the
one hand and tireless activity on
the other, it may be stated as a
matter of fact that although tbe democracy have
no "guide, philosopher and friend" In their nomi¬
nee so far as his action, or rather inaction, Is con¬
cerned, tbe party, nevertheless, was never In a
more advanced state of organization and disci¬
pline nor lnlused with a more enthusiastic esprit
<Je corps than now. While it Is true
that lu many of the conn ties.notably
in Hudson, where tbe "unterrlfled" are so strong
that they every year indulge In making Kilkenny
cat lights.there are squabbles on local candi¬
dates more or less serious, tbe party as a

whole, on the State and Congressional
tickets, was never in better fighting trim.
Tbe Ohio and Indiana victories and
tbelr own sweeping victory in the borne of Mr.
iialsey, the republican city or Newark, have bad
decidedly strengthening effects on the State dem¬
ocracy while enervating the rank and file and
leadership or the opposition. Following this gen¬

THE GUBERNATORIAL NOMINEES.
Against the Judge there are arguments open

and arguments secret. The open arguments
urged by tbe opposition are hla continuing on the

oi the people, most or whoiu are sick and
tired of the old way of working the political
oracle. The lianuolpu connection will doubtless
cost him a few Irish votes. Randolph's proclaim)-
tlou in the orange troubles or u lew years ago
having aroused u strong antagonism to the latter.
This la a case of visiting the sins of the Governor
uuto the thud or lourth cousinshlp.

TUB SECRET ARGUMENT
against the Judge is a printed circular In English
and German addressed principally to the liquor
ana lager beer interests, which charges him with
showing the hand 01 a tyrant, a lauatlc and an
invader of the people's privileges in al¬
leged charges to grand juries iu Hudson
and Pusalc counties. It happens that this is a
two-edged argument. If used openly In the re¬
publican presses and on republican stumps it
would surely array the temperance men solidly
against Mr llalsey, and a great many besides also,
though not teetotallers, were nevertheless in favor
of peace and quiet on Sundays.

AGAINST MR. HALSEY,
personally, there is nothing urged, but he is held
accountable lor all the sins of his party, real and
unreal. In Northern and Southern Jersey a not
insignificant objection to Mr. Hatsey among republic
cans Is the tact that Essex county had the last
gubernatorial nomination and now has grabbed
this one also. In South Jersey, loo, the irlencts
of Cornelius Walsh are still sore over
his slaughter. Hut the main burdens Mr. llalsey
has to bear are the third term millstone, the un¬
savory Nettleship sale burglary odium (which ex¬
tends to most of the members of the clique
above referred to>, the unsatisfactory course
of Senator Frellnghuyseu with regard to the
gay law. Subsidy Fomeroy and the Civil Rights
bill, and Dually his failure to do aught in
the way of releasing his own city, Newark, from
the ring. Besides this, It Is urged with cousldera-
ble effectiveness thai his success would be vir¬
tually handing the State over to the clique, and
the United Slates senatorship to Robeson, who
has lost his popularity In the state. Leading
republicans themselves do not deny that,
there Is widespread dissatisfaction m the ranks
and that they fear it. is all gone up with Mr. Hal-
sey's chances. Ii one-third oi the disaffected
heard of irom reliable quarters is (rue the de¬
mand for "a change" will sweep Bedle Into the
Governorship, and o.v a handsome majority. In¬
deed, already the word has gone out irom leading
republican authorities to concentrate all efforts to
carry first,

THE CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICTS
and next the Legislature. If '-trading" will ac¬
complish anything iu these districts it will not be
stinted. As regards the congressional districts
there is no doubt but the democracy will gain sev¬
eral districts, and will probably carry a majority,
'llie first district is strongly republican,
but Just now Is to the republicans what.
Hudson Is to the democracy, only more so. It is
saudied with Robeson and "Butty" Bedle, both or
whom have lost caste pretty much. The republi¬
can candidate for Congress is u young, moneyed,
legal limb named Slunlckson, while the democ¬
racy put their very best toot loromost in
nominating an old and tried friend or the masses,
tbe working classes, Charles Albertson. there
aro high hopes or his redeeming the district. In
the second "Jack'' Smitu s chances look bright
lor overtaking Sam Dobbins, the third term
"trimmer." Miles Koss, democrat, will probably
redeem the Third district irom Amos Clarke, Jr.,
who has hurt himself by claiming credit
lor getting the EllKiibethport-maten island
chauuel appropriation through Congress, whereas

a democrat (Mr. John F. Honuell) unquestionably
bore the camel's burden of tne work. The Fourth
district will, of course, be walked over by the
democratic candidate, colonel Hamilton. The
Filth will tie close; Mr. Phelps, republican, made a
good record in the last Congress and would
protiainy be returned without doubt, but he has
ai raved against lum the bulk of the colored votes
in consequence of voting uguinst the Civil Rights
bill. His oupoueut, .Mr. Cutler, Is a most popular
democrat, au his friends hope that he will pull
through in spite of Phelps' riches. The sixth is
an uncertainty. Two years ago ex-Governor
Ward carried it by over r.,ooo maiority. He had
with him tnen the Greeley lever and a very weak
opponent, a liberal republican named Kandail.
His flection this time was considered sure until
the democracy nominated Judge Teese, a
man ol unblemished character and com¬
manding talents, and about ten days ago
sprung against him a charge m evading ims per¬
sonal ta*es. The effect has been most damaging
to his prospects, indeed, t here arc u rave doubts
ii he enn carry the district, in Hudson there is
no division to speak ol in the domocrutic ranks
on Congressman, so that there is scarcely any
doubt but that scudder will remain st home, and
Augustus nardenburg, the democratic nominee,
be sent to Mil Ills scar. i

THE ASSEMBLY.
Tne chances are, 11 the tide is anything like what

it Is expected, that the democracy win carry the
Assembly >>y a majority large enough to control
the United st*t -s Senators tilp. »ull, tne talk about
tradinu raises some doubt on this huad. Mean while
the ranks aro rigidly closing, and the agony of
suspense atld anxiety Is already upon the people
generally and tne politicians particularly. To sum
up, In a word, the sighs oi the tunes, the temper
ol the people and the state oi parties and cliurnc-
tei ol candidates all point to a ucinocratic sweep
in ihia State ou Tuesday nest.

Reach the Senate.

Another Triangular Campaign in
Tennessee.

THE RIVAL CANDIDATES.

The Great Unionist the Friend and Instructor
of the People.

NA9HV1LLE, Oot. 20, 1874.
Ex-President Johnson has swung around to

i Nashville again on his way to keep his remaining
1 appointments In Middle Tennessee. His business

what scorns to be now generally understood.
namely, that it is unconstitutional and could not
survive the carrying of the llrst case under It up
to the Supreme court, and that it Is now keptstanding only as a device to Keep tne colored
voters in the republican traces a little longer,
till lomethlng newer and better can bo invented,
It is probable, too, though he lias said nothing of
the kind as yet, that savage is at heart quite as
willing as Johnson to hold rim the national bord-
holders have got enough profit out of their invest¬
ment to justny the application or future interest
to the wiping out or the principal. But if they
keep along lu company so lar, they cer¬
tainly ko no further together. The real Issue

TBAITOKS AND LOVAU3T8.
It Is rather startling, is It not, to see that, in

good old Tennessee, wmcli was imperilled, saved,
reconstructed and redeemed, all within the space
of ten or eleven years, the vital question to-day
before her people is the same as it. was lu tne
spring ol 1801, namely.shall the Unionists or dis-
unloulsts control Hie State? iff course it is not
meant to say that disunion itselt is the Issue, as it
was nearly fourteen years ago, but the people are
divided into the satno classes as then: those
that love and have always loved tne
Union in one class and those that
do not love and have never loved
the Union in the other.

The people have not lor-
gotten how an Intemperate and unprincipled
Governor, aided by a gang ol the worst political
bandits thst e\ en this rude State has nursed Into
liie and power, paralyzed a Union majority of
60,000 votes In lStll and carried Tennessee into
reoellloti, civil war and devastation, aud they are
intensely suspicious and anxious to-day, when the
Union majority is quite as great and equally
averse to being betrayed by a small band ol polit¬
ical adventurers. B.v the term ' Union majorities"
is not meant a party majority for the administra-
tiou at Washington, which, as a matter ol lact,
has now Dut a slender lollowing outsi<:»
of Lust Tennesseo and of those in soma
way dependent upon tho government lor
a living, and Is regarded by many
of the Unionists as a burden instead ol a support,
but the eopie who love tne Union for tho Union's
sake ana who love our form ol government ..s
laid down in the constitution, with it* attractive
democratic equality ot rank and privilege and its
due preservation of personal ijbert.v und local in-
dependence. This is the kind ol Unionist that
Johnson is, and ifthe varlousdemociatlc conserva-
tivc tickets are successiul in the approaching elec¬
tion and the number oi his enemies elected upon
them exceed the number of his lrieuds wuo are
on the same tickets, they must beat Mr. Johnson
with a Union man lorthe Senate, or they will not
beat him at all, unless they betrav their constitu¬
encies. li Hie radicals carry the Mute, they, of
course, will nave the most to say about the Sena¬
tor to lie elected in place of Brownlow; but as
the radicals stand uow, they are more fitting sub¬
jects for tne thoughtful pen or the speculative
philosopher than tne hasty pencil of the live jour¬
nalist.

Colonel Savage, it should be said, is more openthan Johnson In touching the issue that lies below

At that time Union
men of property, like Judge Lea, trembllug for the
saiety oi their persons and possessions, were at
the mercy oi any swaggering blustering, penniless
adventurer wuo chose to pin a conlederate badgn
to Ills coat and dog the footsteps of a Union man
with subscription lists to raise companies in de¬
fence ol Southern rights. If Judge Lea, or auy
other acceptable man, is put in nomination bv the
conservatives alter their expected triumph at the
polls, ex-I'resideut Johnson will have to stay at
Greenville lor at least t>vo or three years longer;

PRINCE KUNG, OF CHINA, DEGBADED,
An Asiatic Imperialist Warning to
Powerful bnt Self-Su/llclent Ministers.
[Frum the Japan Mall (Yokohama), Oct, 17.]
Au imperial decree, in the vermilion pencil, has

been issued in the Peking Gazette reducing the
rank of l'rlnce Kung. The motives ot ttus course
are not clearly understood, and have formed sub¬
ject for much comment among all classes in the
Cningse capital.

THE DECREE.
The following is the announcement from the

Peking Gazette of September 10:.
A Decree in the Vermilion (oencil).
lie it made known to all the Princes and Minis¬

ters in tlio Court that from thef time when we as¬
sumed the government on the 26tn day or the
first moon oi last year (23d February, 1873) until
now, whenever speech has been Hold by us wltn
the l'rinuc ot Hung his language has been marked
bv manifold shortcomings in decorum. Wo ordain
that as a special act ot grace (tor his punishment)
there be substituted deprivation of his imperial
princedom, with hereditary succession, forever,
aud that he be reduced to the rauk oi secondary
Prince (Kiln Wang, Instead of Chin Wang shl ctuh
mangtl), in place of still continuing to uo duty
In the (>rand Council. Let also Tsai-ch'eng (eld¬
est son or the Prince of Kung) be stripped oi his
rank as tieileh KUu Wang as a punishment and
admonition.

SEIZURE OF A BRITISH STEAMER BY THE
TURKS.

The Times of India publishes 8 latter Irom
Busreh, dated September 5, in which the following
account is given of the seizure of a British pas¬
senger steamer by the Turkish authoiltles:.
Messrs. Lynch Brothers, of this place, lately im¬

ported a small steamer, K1 Burk, to piy witu pas¬
sengers between .Vlaiionitncrah (a Persian port)
and uusreii. The El iiurk had made but a lew
voyages under the British Hag when the Governor
ol Busreh addressed a protest to the British Vice
Consulate here against her running, ou the
ground that the Porte had not boen asked lor
its permission, and demanding her detention.
Her Majesty's Vice Consul, replying to this
communication, stated that as Mniiommcraii
was a foreign port and Busreti a iree
port, open to foreign trade, it was not in any way
necessary to ask the permission of the Porte to
euuble her to trade between tnose places; but
that the affair should, however, lie referred to
Her Majesty's Consul General at Bagdad, on re¬
ceipt or whose reply the nature oi it should be
communicated. The Governor, however, would
not wait, lor tuis; but the same day, without any
further notice, the Admiral, a\ his request, seized
the El Burk ana towed tier under the guns oi the
guardslilp Khoja Beg, lying at the entrance to
Busreh Creek, llpre the Kl Burk lay for Ave days.
When lier Majesty's Vice Consul received an inti¬
mation fiom the Governor to say that "the Porte
had oeen graciously pleased to order ner release."
The seizure oi this vessel, it need hardly be said,
was Illegal In every respect; a contravention of
the articles o I treaty, and a direct Insult to the
British Hag. As yet no apology has been added to
the curl, order ol release. The owners oi the Kl
Burk intend pushing their claim lor damages.

This is one ot those dellghtiul books which are

made up of love and wit and are particularly
French. Perhaps the passions of the American,
the English ana the Ueriuan peoples are stronger
and more lasting than those which are felt in
France; but tney have never been expressed so

graceiully. Lovers in all countries have said and
written sublime things; but Frenchmen only know
bow to woo a woman la language that Is at once
brilliant and pathetic, gay and tender. They are
Indeed the most charming lovers in the world,
and a girl who has once been courted by a girted
Frenchman will surely fln<l all other courtship
dull and insipid. The Chevalier Daydie was one
of tne brightest or French lovers; he was tUe
sweetheart ol Mile. d'AIssd, who died young, while
he survived her seventy years, but his correspond-
ence has made them both Immortal, and wnen
we read their fresh, pleasant letters, so
lull ot life and hope, it is dimcult to
believe that either of them are dead. M. Honors
Bonuomme has, however, told us bow the hand¬
some youth passed from comeliness and romance
into Benile decrepitude and tbe vulgar
torment of the gout. Whom the gods
love die young; they seem to have had
some spite against this Knlgnt of Malta,
and to have teased him with an old age somewnat
absurd. His relations with Mile. d'Alfssa are such
as would only be allowed with the approval of so

ciety in France, and she seems to have felt a queer
sort or pity lor tbe man to whom she bad given all
she had to give, lu 1727 she writes to a third per¬
son, "The passion which devours me is the
strangest thlnir in the world ; the man I love only
sees me once every three months; I do nothing to
please ; I have too much delicacy to take advan¬
tage of my power over bis heart, and however

! happy I should be to marry him, I ousrht to love
the Chevalier for himself alone." He was at that
time the father of her child. Mile. d'Alfssfi had
passed through some strange adventures,
and Lad probably acquired a wide expe¬
rience of tbe world and much liberty of
thought. She had been carried away by some
Turkish pirates when a little child, and had been
bought for a lew gold pieces by M. Ferriol, the
French Ambassador at Constantinople. He had
her brought up in Paris by his sister-in-law, a lady
of not very scrupulous morality, and tbe poor girl
budded into womanhood In perfect Ignorance of
the position In Ule which she was intended to oc¬
cupy. She was sixteen years old when M. Ferriol
returned from his embassy to Paris, and he took
her at once to reside with htm. He appears to
have been a morose, irritable man, more than
sixty years of age, and accustomed to exact un¬
reasoning; obedience lrom all around blm. He
looked upon Mile. d'Afssfl as neither more nor less
than a slave whom he bad bought and whom he
might give away or sell again. An attack or
paralyals bad very nearly caused him to be shut
np as a lunatic, and he was notoriously a violent
and dangerous old fellow, very capricious and
sudden In his anger.

A letter from him, which was found among the
papers of M. d'Argental Cares, leave* noaoubt he
took absolute possession of the little maid's body

| and soul and made her his mistress. Salute Beove,
| Indeed, defended her reputation In classical terms;

but he pleaded for a lost cause. It was In 1720 or
1721 that she met with the Chevalier Daydle at
the house of Mme. du Deffand; and there the de¬
bauched old man, wlio must have weighed so
heavily on her young existence, had fallen Into the
last extreme of dotage, and was about to die. She
aeem* to have gone freely into society, notwith-
standing her cruel position and extraordinary
antecedents. Americans will be astonished also,
to learn that It was Mme. de Ferrlol, the Ambassa¬
dor's wire, who introduced her Into all me best
drawing rooms in Paris, and, above all, to those
frequented by that unprejudiced potentate, the
Regent. Duke of Orleans. The horrible old people
who disposed of this child's destinies were deter¬
mined to sell what they had bongnt as olten as
they could and to get the best price
for It. M. Honor*; Bonhomme assures us,
thereiore, that If Mile. d'AX«s£ did not pass into the
Regent's harem it was not the lault of Mme. de
Ferrlol, who presented her for the special purpose
of attracting the Duke's attention to Mme. de
Parrabfere. The Chevalier Daydle, however, being
oonsln to the Count de Rism, arowed paramour or
the Dnchess de Berry, was also admitted into the
inner circle or the Regent's shameless Court. It
was even said that one of the ladies of the House
of Orleans had granted him many favors, for he
was a rake, much in laehlon, notwithstanding the
insignificant fact that he was in holy orders and a

priest in the diocese or PfSriguenx. In personal
appearance he is said to have resembled the cele-

I bratea portrait of Guy Pattn; and he seems to have
) looked as seraphic as a demure yonng chorister

chanting a canticle, wnue thinking or robbing an

orchard. He gives himseir an amazing acoount or
the Knights of Malta, and declares that they lived
in a dissolute and luxurious manner, in obedience
to the rules ot their Order. It is unlucky that we
do not know the beginning of his love affair
with Mile. d'Afss.. They both managed
their affairs with such secrecy that even Mme. de
Ferrlel was kept in Ignorance ot them, and when
the result of their oonnection could no longer be
concealed Mile. d'AJ.sse went on a visit to Lady
Bottngbroke and pretended that they were both
aoout to make a voyage to England. Lord Bollng-
broke, who bad a natural taBte ror intrigne, as¬

sured Mm* de Ferrlol that she had been very sea-
sick in crossing the Channel; »nd he went still
further than this, lor His Lordship placed the
daughter of Mile. d'ATss6 and the Chevalier Day¬
dle. who had been christened Connie Leblanc, in
the convent or Notre Dame, at sens, under the
name ot Miss Black, and assured the good nuns
that the child was hts own niece. Mile. d'Atssg
then returned to the house of Mme- de Ferrlol,
who had »een entirely deceived by these proceed-
lug!*. and now and then ooutrived to
make a stoleu visit to the convent to
sco her child. Some or the Chevalier's
letters to her relate to these mysterious
visits, and he evinces a deep tenderness lor his
offspring. He affirms that he loves his daughter
wiiu great affectum, and that he is working nitrnt
and day to put by a fortune tor her. Tnn wms
quite true, and seven years after the <ieatn of her
mother no married her to a worthy country gen¬
tleman tu his own neighborhood, named the VI-
coaut de Nanthiic.

CLASSICAL AND OTHER WORKS.
The month of October is ushered in by the publfc

cation oi a great number ol classical books, whioh
are needed for tbe reopening of the French pubito
schools. The firm of Hacnctte takes the lead in
providing the materials for education, and pro>
duces new editions of the works oi Aristotle, of
Plutarch and of Cicero. They have also issued a
large number of French and English books and
French and German books, bccause no French
student is now considered to have completed hla
education without a knowledge of German.
The publishing firm of lUdier issued a valuable

dictionary of French aynouymes, compiled bv M.
Guizot. It is dated as far back as 1B09, and is
the first work written by the great statesman,
who is just deceased. It Is a curious evidence ol
his learning or of his obstinacy that he would
never couseut to make the smallest alteration 10
the text of it.
M. Denta publishes a new edition of "Roper

Boutemps," by M. Paul Ftfval; "Le Roman
d'une Paysanne," bv M. Vlotor Perceval; "Louis
XV.," by M. ArsCne Houssaye, who has treated
his subject with the haud of a lover, and a host of
books of minor importance.
There seems a tendency among Frcnch literary

men to cultivate geographical pursuits. A new
atlas nas been printed by M. Dclagrave, and it
gives a satisfactory account of Belgium, Holland
and the Duchy ol Luxemburg, the West Indies and
the Freuch colonies in Airica.
Firnun Didot has on sale an Important work oa

natural history, by M. Stanislas Meunter, who baa
put lorth the opinion that the geological iorm»-
tion of other planets is the same as that 01 our
own.
M. Plon bas published a work on the "Element*

of Criminal Law," by M. Ortolan, continued by M.
Bonnier, aud it well merits the attention of
lawyers. He has also printed the correspondence
between Muie. de Sabrau and the Chevalier da
Bouttlenrs, an amusing collection 01 letters,
Charpuntier has published a new work by

Alphonse Dandet, one of the most popular of
Frenclt novelists. It Is entitled "Kromont Jenne
et Klsler AinC." He describes the manners ol the
French middle classes in Paris with the touch of
a master.
M. l.ornerre reprints the memoirs of the Comta

de Gramont, with some new poetry by M.
CoppCe; and it appears by the trade list of
another publisher, who shall be nameless, that tha
most improper book that has been ever printed,
even in French, "Mile. Giraud ma Fomme," haa
reached its forty-first edition.
