A New Jersey-man Jompi Overboard
from an Ocean Steamship.Science and
Nerve Conquer the Waves and Wind
on the Irlsb Coast.Captain Pant Bojr-

When it was announced in the city this morning

that an American aeaman aaa in the gale or Tuea-
oay night jumped overboard lrom a transatlantic
liner and, alter swimming lor seven boms, bad

CAPTAIN PAUL BOTTOM,
of the New Jersey LUeguards, Atiantlo City.
This gentleman, a professional diver of well
known daring, leit New York a >ont a fortnight
ago in tbe National Company's steamer queen,
taking will blm a patent swimming costume. It
waa Captain Boy'-on's intention wben rrom two
to three hundred miles distant from New York to
Jump overboard and swim back, but the ccm-
mander of the steamer waa a man ot little raith
and vetoed the experiment. Captain Boy ton
had therefore to remain an involuntary passenger
nntll tbe vessel approached the Irish coast on

Tuesday evening, wben tbe commander, having
been repeatedly Importuned, gave bis permis¬
sion.

THE VIBGINIUS INDEMNITY.
The Spanlih Compensation Payment to
England»iHadrld Treasury Notes For¬
warded to London and the Affair
Settled.

LONDON, Oct. 22, 1874.
It seems as though oar old mead tne Virginias

was destined to come to tbe front at this time of
year. Jast eleven months ago I was despatched
to Madrid to watcti affairs iu the Herald's inter¬
est in connection with the complications arising
out of tne proceedings or this redoubtable vessel,
ana now, within the last week, she has been the
subject of much discussion among diplomatic
circles here. It was reported that when Marshal
Serrano's government requested recognition irom
England tbe request waa met by a suggestion
that belore It coald be comollcd with
the sum of £8,000 ($40,000), which had been
promised by Spain as an indemnity lor the out¬
rage suffered by the English portion of tbe crew of
the Virginias, should be paid. If, it was argaed,
yoar (the Madrid) government is so stable and so
strong as to demand recognition at our hands, it
is surely powerful enough to pay tnis sum of
money which was promised a year ago. The story
went on to say that the Justice of tbe reasoning
was admitted ana tbe money was paid. Mow, I
have mode it my business to inquire Into this. I
am in a position to state that the indemnity was
agreed to. but not aa a condition of recognition.
Tbe recognition is, as we ail know, a fait accom¬
pli. The British government received Treasury
notes from Madrid, which, Jast at present, cannot
be turned into money. The Virginlus difficulty
with Great Britain was however settled, without
any doabt, when the Spanish Treasury notes were
received in London.

8PI0IPB OP A LAWYER.
Catting His Throat to End His illserlee.
Business Troubles Bald to Be the
Cause.
information wasrecleved at the Coroner's office

yesterday morning that Mr. John Adriance, a
memoer of the legal Iraternlty, had committed
suicide at his late residence. No. 125 East Twenty-
firth street, by catting his throat with a razor or
other sharp instrument while suffering irom a

temporary fit or insanity. Mr. Adriance bad been
extensively engaged in real estate operations, and
had met with bad reverses in business, which, at
intervals lor weeks past, bad seemed to disturb
his intellect, but his relatives had ao suspicions
that be contemplated self-destruction. In
order, however, to divert his mind and
restore it to a healtny condition arrange¬
ments had been made to send Mr. Adriance
to Europe, and he was to have mailed yesterday
with »ome mends. On Monday evening Mr.
Adriance appeared In very good spirits, and at
the usual Hour retired to rest. Some time during
the night he left his room without the knowledge
oi Ins wile, and descending to the parlor, on the
first, floor, cut his throat; out he was not discov¬
ered till davllght, w hen bis dead body was lound
lying on tuo Hour. Reverses in business seem to
have been the only rau.->e known ;or th« commis¬
sion of the act. Mr. Adriance, who was lorty-
ttiree year* old and a n .five ol this country, has
leit a widow and ioui children, besides a largo
circle of mends, to mourn ins oeath.

OBITUA&X.

Th« Karl of Charleville.
Charles William Francla Bury, fourth Earl of

Charleville and Baron Tuliamoore, of Tullamoore,
lu Kings county, la the peerage ol Ireland, died
at seven o'clock yesterday morning at the real,
dence of Mr. William Butler Duncan, on Castieton
Heights, S'.aten Island, alter a long and lingering
illness. Ttie deceased nobleman was only In bis
twenty-second year, having been born in 1852. He
succeeded bia lather In 1859, and thus became the
proprietor of one of the most beautual castles in
all Ireland. His death was not unexpected, as he
bad been ill for a long period of consumption,
for which bis physicians recommended
a sea voyage. Three years ago tlie
British yacht Marcia was transferred to blm
by the Earl of Carnarvon and a great part of his
time waa passed In cruising in the Mediterranean
and along the Norway coast, in May last tne
Marcia, a fine weatherly vessel, sailed for Halifax,
having on board the Earl of Charleville and his
aunt, the Ilou. Mrs. Bury. The Earl had intended
to spend the summer lu fishing and otherwise, en¬

joying the pleasure? of a lengthened cruise north
and subsequently proceed to the West Indies for
the winter months, in tne hope that hla health
wonld be recovered prior to his departure for
home. The Marcia reached Halifax on the 20th of
June and visited several adjacent ports. During
the middle of August she arrived at Newport,
where the squadron of the New York Yacht Cino
was lying at aucuor. It seems that the health ol the
young nobleman li.id meanwhile Improved but;
very little, ludced constant medicai attendance
was deemed necessary, so that ho re named al¬
most ali the Unit; ou ooard his ves-el. The Marcia
was anchoieii off Newport nearly a month, and
then sailed lor New York, flual y laying off I'ouid-
kmsville, Staten Island. Despite iU.' most unre-
mi tuns care, the Earl oegan to decline rapidly,
ami on medical consultation. It Was thought
proper to remove linn ashore. Wiih tne exception
or ids relative on board, the Earl of Charleville
was comparatively unacquainted this side of the
water, and he would probably have continued to
reiuaiu with'n the limited space of his vessel out
for the kind Invitation of Mr. Wll lam l'.utler
Duncan, who, a snort time since, with character¬
istic courtesy and hospitality, placed his mausion
ou Castieton Heights at Ins disposition. Here,
surrounded by all tne comlorts winch i lie charm¬
ing residence affords, the Eari, attended by his
aunt and a competent medicai adviser, had
notniuu to de lie save that one blessing which was
never to return. The insidious disease hau al¬
ready taken deeD root, and although the hopeful
lu valid was now and then able to sit u;> and enjoy
the splendid scenery wnicn at the Heights greets
the eye at every turn, his slender lorm
showed plainly that the end was near
at hand. The Marcia, whica was to nave con¬
veyed him to the West Indies, set sail
by his directions for England on Wednesday last,
leaving behiuu her uoble owner, win se llie was
last ebbing away. Mince that day he gradually
became worse, and, though conscious almost to
the last, he expired yesterday morning at pre¬
cisely seven o'clock. The deceased was a young
man oi prepossessing appearance and ot a very
amiable disposition. His demise will be a source
oi griei to the noble house to which he belonged,
and his family derived maternally from the extinct
house of Moore. Karons Tullamore and Earls
Charleville, which sprang iroma common ancestor
with the Moo. es, earls and marquesses of Drog-
heda. His iauiei\ Charles William George, the
tuird earl, marned Arabella Louisa, youngest
daughter of Henry Case, of Shenstoue Moss,
couuty htatlord.
The yacnt Darcia, when arriving at this port,

made a briei and unextended cruise or the Hud¬
son ; but, owing to the illness of tier Captain, the
Earl proceeded only as iar as Newburg. Thence
returning the private physician ol the noble¬
man, Dr. William Day Lovell, of London, ad¬
vised him to leave the water at once and repair to
the iar interior. This advice the young Earl was
reluctant to accept, until finally, at the earnest
and energetic pressure of his medical adviser, and
at the hospitable courtesy extended to him by the
banker, Mr. Duucau, i.e leu his yacht and
retired to the broker's secluded home.
Mr. Dnncan's family at tins time had
returned to New York, and the whole house
was at the disposal ot the Earl and his com¬
panions. When the Earl arrived at the residenco
nis health was very leebl". Alter he had once
been located in Ills apartments he never left them
again. One hemorrhage lollowed another, until
his lordship wus reduced to a shadow and the
sands ot bis We gradually and gradually ran down.
During his stay at Air. Duncan's residence on
Castleton Heights he was never able to leave ms
quarters, and divided his hours between ihe bed
and the reciiulng caair. Late night beiore last lie
was advised liv his attendauts to leave his chair
and rest upon his lied, "it Is no use disturbing
me," he returned quietlv. "I cannot live until
morning at best. Leave me alone until I die." His
attendants heeded his directions, and when they
looked upon the chair at ten o'clock yesterday
morning, they lound its young occupant, tne fourth
Earl oi Charievillo, cold in death. The subject of
this briei biographical skeicn, as stated above,
was, in regul >r succession, the iourth Earl of
Charleville, in appearance he wus exceedingly pre-
possessing, while In dignity and behavior, a Whole
souled and thorough genilem n. He leaves be¬
hind him no other relative than his uncie, the
Hon. Coionel Bury, to succeed him to the earldom.
The body ol the departed nobleman will be con¬
veyed to its llnal resting place iu Ireland by the
steamer which leaves this port on Saturday next.

Count Carlo Arrivabene, Italian Legis¬
lator and Exile.

[From the London 'limes, Oct. 21.]
The recent death oi Count Carlo Arrlvabene,

member for Soreslna in the last three Italian Par¬
liaments, has been the subject of notice by some
of our contemporaries. In which Count Carlo has
buen confounded with his uncle. Count Giovanni
Arrivabene, the distinguished political economist
and member oi the Italian senate, who, still hale
and vigorous at eighty-seven, has outlived most
oi his contemporaries to close the eyes of his
nephew Carlo, a comparative stripling of little
more taan half a century. Count Carlo Arriva-
cene was known ami essoined by so large a circle
oi English iriends during ins residence here Irom
18.'>o to 185U that tins mistake in the notice ol ins
death ought to be set right. His lne was closely
connecied with the recent history of Italy. Alter

a distinguished univer-iiv career at. 1'avia he leit
his first official employment under the Austrian
government of Lombardy to join the national
army in ISis, and served as aide-de-camp to Gen¬
eral Komornio at the battiv o! Novara. rrom is,">o
to 180U lie lived an exile's lite iu London, support¬
ing himself by his contribution to the Italian
liberal press and by teaching and lecturing. He
was appointed PToressor of the Italian Language
and Literature in University College, London, but
on the outbreak oi the war of 185i» gave up his
cnalr to act as correspondent of the Daily Xeir#
at the headquarters of King Victor Emanuel.
Alter the campaign he was (as the representative
01 the Daily .\ewe) with Farini during tne move¬
ment which euded in the union of the Emilia with
l'iedmont, and with Garioaldt in the brief but
eventiul campaign winch ended in the incorpora¬
tion of Naples under the .same banner, lie was
taken prisoner during the siege of Rata, but re¬
leased as an Lngllsh subject, ha having been natu¬
ralized and carrying an English a»sport. Alter the
establishment ol tne Italian kingdom Count carlo
took up his residence in Italy, usefully employed in
promotiug the introduction oi English capital and
enterprise into tne young .mil struggling kingdom.
In 1864 or 1865 he was elected member ol the
Itanau Parliament lor Soresina in the Cremonese,for which place he continued to sit till his death on
the 7th .int., at .Mamua, in the ramily house m
winch he was born, niter long and painim sutler-
lug irom disease of the kidneys. In politics he was
always a consistent, liberal. His expert uce of
England and English political life had helped to
make nun moderate and practical. His lite illus¬
trates the dilllculties and vicissitudes oi an Itauau
career as it was during the throes whi h Preceded
the birth of a united Italy. His character com¬
bined Italian gentleness and annabiittv with that
courage and self-reliance winch are tne most val-
uablo lessons of the stern scnool oi renunciation
and difficulty In which he passed the best years of
his lne. Beloved ;ind respected by all who knew
him, his death will oe sincerely lamented by a
wide circle of English friends, w ho have seen him
tried by either fortune and staudiug the test of
both.

Reir. John S. Ebangh.
The Rer. John S. Ebaugh, whose death on Mon-

evening evening was announced In yesterday's
Herald, was a weli known minister ol the Collegi¬
ate Reformed Church, and was for many years a
resident and a pastor In this city. But lor a dozen
years or more he has perlormed very little regu
lar pastoral work, lie died at the Pane Hospital
from Injuries received a week ago, when he wus
knocked down and tun over by a Madison avenue
stage at the corner oi Broadway and Fuiiou
street. Mr. Ei augh was a fine exegeticalpreacher and was an author ol some repute. ile
wrote a woik on the different religions in the
