OBITUARY.

M. Coulon, the French Singer.
The Pari* journals of the 25th of October an¬

nounce the daath of M. Coulon, tne French singer,
at the ace of fifty-three. He made his debut at
the op6ra Comlque on August 25, 1851, in tbe part
of Ataiamuc In the "Fee aux Hoses." He was
one of the best pupils of Gaicla, and, having
already snug in the provinces, bad just
eigned an engagement for Straaourg, when M.
Perrin conceived the Idea of attaching htm to his
theatre. A forielt was paid, and Coulon came out
at Paris. He remained several years at tbe Opera
Comlque, where he created, among other parts,
that of Jacques in the "Ch&teau de la Barbe
Bleue," an opera by MM. de saint Georges
and Llmnander, which bad the misfortune
of being first represented on the 1st of
December, 1801, that is to say, ou the verv eve
ol the coup Coulon at last passed over
to the Grand Opera, and plare'J there Bertram in
.'Robert 10 Dlahle," Saint Bris in the "Hugue¬
nots," created the part of Satan in the "Hercu-
lane urn," and appeared in other important parts.
He left that theatre at the cnu of a few years and
went to Brussels. He two years back married
Mile. Levlelll, formerly a iavorlte singer at tbe
Grand Opera in secondary parts, with whom he
made an artistic tour In the United States. He
lately returned to Pans in bad health, and his
malady terminated fatally.

Martin Van Daren Wlleoxson.
The above named gentleman, a nephew of the

lite President Van Buren. died In London, Eng¬
land, on the 17th Inst., at the age of forty-five
years. He expired at tbe house of Mr. Adam
Badeau, Consul General of tbe United States, from
tbe effects of an attack of Brlght's disease or the
kidney*!. Mr. Wilcoxson was a citizen ol New
York and vastly esteemed. He was married :o a
daughter of the late Nathaniel Miles, who was for
many years prominent in the diplomatic servlc* of
the United States.

U was characterised by nalveti', childlike sweet¬
ness, exquisite singing and that nameless charm
of magnetism which Is the chief attribute of
genius. From the time that the ill-treated child
appears among ber gypsy abductors until
she awaaes to a realization or her true position in
her Italian home, throughout the scenes of Mig-
non's checkered life, ber meeting with ber father,
who wanders in search of her, crazy < n account of
losing ner. her rescue from the brutality of her
gypsy master, her love for the gallant gentleman
who Rives her ireedom, her jealousy of the schem¬
ing aciress who treats human affections and suf¬
ferings with a like indifference, her despair when
she finds herself abandoned, her bright dreams of
home and her Joy In finding herself with
ber lover and father, never more to be separated,
all those changing phases of the story were inter¬
preted bv Mile. Albanl with a power that drew
ail its attractiveness from Its complete natnral-
nees. We missed many of the "cffects" that in
certain scenes have been brought In to Insure ap¬
plause, but in their stead was something more
valuable.true art The romance, which seems to
give a definite musical coloring to the titie rOle,
"Non conoBd 11 bel suol," was rendered with much
leellng by Mile. Aibani. Wo would prefer, how¬
ever, a more liberal use of tempo rubato
m this beautiful aria. The conductor's
baton at times should be subservient to
the prima donna. The duet, "Leggiadre rendi-
nelie," a number worthy oi Mozarr, was partlv nul¬
lified by the shortcomings 01 tne basso, although
the prima donna gave enure satisiaciion. In the
second act the ".Styrleune," the most popular and
most dasnlng number In the opera, became me
principal teature uf the periormance. Mile.
Albam's acting and singing in tuis scene de¬
served the applause that rewarded lier and
bore oat to the lullest extent the hlsh anticipa¬
tions lormed of ber Mipnon. She was nay without
being boisterous, and romped through the scene
without maktuguseol studied poses ana points.
Ttuj scene betore the castle on the shore of tne
lake. In which Mignon, distracted whn jealousy
while listening to the triumph oi ber rival in the
theatrical performance wltnin, moans the words,
"Ella i, Id, presao a tut/ viltorioso ella aode
brought out the warmth ot dramatic expression
so eminently possessed t>y our American prima
donna in its brightest form. The last scene was
lull ol sympathetic power ana tenderness. The
Mignon of Mile. Albanl may be regarded
ai a very touching operatio impersona¬
tion, and will be attractive to all who 100k
lor an unexceptional school ot singing.a
swee\ sympathetic voice, personal attractions,
and artlessness ot manner. Mile, llellbron proved
to be tue best representative of the coquettish
actress, Filina, we have had iu New York. The
light, brilliant music of the role seemed to suit
her better than any she has heretoiore essayed
during the present season, and iu the well known
"Polacca" she gained an encore. Miss Cary made
the most of the stupid rofe of "Fedorico,"and sang
tne rondo gavotte In tho second act commendably.
Signor De Basslnl created a very lavorable Impres¬
sion in the rOte ol Uuglielmo (WUhelm Meister),
and sang the two airs, "Add 10, Mignon," and "Ah |
lion creuea I'&tnttta," with nearness and expres¬
sion, reminding one very much of uapouL Hu act¬
ing. however, did not Dy any means reach the
same standard. The Lotario of Signer Florinl was
uestltute of any quality that could recommend It
to praise, and tne tiiarno or Mr. Hall was a
very ferocious portraiture. Certain slips in the
cborns and orchestra marred their otherwise com¬
mendable penormance. The opera can never be
pleasing to a musical minu out or its congenial
sphere, the Opera Comique, where it was first
produced just eight years ng<* The Italian recita¬
tives are poor substitutes lor the French dialogue
and the common themes in which the chorus is
Introduced are beneath the dignity oi the grand
opera. "Mignon" on tho Opera Comique stage in
Parts and on the Italian opera boarcs represents a
verv different work. Yet such a performance as
that Mile. Albanl presented last night would
tend to give attraction to even a worse opera.

Stadt Theatre.Opera BouflTe.
Tbe season at this spacious establishment was

commenced last night under exceedingly favorable
auspices, not only in regard to the character or
the entertainment or the aumber of persons in
attendauce, but chiefly on account of the desirable
changes recently made In the interior of the build¬
ing. Heretofore the Stadt Theatre has bad strange
terrors lor the timid, because of tbe limited
means of egress in case of accident, while its
palmiest days could never boast much in tho
way of architectural upholstering or scenic at¬
tractions.

In opera boujpe. She essayed tbe rOle or Boulotte
in "Barbe Bleue," and was supported by several
nertormers who have already appeared in German
opera In this city. Miss Mayr, to begin with, has
the all-important advantages of good looks and a
comely figure, and has evidently studied with care
the necessary points which contribute to th<5
success of an opera bouffe artist. Her voice,
while calling lor no special comment so lar
as strength and volume are concerned, is sweet
and flexible, and auswers all the purposes which

a part like Bouiotie demands. But tier acting is
lull of that vivacity, dash and abandon without
which it would be impossible to portray the rol¬
licking rOle of tne giddy headed shepherdess, in¬
deed she left little to be desired and tho enthusi¬
astic demonstrations which greeted her edorts
proved she Had made quite a favorable Impres¬
sion. The choice morceaux which tall to
Bouiotte she rendered witu artistic finish, und
during the evening she whs called repeatedly be-
lore the curtain. Her success was aliogecaer as-
surred, although op<ra bonfe in German wouid
hardly comineod ltseli to tuose whose ears are
lamillar with the sparkling dialogue in the lan¬
guage which, or all others, can best convey
the spicy thoughts of joyous thougn trrcvereut
writers. Blue Btard was creditably represented by
Herr Sciititz, as were the parts 01 King Hobeclic i»y
Kerr Wilt and Clementine uv Mrs. WlJt, wlillo
Popolaui had an admirable interpreter in Heir
Schfln wolff. Tbe chorus was very lair and tho
piece handsomely placed on the stage. At the
conclusion ol the performance Mr. Adolph Neuen¬
dorf, tne director and conductor of the orchestra,
in response to enthusiastic calls, appeared belore
tne curtain and tnauked tho audience on the part
of the management.

AUTOPSY ON M'XBNNA.
Yesterday morning, at tbe Morgue, Deputy Con¬

ner Marsh made a post mortem examination on
the body ol John Mc&enna, the man who was shot
during the quarrel. Dr. Marsh lound a Distol shot
wound on the right side oi the head, the ball
passing through toe right parietal ooue, through
the middle lone of the right hemUpuere of tno
brain and lodged in i he miudle lobe of the left
hemisphere oi the brain. A larga clot of biood
was tound compressing tbe entire right hernia,
pnere of the brain. The middle lobe of
the right hemls here of the brain tu
extremely lacerated; several fragments ol
the internal table of tbe skull were found
driven into tbe brain. Tbe lnngs were oongesied
and tho liver sugntlr fatty; tue internal organa
were healthy. Death was due to compression of
the brain !rom extravasation of blood irom a pistol
soot wound oi tbe head.
