THE "LOCK-OUTS."
The 'Longshoremen To Be Ousted To*
Morrow.They Will Refuse to Work
Below the Union Prices.Lots of Money
In the Treasury.Continuation of the
Coopers' Trouble.Bosses tni Men All
Still Resolute.
The threatened reduction of the 'lonfshorfr

men's wages Is certain to be put In effect to-mor«
row. A strong determination to accomplish their
purpose characterizes the movements of the
agents of the companies whose signatures have
been given to tho resolution In lavor of tae pro¬
posed change of races. These gentlemen art
pretty concise In their explanation as to the rea¬
sons wmch have induced them to come to tnetr
present decision, and are well united la
saying tnat they cannot afford to pay.
They also persist In explaining that the
idea is not new to them, as they have
been for somo lew years of opinion that
they were paying the majority of the men more
than the business done by the companies war¬
ranted. If the times were bad, they say, or likely
to become worse, the burden would fall and con-
tinue to fall on them as well as on others, so that
self protection compelled thom to cover their ex¬
penses. l'hey allege that tlicy have held no lormitl
meetings, in public or In secret, and the resold
tlon to reduce the wages was simply a conse¬
quence of tne acknowledged inability to continue
to pay as they were doing. It is proposed to in¬
form the men to-taorrow morulng, through the
stevedore?, of the rates to be paid in future, and
then act In accordance with their settled plan ol
employing any man who works lor their prices.
The companies which have not yet signified tnelr
intention of loinlug the movement against the
men arc presumed to ba independent abont the
"lock-out" either on account of their not doing
any business just now, or because they are wait¬
ing to sea now tilings will turn out.

In conversation with several of the prominentmembers of the unions yesterday a IIerald re¬

porter was informed that beyond all doubt the
men would not work below the old prices.forty
cents an hour for day work, and ettrntv cents an
hour for nighi work, it was all very well to say
that the wages seemed big lor laborers: but labor¬
ers had to live and work hard (or a living, and
when you were wine not to have work six davs in
the week some allowance should be made lor the
days a man was ulie and could not get any other
employment. The bosses Bald that they could not
pay expenses, and alleged this as a reason for tne
proposed reduction: but tlio truth was that they
were taking advantage ol the rumors that were
circulated among the working claascs and busi¬
ness men that the coming winter would be
a verv hard one ami that thousand!
of men would be idle. They calculated
that with so many men out or work tney
could get all the hands they wanted, and, there¬
fore, they would begin to crush even bciore the
winter became very severe. The unions had
among taein over *60,coo, and other organizations
would also help in case oi need, so that tne men
were not altogether unprotected ; but still it wat
hard ou the men to have to spend these savings
while standing on the sidewalk. The bosses
thought, pernaps, that it required no experience
to be a 'longshoreman ; but the truth was that,
except m a very limited part ol the labor, it wus a
trade in Itself, lor which some men only were es¬
pecially Iltteci. Tnose who kDcw the labor and tin
skill it required knew ihat the bosses would lose
more than tney gained by the "locking out" ol
the men, and the companies would soon And that
fact out. The union men proposed to go out
quietly and to act alterward peaceably, nor would
they interiors with any man, no matter who he
was or where he came from, whom the companies
would emplor.
lu answer to some questions as to bow the meu

stood in regard to negotiations for an amicable
settlement tney stated tnatuo to the present hour
they had received no intlmatiou at ail either from
the companies or the stevedores in regard to the
threatened reduction, it had been stated that
oue stevedore had made a contract with au agent
and that his men were going to work, but no cer¬
tain luiormatiou on the matter had come to the
knowledge ol the society men. lu lact, except
what luiormatiou they got Horn the newspapers,
they had heard of nottiiug. Hu: if the threatened
reduction toos place ou Monday morning theu t.ht
societies would lorin into regular working order
anu adopt ail advantages that they might irotn
the practices of "striKers." The meeting on
Friday evening was lor the purpose of getting tne
men together so that tue action ol the bossee
should not come with surprise upon any member.

THK COOPERS.
The coopers in the down-town district are still

holding out against the oosses. They are thor¬
oughly united m their actlou and are confident o|
gaining their point, liie bosses continue their
weekly meetings, and also state that they are
bound to win. in this strike tne question is not
one so strictly oi wages, tne bosses say, as oue ol
not nelng arbitrarily dealt wltu by ruies of Coop¬
ers' Union No. 2. Tue bosses arc willing to pay
$24 a week to each man, and the mou would be
willing to take that amount, if it were guaranteed
tnat it won d come every week. But the hitcn is
tnat the majority oi the men only get a few days'
work a wees and, therefore, they sav, that when
there is a break in the week the.y must get
$4 60 h day. Tne men lurtner say that tney
have been well tieateu in regard to funds, and
the "lock-out," except to aboui twenty men, who
had had steady work, does not amount to so much
as the bosses would try to make it appear it does.

DEFRAUDING THE REVENtJE.

Flight of W. J. Pollock & Brother, Im«
porters.Frauds of Upward of $70,000
Discovers!.An Extraordinary .Seizure
at the Custom House of Worthless
Cases.

A few days since the Herald contained a report
of charges being made ayainst Ransom Van Vaul-
kenberg and bis son, William Van Vaulkenberg,
Custom House cartmcu, ami likewise against W. J.
pollock k Urother, Importer, lor alleged defraud,
ing the customs revenue to a large extent. Wuile
the carimen named were convoying goods im-

ported by Pollock A Krother irom the wnarf to the

appraiser's stores tney would, it Is alleged, at
some convenient place, substitute lor the
good3 imported ottier goods of very
little value. The affidavit sets forth that the cart-
men In question have substituted lor four cases ol
silks lour other cases of silk waste which would
not be valued at probably one quarter as much as

the other silks, thereby delrauding the govern¬
ment in the amount of value and the rato of Im¬
post.Yesterday W. J. Pollock, the importer of the
goods, aud Ills brother could not bo luund. They
have been in business In New York 'or several
years, ami iia«re been living in grand style 011 Fifth
avenue. The United States marshals uave war.
rants 1 or their arrest, and hope to have the ingl-
tives by to-morrow at latest. All the Kuroneaa
steamships were. w.itched >esterday, but the
brothers did not show themselves.
