
EXPLOSION AT HELL BITE.
Bursting of the Boiler of the Tug¬

boat Lily*

A terrible SCENE.

The Captain, Steward and a
jDeck Hand Killed.

PROBABLE CAUSE OF THE DISASTER
' Statement! of tbe Engineer, the Fireman and

Several Eye-Witnesses.

Yesterday afternoon, between three and four
.'clock, as tbe tugboat Lily was lowing tbe
schooner Annie Cotter through Ueli Oate her
trailer exploded, blowing the tug to atoms, Killing
two of her crew of five men ontrlght, laially In¬
juring the captain, and badly Injuring the arcman
and a deck hand. It seems that the tug, whlca
was lormerly owned by a Arm in South street,
was sold to Onptaln David Havens about three
weeks ago. The Captain, on getting possession of
the boat, hired four men us a crew.Charles War-
ren, as engineer; John Hogan, as fireman, aud two
other men whoso names could not be ascertained,
one as cook and the other as a deck band. It is
laid that tbe tuz was by no means a new one,
ana that her machinery had been a long time la
ase. Yesterday afternoon captain Havena witu
his four men oa board went up the East River, in¬
tending to go our beyond Hell Oate to meet some
Inward bound sailing craft whose captain might
desire to have her towed to her wharf. At Nine¬
ty-second street the tug was stopped to

as tbe fireman states, and the fact that "more
water." and probably much more than was ncces.
lary, was obtained may finally be the means of
txplalniug the real cause of tbe disaster wntch
soon aiterward lollowed. The tug on being cast
loose from the Ninety-second street dock was ut
once headed up stream, and when off Biker's
Island, some distance above tbe point at
which tbe government workshlps are located, met
the schooner Annie Cotier, loaded with lumber.
The captain of the schooner engaged captain
Havens to low his boat to the city,
and so the tug was turned about, lashed
to the starboard side of the schooner and started
fur the East Uiver. When just opposite the Hell
Qate works the boiler of the tug exploded with a
loud report, and the eye witnesses of tbe terrible
accident state that the scene that followed was a
frightful one. There was no premonition what¬
ever on board the tug ol the danger. The fireman
bad Just come up from the hold, the engineer was
at his post in the engine room and the Captain
was in the pilot house at tho wneel, and
everything about the machinery was apparently in
good working order. The men who were at work
on tne Astoria shore state that tho report was not
a very loud one, and that It was preceded by a
puff of steam, which was tho first thing that at*
tracted their attention to tbe tug.

TUB EFFECT OF THE EXPLOSION,
however, was terrific. The upper deck.that part
which served as a rool to tbe engine room.was
thrown nigh into the air, the pilot house, which
was erected on the forward end of it, being shat¬
tered to pieces. The engine roof, or deck,
was constructed of thin pine boards, nailed
together by light strips of timber, and as It
offered but slight resistance, It was the only part
ol the tug above the water line of the hull that
was not torn to splinters. When it was thrown
into the air it carried the Captain with it, and his
mangled body ana the pilot house debris fell into
tbe water at the same time. Tne fireman and en-
gineer, the deck band aud the cook, too, were
blown Into the air, but tbe escape of tbe former
two from death can be accounted lor only on the
ground that the ono was standing on the mam aeck
Just opposite tbe engine room door, and tbe other
lnalde the room, near tne doorway, which was
open. The explosion apparently spent its force in
an upward direction, and it would appear that the
fireman and engineer, therefore, did not receive
the rail shock, but were simply blown off the main
deck over tbe side ol the boat. Tbe pntr of steam
that preceded tbe report of tbe explosion, tha re¬
port itself, the cloud of smoke which shot upward
at the same time that the smokestack and

THE DEBRIS OF THK DECK,
with ttie bodies or me captain, tiie deck Han't and
tbe cook, were Hung right and left, high into the
air, all took place In less than three minutes. In¬
deed one of the eye-witnesses states that the
Whole occurrence was over beiore he had time to
realize what bad really happened ; but it was very
fortunate for three of tbe poor fellows on board
the tng that everybody who witnessed the disaster
was not equally dazed. It so happened that
the tug Virginia Seymour was In tbe
neighborhood and several small boats, wblch
at once went to the assistance or tbe
men who were seen struggling in the water
where u minute before the tug had been, for the
huil went to the bottom almost Immediately arter
the noise made by the explosion was beard. A
youuk boatman named Henry Halsey readied
fiogan, tbe fireman, in time to Have him ironi
drowning. Altuougu a good swimmer, tbe poorfeilow wus so bruised aoout the head, and his
rluht tnigii so badlv iractured that it would have
been impossible lor nim to nave leached the shore
unassisted. Havens, the captain, and Warren,the engineer, were picked up by other boats.
fio one on ine schooner, strange to say, was
injured, and the boat Itself only showed
a silgbt indentation on tne . starboard
aide where the hull ol the tug had evidentlylunged vioientiv against It when the explosiou
took place. The Virginia Seymour took charge01 the schooner auu the injured men, and lay to

TIIE SCENE OK I'll K DISASTKIt,
the captain 01 the Virginia Seymour started down
the river lor the Uellcvui^Hospitul dock with all
ipeed, as the wounded men, besides suQ'criug in¬
tensely from their injuries, were begluuiug to
mow exhaustion ironi ibe cold. Wat den Breu-
nan, once the dock was reached, was notified of
what bau occurred, and he immediately bad
itietchers sent down to the boat aud nad
ihe puttering men taken to tne hospital,where they were at ouce kindly caied lor.

THE FIKEMAN'8 STATEMENT.
The fireman, Hoitan, made the loliowing state¬

ment:-
Captain Havens, I believe, owneu the Lily and

bought her irota Mr. Townseml, No. :sS4 South
street, about a moutn ago. He ulied me and me
engineer and the other men three weeks
alio. To-daj we went up ifce East River
and stooped at Ninety second street to
get more water. After tailing in tne water
we started up the river, and when near
Kilter's Island were employed by the schooner
Annie Cotter, loader witn timber, to tow ner
down. We got alongside or iter auu tied to tier on
the iitarboard sine and then started anead. Wueu
the explosion took place I uad just cotue trout the
flreroom, and was standing near toe door 01 the
eugine room and was lookiug at the government
shanties en shore. The engineer, Warren, was in
his place, and I tutnk the captain, was at the
wheel and the deck nand on toe deck anead and
the steward In his room. I did not hear the noise
01 tue explosion. Toe Urst I knew mat anything
had gone wroug was when I struck the water and
saw piles or wood floating around. 1 also noticed
that the tug was nowhere to oe seen and that the
air was somewhat suioky. i didn't stop to thiuk
much about all tuts, however; 1 took iu the whole
tlnug at a glance. Tue moment I lounu myself in
the svater I attempted to swim but telt one oi my
legs pain me so and so powerless that 1 knew that
tt was broken. There were boats ail around, aud

1 yelled out to one and at the tug that was near,
and got picked up. I did not know the cook or
steward by name but 1 knew them by sigot. I
saw them a short time alter we hitched to
toe schooner, but I did uot see them after the e.\-
plosion. They might have beeu lu the water and

1 not beeu able to see them, however, for 1 didn't
see the captain nor the engineer, wane I was
struggling in the water 1 saw a leliow trying to
aw. ui, who got on board of the tug at Ninety-sec-
ond street with another man. They both came in
a yawl, ami as I don't remember see tue either of
thein w tie a we got put on ooard the tug that
brought ua to tue Hospital dock, 1 think they

The tug was an old one, judging from her ap>

pearuuce. tilie was a small boat aud uad been
used a good deal. I thlux the engineer had been
an engineer for a loug while and was engineer of
the tug Allle Baker beiore he got on the Uly.

DEATII OK TUB CAPTAIN.
Captain Uaveus, who died a little alter &even

last evening, resided at No. 8-J South Fnto street,Williamsburg. He leaves a wue aud two children,
The poor woman knew nothing ol the disaster *
until an hour or so alter her husband's death, when
Waruen Urennau had toe sod tidings conveyed to
her. The Capuilu was well known among the tow-
buut men. He was a tali, llue looking leliow, and
la said to have been a hard worktng man and a
kind employer.
STATEMENT OK 1'ILOT UIBD0N3, OK THE SYLVAN GLEN.

filot Gibbons, who was in the wheelhouse of
of the Sylvan (Jietv, on her aown trip, at the time
oi toe disaster, made the following statement as
to what he saw of It:. I suppose it must have
been somewhere in the nelgnborhood oi a quarter-
past three o'clock when, just ua we were passing
on the inside oi Waitestone Rooks, opposite Hell
Gate, I noticed a scuoouer laden heavily wltn lum¬
ber abreast of Haiiett's 1'oiut, near tne govern¬
ment workings. Hue was in tow of a propeller,
which was lashed to her side about level with oer
mam rigging. Just as we reached slightly uhead,
aud as they were consequently pointing some¬
what astern of us, my uotioe was attracted to
them by a sudden noise, which

SOUNDED LIKE AN EXPLOSION.
I turned partly round to see woat it was, when I

noticed a lug cloud ol steam enveloping tue
schooner. When this had partially cleared away I
saw that the tugboat uad disappeared, Ueioru
this, however, and beiore the steam had been dis¬
persed by the wind 1 saw a mass of objects lallmg
in the wa'er. These looked to me, irom
the way they struck, aa though they were
large pieces of iron. I couid see notn-
ing o! the hull oi the tug lor some time¬
out a lew minutes after I heard tue report or the
explosion and alter the schooner had forged ahead
oi wuere 1 Urst saw her, 1 noticed the nuil ol toe
steam tug come to the suriace anil float around
with the eddies. I did not turn back to offer any
Hssistance. lor 1 saw it wasol no use; besides there
were a oumoer of boats lu the immediate vicinity
at the time, and aa It were surrounding tne
schooner auu tug.

STATEMENT OF 1IKNUY HAL3EY.
Henry Haisey, one of the boatmen who was In¬

strumental in rescuing tue injured crew of the
tusr, made the loiiowlng statement to tne Herald
reporter, wno met him at Astoria saortly alter the
accident towing the roof of the engiue room ol toe
tug to the dock. His statement waa corroborated
by the statements oi several men at t lie «overn-
munt works at Hell Gate, made to ufficera r. Car¬
roll and N. Lawson, of the Long Islauo police force,
who at once proceeded to the scene of the acci¬
dent on hearing ol what bad taken place.
Haisey said:.I saw the tug and the &choouer
coming down. I happened to be looking at
the schooner jusr. at tue time tne explosion toon
place. U was terribly sudden. There was a great
pull ol ateam, lollowed right oil by » dun report,
just like a blast, aud I saw sticks and planks
thrown into the air in all directions, i couid see
what 1 thought were the bodies oi the crew
thrown up also. When the steam and smoke
cleared away, us It did very quickly, because
there waa a stiff breeze blowing, 1 caught a
glimpse of the uull or the tug. There was no
smokestack, wheelhouse or top deck, ana
the hull swung halt way round lor a lew
seconus and toen disappeared 1 also Baw
two men struggling In the water and 1 succeeded
In my noat in getting to another USifet wbicn had
renchcd one man who cried ont that his leg was
broken. This mun 1 took from this boat to mine aud
he was put on the Virginia Seymour, which took
toe schooner away. No one on the scuooner was
hurt. We neard that two men were missing and
we paddled around among the floating timber lor

a long time, hoping to be aoie to flud them, but we
saw no aigu ol them.

TUE INVESTIGATION.
The Coroner waB nuttfleu last night to hold an

Inquest on the body of Captain Havens, and it Is
to be tiopea a most searching investigation Into
the cauae of the disaster will oe instituted.

TRANSIT OF TEM1T3.

Sewi From the American Obiemn In
Siberia.

Letters have been received from Professors Bsll
and Watson, ol the American observers. The
former arrived at bis station, Vladlvostock, Sibe¬
ria, iat. 43 deg. 7 mm., ontbeStboi September;
the latter reached Pekln on the lotb 01 tne aam«
moutb. Both these chiefs, with their assistants,
Protestor Youug, of Dartmouth College, and
Messrs. Wheeler, Gardner. Clarke. Topham, Rock-
well, Lacey, Woodward, Hanger, Conrad
and E. Watson, together with Mrs. J.
C. Watson, who accompanies her husband
on tins scientific expedition, hud reached
Nagasaki in tne Pacific mail steamer Golden
Age, on the 3ist August, direct irom Yoko¬
hama. Tne Uulted States corvette, Captain
Nutthews, conveyed Professor Hall's party to
Vladlvostock, aiiu the Keursage, Captaiu Harmony,Proies»or Watsou's party to rckin. Tne observa¬
tories for use ou the stn of December had beeu set
up when tne Prolesaor's wrote. Prolessor Davidson,cuief of our tmrd uortheru party, was expected ac
Nagasaki, nis stutiou. The United States parties
lu the Southern Hemisphere have not at yet been
beard irom smce their cable despatch of October
0, announcing tlie arrival or the swatara.

'i lie Frencu astronomer, Fieuriais, set out irom
Shanghai August ii lor Pesin; the Hesident
French Minister in China was rendering every
assistance to ms countrymen. The French have
stations at i'eiciu, Yokohama and Saigon, besides
their southern posts at Campbell's islands and St.
Paul's islands. Their expedition to Campueii'sIslands came verv near losing their wuol»
astronomical apparatus by a flie which
burued lor two days in the storeroom on
board tlio French steamer, the Jeddah,
at Sydney. The instruments were, however
entirely saved.

A physician
was summoned, out he could do nothing to re-
lievo tlie djing man. To tne astonishment of
everyboov ho lingered till jesterday, when he ex¬
pired. Ihe strangest feature in tne case is that no
person know* auytiiitm as to his name, lamily
connection or place ol residence, lie was alone
on the ooat The outy explanation glveu is mat
by another boatman, wiio »aid that tne deceased
recently complained that be nan been a lou^ time
uitlictcd with asthma, and sometimes with chills
and lever, and tie asked tnat this i oatmaa would
¦<*» him decently buried. The boatman, however,
took it as a joke. The County fuysiciau oecmeu
not to remov* tut bony ior a oav or two ; but it
wm at last identified at that of ibomas Kteitr, of
Vuuukuitf, pa. u* «w uunj-Au /tara «io.

THE 'L0N6SH0REMEN.
The Strikers Preserve a Steady Front

Along the Whole Line.

AN ITALIAN BADLY BEATEN.

Meeting ofUnion Men Last
Night.

| The 'longshoremen are still preserving ft bol l
front against the attempt by tbe sieamship com¬
panies and a monopolist stevedore to reduce their
wages. There appears to bo a movement on the
part or several interested persons to spread a re¬
port that the 'longshoremeu are overpaid uud
drawing wages equal to mechanics, l'lie price
tliat they demand, forty <wnts per hour during the
day and eighty cents per hour during the night,
might give rise to some such a belief, but a slight
investigation will prove otherwise. The fact Is
that 'longshoremen, as a rule, would be glad to
accept $12 per wees on a steady job. The eighty
cents per hour during the night is stated to have
been put on in order to prevent th« steamship
companies giving the men unnecessary night
work. For some time, It seems, they were In the
habit ot keeping the nands round the corners
until late m the afternoon, when they would put
them to work lor the whole night. If the
'longshoremen were to get steady work all the
year round at the prices they demand they would
have a good job; but wheu $20 is considered a

wonderlully good week's wages it is hardly sur¬
prising that they rebelled against any reduction
ofthetlgure. Under the old system a uiau who
got twenty hours of day aud ten hours of night
work during the week, bringing him $16, was con¬
sidered very lucky. Sometimes a gang would get
a good day's work, and then lie Idle for the rest of
the week, forced to be satisfied with the lack that
bad fallen to then share.

The Strike In Jersey City.

Tne vicinity of tlie Canard docks in Jersey City
yesterday was undisturbed by any demonstration
on the part of ttie 'longshoremen now on strike.
Groups ot ttie men lingered ou tUe street corners
auu expressed tbeir determination not to yield to
what some of tnem.designated the "tyranny" of
ttie Cuu&rd Company. They seemed to be con¬
vinced that the company cannot get along with¬
out them, and tnat as Boon as work becomes
lively at the wharves thev will Hud it to
tueir tnterest to employ experienced Hands In
preference to Incompetent men at low
wagc-s. ihere is very little work goiug
on now at the wharves. Mr. Walsh, tne supeun-
sentient, is disposed to be conciliatory, and, wiille
he does not teel at liberty to recede irom the posl-
tion taken oy the company, he is quite willing 10
couier with any committee sent by the strikers
with a view to an amicable settlement. He does
not attempt to disguise the tact that it wo.uld be
to the interest of tne company to retalu tne old
hands in preierence to new ones, even It couces-
sious were to be made, as everything depends at
times on quickness and despatch. The men
have abamioneu tne idea 01 holding a pub¬
lic meeting, and as soon as tueir reso¬
lution to appoiut a Committee of Conierence
with power shall have been concurred in by tne
association in New York a conierence will be held
with the Cunard superintendent, and In all proba-
bliity a satisfactory solution will be reached.

The Strike In Hobok«n>
So dull la the shipping trade that upwards of

fourteen of the Bremen steamers are laid up In
Europe on account of there being no work lor
them to do. only tne boats with compound
engines and burning comparatively little iuei are
being run. It Is reported that iour of their vessels,
constructed for the Australian trade, are for sale,
The 'longshoremen show uo sign 01 surrender.

In tne aiteruoon a lew 01 the men who had been
off at the Hoboken docics became slightly intoxi¬
cated. and threw scones at the New York laborers
whom the Bremen Comnany hired. A row was in
prospect; but the energetic Interference ot the
ponce whom Cluei Donovan had detailed, speedily
quelled the disturbance. One of tne 'longsnore-
men was arrested and lacked up in the police
station. The Bremen Company are resolute in
tueir determination to uotd out against the
strikers. Owin# to the precautions ol tne Hoboken
police little trouble is appreheuded to-day.

DEEIUKfi OF THE 'LOXfiSHOllEllEX.

Their Firm Attitude of Resistance Main-
Ulned.Unanlmou* Action of the So¬
cieties.

A large and enthusiastic meeting of 'longshore¬
men was held last night at Harmony Hall, No. 78
Yarick street. Delegates irom the different divis.
ions of Hie Dnion Protective Association of New
York, and irom the Brooklyn, Jersey City and
Hoboken societies composed the Convention.
Most of the delegates were hardy, honest looking
men, whose borny bands and rugged laces gave
evidence of the severe toil by which they earn
their bread. The large hull was crowded to its
utmost capacity, and the greatest unanimity char-
acterlzed the proceedings. Ttie object of the
gathering was to take some action in regard to
the lock-out.

Mr. Boger Burke presided and Mr. Joseph Ash-
more acted as secretary. The President said that
none but delegates, with the exception of the
representatives of the press, would be allowed lo
pai ttclpate in the proceedings. Hence be would
ask all tnose who were not delegates to withdraw.
After they had filed down the staircase, together
with the delegates, so that the hall was almost
entirely cleared, the arrangement was altered,
and It was determined to cull the list of delegates
and separate them from the otbers by assigning
ihem seats in the middle benches. This was done,

THE CHOKER CASE.
The Coroner Iudicted for Murder

and Lodged in the Tombs.

k Motion for Bail To Be Argued.What Croker
tad the District Attorney State.Pro¬

ceedings in Conrt Yesterday.
Other Indictments.

On Monday afternoon tbe Oyer and Terminer
Grand Jar; souud & true bill of indictment against
Richard croker tor murder in the first degree, and
found that "the said Croker was accused of having
in his hand on the 3d day or November last a
pistol which he did ahoot at one James McKenna,
causing death to the said James McKenna." The
Indictment recites the (acts as sworn to before
the coroner's jury, a number of the same witnesses
having appeared beiore tue Grand Jury and given
the same recital or ailegcu tacts. There was said te
have been no small discussion among the member!
of tne Grand Jury as to finding an indictment fo»
murder in the first degree, some or the membeM
having been Inclined to make the degree milder;
bnt the adherents of the stronger penalty carried
It, and, though It may make no ultimate atffereooe
before the jury which will Anally try tbe case, tne
accusation is so much more grave, and tbe indict-
mcnt of the first degree prejudices the question of
bail. Some time alter the Indictment was loond
against Croker two indictments were found
against George Hiekey for telonlous assault, one

upon Patrick Craig, who leaned over McKenna as
be was dying in the street, and another against
the same for felonious assault upon James
McKenna while lying dying in tbe same place. It
win be remembered that several witnesses swore
to Hlckey having fired two snots, out at whom
they were directed was left undecided, and thtt
was the cause 01 tbe finding of tfie two indie*
ments. "

ARREST OP CROKER.
Upon these indictments bench warrants wer«

granted Bhortly alter, whtch were placed in the
possession of Captain James Irving, of tbe Detee-
tlve Squad, by tbe District Attorney, with ordera
that the officer should make tbe arrest as speedily
as possible. Captain Irving proceeded to the
residence of Croker, and made the arrest about
twelve o'clock at night without any difficulty
whatever, and without any attempt to escape on
Croker 'a part. The Coroner was left at his homo
ail night and was guarded by the detective. It not
being thought necessary to lock him op in a cell
lor the night*. Hlckey was arrested also, but not
locked up for the night .

Yesterday morning the two prisoners, acoom-
panled by James Sheridan,who had also been Indict-
ed lor felonious assault, were taken to the SnertiX'i
office and subsequently Croker was taken to the
Court of Oyer and Terminer, before Judge Barrett, *

Croker was still in charge of Captain Irving, and
looked worn and latigued. There were not man/
spectators m court, aud those who were thero
had evidently not been made aware 01 what was
to transpire. The prisoner was accompanied by
Ills counsel. Colonel John K. Fellows, Henry L.
Clinton and 11. W. Wiosate, and tbe people was
represented by Assistant District Attorney Rus¬
sell, wno took the place oi Mr. Pneips, i.e Is as
fa miliar with the facts or the case lrom previous
experience at the Inquest.

THIS APPLICATION FOR BAiL.
Application was thcu made, before Judge Bar¬

rett, in the Court of oyer and Terminer, to admit
coroner Croker to bail on tbe indictment iound
against him oy the urand Jury, charging him
with oeing implicated 111 the killing 01 Thouiaa
McKenna, on last election day. There was quite

a stir ia court, Judge Barrett being engaged in
trying a manslauK liter case when the Coroner
came in, accompanied by hla counsel, Messrs.
Clinton, Fellows and \ytngate.
Mr. Clinton introduced the application for ball

by recounting the recent proceedings in tbe Coro*
tier's inquisition, beiore tbe committing magis¬
trate and the Urand Jury. On these proceedings
he based a motion for ball. Tne stenographer had
not yet written our. the examination beiore the
Coroner and lor this reason be would ask a post*
ponement of tne argument on tne motion till the
next day.
Judge Barrett said he would entertain the mo¬

tion at any time counsel were prepared to argue
it within tae usual hours of holding court.

District Attorney l'belpa inquired if the witnesses
beiore the Coroner hud sigued their depositions,
and learning irom tbe opposing counsel that they
had not, suggested to the Court that the testimony
was sot in u shape to be considered by tbe Court
on a motion to admit to ball.

Mr. Fellows said the testimony baa been taken
by a phonographer; that it was read to each wit*
ness from the phonographer'* notes; that they
eaon swore to tneir testimony, and was told when
tne same was written out tuey would be called
upon to sign their respective testimony, and that
tneir signatures would be obtained beiore its pre¬
sentation in Court on tbe motion to admit to ball.
Judge Barrett said the statute was very explicit,

requiring tne testimony to be written out, signed
and sworn to by the witnesses at the time It was
taken. Ttie converse oi procedure in this oase
beiore the Coroner seemed to present a grave
irregularity and indicate tbe existence or undue
baste. He, however, would hear the motion pro»
posed to be made when tney were prepared M
make it.
Alter a consultation between Mr. Croker's conn*

sel It was finally decided that they wonld be pre*
pared to make the motion to-day.

TUE OTHER INDICTED MEN.
Hlckey and Sheridan were in the meanwhile

taken to tne District Attorney's office, where,
with the consent oi the Judge sitting iu General
Sessions, ball was taken for Hicke.v upon the two
Indictments in the sum of $6,uoo, Bernard Cos*
tello, oi Twenty-seventh street, being bondsmanj
and tor Stierldau in the sum of $2,000, James £.
Matthews, ot Forty-second street, being bonds¬
man, alter which the prisoners were allowed t«
depart without lurther lormality.
