Records of Lady Franklin's Search Ex-
pedition Returned to England.
[Prom the Liverpool Post, Nov. 6.]

Captain EKilgour, of the whaler Polynia, which
asrrived at Duudee on Sunday night, brings a
number of relics of Arciio exploration.

When o portion of the crew were on shore at
Batty Bay, on the 29th of July, In search of a suit-
able watering place, they discovered a calrn on a
low point on the north sde of the bay. Judging
it had been erected by some party belonging to
one of the varlous expeditions sent in search
of Sir Jonn Prankiin they pulled it down,
and 1n the [nterior of it found & tin can-
1ater, apout twelve loches 1o length and
four 1o dinmeter, the lla belng soldered on.
Cuptaln Ellgour vpened the conister, and 1t was
found to contuin records deposited on the 6th of
August, 1852, by Captain Willlam Kennedy, of the
Prince Albert, Lady Fraokiin's veasel. In the
course ol the day a sledge, a stove, two Ice knives,
abd varions other articies were picked up on the
gouth side of the bay, where i1t appeared Captain
Kennedy’s party had encamped.

Tne records aisciosed the 1act that Captaln Ken.
nedy went into winter quarters in Batty Bay in
the autnmn of 1861, and Lt was not uutid 1he 6ih
of Auguast, 1852, that the ice broke up and liberated
bis vegsel, It 18 opvious that Batty Bay bad not
been visited since 18562, The records arc ln un ex-
cellent state ol preservation.

Denth of Joseph Stuart, Banker.

Mr. Joseph Stoart, the well-known banker and
head of the firm or J. & J. Sinart & Co,, on Nasssn
stroet, died at his private residence, No. 11 Easi
Tnirty-sixth streat, at ten o'clock last night,

There have been but few men whose success in
husjuess bas been 0 marked as his or whose
character las been 50 spotless and 30 far above
reproach,

He was born in county Down, Ireland, in 1803,
and hence at the time of bis demise was aboat
seventy-one years of age. During Lis earhier
yeara he recetved as good an education as the
country could aford, and while quite a young
man came to this country and made lua
home in Philadeiphia. It was there, In the year
1528, thast he founded the dary goods house of
Stuart & Broa,, whlch 18 still in existence under
the original name, aod which {8 now the oldest
and best known edtablishment of I8 kind In the
Quaker Clty. In thisa eoterprise he was assisted
by nia two brothers, John and David Stuart, the
former at present the head of (he house of John
Stuart & Co., in Manchester, and the latter the
liead of the nouse of David Stuart & Co., ln Liver-
pool. Bupsequently the other brothers, James and
the well known George H. Stuart, of Philadel

phta, became connected with the firm. In
the year 1433 Joseph Stuart, the suhject
ol this  sketeh, ieft  Pulladelplia, came

to New York aud established the firm o J. and J,
Stunit & Co. Ihis frm; gontnued the dry goods
trade until about the year 1830, wheo theéy aban-
doned 1t altogether sed instituted & bankiug house
at No. 33 Nassau sireet. Under she keen, dis-
crimaating judgment aod the able and energetic
mianagement of the decessed ihe house rapidly
exteuded its business, uptil & few years later a
branch house was estubiished at Manchester, Kog-
lund, which stil existd tn & highly prosper-
ous  apd fourisbing condition.
