DANGER OF A NEW WAR.

The War Department Asked to
Interfere.

Wasninaron, Nov, 23, 1874,

The Becretary of the Interior to-day traosmitted
to the Becretary of War a copy of & commuuica-~
tion recelved by him Irom the Commissioner of
Indian AMuire, with a letter from Indian Agent H.,
W. Bingham, dated from the Cheyenne Agency,
Dakota, October 31, Lo the effect that about sLxty
white men, miners, are working in the Bloux
Reservation, in the Black Hills, and unless they
are driven off by the government the Indians will
muke War upon them,

Becretary Delano, in view of this statement, re-
quests the War Department to Instruct the proper
military aothorities to remove any persous who
may be found 8o trespassing, in order that trouble
with the Indlans may be avolded.

AN INDIAN CANIP CAPTURED,

Uperations of Genernl MacHKensle's
Troops in Texas—Squaws, Pappooses
ond Ponies Sclzed.

MACKENZIR'S BUPPLY CAMP,
FrEsH Forx BEAz08 RIVER, Texas,
Nov. 9, 1874,

General MacEenzie, with ail the serviceable
horses of his command, leit here on the night of
October 30, going toward the south and wesi, or In
the alrection of the head or the Doubls Moun-
taln Fork of the Brazosa River and nead
of the main Brazo8; marched all night In
& plercing cold wind, rested next day and
marched the sacond night, On November 2 saw a
lew Indians, who fled at the slght or the troops.
Ou the 34 ol November saw a party of Indinns,
who were hunting buffialo, but who scattered and
rapidiy disappeared at the approach of the troops.

On November 5 the commana ¢came npon & camp
of elght or ten Indian lodges, which was captured
siter a short fight, in which four Indians were
killed and some woanded, without any loss to our
troops. The camp was totally and thoroughly de-
Btroyed, everytning being burned. The troops cap-
tured twelve squaws and seven pappooses and 156
head of horses and ponies. This band of In-
diane belonged to the Qua-ha-da tribe, which {8
composrd of vuicasis from other tribes, princi
pally Comancnes, Klowas, Cheyennes, Arrapahoes
and some lew Apaches. The trioe s asmall one,
Among the captured squaws are some of the iden-
sical prisoners capiured by General MacKenzie in
his expedition to this section of country in 1872,
wlen 110 squawa and pappooses were brought as
prisoners to Fort Concho, and kept there till tne
epring of 1873, when they were magnanimo
sent, in governnient vugonu escurted by the
United States military, to Fort Sul, and there re-
eased,

The nggregate of Indian lodges destroyed muss
be over 1,200, with more than 100 Indians kiied,
by the columns o/ Generals MacKeunzie, Miles,
Buel, Davidson, Nelll aud Price, in three montns,
and the amount of property lost by the Indians
(General MacKenzle, with tbe Fourtn cavalry,
alone having ceplured 1,584 horses) must to them
be incalculable. The amount of hardship and pri-
vation undergone by that portion of our little
army engaged 1n this Indlap war will never be
known to the mass ol the American people, and
1518 & pity 1t 18 80, lor more honest, laithiul and
harder working servants than our same little
Army are not to pe found Ineide the vounaaries of
this Republic, and the reward for it all 18 reduc-
tion.
