The Comptroller of the Currency nas completen
his report. Twenty-two hundred national banks
nave been organized since the establishment ot
the system. Thirty-five of these banks have fatled
and 137 have gone nto voluntary liquiaation by a
vote ol two-thirds of the shereholders, leaving
2,028 banks in existenco on the 18t of November,
1874 Tables are given exhlibiting

A table I8 also given exhiblting similar aata on
the 2d of October, the date ol the last report. Re-
turns from New York, Boston, Philadelphia and
Baltimore, Irom the redemption clties and the re-
maining banks, are arranged separately.
