A PRISON DINNER.

Some Idea of Who and How Many ire Beripi-1
entft of the City and County's Bounty.

The Grand Jury in session daring trie past month
adjourned yesterday. The following gentlemen
were the Jurors-Henry D. Stover, John Hall,
George D. Nichols, James Slade, Jacob A. Boftart,
Samuel D. Russell, William A. Caldwell, Theodore
Perry, Daniel D. T. Moore, William Palon, William
A. Geaney, Lawrence r. Mott, Caleb 13. Knevals,
Richard C. Combs George M. Leventrlll, llenry T.
Anthony, Alfred Coiville, Theodore E. Isaacs,
Charles Day, William Kemp, Adolph Macs, John
Boyd and Alexander Brondlng.
Prior to their adjournment the Jury visited the

public institutions of the county which are under
the supervision of the Commissioners of Public
Charities and Correction. With the view of pro-
coring Information as to the state of these lnstl-
rations our reporter called upon Henry D. Stover,
the Chairman or the jury, and who has so fre-
quentiy been called to the performance of Jury
duty that his experience in that respect has be-
come quite oxtenslve. From Mr. Mover It wa3

learned that the jury proceeded to the foot of
Twenty-sixth street, East River, where they were
received on board the steamer Bcllevue and con-

veyed to Blackwell's Islaud. They llrst visited
THE CHARITY HOSriTAL,

In which Institution they found 1,024 inmates.
Several wards are exclusively devoted to lung and
chronic diseases, which form a large proportion of
the affections of our charity patients. In the med-
leal wards 300 patients were lound suffering Irom
a variety of diseases. In the wards set apart lor
aurgery none bat surgical cases are treated. That
the skill of the surgeon is frequently called
lato requisition was amply shown by the lact that
In these wards the jury lound loo patients under
treatment. In the lying-in wards seventy women
were waiting to be confined. The extent of relief
furnished to poor and homeless women is shown
by the fact that in these wards an average of sixty
births per month takes place. Affections of the
eyes also seem to be or some extent amoug the
charity poor, ror in the ophthalmic ward tne Jury
found thirty-five .cases under treatment. The
venereal wards had ^00 patients, which may be
taken as an illustration of the effects, it not of the
extent, of vice among those who become recipients
of the public bounty.
The deaths in the Charity Hospital average sixty

per month during the winter, in the summer

thirty-aye to forty. This would Indicate that the
eOects of climate are as marked in our hospitals,
where especial pains are taken to counteract
them, us they are elsewhere. The patients, how-
ever, who are found In our public institutions are

largely composed of sufferers from pulmonic and
other affections peculiarly liable to prove fatal
during the winter season.
In case of any death the practice usually pur-

¦aed is to keep the body tw-lve hours beiore an

autopsy is made. Alter the autopsy It Is kept
twenty-four hours longer, to be recognized or
claimed by friends.
The admissions into the Charity Hospital aver¬

age iorty per day, and the average number of
those daily discharged Is about the same. The
dally roll shows 1.024.

THE PENTTENTIART.
In this Institution the jury found 934 prisoners

and witnessed a sight very unusual to those not
familiar with prison lire, although one of daily oc¬
currence in the Penitentiary. They saw the dining
or the male prisoners, and beheld 600 of then
seated at the tables id the same room and taking
their dinners at the same time.
Oi the 934 prisoners 140 are females, a propor¬

tion which may be regarded as speaking very fa¬
vorably lor the latter. Perhaps, however, this
lavorable exhibition will find a singular offset in
the fact that the Penitentiary holds but thirty
negroes. This is all that our colored nopalation
coald furnish as their quota to the 034.
Two-thirds of the prisoners when committed

were under age, and twenty-flve were only stx-
teen years old, so that the youths of onr country
may be regarded as very well represented among
our criminal classes. The reflection that we have
bo large a proportion or youthtul criminals is cer¬
tainly not a very flattering one to our progress in
civilization ami education. It is a fact becoming
daily mora and more recognized that one of the
Arm duties or a people is to take care of the morals
of their youths, and ii the compulsory education
laws soon to be cmorced shall have the effect of
diminishing youthful crime they win bring about
.*a consummation devoutly to be wished."
The hygienic and sanitary regulations observed

as part of the discipline oi the Penitentiary,
Judged by their results, seem to be quite efficient.
The average of sick prisoners in hospital does not
exceed twelve, wnlch may be regarded as a good
indication of the prevalent condition of health.
Another Illustration of this fact Is furnished by toe
practice observed of weighing each prisoner upon
first entrance into and final dismissal from the
prison, invariably the weight at the latter period
exceeds t:iat of the former, ranging all the way
(Tom five to forty ponnds.
Much of the work at wl:!ch the prisoners are

employed is ont-door work, especially such as
perums to quarrying stone. Many of the pris¬
oners are ai-o employed in building a sea-wall
around the Islund.

In the bakery 63 persons are employed, two-
thirds of whom are prisoners. Here barrels
of flour are dally used and fi.iiOu loaves of bread
are daily bated, 'ltie last purchase of flour was
made at $5 28 per barrel, at which price 3,0o0
b.irr-is were purchased.
The barber shop oi the prison is opened at

twelve o'clock on .--a nrdavs, a which hour work
is stopped and the prisoners either -Have them¬
selves or are saaved by other prisoner.*.

Ihe jury aiso visited i weed's room, of which
so much nas been said and writ: en. They looked
in vain lor the splendor and mairniflcetice so fre¬
quently described by lertre reporters and imagin¬
ative gossips. What ttiey really saw was an ordi¬
nary prisoner's room. The room is neither car¬
peted nor ornamented, an l none o: the numerous
decorations, which were said to bear such unmis¬
takable testimony to the taste and refinement of
the imprisoned Boss, were anj where to be seen,
The jury looked at the « ails oi the room and tney
were not bire: but instead of Deing instinct with
Hie, as nortrayed in the works oi the first masters
«>r art, t h»-y were simply covered, about hallway
up to the ceilinir, with some cambric stulT, which
had been temporarily tacked there to keep tue
wuitewasb irom tailing down.

THK WORICilOt'^E.
The most remarkable feature mat attracted the

attention of the jury In this institution was the
Itreat disproportion between the ma.e and female
portions oi our population who ond their way
thither from time to time. Tne proportion is
given as 600 males to 7,000 lemales. Whatever may
be the causes to which mis great disparity is to oe
ascribed It certainly seems to spean very unfavor¬
ably for the condition or society which has ren¬
dered it possible. That the state of our social and
political condition is aloue to blame lor it, and
that it does not arise from differences in the moral
status between the male and female members of
our community, there can be no donot; and the
various reasous to which it is due should receive in-
vesication and attract public attention with the
view of a speedy correction, if not total removal,
of so evident mid probably oppressive an evil.

it is said, however, and this to some extent may
account for so remarkable a disproportion, that
many women are returned many times. As an
lUHirttlon of this fact the experiences of laai
July may be mentioned. Of 160 women released
on the third day of that month 7S were returned
.K*'D the v«rj next Tuesday following.There have been as many as 158,ooo arrivals anddeDartures from the workhouse in a single year;a statement which wi i become the more impress¬ive when we reflect that this number is almost
cqnal to one-ntth of tne entire population oi the
city of New York.

THK ALMSHOUSE.
In this institution the jury found 1,175 inmates,

inemding 118 incurables. Of these incurables, fifty,
eight are in the male department and the remain¬
der In the female.

Is still in the possession of ah her mental faculties.
The Jury were much surprised by here witness¬

ing some of the singular effects sometimes pro¬
duced by rheumatism, a disease rendered pecu*
liariy prevalent through individual. If not popular,
carelessness in this ever changing climate. The
case Is that of a woman who has been laid up m
bed with this affliction for seventeen years. Her

» Angers, the nails of winch are over an inch in

length, are drawn up and twisted like wire rope,
but far more rigid tuan the metallic strands. The
toes of her feet are in a similar condition. Not¬
withstanding these unnatural contortions Bhe
has not suffered any pains resulting from the dis¬
ease lor the past eight years, and, apart from this
rheumatic affection, is in a healthy condition.
At this institution the Jury were invited to a

dinner prepared lor them, and lest it should be
said, as Una been the case heretofore, that they
were ' dined und wined" in that peculiar "style of
regal splendor" which so oiten calls into exercise
the descriptive power of the modern Jenkins, the

The waiters were prisoners.
It may also prove interesting to those who have

found so much lault wltb past Grand Jury lunches
to tuow that all ttiese good things were prepared
in a manner fully showing that cooking is not one
of the "lost arts" in the kitchens of ouf public in¬
stitutions; and especially may It prove interesting
to all who may hereaiter be called upon to per-
form the duty 01 inspecting our public institutions
as tiraud Jurors to learn that these tilings were
not merely well cooked but that the BUpply of
them was also abuDdant.

TUB LUNATIC ASYLtTMS.
The male Lunatic Asylum on Ward's Island, the

Jury were lnlormed, contained 900 patients. Mr.
Anthouy Allaire is the Warden, and Dr. R. L.
Parker, the Resident Physician. There are also
In this institution thirty lunatics.old men.
who imagine they own the Island. The female
Lunatic Asvlam has 1,159 patients. The Keneral
liealtny condition of the inmates is shown by the
facts that there are seldom more than troin ten to
flitecn sick in bed at a time, while the deaths are
only six per cent. Unsoundness of body, it would
api>ear, does not necessarily follow unsoundness
of mind.

O11 their return to the foot of Twenty-sixth
street, East Klver, the jury visited

TilE liELLKVIK HOSPITAL,
where they found everything in u condition of
cteauiiness and good order and the patients well
cared for under tne rule of Warden Krennan. Mr.
Brennan conducted them through the Institution,
and as he did so he was constantly giving some
evtdence of the natural kindness of ins uIbuosi-
tion. He seemed incapable of passing a patient
by without addressing to him a lew words of sym¬
pathy and cheer, and these always appeared to
have an encouraging effect.
Tne jury were courteously received at the

various institutions visited. The officers and em¬
ployes ireely extended every assistance required
to iacilit»te their labor of inspection, and readily
answered all inquiries and imparted every lnior-
mation desired.
The jury spent an entire day in making their ex¬

aminations and inquiries, and closely scrutinized
every part or the different Institutions visited.
They were much Impressed with the general ef¬
fectiveness of the management and the efficacy of
the discipline observed. Good order and cleanli-
ness seemed to be rules specially enlorccd, ai.J
everywhere exhibited their effects. >V:.ue 1..0
inmates of every grade and class appear^., 0 be
held to a strict conformity to the rules 01 u.^ci-
pline, lull attention was also paid to their wants
and comforts. 80 far as their physical condition
is concerned there appears to be nothing lacking.
Our uubiic institutions, therefore, seem to be as
efficient in accomplishing the objects for which
they were designed as could be desired, and In the
just and liberal, yet economical and judicious ad¬
ministration 01 their affairs, the Commissioners of
Charities and Correction, under whose control
these institutions are, are credited with the exer¬
cise ol great ability, judgment and care.

NEWARK'S CONSPIRACY TRIAL.
Second Day's Proceedings in the
Stslniby-Yoang Case.Close of the
Prosecution and Opening for the De-
fence.The Grand Jury System AX-
tacked.
The trial of Alderman William Stalnsby ana ex-

Commissioner Joseph C. Young, on an Indictment
lor conspiracy to defraud the city or Newark in
the matter of certain real estate transactions, was
resumed in the Court House t liere yesterday, be¬
fore Judge Titawortb, a lull bench and a crowded
audience chamber. As on the first day
of the trial (Friday), there were present a large
number or officials and leading local politicians
and much interest was manifested In the proceed¬
ings. This interest is heightened by the ract that
the offences alleged against Stalnsby and Young
are part or a system whereby, as is alleged, the
city has been not only robbed or hundreds or
thousands or dollars but been scandalously sub¬
jected to wholesale so-c&lled "improvements,"
beneficial only to land speculators and prop¬
erty owning officials and their mends. Upon the
resumption or the trial Charles A Taylor, Alderman
Stainsoy'a nephew, the young man who purchased
the property through the advice and with the
money furnished In part by Stalnsby, was recalled.
In his direct examination be swore that stainsby
told him to go and see Lane, the owner or the
$1,800 property, ror which in a lew days alter Tay¬
lor's purchase, through the recommendation or
Young's commission, he (Taylor) was awarded
$2,300. He testified also that he got
tbe money out or the City Treasury be¬
fore the award was due. and that
at the sale of the house on Lane's lot Stalnsby
bought It in for $85. He said, however, that
Stalnsby had no equitable Interest In the proceeds.
At this point his contumacy on the stand wan so
marked that tbe Prosecutor of the Pleas declared
him

HOSTILE TO THB STATE.
Counsel ror the defence made strenuous objec¬

tions to bis answering of certain questions, so
that the Court heard their purport and object pri¬
vately and then admitted them. A little further
on Taylor admitted that he had said
he told the Grand Jury Stalnsby had
an equitable Interest in the proceeds, and that ir
he (Taylor) sold the property profitably he would
"recognize the kindness of Mr. Stalnsby in telling
me of those advantageous bargains." The prose¬
cutor desired to prove by tbe witness that,
through tue instrumentality of the accused, lie
had been enabled to purcha-e in the
name way other property besides these
parcels specified in the indictment, but upon
the objection of the defence tDe Court ruled ad¬
versely. The prosecutor contended. However,
that overt acts were not only admissible, but all
incidents tending to prove the conspiracy. On
cross-examination Taylor said he (tad asfced
Stainsby to let him know of any profitable real
e*!aie investments he miprht hear or; tliut thete
was no agreement between bun and his uncle,
and that the latter had not asked or
received an* thing tor procuring tbe bargains
for Taylor, ile admitted conveying other lots to
the city besides tnose in tbe indictment. "Who
conveyed tbeni to your" asked the prosecutor.
Defence objected and the Court sided with it, say¬
ing it could not see the relevancy of the ques¬
tion. Aiter some sparring between counsel, in
winch the prosecutor animatedly said that 11 the
Court would not allow hun to prove what he de-
sired, or fell the Court what be proposed to prove,
he might as well close the case.

Cp..n this tbe Court (to the expressed chagrin
of counsel for the defence) permuted bim to pro¬
ceed and sta*e that be proposed to prove tnat
Taylor bad purchased but lour tracts of land, tbe
two in question and two on Nineteenth street;
that the latter was purchased by advice from
stalnsby, and that the award for damages on the
same was made by a commission oi which Young
was chairman, and that these parties have been
in a conspiracy to obtain more money irom tne
city for lands than the city should have paid; that
he could show this was but part of

AS OROANIZtD SYSTEM TO FLEECE THE C1TT,
by getting hold of property and making the city
pay for it. He argued that the overt acts were
not the crimes, out were only put ia the indict¬
ment to meet its requirements. Tbe overt acts
are merely indices. He proposed to introduce
this evidence to throw light on the conspiracy.
Of course he couldn't prove that Mr. Stainsby said
to Mr. toung, "Let us cneat the city;" and any
evidence going to throw light on the tactt con¬
spiracy is admissible. He thought the Court was
fearful that fraud would be alleged in tbe purchase
of the other tracts. That was not his intention.
He simply wanted to show that other lots bad
been purchased in tbe same way, in order to show
intimacy between tbe defendants in this transac¬
tion.
Alter considerable debate between counsel and

the Court tne latter ruled that tbe prosecutor
must confine himself to the allegations in the in¬
dictment. so unexpected was this and other
rulings of the Court ravorable to the deience that
the prosecutor seemed disposed to throw tbe
case up. He contained, however, and ex¬
amined George H. Parkinson, Ralph Jeffer¬
son, a relative of Mr. Stalnsby, and also
under indictment tor alleged frauds on
the ballot box, and Edward Carter, all members
of Joe Young's uommlsslon. Their evidence went
to show that the real work or the commission,
the calculations, Ac., were made by Young,
and that they were led nearly altogether by bim.
carter admitted mutg reports wit*out

knowing ranch about them. With the close of Mr.
Carter's evidence (tie Mute rented aud

TUB DKFKMCI Ol'KkED.
Counsellor OutId addressed tbe Jury and said he,

bis colleague and the defendants herniated wnether
It would not be as well to let tbern leave the case
as It stood, there being, as he believed, no evi-
deuce to prove the allegations in the indictment,
but thej had Anally decided to take the privilege
ot removing all stain from Messrs stainsby and
Young. Ue made* vigorous attack on trie Grand
Jury system and characterized It as a relic ot tbe
baroarlc past, ant said that under It any man
might be Indicted aB veil as William Staiusby
and Joseph C. Young, he charged that the pros-
ecutlon bad not called all its witnesses, but they
would nevertheless be given by the defence
a chance to testHy. He then called
James Williams, also one of Voting's cotnmls-
blotters, who had mapped out Fourteenth street
aud awarded Taylor sums of money lor property
taken greatly in increase of tbe sums paid by him,
as known to Yoang. He testified that he was
aware at the time of mapping out the street that
Guentber and Lane were willing to take less lor
their property than was subsequently awarded to
Taylor. The vbject or tbe delence was to show
that the Guenther-Lane-Taylor transactions were
not kept secret from the entire Commission, and
hence that there was no conspracy. Upon cross-
examination oy the prosecutor the witness admit-
ted that nig tier awards were made for the Guenther
aud Lane lots than adjacent ones. Tbe latter
got $450, tbe lortner $800. Witness bad made up
nis mind as to tbe valuation irom what Jacob
hkinkle bad told btm. "What did Skinkle tell
you t» queried tne prosecutor: out tne Court, upon
objection being made by delence, ruled the ques-
tion out. Witness was' asked if he bad not said
that It was wrong for a commissioner to give In-
formation about res) estate, but tne deience ob-
Jected and the Court again sustained the oblec-
lion.

JOB TOUNO ON TUB STAND.
Joe Young, one ot the accused, was next called

to the stand by tbe defence. He admitted telling
Stainsby about the Guentber and Lane property;
declared that he knew notnlng of tbe sale to Tay-
lor until alter it was made and Guenther came to
thank him; that he had derived no advantage
whatever by tbat Bale or any other, and that if the
other Commissioners did not know allai>outtbe
Lane and Guentber affair, It was their own fault
lor being absent.
Young was still on the stand when the Court ad-

Journed till Monday. The action of the Court in
ruling out testimony which the prosecutor re¬
garded as most Important, has given rise to con¬
siderable comment of an adverse character in
quarters inimical to tbe ring.

ANOTHER NEWARK 00NSPIRA0Y CA8E.
Detective Becker sad Mr*. Dunn Charged

With Fraud on the Government.
In Newark yesterday, before United States Com¬

missioner John Whitehead, tbe examination was

resumed lu the case ot Charles Becker, a detective
on tbe Newark police force, Mrs. Kate Dunn, with
several aliases, ana Edwaru C. Caliery, an ex-

policeman, all of wbom were arrested last Satur¬

day on a charge of conspiracy to defraud tbe
United States government in the matter of a pen¬
sion. Tbe allegation is tbat Mrs. Dunn, through
the affidavits of Becker and Caliery declaring that
ghe was the widow of a deceased naval otllcer. En¬
sign Dunn, drew pension as such, when In
fact she was then a married woman, the wife of
James Ramsey. No witnesses were examined
yesterday, but a number ot documents were placed
in evidence by the government going to snow
that in September, 186&, Kate married Ramsey;
tliat Becker, in 1873, swore that he served a copy
or a petition for divorce on Ramsay, in behalf of
Kate; that Kate swore, in 1873, beiore commis¬
sioner BrinckerhotT, of Jersey City, that she was
tbe widow of Edward Dunn, and tbat Caliery was
a witness in the matter. The delence waived an
examination and tbe case will go before the
United States Grand Jury in Trenton next term
«v court. Meanwhile Becker and the woman are
he d u $2,500 ball each. Decision was reserved
in tne case of Caliery. He will, doubtless, be dis-
cnarged, as it appears to be Becker alone the
United States authorities want.

months.
Tbe state Prison Inspectors have succeeded in

effecting a contract for the labor of 500 convicts,
to be tmployed for laundry purposes during the
ensuing five years, at the rate oi sixty cents per
diem for each man. This is the highest price ever
obtained by the state for convict labor at tbe
prison above named.
One of the night guards at Sing Sing Prison sur¬

prised a couple of convicts, named respectively
John Durkin and George Smith, while in the act
of cutting their way out a night or two since. The
enterprising jail birds occupied a cell on one of
the upper tiers, and immediately beneath the roof
of the prison. When discovered they were in tho
act of boring upward, through three feet of
granite, tor which purpose they were using a
heavy iron drill, well muffled on the top with rags,
in order to deaden the sound produced by the
energetic application of a sledge hammer. Dur¬
kin is serving oat a term of twenty years for the
crime of murder.
Owing to some Misunderstanding arising at

Auburn Prison regarding the right of admission of
spiritual advisers without regard to religious de¬
nomination, the State Prison inspectors,
during tbelr session at Sing Sing Prison
on Friday, adopted a resolution setting
forth that "tbe agents and waraens
and other officers of tbe prison are hereby directed
to admit into tbe prisons during reasonable hours
ail ministers ol the Gospel residing within the city
or town (or officiating there; where tne prison ts
located, and permit them, ir they desire it, to have
uninterrupted conversation with such convicts as
may desire to see them; they shall also admit at
all reasonable hours the Sisters of Charity who
may desire to visit the sick In hospital or in their
cells.in the latter case accompanied by some
proper officer to direct them.

NEW JERSEY.

A restive horse on board one of tbe Barclay
street ferrvboats, on Friday night, walked over-
boa rd, and has not since been beard from.
The wages of the brakemen on the Delaware,

Lackawanna and Western Railroad Company have
been reduced to $9 per week. Tne pay of the
laborers on the road has already been diminished
to Si a day.
Tbe sixteen 'longshoremen, who were arrested

most arbitrarily In lioboken, without being or¬
dered to disperse, have instituted legal proceed¬
ings against tbe police authorities. A warrant
was issued by Justice White for tbe arrest of Ser¬
geant Edmonston and be was beld In $2,500 ball to
answer. He, however, is not responsible for tbe
arrest, as he acted under special orders of tbo Po¬
lice Commissioners. Mucb indignation exists in
consequence of this; bccause all tbe laborers wbo
were ordered to disperse previously did so with¬
out more ado. The next Grand Jury is to oonslder
tbe case, though tbe plaintiffs are oaiy poor labor¬
ers.
Yesterday morning the laborers employed on

the oil dock at Weohawken commenced a search
for the body of nenry Schroeder, the night en¬
gineer. whose terrible death was announced In
yesterday's Herald. It appears that when de-
ceased undertook to inspect the oil vat hi* lamp
ignited the volume of genorated gas, blowing
himself und the tank Into irajtmems. The river
was dragged, but without success, only splices of
the tank having been found. Pinally the head of
the unfortunate man was discovered near the
water, homely mutilated, but up to an advanced
hour no further traces of his body had been
found. Dec«ased leaves a wife and family in
Union Hill. An investigation will be held, as it
is well known that it is always highly dangerous
to let tanks stand exposed in such a manner.

All Trouble Ended.The men Satisfied
That They Have Gained Their Point-
Union Men lilhely to Go to Worlc All
Over.

were had nothing but good news for themselves
to. tell. The scowl of previous days had alto¬
gether disappeared, and the announcement
was that the strike was practically
ended, and that tho union had won. The victory,
however, it was admitted, was not fully up to tho
original demand of the society, and neither was

the struggle Anally cloned, but the men were will¬
ing to go to work everywhere, except for the
Walsh Brothers, at forty and sixty cents, and they
had had assurances that within a short tlmo tliey
would again control the ships "along the beach."

The Convention of delegates from the dllferent

divisions of the 'Longshoremen's Union held a
session last evening in tno basement hall of St.
Peter's school house, corner of Church and cedar
streets, ltoger Burke presiding, it was an¬
nounced that, In addition to the Transatlan¬
tic and Atlas Hues, the state line was yester¬
day paying the society's rates of wages,
ami at pier No. 2.the lied star pier.the
Williams A Gulon's pier, the Murray A Ferris'
(Savannah) plev, the Anchor pier and at the pier
for the Paciflc Mail line society men would be em¬
ployed in luture when work was to be done. It
was also stated that the Acupulco was yesterday
obliged to leave port with 1,600 pieces of a cargo
oi lead pipe unloaded and with only a half supply
of coal, owing to the Incompetency of the new
hands to do the work. The Brooklyn Union was
reported as "solid."

THK 8TKIKE IN HOBOXKN.
All the steamship docks at Hoboken.the Bre¬

men, the Hamonrg and tbe Eagle.were the scene
of renewed activity yesterday. Nearly all the
members of the union who hat* been out on strike
returned to work at the rates offered by the com¬
panies In compromise of the question. Besides
members of the organization there were several
outside parties still retained, but it is thought that
they cannot long compete with the old hands.
Chief of Police Donavan lias withdrawn the extra
squads of men Irom the docks, no further breaches
of the peace being expected. The union as It was
no longer exists, having lost Its coheslvenesa
through the division of opinion that arose on the
recent situation.

8TBHE3 15 JERSEY.
Tbe strike among the female operatives In the

rubber works at New Brunswick still continues.
They adhere to their resolution to hold out against
what they declare to be an unreasonable reduc¬
tion of their wages. This movement necesHarily
Involves many male operatives, who have large
families depending on them lor support. The em¬

ployers are as positive in tbe position they have
taken, and there is little prospect of the difficul¬
ties being settled.
The report that the Trenton pottery operatives

are on a strike Is entirely erroneous. In a lew of
the potteries work has become dull, and, as a ne¬
cessity, the men were offered inducements to con¬
tinue worn at a reduction of ten per cent in their
wages; but the proposition was declined. There
Is no indication that a general strike will ake
plaee this winter. Mr. Speelcr, one of the manu¬
facturers, says there Is no strike, nor is (here any
probability of one taking place.

A MILITARY BURGLAR.

He Rifles a Military Money Clint In
Vienna, and Comes to America.He Is
Arrested Here and Returned to Austria.
Herr Hugo Frltsch, Consul of the Austrian Em¬

pire and Hungary In tills city, wrote to Superin¬
tendent Walling on the 1st Inst., Informing him
tbat a rooberj of Anstrlan military lunds tooK
place in Vienna In the latter part qf August, and
tbat the thief. Lieutenant August Bassler, of the
Fllty-seventh regiment of the Austrian army, was

probably in New York. The Superintendent
charged Detective Elder with the duty of finding
if the criminal were here and of arresting htm.
The officer learned, on the sama day, that Bossier
was urlngln New York through hearing that a man
who answered the description given of the burg-
lar had sold and exchanged some of the Prussian
bonds and money, which were among the stolen
funds. On the next day he learned that Basslcr
took his meals at a care In the Bowery. He visited
the place and recognized among Its visitors the
person whom he sought. As the detective does
not speak German, nor Basslcr speak English, and
aB Elder, if he attempted to arrest the criminal,
without being able to explain to the latter why be
put his hands upon him, would cause an un¬
necessary disturbance, Detective Von Geriohten
was detailed lo aid In making ttie arrest. The
two officers went to ttie Bowery cai6 on
Thursday, and were there wlien Bassler
again entered. Detective Von Genchten spoke
to him, told bun ttiat he and Elder were
police officers, and that they were charged to
arrest him. He admitted to Von Gerichtcn that
but name was Bassler, and quieliy accompanied
the ottlcers to the Central office. When his arrest
was known of at headquarters Consul Frltscli
was sent for to visit him. On Herr Frltsch's
arrival, and in the presence of tlie detectives,
Bassler confessed to ttie Consul that he was guilty
of the burglary. He bad been, he said, tne officer
of the day on the 28th or 2snh of August, and had
the care of the military depot in Vienna. lie
broke open the depot and lorced a money chest,
from which be took 25,000 florins, in currency
and bonds. Tno value of this sum In our
money is about $15,000. On being relieved
from duty he started immediately lor
Hamburg and took passage Irom there for
this country. When he arrived at Hoboken he (lid
not come to New York, but wont to Philadelphia.
He soon tired of that city and came here, whero
be took lodgings m Second street, it did not take
him long to make acquaintances, for he soon be¬
came tne prey of a party or German gaming
"scarps," who led him a merry dance toward
destitution. They "roped" him Into gambling,
and, by foul practices they had, at the time of hts
arrest, already robbed luin of $7,000 of thq sum he
had stolen.
Bassler had about $500 In hts pockets when he

was arrested, and when his baggage, which was
brought irom his room in Second street, was ex¬
amined, in the presence of Consul Frltsch, in
tne central Office, about $1,600 more weie
found. He nad, therefore, scent about $0,000 dur¬
ing his absence from Vienna. He had been in a
cell but a very short time when he wrote a letter
to Consul Fritsch, saying tbat he was guilty, that
he did not wish to remain in confinement with
the lowest classes of maleisctors during the tedious
process of the extradition law, and tbat he desired
to be sent to Austria as quickly as possible. The
letter was laid beiore the Ponce Commissioners,
who decided tbat, under the circumstances, Bass¬
ler coma be sent to Europe immediately. Super¬
intendent Walling, therefore, appointed Detective
Von Genchten to accompany the prisoner to Ku-
rope; and both are passengers for Bremen on Che
steamship Hermann, whioh left this port yester¬
day.
