BROOEKELYN HONORS.

The Way to the Cemetery and Dis-
position of the Remains.

William Frederick Havemeyer, late Mayor of the
¢ity, who died suddenly in his office in the City
Hall on Monday moruing last, was buried in
Greenwood Cemetery yesterday afternoon. The
preparations for the funeral were began at the
family residence |n Fourteenth strees, near Nloth
avenus, as early as elght o’olock In the morning.
At that hour a wagon containing flowers—con-
tributed to the decoration of the remains from
friends—arrived opposite the door, Under the
direction of Mr. G. W. Matgell, President of the
Board of Police, ana Alderman John J, Morris,
they were taken ount and placed in differens parta
ol the pariors where the remalns were to rest
during the religious services, The body was re-
moved irom the small parior at the end of the
ballway and aid, with the head toward the rear of
the house, In the further of toe two principal
reception rooms on the first floor. It was then
in the cofMo—a heavy rosewood casket, very solid
ana plain, ornamented only with & sfiver plate on
the lid, pearing the name and age of the deceased,
and sliver nandies on either slde—with the face
exposed. The arrangements (or the receptlon of
she friends of the famlly were made with all pos-
gible despatch, and the decorations of the rooms
were proceeded with at the same time in a taste-
ful and appropriate manner. At the head of the
cofin was placed a wreath of immortelles into
which was woven In blauk '‘1804-1874, " narking
the year of the birth and that of the aeath of the
deceased. A tull, ebony cross, bonnd in ever-
greear, with a large wreath of taberoses nanging
on ooe of the arms of the croas, stood at
the foot, and on the oasket wers laid
a variety of other emblems of life, death, regret
and hope. Over agalnst the fireplace and beside
& bust of the late Mayor, which was ralsed upon a
pedestal on & mde iable, was a large, very
bandsome standard erown, worked of tuberoses
and iImmortailes, surmounted with a white marbla
dove in tall gight, and supported by a carved
wooden stand about three [eet high. In front al
the bust on the table was

of lowers, Into the centres of which was woven
“Grapdpapsa.” A rostie cross and wreath of flow-
era filled up the space on the other side ol the
bust, and completely dressed the table. 'The
melodeon in the recess on the other slde of the
fireplace was strewn with croeses, wreaths, bou-
quets of lowers, and an elagdre on the opposite end
of the puriora was loaded down with them. No pic-
tarea were allowed to remain hanging In the
¥ooms but portraileand bas reliels of the deceased.
The piliars standing across the miadle of the
rooms were bound round with black silk, and the
‘walls, door frames, windows and hangings were
draped in the same material. From she.foos of
the coMn to the frons windows camp stools were
arranged for the (riends of the family; on both
sldes of It, and at a convenient distance, were
placed rows of seats for the pall-bearers. The
widow and her family occupled the room In which
the remains have been lying (at the end of the
Rail) during the week. They took possession of it
almost a8 soon as the body was removed, and re-
mained there untll they went to the church. A
door of communication with the large reception
room was thrown open, and as the clergymen stood
at the head of the cofin, between the windows
opposite the open door, the family were direcs
witnesses of all that passed. At ten minutes to
aine the [riends began o arrive. They were
ushered futo the house by Mr. Matssll, who was on
she front steps from before eight o’clock, and were
seated In the parior by gentlemen members of the
family. Before taking places a8 part of the.con-
gregation In the houss the Iadies passed around
sho cofin to ook At the remains, The face seemed
%0 wear & tranquillity that lookea more like the
aany repose ol life than the still coldness of death.
From & strange pecoliarity—probably a slanting
shadow (rom some object in one of the windows—
the lips appesred to have regeined
THEIR NATURAL HEAT
and color. A transparency bad come into the
countenance since the remains have hean resting
on fce that redeved the rigldity sudden death had
fmprioted and brought back an approach to life
resemblance. The iriends seemed struck with the
matural appearance of the dead as they passed
round the cofin. Each one remarked I to his
meighbor and attracted attention to the presence
of the old kindly benevoleace on the face In whis.

Witllam F. Havemeyer was & native of this city.
He graduated at the oldest collegiate institution
of this eity—Uolumbia College, He chose for lus
sro:emon that of merchanulse, and by great in-
ustry, strict honesty, souna judgment and untar.
nished honor he soon became eminent for his suc-
cess and reputation. All publie interests sponld
be confided to men who have dispiayed wis-
dom and sound success in  tbelr  pri-
Vale aflnirs. There no more miserable
poilcy than to intrust public Interesss to
men who have been unsuccessful (o thelr
ersonal affgirs. S0 judged the citizens of New
ork in 18456, when they called the succe-aful and
bonored mercoant to the chief magistracy of tbe
citv. And, in 1848, finding they hud not béen mis-
taken In thelr previous judgment, they again
elected bim to this same high omece. In 1872, when
the citizens were seeking & reform in their
municipal government, which was most urgently
reanlrad. oa looking round for & Non-partisan can-
didate ior the highest olfice In this greas metrop-
0lis, they rememuoered the ability and the ndaluﬁ
of thewr olu servan!, and agaln nomioate
him for this omMce. They prevalled upon him
Ly entreaty and persussion to accept
pomination, and then, for the third time,
he was elected to the Mayoraity of this city, Ha
wis thaus three times by his lellow citizens called
to thie nigh municipal office; thia was an honor
sulllcient to eatisly the ambition of any reason-
able man, Within n tew days of the close of his
third verm of servics, on iast Monday, he died sgd-

Not lo
give yon & detalied history o the man, for the
newspapers have alresdy spoken o correctly and
with such fuiness snd accurncy of him that it 18
not necessury Lo speak of his history, excapt as It
may point o some revewlment of his character.
Indeéd Lhis accuracy In which the papers have
spoken of him since his death creates i llitie surs
prise In some of our minds that they did not
Blways Speak of nim more accurately In
lie, He was bormn, as you all koow, seventy
years ago; entered Columten College when he was
fiteen, gradusted at nipeteen or twenty aod
immediately  engaged in commercldl pursoits,
Wnen he gave bunself to commerce he did not
turn s talent into merchanalse, but he went
there with the memory of hin stuoles ana of high
example irest upon nim, end entered there with
his penchant ior right and juetice, which he had
learned in school, He want tnera with a cuiture
winch bad determined him oot o sell humsell lor
money, &od not lend bis moral sense by the laws
of exchunge, contracts of trokers’ hoards; nov to
ianparutxa hia  everiusting sense of rigns,
nstice and purity for these things.

mve generalization. He had an untiriog tndustry,
and 1t Is not straoge that in swenty years he stood
among the frat of the mercnanis of New York.
Nor 18 It strapge, standing there as he dil at that
time, 88 remarked by preceaiug speakers, he
should be called to political adalrs, When the
ship fever d In 1845, and when it was &t the
risk of life that nurses performed their daty, he
was found night and day st the side ol the plague-
stricken sulferers. I knew him very wsr: and

what | say i Irom personal observation. You
know that he reorganized the police,
and with what oare and (eithfulness he

inspected every man, personally, and became
acquainted with every man, and by
brave appeals 10 their honor inspired them with
bis own hign sense or duty and bonor, In 1848 he
WAs &Zalin elecied, and was animated by the same
unbounded Integrity and the Eame brighs honesty,
and when he went out of uffice it Was with the re-
spect of all clusses and all parties of his fellow
citigens. The newspapers say that from toat time,
and whemever uny dunger threatened the city, he
was the man thet was always looked np to by his
fellow citizens, He wos & muan of strong logic;
he thougnt long, he thougnt profoundly, an

ne thougnt & great deal; he had & large
faculty of generalization and Kkeem percep-
tion. No man who knew him couid question
the sirength and power of nis inreliectual facul-
sies. He hated all shams: never more than he uld
any man hate any trade deceit or meanness, LIt
was grand 1o hear bim flame out against politioal
meanness; it was almost terrible to behold, and
yet he wis a man of tenderness, Il a man be-
trayed him he spoke of it mourniully, and o his
latter davs he never spoke of his enemies with
anger. He wns an exceedingly self-reliant
man, and of one thing he was always sure—his
owao lotegrity. He was simpie In bis” habns. He
would go down to bis cellar every moroing to Saw
& litle wood, and in pgolng to his oMce
he walked, without parade or ostentaticn.
There was nothing in the world he would not
dare to dv If he thought it wus nght, He made
some mistakes, but no man in his place, dunng
the last year of ms administration, could have
made fewer ol them, It was his exceeding eeil-
rellance that led him to commlt mistakes, but not
o man who knew him guestions nhis honor and |n-
tegrity. He pever made but one appolusment to
ofice during his whole career al the suggestion of
any member of his family, and even then his judg-
ment entirely approved of 1t He joved s friends;
he was true fo them; bat If be knew it be allowed
no triend to influence bim. He meant to rule lor

Dr. Porter saw this man
stripped after death, and must bave agreed with
me that the man did not die of smallpox, or elss
he _.has rendered himself llable for violating the
law abous the disposal of the bodles of those wno
ale or thas disease. That [ waa siok alterward ia
true, but 1t was of oold and bronchitls and not of
smallpox.

It 18 not true that o pasient vislted by me waas
attacked with amallpoX nine days aiter. I was not
called to visit the man in question, ana his wife
and child whom I did visit dld not huve the amall-
pox then and bave not had it alnoe,

Dr. Jackson says that my child, who diea of
the az;nm.li:w!!l.ll had no% been vaccinated, This I8
not true. It had been twice vaccinated, but the
virus had pot taken either time, He also says
that my chlid caugns the disease from me. mnga-r
pever had :he smalipox and bave not within five
years altended any case ol that disease tnis seems
rather incredible, unless there were some cases
ol lnlections disease in the inatitution, so that by
contact with some of the lnmates I may bave car-
ried home to the child that I lost gome (nfection in
m{) clolbing without any possibillty of knowing it.
