POLITICAL REPENTANCE.

The Civil Rights Bill Undergo¬
ing Modification.

Washington, Dec. 8, 1S74.
Mr. Kelley's Interconvertible Bond
Scheme in the House.Hi* Resolution
to Secede from Party and President.
The Democrats Passive.
In the House, Having nothing better to do, they

began to call the regular order, and in due
course, though somewhat unexpectedly, Mr.
KeMey'* 3.0$ Interconvertible bonds project
came Qp. Mr. Kelley and General Butler
spoke In favor of It to a languid House, and Gen¬
eral Garflela made a forcible speech in reply. Mr.
Dawes also spoke, and the subject went over
nnttl to-morrow. There will probably be two
days more of debate, and the vote promises to te
very close. The bill waB thrown out at the last
session ny 118 to 120 votes, and it Is very uncertain
as yet bow It will stand this tune; but it is not
believed that the Kelley bill can pass the Senate.
The discussion, therelore, would be of Uttle im¬
portance but that It develops the spirit
and temper of the House on the currency
question. The Kelley bill is an extreme
measure; no one expects It to be adopted,
unless it Is Mr. Kelley; bnt the strength
It has shows that there is but little hope of sound
currency legislation from this Congress. The
democrats took no part and, Indeed, no Interest
in the debate. Tbey probably see that it would
be an Injury to tnelr prospects if tne republicans
Bboula unite upon a sound and not disastrous
measure of currency reform at thlB session, for
tbey see that the democrats would not dare to
disturb such legislation in tbe next Congress,
and that the country between now and
tbe next election would arrange Its af¬
fairs in accordance with any wise measure
and have time to start on a new career 01 pros¬
perity belore the Presidential campaign. Hence
the democrats are silent and willing to let tbe
other side work out their own salvation or the
reverse.
Tnere is, however, very little hope tnat the re¬

publicans can agree upon and carry any sound
financial policy. There Is no sign or agreement;
no sign even of a strong desire ror an agree¬
ment. The Southern democrats, it is said,
have mostly determined to stand by their
Mew York or " hard money" platform;
not that they believe much In It, for a good many
oi them wish to repeal the tax on State banks and
¦tart shinplasiers of tbelrown; but they compre¬
hend that the only safety or their party is in co¬
herence. and they acknowledge tnat power for the
present lies in New York, with its majority for
Tilden. As for Mr. Kelley, he declares
that if be can find enough lrtends or
"more greenbacks" anywhere to carry bis
measure he will cut aarlft from President and
party and appeal to tbe country. He would not be
remarkable if he did not seem to be the only man
Just now whose convictions are strong enough to
lead him to a positive policy. He has evidently in
his eye tne great part which l'baddeus Stevens
played once in the House by dint of meie
positive opinions.

Unexpectedly, the discus¬
sion to-day showed that the bill, If tbo
school and cemetery provisions are left out,
may receive some Southern support, but It Is be¬
lieved by some people that the design of
those who have the bill In charge Is to so manage
age as to have it defeated.
The Republican senatorial Caucus.
The Senate republican caucus continued In

session several hoars this afternoon, principally
engaged on the subject of the standing commit¬
tees. Arkansas and Louisiana amirs were only
incidentally referred to during the conference, It
being evident that a formal discussion of them
would show a wide and Irreconcilable difference
or opinion. In the Arkansas case the friends of
smith have been seeking Congressional action,
and those of Garland operating against it. Several
prominent Senators say if the Senate attempts
to Intermeddle with the affairs of Arkansas they
will become as mnch confused as the parties to tbo
gubernatorial controversy themselves are In that
State. Besides, they do not see how Congressional
action could benefit a State already peaceful, and
they (all to perceive any reason lor lnteriertng In
Arkansas when tne condition of Louisiana, being
ol a scandalous character, has tailed to secure
Congressional action.

Regulations Regarding Newspaper Post¬

age.
The portion or the recent Post Office regulations

for the prepayment of pottage on newspapers
and periodicals relative to county papers has been
modified as followa:.Newspapers, without regard
to the frequency of Issue, one copy to each sub¬
scriber actually for the time being residing In the
county where the same are printed, are entitled
to pass rreeof postage through the malls; but the
rate of postage on the same, excepting weeklies,
when deposited in ft letter carrier's office for de¬
livery by the office or its carriers, shall be uniform
at one cent each; weeklies, when sent through
the malls to or deposited in a letter carrier's
office in the county where printed, shall be weighed
in bulk Bnd be subject to a postage of two cents
per pound, to be prepaid at the mailing office by
special adhesive stamps.
Privileges Granted to Norse Steamers In

Our Waters.
Two yeftrs ago the Minister from Sweden and

Norway addressed a note to the Secretary of State,
the object ol* which was to ask, in (avor of a line
of steamers plying between Norway and New
York, the same exemption from payment in this
conntry of tonnage, anchorage, beaconage and
lighthouse dues that have been granted to pel-
glan steamers by virtue 01 treaty obligations,
Recently the Minister was inrormed that the
Treasury Department, after mature consideration,
admitted the claim made on behalf of the Norse
line of steamers, and had issued proper instruc¬
tions in the premises, adding that this decision of
the Secretary of the Treasury rests upon the
theory and Involves the proposition that, in case
a line or steamers should be established in the fu¬
ture and during the continuance ol the treaty,
being vessels of the United states engaged in
regular navigation between the ports of the
United States and Sweden and Norway, the gov¬
ernment of Sweden and Norway will extend to
such vessels tne same exemption from payment of
such duties as the vessels of Sweden and Norway
may enjoy in the United States.

After the reading of the journal tbe speaker
proceeded to the caU of committees for reports,
under which call Mr. Poland, (rep.) of Vt., from
the Special Committee on tne Arkansas Troubles,
presented a report of the testimony taken during
tbe vacation of Congress. Ordered to oe printed.
Mr. U alb, (rep.) of Me., from tbe Committee on

Appropriations, reported a bill to oontinne the
Board oJ Audit to examine and andlt tbe nn-
funded or floating debt of tbe District of Columbia.
Alter some discussion the matter was postponed
ml to-morrow.
Mr. Durham, (dem.) of Ky.. from tbe Committee

on Banking and Currency, reported a bill reducing
the allowances to bank examiners and axing tbe
rates as follows:.For examining banks with cap¬
ital not exceeding $100,000, $20; with capital ol
$100,000 and not exceeding $200,000, $26; with
capital of $200,000 and not exceeding $300,000, $30;
wltb capital of $300,000 and not exceeding
$400,000, $35; wltn capital of $400,000 and not ex¬
ceeding $600,000, $40; with capital of $500,000 and
not exceeding $600,000, $50; wltb capital of
$600,000 and over, $75.

Committee on Banking and Currency, reported a
bill to amend the National Banking act in the mat¬
ter ol proceedings in liquidation.

TUB OMAHA RAILROAD BRIDOK.
Mr. Houghton, (rep.) of CaL, from the Commit¬

tee on the Pacific Railroad, reported a bill provid¬
ing that the railroad bridge at Omaha and tbe ap¬
proaches on each side of the river, shall be opera¬
ted as a part of the continuous line of the Union
Pacific Railroad, and requiring half yearly reports
to be made of the monthly receipts of tolls and
charges lor the use of the bridge.
Mr. Cox, (dem.) of N. Y., suggested tUfct the

provisions of tue bill were matters ol litigation to
be decided oy tbe courts, and not by Congress.
Mr. Houghton said that tne bill was not de¬

signed to affect anv existing litigation. Its pur¬
pose simply was to compel tbe Union Pacific Rail¬
road company to operate its line of road through¬
out Its eutire length as one continuous line, and
not to mane two transfers at the Missouri Hiver
at omana. He exp.alned thai the bridge has been
operated as an independent thing, under the
name of the Transler Company, and that all
through bustness on that line is subject to a sepa¬
rate and Independent charge for crossing the
river. Freight cars loaded or unloaded have to
pay $10 each, and passengers fifty cents each for
crossing the river, besides tne annoyance to which
passengers are subjected in having to change cars
twice at this point, and having to get their bag¬
gage recbecked. He insisted that the bridge was
as mucti a part of the line ol the Union pacific
Railroad as any mile of road between its two ter-

mlMr. Bali, (rep.) of N. Y., asked who were the
nominal owuers of the bridge.
Mr Houghton replied that the bridge was owned

by the Union Pacific Railroad Company; that the
bonds issued lor the construction of the bridge
were issued by the Union Pacific Railroad Com¬
pany, and that all the property of that company is
liable for tbe payment of these bonds. Since the
bridge was built it had oeen operated exclusively
bv the Union Pacific Railroad company, though
under the pretence of an independent organiza¬
tion, called a Transfer company. No sucn organ¬
ization, however, existed in fact, but merely in
name. The reason of this was that the Union
Pacific Railroad Company nad entered into a con¬
tract with the city oi Omaha by which the com¬
pany bad reoelved a large subsidy from the city In
consideration of making Its terminus tnere.
The morning hour bavlng expired the bill went

over without action.

Mr, Kelley proceeded to address the House In

support of the bill, lie said that It proposed that
when any individual had any monev lying Idle tor
which he had no present use he might lend It to
the government at the rate of 3.86 per cent, re¬
calling it as he might do from a savings bank
when tbe time came lor the use of the money, lie
claimed that the government would thus get about
$600,000,000 at that low rate of Interest with which
to redeem the gold bearing bonds now held abroad;
that it would relieve the government ol Its foreign
debt; that It would give increased value to the
greenbacks, diminish the demand for gold, and
thereby remove the disparity between tuein and
gold, it wovil<i quicken every Industry and restore
confidence to the people.

BUTLER ON THB PTNAN0E8.
After speaking lor twenty-five minutes Mr. Kelley

yielded to Mr. Butler, of Mussachuaetts, who ad¬
vocated the bill and claimed that It was In aocoril
with the position which he had held on the subject
lor many years. It was simply a proposition to
allow citizens to oome to the government uud say,
"We have taken your money, and we desire that
you will at least pay us interest on It so long as
you have it." Any one could borrow in New \ork,
at three per cent on call, as many tnllliops as he
chose to deposit collaterals lor; bnt If he wanted
money as a business loan he could not borrow It
on commercial paper at less than seven, eignt,
nine or ten per cent. And whyf Because it was
understood th&t congress and the Executive were
determined to contract the currency until specie
payment was readied; but specie paymeut there
never had beeu and never would be. It was al¬
ways a delusion. But specie values they would
come to, and they would bo come to all tue sooner
li this bill were passed. The country was coming
to specie values, every Interest in It, exoopt that
or invested capital. Real estate bad been brought
down in New York thirty-three per cent, in Massa¬
chusetts twenty-five per cent and In Chi¬
cago thlrtj-three per cent. But invested
capital never came down.not a dollar.
Tbe conntry was eateii up by interest.
Why was it that seven, eight, nine, ten and
fifteen per cent was now paid for the use of
money? It was because of tue high rate oi in¬
terest paid by the government. It was axiomatic
in finance that government securities were aiwajs
at me lowest rate of interest when the govern¬
ment was at peace and when everybody had confi¬
dence in its ability to pay Its obligations. Tue
government of the united States was a borrower
to the amount of 12,300,000,000 at tae rate ol five
and six per cent. The next best security was
town and county bonds, and they had to pay six
and seven per cent. Tne next best security, rail¬
road bonds, had to pay seven and eight per ceut.
and wnen ouslness and the risks of business came
to be considered the borrower had to pay eight
and nine per cent in Massachusetts, and ten,
twelve, fifteen and twenty percent in the business
ceutres of the West. Therefore he wauted the
government to come into the market as a
borrower at a low rate of Interest, then tho
next range would be nearer to it, and
so on, until all the rates of interest came down.
He proceeded to analyze the causes of tbe various
financial panics in ibis country and to show that
they arose irom the failure lu each instance of a
trust company. And why had the trust com¬
panies failed f Because they were borrowers on
call. They borrowed money at lour per ceut on
call and nad to lend it out at higher rates, and
when the call was made upon them toey could not
call in their own loans fast enough, and they
failed and all confidence was lost. Every
business man knew that he was work¬
ing over a volcano. If the servant
girts of Massachusetts were to call in
their wages that ihey have deposited in tne banks
every business nun In Massachusetts would be
broken. They could not stand the pressure one dsy.
W henever the servant girls made that call, that
moment the whole business of the country is dis¬
honored. Wouid not every mau rather have a
3.65 bond from the government than give his money
to trust companies at lour per centr

KV1LS OF A FOREIGN DEBT.
The terrible efiectB of a loreign debt are Just
now being ielt. We owe in railroad and other
debts aDoat $160,000,000 of interest, to be paid
every year abroad in gold. Where Is that comiug
iromf Not iroin the earth by gold producing, be¬
cause we only produce sixty odd miUions a year.
It must be paid in some otner form. How has U
been paid nlthertor By selling more bonds, but
now that source is Btopped, aud that 1b why
tbe whole wheels ol business are stopped. Let us
learn a little from history. Hall a century ago
Ireland was prosperous as no other green island
on earth; lull ol manufactures, full of productions,
and, what is the greatest evidence of prosperity,
producing a population in a greater degree than
any other country. She hau then 8,000,000 of
people, who were bappv, prosperous, living at
uome and all In comparative comfort. But in an
evil day it became fashionable.her government
being removed from nor soli.lor the owners "I
her land to live abroad. Thus came Irish absentee-
ism. and what does tnat meant It meaus that the
Und owners wuo took tue reuts of their property
spent all the money abroad and nothing
came back, lhe effect of Irish absentee¬
ism was that In a single generation
that country was depopulated from 8,000,000
to 4,ooo,ooo, alter going through starvation
such as wiU be In New York aud Pennsylvania
this winter, it not in Massachusetts. All the Irish
estates, pretty much, have gone through bank¬
ruptcy lu the Encumbered Estates Court. And
what produced that t All writers on political
economy agree that It was absenteeism. It was
only because there was collected troin that country
£2,600,000 sterliug (*i2,6oo,ooo) every year, which
was spent abroad. We have no landlords living
abroad except tne enriched bankers aud capital¬
ists, who go abroad to orlng tuelr trunks home.
(Laughter.) But we have our landlords in the
shape of the bondholders aDroad, to whom we must
pay every year $150,000,000 ol interest. The amount
paid by Irelaud was only $1 60 per head of the
population. The amount paid by us 1s 63 60 a
head. 1 think that with our resources we can
staud it, but we cannot stand it with
every mill idle, with every ship tied up at
the wharf, with transportation brought to
such conditions that it tales lour bushels of coru
to sec one irom Iowa to lhe seaboard, lor toe
bushel of corn which cost twenty cents in Iowa
costs $1 20 when I leed it to my horse on the shores
oi the Atlantic. Ilore we aro In tuat condition of
things and we simply ask, what f Not to expand
the currency, not to inflate the currency,
not to repudiate any obligation, but that
the government shall say to the poor man
and to all men, "Whenever you do not
want to use your money we will give you 3.66 per
cent interest for it, and when you can do any bet¬
ter with it you can withdraw It." There Is lu tnat
no dauger of any shock to the business of the
country. I observed that many men representingnational banks on this floor voted against tms
proposition when it was last beiore the House, be¬
cause, I agree, that It would cut into the deposits
of national banks. I do not mean into their paper
deposits, which are the result ot discounts, but
Into their actual deposits. My friend from Penu-
sylvauia (Mr. Kelley), however, nas made a provi¬
sion.compensation.:or allowing these bonds to
be kept in the vaults of tbe national banks as re¬
serve; lor they are Just as good as greenbacks,
and so mucn better, as they bear interest,
when he was doing that, gentiemeu here
said to me, -What advantage will that be to
toe government to have to pay interest on the re«
gerves ol the banks t" lhe advantage will be
mis: In order to do that the banks will have to
put greenbacks into the hands ol the government,
und with these greenbacks tne government can
buy gold or purchase uonds now out at five or six
per cent, thus bringing down tne rale oi interest,
aud tne people being the galuers all round.

KESPON8IBILITT OF PARTIES.
It is these ideas that have impelled me to this

course, steadily, unwaveriugly and unflinchingly,
1 know mat the proposition Is not popular in sny
section oi toe country. I am aware that stood
a>oue against all New Kngiand in voting for this
proposition when it was up beiore, and i was told
that 1 should never come back uere. I
did not much dou >t that, but 1 thought,
in my own mind, "I shatl not stay
at home alone." (Laughter.) rne republican
party is held responsible lor the distress mat hart
ueen brought upon the couutry. We have become
a party of invested capital, a party of bondholders
and monopolists. The republican party attracted
the true men of the country wuen it started,
because it started by bringing up labor. It com¬
menced at the lowest stratum, the slave, and
raised him to citizenship. But war and the neces¬
sities of tbe government brought to tbe party the
capitalists of the country and at last, when the
war was over, we had a party at tne bead of whlcn
were the capitalists and at tue loot the negroes,
with not much affiliation between them. (Laugh¬
ter on tbe part of democrats.) There Is uo occasion
for your laughter, as the democratic pasty 1s in
very much the same condition.. The old
whig party leaders, the capitalists of that party,
who would not Come into we republican party
because tucjf wou.u not ue tor t>xiiwum up

laboring men, (hiding nownere else to go, went
over and became leaders in the democratic partyand ao that la a party now with old wing bond-
holders lor Ha bead and Irishmen lor its tail(laughter), and there is very little affiliation
between head and tail either. We have got into
this abnormal condition of tninga and the republi¬can party has got lor the last time tne opportunityto relieve the country irom its distress, to recover
its confidence and to show that the people are
the objects of Its care. ir we fail now we fail
forever, because a party once inaugurated lasts lor
a generation and that Is, to all of us here, forever.
I have now, Mr. Speaker, given you succinctly,
not elaborating them at all, my views. The best
evidence I can offer of tbelr sincerity ami o( tne
deep conviction with which tbey are imprinted on
my mind is that I have ventured to hold them in
my own section, where they are unpopulsr, and
ventured to do so to my own Injury In the view of
those who think that political lite is all that there
la lu the world.
At the close of Mr. butler's speech Mr. Rbllit,

of Pennsylvania, offered a substitute for the second
section ol the bill providing that the Secretary of
the 'lreasury shall Invest seventy-five per cent, of
tbe United Stales notes received In exchange of
such convertible bonds in tbe purchase or re-
demptlon of any oonds outstanding at the time of
the passage of the act. or in tbe purchase of gold
with wineq to redeem such bonds.

MR. QARPtELD'S SfKKCD.
Mr. Garfikld, (rep.) of Ohio, Chairman of the

Committee on Appropriations, thought it idle to
attempt to discuss tbe bill until it was printed, so
that memoers could examine It in detail. But he
felt bound to say a few words by way of protest
against the doctrines put forth by tne advocates
or tbe bill. The gentlemen who have spoken be¬
lieve that a measure of tnis kind is lor the good of
the country. I believe this bill is fraught with
measureless evils to every great and good Interest
ol tne people of these United States; not to the
government alone, bnt to the government, tbe
capitalist, and, most of ail, to the laboring inter¬
est*. Tbe gentleman from Massachusetts (Mr.
Butler) says truly that a man can borrow
millions on millions in Mew York to-day If
be wants to borrow It on call, but that, if he offer
commercial paper and desire money lor six or
eight or ten or twelve months, be cannot get It
except at a large rate of interest. Ana then the
gentleman gave a reason, which, to me, Is the most
amazing reason that coald be given. The reason
why money cannot be so borrowed, be says, is
that capitalists who have money in their hanas
will not. lend it for nin« or ten months ahead for
fear tne legislation of Congress will inake that
money better at the time it is to be paid back to
them. Now, who ever beard a reason like that
given for anything in tbe world? I can under¬
stand that precisely tbe reverse Is the reason of
the money lender. He declines to put his money
out or bis hands for a number of months because
ot his fear of Just such measures as this,
tending to depreciato the value of uls money and
to provide that It shall come back Into lus hands
worth far less than when it leit him. The gen¬
tleman savs that in his .State and all the States
the business of thd country slumber^ on a volcano
because, tor example, the $200.000,oco id the sav-
lugs banns of Massachusetts are Invested there
on call, and, he says, that should even the servant
girls ol that State at once make a demand for
their deposits the business of the state would col¬
lapse. Now, if I understand the nature and
effect of this bill, it is to put the entire
finauees of the United States in just such a posi¬
tion as that in which the gentleman pictures the
affairs of his own state; to say that all the great
obligations which this government owes shall be
obligations on call; to say that there may be a
rusb, not of servant girls alone, but of all the
speculators iu the land, to demand either more
greenbacks for bonds delivered or more bonds lor
greenbacks delivered. Of course all the great
volumes 01 money which New York capitalists
hold to-day and are willing to lend at two per cent
on call, as the gentleman says, would be lent to
the government at 3.6S per cent during tbe tlmea
when it was not required for more profitable uses.
Mr. Kki.lbt.Would the government be injured

by receiving at 3.06 per cent, paper interest, and
redeeming six per cent gold bonds with it?
Mr. Oarpibld.With the prospect of being called

on toe next week to use more than what tbey got
lor it in redeeming it when it was presented to
them to get currency again. This Is a proposition
to the eoect that, 11 there be a lull in business in
the United States, so that a lew millions or a hun¬
dred millions may be lying Idle at any time, the
Treasury of tbe united States shail take that and
give the capitalists interest on it. But the moment
that the capitalist finds a more profitable use lor
his money in speculation he comes to the Treasury
and says, "Give me my money now; i have not
needed it while you have had it, and you have
paid me Interest upon it; but now that lean
speculate with it at a higher rate give it back to
me."
Mr. Krllkt.Why do not the owners or tbe

$60,000,000 which lie dead in your Treasury draw
tuem out? They stand there a perpetual reiuta-
tion of that argument.
Mr. GiKKiKLD.if the gentleman pursues a

policy which demoralizes gold ana makes it a
mere commodity, I do not wonder that men who
have gold are willing to let the Treasury keep it
lor them; but let gold be made money.the
money of the constitution.and they will soon
withdraw it.
Mr. Khlley.It is not $00,000,000 of gold, but of

greenbacks.
Mr. Qahpibls.I have but a lev words more

to sav. We have been going through a great
struggle, that began when the war broke out and
has not ret ended. We passed lrom toe level or
peace up to the turbulent and stormy heights of
war, and as a dire necessity, not as a matter of
statesmanship lor peace, but as a terriole uu«l tell
necessity of war, we issued $360,0J0.000 or paper
as a forced loan, with the lull purpose ol all
thoughtiul statesmen of that time to take it up at
the earliest possible moment and restore
the government to the money standard
ol the constitution. We weut up boom¬
ing in those days of increase and inflation,
and as in such times all business is easy, so, when
we attempted to return we found it very hard, we
have been coming down through great tribula¬
tions, distress and panic and hard times, tor all
mark out the pathway downward toward solid
values. The gentleman lrom Massachusetts (Mr.
Butler) says there has been twenty-Are per cent
ol shrinkage In Massachusetts and thirty-three per
cent In Mew York. There has been great shrink¬
age everywhere, and now, when we are almost
down to solid ground and honest values, the prop-
osltion of these gentlemen is that we cut loose
lorever. Is iy torever In the sense the geutleman
lrom Massachusetts (Mr. fiutler) used It.lrom tue
old traditional values of our money.and go off
floating, ballooning, flying, with no hope of
return lorevermore. I should feel myself base It I
did not protest to the extent ol all my power
against any scheme that proposes to send this
country back again into the clouds and darkness
through which we have come in our financial ar-
lairs. If there was ever a time when American
statesmanship needed couraire and seli-denial.
that self-denial that suali reduce, reduce, reduce
expenditure and expansion, aud resist ail schemes
that would help to keep us from solid values,honest Industries and honest results.that tune is
now. lu my judgment this country owes a deot of
gratitude to the President aud tue Secretary of
tue Treasury lor their utterance on tuat subject,
and 1 believe they will receive toe thanks ol the
better and more thoughtiul classes ol tne people
in this country without distinction of party. 1
trust tnat we shall not mistake effects for canses.
I am amazed at gentlemen who say tnat tue cause
ol our disaster is a lack of currency, and tnat more
currency is the remedy. On the contrary, it is
clear to me that one of the prime causes ol our
disaster has been our unsettled, unsteady, fluctu¬
ating values, wig that the remedy jor it all is to
reach solid ground.
Mr. Dawks, (rep.) of Mass., chairman of the

Committee ol Ways and Means, remarked chat,
upon his motion, the House had gone into com¬
mittee, not lor the purpose of precipitating this
debate upon the country, but for the purpose ol
addressing ltseir to current business. Yet, said
lie, I do not know that 1 regret that we have come
at once upon the subject which rises above
all others in importance, and presses ltseir more
i u.ui any other lor a solution upon tne considera¬
tion ol tins Congress. 1 shall myself, so lar as 1 can,
enaeavor to urge upon the House the considera¬
tion of this question until they announce to tne
country some settled policy upon it; and 1 desire,
therefore, to ask tne committee to rise now and
to permit us on the morrow, ir it be convenient,
to renew this debate, not simply for the purpose
ol indulging in debate, in general platitudes or
enunciations of principles, but tor the purpose of
applying ourselves to the solution or this whole
question. Tne government of the United States has
f.m,wo,ooj or its promises afloat lu tne laud.
No other nation has the like. This nation
in no other hour ol its history was ever in this
situation. The difficulties that beset laoor and
capital arise solely lrom the depreciation or this
$332,000,000 of promises. They are the promises of
the government. They are below par. That
measure, aud that measure alone, will bring the
reilei to this oountry which will make them on a
par with the money or the civilized world. We
need not address ourselves to any collateral issue
nor discuss auy other elsmeutal principles. What
policy Is it that will make these promises equal to
the money of the world f They are the promises
or the government. It is the govern¬
ment that lias depreciated its own prom¬
ises. it is lncnmtjent on tue government
Representatives nere to provide that the govern¬
ment shall make up to those whom they have
lorced to take this depreciated paper the differ¬
ence between it and gold. No other measure win
t>e tolerated by the civilised world, or will bring
relief to rhe distress oi labor, the stagnation oi
capital, the disturbance of values.these being all
our woes.

Mr. cox, of New York, deprecated the renewal
ol tnts duauclal discussion as necessarily fruit¬
less. We know, said be, that no results will flow
lrom It except those fluctuations in business which
are sure to lollow such Congressional agita¬
tion. Tho solid people, the business men,
the merchants and the worktngmen, do
not expect legislation lrom this session. It
would be wise, u not decorous, to allow the popu¬
lar party, wnen in power, to settle this question ir
they can. Business, if reviving, will leei a blow
lrom this discussion of the subject, speculators
thrive on these inconsequential debates. We
know the Senate will not pass this measure and
the House should not, and, If It were passed, the
President would veto it.

Mr. Kbixhv rose to a point of order and pro¬
tested against any attempt to overawe the ilouse
by threats of wnat the senate or tho President
would do.

Mr. Dawes Insisted on his motion that the com¬
mittee rise.

Mr. cox.This is the dying kick of a dying party.(Laughter.)

SUFFERING IN NEBRASKA.

General Brisbin Before a Meeting oi
the Produce Exchange.

IMMEDIATE ASSISTANCE!

Scenes in Some of the Counties as Re¬
ported in Omaha.

Cenevai Brisbin and ex-Governor Sanders, of
Nebraska, explained to tbe members of (be
Produce Exchange yesterday afternoon, At a
meeting of tbat body held In tbe Exchange Build¬
ing on Wniteball street, tbe nature o/ tbe present
distress among tbe settlers In Nebraska ana what
it bas resulted from. Tbe meeting took place at
two o'clock and was largely attended.
Upon tbe retirement or Ceueral Brisbin
from tne President's platform, from where
be addressed the meeting, the secretary
of the Committee on Obarlties announced that the
President of tbe Exchange bad appointed the
same committee as bad acted last year, and tbat
the committee were Inclined to advance $1,000
they bad in band to aid tbe Nebraska settlers,
feeling confident they woald make up more than
that amount for tbe present appeal. Mr. McCul-
longh urjjed tbe members of.the Exchange to send
in tbeir subscriptions early, in view or tbe neces¬
sities of the people. General Brisbin says it Is im>
portant to the people or tbe East that those who
have suffered this year should be placed In a con¬
dition that will enable them to raise a crop next
year. The grasshoppers will probably go else¬
where, and the people wbo are now the
beneficiaries may become the benefactors here-
alter. It Is thought by many that tbe grass¬
hoppers only hop, but tuey fly, and are capable of
long Journeys on tbe wing. They were three days
flying over tbe city of Omaha, and must tyive con¬
tinued their Journey ISO miles belore tbey
alighted, as none were found nearer tbe city than
that distance in the direction they took. Their
course is generally from west to east, following al»
most the exact route of

THE COLORADO POTATO BUG.
A country visited by them one year Is apt to

escape the next. The people of Nebraska are

hopeful and confident that with assistance they
will be able to raise a crop the coming year. Tbe
grasshopper when he first comes out of the earttr
is a leeble Insect tbat crawls sluggishly over the
ground, and is not voracious and does no

damage. They only become voracious alter
their first long flight. The soldiers and
Indians reported them last year at the 1001 of tbe
Black Hills and Bad Lands. The/ entered the beau*
tliui and tortile state of Nebraska along its north¬
western boundary, and swept the earth clear of
crops as they went, passing out over the southern
boundary Into Kansas. The insects do not uestror
beans, sorghum or peas. No person can con¬
ceive of their numbers. The valley of the Re¬
publican is full 01 holes where tbe females have
deposited their eggs. These look like the spawn
of fish and each deposit produces from 150 to 309
grasshoppers. Tbe ground where tne deposits
are made ought to be broken and the eggs de¬
stroyed, even, ir to do it, au appropriation from
Congress Is required. Nebraska is a compara¬
tively new State, having been settled only ten
years. Omaha is tbe only city that contains any
considerable population. They did all tbey could
there for

bzusp ron thb sufferers,
and did not make au appeal abroad for aid nntll
they lound tbey could not carry the load. The
necessities or tbe suirerers are great. One-third
of the women and children are barefooted and
need clothing. This 1* the second year the/ have
been in tbe State, and consequently tbey havo
nothing ahead. It must not be inferred tbat
Nebraska is a poor State. It Is really one
ol the most lertlle and beautiful com¬
monwealths in the Union, and had but
met with a misfortune such as is liable to fall upon
any state. When 1 was commissioned to travel
into the country the grasshoppers had passed over
aud report the condition 01' affairs 1 lound there, 1
proceeded on the l&th of September to the Valley
of the Republican, l travelled to Plum Creek an<l
Arrapaho, the county seat of Furnas county. Ac
Piutu CreeK, which IB the saire town 01 Dawson
county, 1 met with many citizens of the county
and learned mucn of tue condition or tbe people.
A statement was made to me by Mr. Daniel Free¬
man, a resident 01 Plum Creek. He said:. lhe pop¬
ulation ol our county is aoout 2,600. The district
has been settled aoout two rears. Fully eight-
tenths ol our crops this year were lost by grass¬
hoppers. Little local aid can be given by our peo¬
ple, as nearly all are new beginners and poor.
Some few families are in want at present
and many will be soon. Several families have
leit tbe county, and more are preparing and will
go unless aid to help them through tne winter
can be given. What most concerns our larmers is
10 know how tbey can get seed tor next year's
crop. Onr people do not wish to be put ln the
position ol mendicants, ir they could borrow
food aud seed now, in a year or two Miey could
and would gladly return all they get. Tbey would
much ratuer do this than receive aid as an entiro
cnarity. We bave no local aid society organized
as yet, but steps ror tbe organization 01 one will
IN immediately taken. I went -next into Gosper
county and there met a Mr. Sylvester Beard. He
said to me, *<1 live in the southern part of the
county. There are about 250 people in our dis¬
trict. It lias been settled about two years,
wneat, corn, oats, potatoes and sorghum are
raised.

THK CROM LOOKED FINH
until the grass Hoppers came aud destroyed them.
We will be unable to raise local aid for our people.
Some of them can get through without aid, but
they will be unable lo give aid for others. There
are about twelve lauillles now in need, aud
many more will need help soon. The whole nuui-
beroi persons uow requiring assistance we thlhlc
about sixty. Two-thirds ot our people will have
to be carried through the winter. Many have lit¬
tle or no clothing. Mr. LaRue's family, Mr. White's,
Mr. Warren's and Mr. Russeil'a are now in abso¬
lute want. Three or four families have lelt the
county in consequence ol tne grasshopper plague.
A good many men have gone otX to work, or sent
their families East, but will return In the spring.
The land in our county is good aud raises large
crops when lett alone. Our larmers naveuolault
to find with the land, and are not discouraged or
dissatisfied with their (arms in consequence ol the
grasshopper troubles. If it had not ueen lor grass¬
hoppers -they would all have raleed excellent
crops. Very few ot our peopie can gut seed for
next year's crop." In Furnass county 1 met a Mr.
Harvey, who said to me:."A good many people
have ltfit this couuty on account ol grasshopper
troubles, but the immigrants are comlug in and
the number of tl£w settlers will probably largely
exceed the number of people going out.
1 live at Arapahoe. our conuty has
about 1,500 settlers. It has been settled
three years. The crops have generally been good
when not destroyed t>y grasshoppers. This year
they leoked fine until the graxsnoppers came. We
raise wneat, corn, oats, barley, broom corn,
sorghum, potatoes and all Kinds of vine vege¬
tables. The people or the county are so generally
poor, little local aid can be given. They have
already done all they could to help one another,
'mere are a lew families in the county that are In
need uow. We meution five or six:.Mrs. Briggs,
a widow, and two children; Mrs. Adam Wriant
and six cnMdren; Mrs. Alexander llogeberry
aud four children; Mrs. Schneider, and one or
two others, we think, should have immediate
relief, our people will need more help in the
luture thuu just now. Boots, shoes, flour, meat,
corn and ciotning will be required. Muny chil¬
dren have no uuderclothing aud little overclotn-
lug.

rue crops looked flue until tlie grasshoppers came.
The people are genernlly poor. Thore are about
six lainllies in the county that require immediate
renei. The people have done alt tney could to
help each other. Flour, corn and potatoes were
much needed, and, I'm airaid. are so still. Boots,
sooes and clothing will be required, if they bad
ammunition they might be able to taXe down

small game, of course. There was no bnflaiow
The cattle had all gone from that country up to
the head ol tne Republican River. In Red Willow
county I met a Mr. Wildman. who said to me,
"I live near the ccntre of the county.
We have abont 600 people. The county
has been settled abont two years. Tbe crops
have generally been good. We raise wbeat, oats,
corn, barley, sorghum, broom corn, potatoes and
all kinds ot vlues. Everything looked well this
year until the grasshoppers came and destroyed
till the people had. The settlers are generally
poor, ana little local aid can be given. There are
about ten families tnat need help at once. The
number of people new In want U aoout fifty.
Flour is most needed. If we had ammuni¬
tion our people could kill game. A good many
people have been talking about leaving, but tew
nave gone. Some are on working, but will return
to their claims in tne spring, The land here if
generally good, aud our farmers are wellpleasett
witn their puce*. Our only trouhle Ms bee*
grasshoppers. , . .

Aud so it went on. the story in each plac® being
almost the same. We are doing all we can, for
tue hardest time, we fear, is yet to come. One of
the senators from Nebraska yesterday introduced
a bill luto Congress asking the government lor
help to carry the people over the winter, but, ol
course, we can't te;i lor some time yet whetAha
result oi that win be. n« hope always io(
beat.
