The most lm-
portant cases disposed of were those of Louis O
Wairsbe, alins Louis Meyer, toe notorious Orange
Mountain burglar; Richard Barrett, his alleged
socomplice ; Jumes R, Gilmore, who, under the
nom de plume of “Edmund Kirke," wrote “‘Among
the Pines,” **The Life of Jesus” and other lterary
works; and James Conroy, the assallant of An-
thony J. Comstock, of the United States Postal
Department.

This man, who Is confessedly & bad man and has
o Very unssvory appearance, was indicied, tried
and convicted for being an accomplice of Louls O,
Waliabe, the Orange Mountain burglar. The con.
vicion was on five indictments, Bubsequent to
Barrett's trial and convicilon anotner alleged aoe
complice was put upon trial, & young man named
McOarragher, Me er got clear by the *skin
of his teeth,’” and, 4818 bellaved, the use of some
money, which ﬁpenad the eyes of Jersey jusiice
so a8 nd testimopy said  to  be
lost, but which, Wwhen found, fully exon.

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Meeting of the Members of the Soclety
of §t, Vineent de Pauml. _ _ 7
The reguiar quarterly meetlug of thq fnembers
of the Soclety of 8t Vincent de Paul was held last
evening in the school house attacned to St
Patrick's Cathearal, in Mulberry street. Alter
reading the minutes of the previous meeting the
secrelary went through the reports of the various
conferences and informed the memberaof thelr
contents. These reports gave detalled accounts
of the work done by the members of the several
conferences in thelr respective distriots and the
conditlon of each Dbranch. The secretary
read a comparative siatement of the work
dom® in the same quarter of last year
by the members of the society and
then took up the statement for the past year,
During that period 2,807 families, containing 15,447
persons, were relleved by the members, 41,843
visita to the homes of suffering poor were made,
127 situstions for indigent persons were pro-
cuared and & large number of sick people called
on. Tue society spent during the year $46,522,

and of that amonnt $33,900 was lald out for lood,
fuel and clothing. The balance was consumed lo
the payment of rent, funeral expenges and medi-
[ smong the Individual members, who are
aimost eutirely mechanics and hardworking
men. In personal weekly subscriptions $6,57d
were coliected.  The other resources ol the
socle'y are obtained from the profits on lec-
tures, lairs, cootrlbutions from charitable
pérsona and the contents ol she poor boxes in the
churches. Some thirty conferences, comprising &
memberahip ot over 1,000, make up the socle

church In i1ts locallty ana the pasior of the church
ia the spiritual director.

who are go fond of tmiration, and its hindrance to
growtih in grace were made prominent reasons [or
breaking oif the use of the weed.
