THE IN.-TKt'CTIOKS Of UKfcKKAL SUEKIDAX
were received, and that it was the positive ln-
tentiou of tne government to se verely punish
them alter lair trial and proor of gum, as an ad'
monition to tne Indian against his lasnion or pro*
penalty to raid and murder. General Augur <

while disposed naturally by his temperament and
large experience to treat tue Indian in a lair and
temperate maunet, $ atill impressed wnh tue
necesMty at this time of administering severe
punishment to the bad Indlaus who have year
alter .cur persisted in their icckless ferocity and
appareut obstinacy against remaining quiet and
peaceaole under the lawa of the government.
There is no oooot bat that the flnai disposition
made of tUern under bis directions and the man¬
agement of General Davidson will be such as to
commend itself to our whole people. It is evident
In the dai.y routine oi the questions as they arise
that no two general officers could oe had oetter
adapted than these gentlemen for the handling o(
the difficult and delicate issues as tru-y come up.
Their consideration and decuion upon tue least as
weu as the most important or them is coatrolled
by a comprehensive appreciation of trie necessity
oi treating them in a oroad, just and deliberate
manner, with a regard for what isuue in a civil as
well as military point or view. It is fortunate,
alike lor the government and tne people at targe,
that at this time, when the contest between those
favoring civil jurisdiction on the one hand and
military on lue other, is reaching the culminating
pomt tt.at the agencies torough whicn it is to be
decided as a relereuce are such a* can oe regarded
with conndence. and tue assurance mat only what
is r.gut will oe uone.

KHTAtii-lUlUNd A cot RT.
In addition to what joar correspondent has al¬

ready said in regard to tue advmaDiiity ol estab¬
lishing near here or the Wucnua Agency a t'nited
Stales District Court, or soinetnuig which has
the semblance of law or justice anout it, witn
paraphernalia enough to mane it leared, leit and
respected among the lawless and almost outlawed
classes which abound in th.s country, white, In¬
dian, negro and mixed. A permanent military
commission, it might nonestfy oe said, should oe
authorized at once by Congress, witn power to
try civilians *s wed as soldiers for the infraction of
military discipline and police regulations. There
la no fear entertained oi tue civil law, »»ecause it
Is remote and its machinery lor prompt action
perfectly ineffective; therefore it is in a meksure
ignored by the law oreakers. The military law
In most cases is powerless, except to act,
through its officer, as an intermediate agent
In handing over offenders lor tue farce or a
trial, which, in nine case-i out or ten Is not even
goue through witn by the civil authorities, tue
Criminals oeing released from jail on a nolle prose¬
qui lor want of evidence. Be.ndes, tue Inited
States Marshal or his deputy should have power
to cali on the military as n com Urnm, so that
he could go Into tue ramp of any indiau tribe on
the reservation wuere a criminal or strongly sus¬
pected party baa taken refuge. This he cannot
do at present, because lie lute not the force nor
antuority behind liuu to execute uia warrant nor
the act or arrest.

This, with waat b&s been aaiu *oout the diffi¬

culty or securing witnesses, because they are not

.lie wulte man. be a.^ied to respect civilization
and Ita lawa when noue of its surroundings are
placed here by the government to look up to oat
aide of tiie military, and that, salutary aa it la,
meets the oojectlous or the ao-caiied civilising
.lament.

THIS FIELD ARMY RATION.
Referring to the army ration in the Held, alluded

to heretofore in cuese despatches an inquiry was

recently directed to he made oy tbe senior medi¬
cal officers at tbe posts on the frontier, to deter¬
mine its sufficiency. For some wise or inscrutu-
ble purpose the investigation has been directed to
be withheld lor the present. Hut tbe positively
expressed opinion ol Surgeon Town, United
states Army, the experienced and able medical
officer bere, is, that it is not sufficient, anu In this
the officers of experience witb whom 1 have con¬
sulted luily concur. This, added with tbe poor
policy of making tbe animals subsist on buif
rations, necessitated by tne working of tbe
yuartermaster General's Department at
wiisiuugioti, will serve to show witn what diffi¬
culty, penalties of disease, death and untold ex¬
pense a hard campaign can be conducted on these
bouudless prairies, side mils and stream", wnere
the military work in marching ana endurance is
tenfold what it is elsewhere in army Ule. 1 men¬
tion tne mater tnat tne investigation may oe
made to go forward. Our brave and hard fighting,
battle-experienced army is not balf as well fed as
tbe German or French armies. Cui bono ? Way
8 it so?

HORSE NOTES.

A German correspondent of the PaU MaVL Gazette

The cotum ttee pro-
noanced furtuer in favor of tbe establishment of
state committee* for horse breeding, especially of
a Prussian committee.

THE DEATH IN THE TOMBS.

A CENSCOE AND A RECOMMENDATION BT THE

coroner's jukt.oo>1Mmax or the insane
CONDEMNED.
Coroner Kcsslcr yesterday afternoon Investi¬

gated the case of Robert Vlsla, a German, who
died in the Tombs on tbe 8th Inst., to which be
bad been committed tbe day previous by Justice
Muriay, on a charge of insanity. Deceased bad
bad a room at No. 7 Goerck street and was a
liquor dealer.
Warden Qutnn and two of his assistants testi¬

fied to the commitment of deceased for Insanity.
Dr. Becker, physician of tbe City Prison, testified
that his attention was called to Vista soon after
he entered tbe prison, and from the diagnosis
then made be was of tbe opinion that bis
patient was suffering irom delirium tremens or
other sickness and not from Insanity. l>r. Becker
prescribed tor Viaia, but tuengbt lie would not re¬
cover, which was true, as the man died during tbe
nigbt In tbe cell wbere he had been placed. The
doctor thought that in the condition he foond
vuia he was a more fit subject for the hospital
than lor a prison. Deputy Coroner Ceo made a
post-osortem examination and found the internal
organs of deceased indicative of an excessive use
of alcoholic stimulants, to which death was no
donot mainly aue.
The cane was then given te tbe jnry, who ren¬

dered the following verdict:.

MONY IN THE CHAPEL.ifllCTUiO OONOEAT-
ULATIONS.
Yesterday morning the ardent aaptra'tons of

eight novice* received the white Tell at the con¬
vent of the Good Shepherd, Yorkvlile. Owing to
the long ami dangerous sickness of the Superioress
tnu event had been postponed from time to time
for the last month; but the Angel ol Death at last
withdrew the shadow of his wings and the whole
community of 100 white robed women entered
upon their annual solemn retreat of eight day*,
closing the -pintuai feast with the impressive
ceremony of yesterday morning.
At eiiftit o'clock the lady iriends of the expect-

ant brides were admitted to the chapel, where
they could await, with suppressed eagerness, the
entrance of the procession, wnlch came in the
following order:.Black veiled religious and
novices, bearing lighted candles; then the postu-
lants, two by two, clothed in white cashmere
dresses, white Illusion veils, wreaths of orange
blossoms, white gloves and wnite shoes, followed
by their saintly Superioress and her assistant.
The religious retired to their stalls In the choir,
singing the "Ave Maria Stella," while the postu¬
lants passed between their ranks, and, conducted
by the Superioress and her assistant, approached
the grate that divides the choir from th« altar,
where they remained until the hymn was finished,
and then all knelt while the officiant praye* for
the spirit of cnarlty to animate all the actions of
these aspirants to the title of Daughters of Our
Lady of Charity. A lighted canole was then pre¬
sented to each postulant, with the words:.
"Kecelve, ray daughter, tins exterior llgnt, sym¬
bol oi the ecclesiastical light to which Jesus
Christ calls you, by withdrawing you irom the
darkness of the world in which you were envel-
oned. Put your confidence in Him He will be
your light and your strength." The officiant then
prayed for the light of love of God and Christian
knowledge to be enkindled in the hearts of bis
suppliants; and, being vested m surplice, stole
and cope, he then addressed them on the im¬
portance of their choice in llie; exhorted them to
continue lalthiul to that choice, and to let their
dai y lite correspond in thought, word and deed
witn the divine example of their heavenly model,
Jesus Christ. He then intoned the "Veui Crea¬
tor " the choirs replied irom side to side In this
invocation ot the tloly Spirit, and at the close of
the hymn the officiant offered another prayer.
The posiulauts kuelt before the grate, thereu-
gious stood lace to lace, while the following inter¬
rogations were made and answered:.

A YOl'NG MiRO ACCUSED OP THE CRIME.

MONEY OR RE1E\CE Sl'Pim'D TO BE TUB MOTIYB.

MANASSAS. VI., Dec. 18, 1874.
Since Friday, tbe 4th Inst., tne people of this

county have been excliedlv discussing one of tne
most brutal human butcheries that has ever been
recorded in the annals of crime in Virginia. Tnat
your readera may better understand the facta of
the caae a brief deacrlptiou of the character of the
victims and the scene of the leuriul tragedy are

here given. .

HISTORY OK THE Y1CTIM8.
In the southwestern portion of this eonnty, near

the Fauquier une, in a low log building, contain¬
ing two rooms, Uved an old mau named Jeremiah
Uerndon, whose age was bordering on

eighty, and his aecoud wife, aged about
fifty-five. Surrounding them were their poe«
sessions, consisting ol 1.700 acres of land. Opon
these lands lived the old man's six sons, each of
whom paid him $xoo per year rent. Living with
the old folks was a dark, copper-colored negro
boy, aged about eighteen, employed as a farm
hand, named Jesse Fouka; and as a house boy, a
little darky ten years old, named Addison Kus-
aell, the latter the son of one of the most deserv¬
ing and industrious colored men in the State.

DISCOVKllY or THE Ml'HDBIl.
A little after suurlse on the morning of the 4th

of this month, Sommerfleld, one of the sona living
near the dwelling of old Mr. Hemdon, went to the
houae, and finding no one stirring, an unuaual
thing at that hour, walked to the stable, ana, find¬
ing that locked, started back to the house again.
On entering the yard he discovered

BLOODY FOOTPRINTS,
and, following them up, saw that they came from
the house and across the porch, in the middle of
which lay a bloody axe-handle. Shocked at these
tokens of murder he cautiously and fearfully
opened the unlatched door, when a ghastly scene
was presented to his view. In this room, about ten
by fourteeu leet, the lurniture ol which consisted of
a bed, lour old splint-bottom chairs, a table and a

rickety bureau, was enacted the night before the
bloody tragedy I am about to describe. Lying
across the bed, with her clothes on, was old Mrs.
Hemdon, weltering in her blood-stained gar¬
ments, bat still alive. In the corner near the
door, on a gray army blanket, lay little Addison
Eusaell, cold in death, his

HEAD CLEFT IN TWAIN
and a blood-stained axe lying at his feet. These
two persons lay there Alone, the spirit ol one hav¬
ing gone to its final account and that of the other
just flickering out Its last mint spark. Tbe old
man, the head of the house, was uot to be seen,
and tremblingly the younir man sought the other
room, expecting there to find the mangled re¬
mains oi his lather, tin entering he lound the
room empty, wltu the exception of a couple of
barrels filled with short corn. It quickly
flashed on bis memory that his father and
his step-mother had frequently quarrelled,
and that as sometimes th<lr quarrels had
ended in olows, It occurred to him thai
It might be the old man who had. in a
auarrel with his wile, committed tbe bloody deeds,
and his absence lent probability to this view of
the case. In a very short time the neighbors were
notified and an effort whs made to discover the
whereabouts of the old man, which soon resulted
in his discovery a<>out a liaii mile irom the nouse,
bareheaded and in his stocking leet, trembling
with cold and

COVERED WITH RLOOD,
which had flowed rrom wounds in his head. On
being questioned he could give no account of the
affair, nor now he came to be wandering In tne
fields. He was earned to the house, and then, re
turning to consciousness, related tne lollowlng
atorv aa

HIS DYING DECLARATION:.
.¦Jesse Fouks, the hired man, had been hauling

wood during tue day. He (Hemdon) had been to
Bnatow station, on the Virginia Midland Kaiiroau,
and coming home atiout three o'clock learned
that tne little boy, Addison, bad found a piece of
chine (pork) hid in the hired man's banket, and
Mn» Hemdon had recognized it aa belonging to
the family. When Jesse Fouks came In at nlgnt
he was accused i>y Mrs. Hemdon first, and alter-
ward he aud his employer had a quarrel about it.
Mr. Hemdon drove the man away, but in about
an hour and a hall he came back and demanded
his bandkerchlel, which was wrapped around the
meat, and said to the llttie boy ir Mr. Herndon
would say no more about tbe meat he would
let It drop. This was communicated to the old
man, who replied, ' he did not nettle such matters
in that way." Fouks then entered the house in a
very excited manner, and said, "it would not
take me two minutes to kill two sucii d.d old
wretches as you are." At this the old mau picked
up an axe, which he aald iu his declaration was a
borrowed one, and brougfit it into the house to
prevent its being stolen, ana salo to Fouks, "Ii
you do not leave the house 1 will split you down."
At this juncture

MRS. HKRNDON'S DYINO DECLARATION
comes in, which says, wnen her husband picked up
tne axe she ran in betweeu him and Fouks and
.aid, "Oont strike with thut axe or there will be
murder here." She say» she pushed Fouks out
at tbe door. The last she remembered oi that
night's horrors was that Fouks liad a club or axe
raised over her. The old man's memory closes
here also. Inquiries were now made for Fouks,
and It was ascertained that he was at Mr. Jonn H.
O'ltear's, his former owuer, engaged in butch¬
ering hogs. He was arrested and tanen b»ck to
the scene of the bloody work, in order to help to
hide his guilt, nis garments, that must have been
sprinkled with tue blood of nis victims, were now
deeply

SATTRATED WITH TFIE BLOOD
of the animals. This otherwise damning evi¬
dence was tnus ingeniously wiped out, and at this
time, notwithstanding tne story of tne old man,
many persons, his former master more ireely than
tbe rest, expressed a belief in the Innocence or
the negro and, coinciding wltn tne first reflections
of youug Herndon, thougUt the old man the real

DEATH-AND INJrRlES OP THE SCBVIVDfO VICTIMS.
Three days alter, when the old lady had recov¬

ered In a degree her senses and become able to
talk, she told almost the same story as her hus¬
band. On Wednesday evening following the
tragedy Mrs. Hemdon died and a post-mortem ex¬
amination disclosed tne tact that she had received
tno cuts with the edge of an axe, one
over the forehead four inches long, extending to
the brain, and the other in the temule; either ol
which, said the doctors, was sufficient to have
killed an ox. Mr. Herndon died on the Friday
nicht lollowlng. A post-mortem examination wag
held, and it was found that a blow Just above the
right eve had iractured the skull in two different
directions.one across the lorehead and the other
extending to the ear. The boy's head was
crushed into a shapeless mase by two blows with
the back of the axe, and his body laid where he
had retwed to sleep on that terrible night.
Fouks was committed to the )ail at llrentsville

at the time of his arrest, and to-day he was
brought out for a hearing, when he was lolly com¬
mitted to await the action of tue Grund Jury'at
the January term of the Circuit Court. If tne
dying testimony of Mr. and Mrs. Hemdon are ad¬
mitted as evidence on the trial Jos-Be 1-ouks will
pay the penalty of this bloody deed on the gallows
on tne night of the trageoy there was in an old
bureau In the same room, in one of the drawers,
.goo in gold and silver and $236 in greenbacks.
The coin was wrapped in ola rag3, and the paper
money was in two pliea in the drawer. The latter
was taken and the

.howed that It waa taken at the time the murders
were committed, and suows that robbery incited
the muraers and was deliberately planed oy Fouks
be lore his return to the house after having been
driven away.

A WEALTHY MISER.
Herndon was a native of Fauquier county, but

has lived most of his llie in Prince William. He
js reputed to have been worth between $30,000
and *50,coo, in real estate, outstanding debts and
cash He waa slenderly built and about six feet
high, wore homespun clothes and long nalr, not
generally well combed. He attended all the
county Courts, where he had considerable busi¬
ness. and between business hours could
t>. wfD about (t)6 hotels, wher^ he rondo
bimsell conspicuous talking about his finan¬
cial affairs, which consisted In loaning money in
tmAii gums ond purctiifttiing chotcc tracts of land.
He lived very roughly, aud as the abode in which
ne met his death plainly indicates, was not sur-
rounded by anv of the luxuries that money will
afford and, indeed, lew of the necessaries of Ufe.
Ills greatest regret during his suffering waa that
of the loss of

.the stolen money,
and as lie lived ne died, worshipping money as
ins<od. Hla six sons, uia only heirs, nave posted
to-day written notices, advertising the personal
effects of tnelr fatneT, and, like uim, seem to have
but toe almighty dollar in view. It is said they will
*o to no expense nor make any effort to prosecute
the murderer of their parents. Mr. E. E. Meredith,
who was employed by Mr. O'Kear, Fouks' former
owner, to defend him. after hearing the dying
declaration ol tne old people read to-day, aban¬
doned the caae aud stated that unless ordered by
tne court he would not deiend the prisoner.

DESCRIPTION OF THK MCKPKRRlt.
Fouks, the accused, Is slenderly bunt, about flvo

feet tonr Inches in height and weighs 120 pounds.
At his examination he had a wild and vacant stare
and did not seem to understand what was going
on around him, his attention being wiled by the
committing magistrate to the rmniur fit tne tfk

dene*. He seemed only to «nd«nt*Bd that he
bad been brougtit oat (or trial and offered an in.
toxicated spectator who aat near him tioo to
plead bis case. It ta believed by many that be will
confeaa his guilt before be la brought to Ulal.

ATTACK ON JEB8EY OrriCIAL*.THE ALIJOfD
PERPETRATOR IN CTC8TODT.

Abont midnight on Wednesday Freeholder
Charles P. Rub, Councilman Frlti A. Meyer and
Street Commissioner Hanaen were waiting on
Onion street, on Onion Hill, wben they were Bred
on by some person wbo lay in ambush. The ruffian
escaped, and a searco waa made throughout the
neighborhood, but without success. Several
friends of these gentlemen scoured the
whole vicinity yesterday morning at an

early hour, and. irom Information obtained
by them, the three gentlemen appeared beiore
Recorder Morgan and had a warraut issued lor
the arrest ol one John MulvihUI on the charge of
attempted murder. Constable Brown started in
pursuit, caught MulvihUI and lodged him in the
County Jail. The prisoner declined to make any
statement in regard to the ca. e except to declare
his innocence. His place or residence waa searched,
out there were no ilrearma found, nor were any
lounu on his person.
There are two causes assigned for the act. The

firs; is that Mr. Ruh had MulvihUI arrested some
time since lor being drunk and disorderly. Mul-
vihill was heard to make threats that he would
.'net square," but this he denied yesterday. The
second cause Is that Mr. Ruh, by his untiring
activity lu the Boaru of Chosen Freeholders, had a
committee of Investigation appointed to utaken-
net the corruption mat existed In connection
with the administration 01 the affairi of Hudson
county. The investigation elicited frauds that had
been in existence for years, and that were posi¬
tively startling in their cnaraoter.

THE STAMFORD OUTLAWS.

THE FATHER 07 THE OANQ TRIED AND HELD
FOB BCSOLARY.

Stamford, Conn., Dec. 17, 1874.
The excitement incident to the capture by the

military on Saturday of Michael Mackey, father of
the four desperado sons, the aged wife and the
daughter, Bridget Mackey, and the consequent
breaking up of their abiding place In the "Rox-
bury" district, has In a large degree subsided, but
the interest taken in the affair by all classes is as
great as ever. This was Instanced by the crowds
in attendance at the trial, just concluded, of the
elder Maekey. lu the Stamford Town Hal',
beiore Justice Benjamin J. Daskam. The
accusation againtst Mackey was burglary, though
other and quite as serious charges could
have been preierred. Many witnesses were
examined during the trial, which began Monday
aiteruoou and continued three days, and while
nothing waa developed to make the cnaracter of
this veteran in crime darker, it was established
conclusively that his house has been lor years the
rendezvous and hiding place of law breakers in
this locality, and that about all the ourglarles,
thefts and possibly some oi the incendiary plots of
late could be traced there. Mrs. Mackey, who
shows in her face that she was once in better cir¬
cumstances, was not put upon the stand. Bridget,
the daughter, was also not called on, and was, at
the close of the trial, set at liberty. Mackey was
bound over to the Superior court for trial. He
failed to procure bonds in the sum of $iOO, and to¬
morrow will be sent to jail.
This atternoon a rumor became current that one

of the Mackey sons had been seen at a point in tiie
norihorn part of Fairfield county. Deputy Sheriff
Newman, with detectives, set out for the place.
At a late hour to-day he bad not returned.

THE AUSTRIAN POLAR EX¬
PLORATION.

A FINE COLLECTION OF PICTURES PRESENTED
TO THE geographical SOCIETY.

Tlie Chevalier Hugo FritBCh, Vice Consul of the
Austrian Empire in tuls city, has just received
from his friend, Count Wilcyk, an autograph letter
to the Geographical Society of New York, present-
ing them with a very larsre collection of Arctic
and Norwegian views, taken by the Austrian
North Pole Exploring Expedition, and also by him-
sclt while on board his yacht, the Isbjorn. Tue
collection Is unique in its character, and or tli?
greatest interest to the BClentlllo world. It em
braces striking views of the midnight sun and
photographs oi the snow-covered aud rugged
mountains ol Nova Zembla, rare pictures oi tba
savage grandeur ol tbe land ot eternal snow
aud ice. The portraits ol many of tbe in-
habitants, botn male and lemaie, of tne
Arctic wildernesses are curious in the ex.
treme. Ice and snow, oi course, form tlie
most prominent leatures in these pictures. The
exquisite dreariness of Ule in the Polar regions la
most graphically depicted, and the mind inailnc-
tively turns to the weary duys and nights spent
by the brave men who risk their uvea for the ad-
vancement of science In that lar off land lor tne
realization of Uie lond idea of reaching the navi-
gators

ULTIMA THT7LB, THE NORTH POLE.
A striking picture Is that of the exploring Rhlp

TeeetboH irozen In an immense icefield, the small,
dark hulk of the vessel appearing a mere atom in
comparison with the broad expanse of dazzling
whiteness surrounding her. In the background is
a range of mountainous peats. The only evidence
oi uuman lile ts a sailor plodding bis way across toe
ice to his ship. In addition to the loregolng
are pictures of quaint landmarks of many
kinds on the Norwegian coast, from Bergen
northwards, visited by count Wilcyk while in nis
yacnt bound lor the northern waters. The collec-
tion Is therefore composed of scenes visited in
these high latitudes by the count, and also of the
rarer ones taken on board the Tegethoff, which
vessel, it may be remembered, was fitted up at
the expense of the milllounalre Count In question,
who, like Prince Stirbey, his countryman, is a de¬
voted student of geographical science. The yacht
used by Count Wilcyck, aud of which there is a
photograph, was the 6auie vessel which had been
previously used by Captain Weyprecht, aud
the Army Lieutenant Payer, of the Austrian Sci¬
entific Corps. The wonderiul adventures of the
Tegethoff in the l'oiar regions, which vessel, it
may be remembered, was till recently loosed
upon as lost, she having been absent
two years, was lately told in these columns.
Count Wilcyk has also lorwarded to Chevalier
Fritsch a printed description of his experiences
on board bis yaoht, the Isbjorn. Another very
curious affair is a small handbook containing
letters to the officers and crew of the Tegethoff
when she was supposed to be lost. These letters
were distributed oroadcast by the Count to all
vessels bound to the Polar regions.
On the recent Polaris expedition some very ar¬

tistic sketches were taken by First Engineer Emll
Schuman, now of this city, and which are now In
the hands of Secretary Robeson at Washington.
