MR. WOOD REACHES A COLORED COLLEAGUE.

CRATIC DISGUKT.THE HONORS TO KING

There was a sadden commotion in the House

this afternoon, with signs of distress among the
democrats and of consternation among tbe re¬

publicans. Members whispered together, with
anxious races, and a few of the more excitable
rushed over to M.r. Ransier, the colored member
from south Carolina, and were presently seen re¬

treating, with indignation or fright on their faces,
according as they were democrats or republicans.
The paper in Mr. Ransier's hands, which produced
tnese effects, was an invitation from Mr. Fernando
Wood to dine with him, to meet a few choice
democratic spirits, which Mr. Ransier had re¬
ceived that morning. Tnere has been a rumor
tor some days that the democrats meant in due
tune to capture the colored vote, and the repuo-
licans, seeing this invitation, naturally concluded
that the perfidious aud latal work bad begun.
Nor. in their present demoralized condition, were

they reassured by Mr. Ransier's earnest protesta¬
tion that nothing should swerve him Jrom the
path of duty and republicanism, and that he was.

just then engaged on a letter politely declining
Mr. Wood's invitation; not that be objected to Mr.
Wood's society, but that his political course hud
long been such as to make It embarrassing to Mr.
Ransier to visit or dine with him.
On the other hand, the democrats, a good many

of whom look forward to the Speakership, or to a

committee, and some of whom have a great
opinion of Mr. Wood's fertility of resource, were
also demoralized. They thought it rather sharp
practice, and some of the proiane began to use

atrong language; several of them went over to
Mr. Ransier's seat and satisfied themselves that
the invitation was really from Mr. Wood, and they
returned to their own side of the House more as-
tonished than pleased. At last, the excitement
grew too overpowering, and a memoer, bolder
than the rest, was despatched to hunt up Wood
and ask him what in thunder be meant. In five
minutes both sides of tbe House looked happier,
for Wood, after a moment of puzzle, exclaimed,
..Confound it, that's where Random's invitation
went, of course 1" It turned out that it was Gen-
erai Ransom, of Georgia, and not Mr. Ransier, of
Bomb Carolina, who bad been asked to dine, and
that the invitation bad been obscurely directed
and bad gone astray. There was a general feeling
of relief on both sides of the House when this iuis-
take was discovered. <

Aside from tbe little panic in the House else¬
where related the day had but one notable event,
the visit of King -Kalakatia to the Capitol. He was
dressed in a plain black suit and showed an erect
and soldierly figure. When the Speaker politely
alluded, in his address, to Kalakaua's wisdom and
beneficence as a ruler and his exalted virtues as a
man tne poor King, who has heard some ngly lan¬
guage from a pretty lively opposition at home,
was for a moment amazed, but evidently con¬
cluded to accept the compliment.
The recep'lon of tne King at tbe White House

this evening is very brilliant Many of tbe foreign
Ministers are in full uniiorm, as are also the army
and navy officers and the King's staff, and as tbe
company Is rigidly select, there being but 800 invi¬
tations issued, the toilets of the ladies being brill-
taut, the affair is one of the most splendid lmagln-
abie.
The day has, on the whole, been social and not

political.

TBT EXAMINATION OF iSWIN IN THE PACIFIC
MAIL INVESTIGATION.HE STUMBLES AT A

QUESTION AND HIS ANSWER IS POSTPONED.
Irwin's examination went on In private to-day,

ind is, if possible, to be closed to-morrow. The
committee are so far very well satisfied with him,
and find him, as far as they have gone, a frank,
.ntspoken man. When they came, however, to
tne one vital question, "Whom did you employ to
sssist you In procuring this subsidy?" Mr. Irwin
hesitated and asked time until Monday before he
should unbosom himself. He said that If he should
answer this question unreservedly it would be
necessary first to go careruily to his bank ac¬
counts and check book; that he desired, If he
made a statement to tbe committee, that It should
be accurate; that he might say, for instance, that
be gave one man $3,ooo and another gfi.ooo, and
that afterwards it might prove that he bad given
to each $4,000. To avoid such Inaccuracies he
wished to go over his books with his clerk, who
is an accountant. But with all his professions
Mr. Irwin did not promise the committee abso¬

lutely to tell tbem anytbing at all, and they, on
tbe other hand, after a private conference, re¬

quired him to answer their question to-morrow
and not ou Monday.
There is an impression that Irwin has so far

played bis part very well. To-day he showed his
own bank account, kept with tbe American Ex¬
change Bank in New York, and biS broker's ac¬

count, which, he said, showed only transactions
In stocks, bought lor investment with bis own

money, and not with money obtained from sub¬
sidy transactions.

It is understood that the examination of Irwin
to-day enabled Mr. Dawes to put searching ques¬
tions to some other witnesses publicly examined
la the r«jm of the committee.

of tbe money: no communication was made tc the
Board alter the subsidy passed; Stockwell vent
out of office in May, 1873; witness never heard or

any voucher presented to the company touealng

PEDDLING NAVAL CADICTBHIPS.INVESTIGATION
or THE CHARGES AGAINST CONGRESSMAN
BTOWELL.
The House Committee on Naval Affairs to day

commenced the Investigation of the charges
against Representative Stowell, of Virginia, of
selling a naval cadetship.
Joseph Q. Beattle testified that he resided near

Richmond, Va.; that his stepson, O. J. Schoolcrait,
had been very anxious to get Into the navy; that
he bad made strong efforts to that effect, but had
not succeeded; tbat in February, 1873, a man

named Graham had been introduced to him, and
told bini that he thought be could arrange tor the
appointment of bis stepson, but that it would cost
a considerable amount of money, which would be
spent for party purposes; Qraham also said tbat
tbe appointment was in the bands of Mr. Stowell,
but tbat he (Qraham) was Chairman of the District
Committee in Stoweil's district, and could induce
him to give the appointment, but tba', tbe boy would
have to procure a domicile in stoweil's district; th j

boy did so and got the appointment, and witness

paid Graham $1,700 lor it; witness did not know
Mr. Stowell in tbe matter and was not aware tbat
he bad ever seen him until yesterday.
Mr. E. M. We.joer testllled that on the 14th of

last May Graham came to him and said Stowell
bad prevented money being paid to the Piedmont
Raiiroad Company lor mail service, as tbe same

question affccting sou. he i n railroads was at that
time pending in Congress; Graham, acting In be¬
half of toe Piedmont Railroad, said stowell had
not served him well and therefore was going to take
revenge unless Stowell should withdraw bis op-
position; Graham told him tbat bis revenge would
consist in exposing the lact that Stowell bad sold
a cadetship ana received $1,700 for it; witness, at
tbe request of Graham, lnfcfrmed Stowell that
Graham would expose him unless he withdrew his
opposition to tne railroad pay; Stowell denied
tbat he ever received a dollar; witness informed
Stowell that if be would withdraw his opposition
it would much gratlly the road, and on that
ground Stowell went to the Post Office Depart¬
ment the same afternoon and withdrew bis objec¬
tion, when Graham received pay from the com¬

pany; Stowell was indignant when witness told
him that Graham said be (Stowell) had received
money for the cadetsbip.
State Senator Latbrop, representing the district

from which tbe cadet was appointed, having been
sworn, said he knew nothing personally about the
matter but only irom hearsay. Stowell, however,
informed him tnat there was no truth in the
cnarge.
John Brady, member of the Bouse or Delegates

of Virginia, who filed tbe ebargeB against Mr.
Stowell, testified that be knew nothing about tbe
cadetsbip matter except what Graham had told
him.
The investigation was then postponed until to¬

morrow.

BARRED AT LUDLOW STREET JAIL,

DESPERATE ATTEMPT OP ALLEGED GREAT CRIMI¬
NALS TO EFFECT AN ESCAPE.THE OFFICERS

WATCHFUL AND SUCCESSFUL.HOW CRIMINAia

WORK LITTLE BY LITTLE
On last Thanksgiving morning an Italian named

Giuseppe Monfaicone, Held under the Extradl-
tion treaty for a murder in Italy, attempted to
escape irom Ludlow Street Jail, lie was dtacov-
ered In the yard and returned to his cell, wbere
lie still reinains. There was at tbe same time In
the jail a German'named James Schlick, also
held under tbe Extradition lawa for a

forgery, and this man was sent back to
Germany in November last, alter spending
some four months in tbe Ludlow Street Prison.
Schlick, however, was ol a very enterprising turn
of mind, and made tbe acquaintance, wbile in tbe
Jail, of several ol the prisoners. Among tbese
were Herman Thomas, Carl Vogt, Cbailes Leach
and James Campbell.
Tbese were excellent confederates for any

scheme which the wily Schlick might devise.
Schlick wanted to cscape from the prison and take
bis chances for liberty among the far-off settle¬
ments of the West. He devised a plan of cutting
tbe prison bars, and made all preparations
for effecting his purpose. But before his
plans were brought into active operation be was
sent back to Germany. His coniederates, how¬
ever, bad become impregnated "nth bis ideas be¬
fore he took bis departure to his native land.
Herman Thomas. In jail for a forgery committed in
Germany, was a particular iriend of ihe extradited
Schlick. This man has been In the Ludlow Street
Prison for about four months under the Extra¬
dition law. Few people have gone to see
bim. His case Is to be decided In the
enr courts within a few days, carl Vogt,
held lor alleged murder and arson, as
Is well known, was also a friend ol schllck's.
Vogt has been in tlie Ludlow Street Jail lor about
eigntcen months, and his case will probably be
brought before tne courts to-day for dual settle¬
ment. Charles Leach, a prisoner lor alleged per¬
jury, Is one or the recent election offenders. His
relatives have been to see him at the Jail fre¬
quently, as he belongs to this city. James Camp¬
bell, in the prison on a charge of a real e-tate
swindling operation, and committed in default of
$2,000, lias oeen six months in the prlsoD, and was
also an acquaintance of the notorious Schlick.
For some time past, ever since Schlick left the

prison, the Warden and his officers have been
watching the gang whose names have been given
above. The Warden was well aware that an at-
tempt at escape was contemplated, but lie believed
that it was better to let trie prisoners lolly develop
themselves beiore interfering. At the same time
he had tbe suspected prisoners watched night and
day.
On Thursday afternoon, however, from the re-

ports 01 his officers, he became convinced that the
time lor action had arrived, and accordingly he
directed the keepers to make a movement on the
enemy, the following oeing the result:.
There were found In the room or Herman

Thomas, between two mattresses, a rope, and in
the pocket of his coat two saws. A pretended ex¬
amination.a real one having been made dally for
several previous days.showed th&t the bars of
that prisoner's window had been cut through.
in vogt's room the officers iound a good brace,

with nineteen jewellers' saws, and in the pocket
or the prisoner's coat, which was lytng on the
bed, two two and a hall-Inch saws.
Tbe inference in the mind of the Warden was

that it was time to stop the operations. He
ordered tbe four men to be placed in durance in
the cells located in that part or tlie prison known
as the "Alley," And ti«e bars of Thomas' room
were at once'replaced.
Though no proof was established against either

Leach or CampbelVstili titer are considered as
being Implicated IT* tne plot to "break Jail."
Tne Warden's opinion Is that the intention
or tne four men was that Thomas should first cut
the bars, next Vogt and then the two others. The
names or the officers of the prison are-.Warden,
W. L. Gardner; Keepers, Edward ttagati, Frank
Hughes and James McCarthy.

SUPPOSED CASE OF SUICIDE.
