AN IMPECUNIOUS RABBI.

The Building Laws.How They
Are Evaded.

Id the matter of the child Mary Ellen, rescued
from 1U treatment, and whose grandparents are
supposed to be residing In London, Judge Law¬
rence yesterday decided that, the child's relatives
not having been found, she should be sent to the
bheltering Arms, where Mary Ellen now Is.
Yesteiday Louis Uarrero was charged before

Commissioner Shields with manufacturing cigars
without having given the necessary bond required
by law. lie was held in $1,000 bail lor examina¬
tion.
The case of Mile. Leoni Juvin, who Is charged

with having smuggled about flity silk dresses irom
France Into this port, was to have been examined
into yesterday before Commissioner Shields; but
In consequence of the illness of the defendant,
who lg conflned to her bed In Ludlow street
Prison, the matter went over till Tuesday next, at
two o'clock.

SUPPLEMENTARY PROCEEDINGS. ,
A new and Interesting point was declaed in

Supreme Court, Chambers, yesterday belore Judge
Donohue, in the suit brought by me First National
Bank of Mnldletown, Conn., against Charles liar-
Bum. The decision was that Mr. Uurnum's having
submitted to be examined "on supplementaryproceedings," without objection, gave the Court
jurisdiction, and though it turned out in the
course ol cue examination that his residence was
in the second Judicial district, still no objectionhaving 1.eon matte untn this appeared, and cle-
Jendatit being sworn without objection, (he rule
that all supplementary proceedings be had in the
<1.strict where deieud.uit resides, does not apply,uud the proceedings will be retained iu tuis dis¬
trict.

AN IMPECUNIOUS RABBI.
Moses Uimeut, a Jewish rabbi, was imprisoned

by Police Justice Wandell for aoandonmcnt ol hiB
wile, Liebe. The wile was present, but her testi¬
mony was not reduced to writing. Defendant ad¬
mitted that be had not contributed to his wile's
support, and the Justice, hearing Irom a third
party that the man was poor, ordered him to pay
$4 a week and be committed until he gave $;<oo
bail. The wne took out a habeas corpus for the
liusband's release, through pulllp Levi, on the
ground that she did not want to compel him to
support her or be put In prison; that he is poor
and a rabbl'out ol employment, and that there was
110 testimony taken in writing and no record of
conviction tiled with the County Clerk. Trie case
was argued yesreruay, anu Judge Dononue decided
to-Cay that the supreme Court can review aban¬
donment cases on the question 01 jurisdiction byt e magistrate, and, on the lacts, discharged the
prisoner on the ground that the magistrate had no
jurisdiction.

THE BUILDING LAWS EVASION.
Gustav Wcid, against whom Judyc Daly, in the

Common Pleas. issued an injunction to prevent,
las building a ball room witu a brick loundation
e glit Inches thick instead of a stoue one twenty
Inches thick, appeared in Court yesterday and
B;tld the premises were leased to his son-iu-law,
and he sent him the injunction. The son-in-law
stated he sent tne paper to Mr. Hopper, the
builder, but he only pushed on the work. Mr.
Gedney, counsel lor the Department of Bulidimrs,
urged tiie necessity ol eniorclng the law. JudgeDuty said this was an aggravated case. Cases of
this kind chletly occurred among the Germans.
They shut the responsibility from naud to hana on
the ground ol want of understanding. The Ger¬
mans, he added, are usually very intelligent, but
tuey seem to think that coming to our free
country they can disregard its laws. The matter
was adjourned to Monday to give Weld an oppor¬
tunity to produce Mr. Hopper.

THE TOMBS AFTER CHRISTMAS.

ONE HUNDRED AND SIXTY OFFENDERS DISPOSED
OF IN ONE DAY.A MOVING AND PITIFUL
KALEIDOSCOPE OF FORTY FRENZIED AND FRES¬

COED FACES.
The day alter Christmas Day at* the Tombs

Police Cour: Is a day without equal in all the other
days of the year. For there are on that day
so many repentant people and here and there a

guilty person to *tand beiore tne bar of the Court,
not knowing how they came there, and whose
brains have been wool-gathering so long that they
buvc nothing to say, or had they it wonid not be
said.
The blank and dreary station houses, with their

eione walls and whitewashed surluces and blackly-
jainted bars, have, during the early morning suc¬

ceeding Christmas Day, vomited forth so many
ludeuus spectacles that the inside luclosure of the
court in which tne prisoners are contained, with
Its noises and its odor, resembles a Gehenna aud
iioi a court pen. At au early hour of the morning
Judge Murray Is on the bench, willlug to hear
every one, but determined to de.-.patch all who
iuay come before him in as short a time as may bo
possible, with due regard fur the demands 01 jus¬
tice tempered with merey.

"A DREARY GE1IENXA."
The Tombs is at any time a dreary place, but in

the merry Christmas hours, wlieu the streets and
squares aud snops are radiant with evergreens
und lamps ami the glitter ol ornaments and the
iresh colored paints ol children's toys, theu is the
heart sad as tne poor wrciciics stand up to plead
lor an hour's mercy aud ior permission to Join
those rrom whom they have foolishly wandered;
The watch sheet Is very lull this morning, and

during the day It seems that no lc*s than 160 ar¬

rested persons have been brouirht to this Court,
an instance ol activity and labor that has never
beiore been known at the Tombs Police Court.
Here are no le.->s than thirty persons, brought the
night previous by a police captain, and twenty-six
men ironi a disorderly house in Ulcecker street,
who were arrested alter midnight in the midst ol
an idiotic carouse. Some of them ure thieves, but
not proven so, for ther nave not been caught
in any act. and this class have the peculiarly
giassy and shi ting eyes that are without reliabil¬
ity or endurance.
Judge Murray informs the policemen In attend¬

ance that it is time to bring mem ail up aud they
liuddle together as if they were sheep
stricken by a plague, suddenly. There are
two young girls here who have good looking
but bad faces and then answer to the names of
..Kitty" and "Flora Anybody." There is also a
proprietor namea L'nger, who has by some chance
acquired the title of Captain, lie kept tne saloon
ID question and he has rather au lustgniticaut
and uncertain look. The resort which he kept Is
one 01 the vilest kind and yet he Is quite pathetic
in his pleading. Judge Murray, believing that tne
proprietor should know the character of his
guests better than any 01 the party, decides quickly
in his case and says:.

"PITY TllE rOOR PRorRIETOR."
"I think that I shall bold nun In deiaultof $1,004

ball. Let the clerk take his name and otleuce
down; 1 shall hold him." At four o'clock, when
the Court closed, he had not received bail lor the
accused. Then came the turn of all the medley
party who were taken after mlonignt. Tney had
various excuses; but some of them seemed honest
euougn people and had little to say id their de¬
fence. and to these the Judge spoke severely aud
yet in the way that they siioiild hear. They were
each fined $io and permitted to go uhoui their bu¬
siness with an admonition. "Kitty" and "Flora
Anybody" were permitted to go alter their iriends
and companions uud paid a fine or j;» for each
of them. The crowd ol sympathizers who had
been sitting in Court all day, sensibly and almost
imperceptibly diminished as the prisoners were
fined, the Ones handed over to Mr. lietmbuiger or
a*r. Ror.kwelj. the clerks, or to Mr. cooitev. the

efaler clart. And as they went oat they noodonthe stone steps ana discussed unto each other
what fools they bud made of themselves and won¬
dered U Christmas Day had been ordained for such
foolish people as mey had manifested themselves
to be in a Police Court. Judge Murray told one of
them :."1 believe that yon are not a thief, and
you have not the looks of a ihlef, but 1 flue you $10
lor being in very bad company."

POLICEMEN AND PKANCTfl.
Later In the day there Is an intermission, and.

during that time the police court 1b so lonely and
desolate that ft seems a lit place to gather In bats
and owls. A woman with apples and peanuts
ventures in and stares fom the door vacantly,
and the pollcemeu lu attendance is looking
at her quite as vacantly as she looks
at him. There Is a bustle presently, pre¬
paratory to the entrance oi the judge,
and a »jood many small politicians take off their
hats and endeavor to look as obsequious as possi¬
ble. A numiier oi drunken women, whose brows
are branded into the signature oi ineffable despair
and degradation, are sitting in the pea and one of
these poor forgotten wretches, whom It is impos-
Bible to place in the scheme of life, has a sudden
fit and start, and lu au instant she pours lot th a
to. rent of blasphemy and ribaldry that is
as terrific and unceasing as the Dow oi Niagara.She seems to be well acquainted with the detailed
antecedents of every policeman's ltie who is pres-
ent in court, and sue does not nest'ate to tell him
"all about it." This female ritxiud has had, no
doubt, spots in her lite tender and true and
w manly, but her hour has come, anu JudgeMurray writes a small piece of paper lull and she
receives a sentence ol six mouths on UlacKweH'a
Island, which to her is an act or charity aud
beneficence.

A THICK W0RTIIY OF CAIlTOrCUB.
There is a very aggravated case oi watch steal-

In it winch now conies up, and the man is named
Harding. On the 6th day oi November this man,
Harding, who is reputed to be of veiv bad char¬
acter, uiet a man named Frederick Cochrane, and,
as Cochrane was drunk enough to be iraternal
with every one, he immediately b08°.
iriend of Hardlug. A carriage ride was
proposed by the victim with great enthusiasm,
and was accepted by Mr. Joseph Harding in the
BBtne soirit. Mr. Cochrane and Mr. Harding rode
an 1 they rode, aud they rode everywhere, and,
unlike the Ancient Mariner, tney had several diops
to drink. Mr. Cochrane had a flue double case
sold watch, valued at $130, and when he woke up
he found carriage, watch and Harding gone off to-
nether. Mr. Cochraue became soberly indignant,
and found, as many a man has found oelore. that
his drunkenness was used as a means to rob and
betray him. Detectives Keilly and Williamson
were placed on the track oi the treacherous Hard-
Ins, but he could not be found, some thought he
hud gone to Canada, others to Europe, and still
others thought that he had gone t<> those Islands
in the sea, under palm trees, where Kalakaua
relsns over his coffee-colored subjects. Hut
Mr. Harding had a mind of purest ray
serene aim & ffeuiusof giant power. Finding that
lie was in danger of being captured aud dealt
with he took the watch to the pawnbrokers, Simp¬
son Green A Co., No. 181 Bowery, aud pledged It
to a clerk with the Sclavle name of Widolska, who
came and testified to the lact yesterday. Then
Mr. Harding, thinking that there Is no placei so
sale irom search us the close vicinity of New \ork,
mauc a complaint against two women ol bad re¬
pute that he had been Induced to visit a panel
house lu Woostcr street and was there robbed by
the two letnales. The women were locked up and
Mr. Hardlug, the innocent victim oi a foul con-
spiracy, was sent to tne nouse of Detention,
alter having succeeded In playing a trick worthy
of the august fame oi Cartouche. Of
course no detective would think of looking for a
watch stolen in the House of Detention, aud Mr.
Hardlnir was quite sale and the detectives sadly
bothered for a while. But on Thursday last the
trial of the two women lor assumed panel theft
came on in the court of General Sessions, and Mr.
Harding had to appear as a witness whether or
not. As soon as he appeared It was fonnd that he
could not testify, and he was arrested for the rob¬
bery of Mr. Cochraue's watcn and was taken be-
lore Judge Murray, who said io Him:.
"Harding this case is so clear that I shall nou

vou in i&ouo bail to answer at the General Ses¬
sions for the offence. There cannot be any doubt
abdut such a case as this, as far as 1 have seen the
evidence "

Mr. Harding went down looking daggers, and
Imagining that It wouid be a blissiul thing Indeed
ii he could inane the jury believe, when lie Bets to
the Court of Sessions, that he was lu reality the |District Attorney and argue the oase with them.

"TI1KKE BUUOLAllS I10LD."
Three burglars, named Frank Clark, Michael

Maronev and Frank Burke, were arraigned ou a
churire of having robbed a man named solomon
Shaver, who^e store is at No. 88 Bowery, oi $^00
worth of clothmg. The store was burglariously
entered, and part of the clothing w<is iound lu a
second nand shop kepi by a Jewi^i dealer uamed
Coheu In Baxter street. Judge Murray held the
Thrpe aliened burglars in $2tooo bd.ll eacii*
A young mau, named Bailey, with a sharp but

not unpleasant l'ace, was brought up by another
Jewish dealer, who accused him oi having stepped
into his shop with a brass ring, winch he had con¬
cealed, and, asking lor anether ring, a gold one
a number of riugs were shown nim. The
oealer asserted that he had substituted a brass
rius lor the gold one which was shown him; but
the young man spuRe so frankly and seemed so
solid that Judge Murray said to him:.

"This is rather a delicate matter. This man
Bailey states tuat he had one ring, whic- is evl-
dent.lv not a gold one, and that he went in to buy
another plain gold ring, very similar to the one
he had, tor his wile. I snail give him the benefit
of the doubt, as I sec no prool against him.

.TOOK MAKTHA MCKI'IfV."
Suddenly there came oat oi the crowded space

ol thl court a pale and laded but respectable lady
in black, whose lace was bedewed with iears and
who whs sobbing bitterly. By her side was a little
girl ol ten or twelve years ol age, whose lace was
also red with weeping and whose loug braided
hair hung down on her back like the young and
forlorn tiretchen-Goethe's ideal. It was mother
and daughter, and they were sorrowing tor'a girl,
the sister of the child and the daughter ol the
mother, who had lorsaken the straight and only
path lor the crooked and indefinite one. rhe poor
lost strl was named Martua Murphy, and she had
been arrested lor lighting and disorderly conduct.
.Indue Murray has a kind heart under a stern and
ouiei manner and he said to the poor iyotuer.
"Madame, I do not wish to detain your daughter,

I am sure You may take her home and try and
reiorm her. 1 hope you may be able to do so, and
1 will be very glad that you na\ e succccdcd.

CRUELTY TO CUU.PKEN.

0,Mr Greenwald stated that he would appeal to
a lntiiier court, but the police ofllcer simply took
his £10 and advised him to go home, I his ended
the chapter of Tombs history for the day after
Christmas.

HIGHWAY ROBBERY.

avenue, became involved in a row with Patrick
Green, a neighbor, on Christmas Day. and was
so badly beaten that he was unable to appear in
court till yesterday aiiernoon. He then entered
tils complaint against Green, who was held in $600
ball to answer.

ASSAULT WITH INTENT TO BOfy
Thomas Hurke, No. 417 East Fourteenth street,

while sitting in Duffy's liquor store near Twenty-
third street, In Third avenue, on Friday evening,
was approached by one James Kelly, alias Scully,
who alternated to rob him. Burke swears tnat he
caught Kelly's hand In tus vest pocket, and. on
remonstrating, received a severe cutting from
Kelly. The accused was held lor trial.

THE SCANDAL.

ANOTHER TILT BETWEEN COUNSEL IN THE

TILTON-BEECHEB SUIT .ARGUMENT ON APPEAL

TO BE HEABD ON MONDAY.
The season of peace, plenty, happiness and good

will to all men does not, it would appear, exercise
a very beneficent Influence over the spirits of the
:egai grntiemen who have been charged with the
high and responsible duty of vindicating the liti-
gants In the great scandal suit of the period.
Tilton vs. lJeecher. Shortly after ton o'c.ork yes-
teruay morning Judge McCuo took his seat on the

noh of the Ilrookiyu City Court, and Judge Neil-
son also, thougn not presiding, occupied
a seat near tils ludlcial oontsmnnrarv. Then

there filed Into the hall of justice General
Tracy and Counsellor Shearman, counsel
for the reverend pastor o' Plymouth church, Mr.
Beecber. and Messrs. Beach, Pryor and Morris,
the legal advisers 01 Theodore Tllton, the plaintiff.
Formal salutes were interchanged between coun¬
sel In court. The attendance In the galleiy was
unusually slim, the people, as a local legal luminary
remarked, desiring "a rest lor the holidays."
The object of the assemblage of counsel was in
compliance with the order of Judve McCue com¬
manding the plaintiff's attorney to appear and
show cause why tney should not comply with the
order or the Court granting a bill of particulars to
<the defendant setting forth the particular times
and places at which the alleged acts of ailnltery
were committed between Mr. Beecber and the
wile 01 the plaintiff.
Mr. Sheurman, on the opening of Court, sai l

that, although the plaintiff ha'd appealed, he bad
obtained no stay of proceeding.", and tbey had
been unablo to comc to any agreement as to the
time of hearing the appeal. lie tnen read the
stipulation wuich had been served on Mr. Tliton's
counsel, which has been heretoiore published.
Mr. Shearman said the counsel expected lor the
appeal were present, and <»n hi* sid" it was de¬
sirable that the bill should be piomptly argued
and disponed of. They piopi m-J to go to trial
with or without the lull oi paiti ;:ar3.
Mr. ileacu was not aware mat the Ktipulaimn

alluded to hud been Served. From tM affidavit
upon which ilie present order tv stmw cause was
granted it appeared thai in uu uiierx i« w bet we. a
Mr. Shearman and himself an attempt bad been
made to agree upon a time lor the argument of
the appeal. Mr. Shearman was informed i>v Imn
tnat lie had an engagement winch would occupy
this week, so that attendance at the General
Term would be difficult. The affidavit also
showed that at the interview he (Mr. Beach)
told Mr. Shearman that fie could argue that
appeal on the coming Monday. In fact, he
bud not seen any ol his associates in this case
until that morning, nor had he seen his client;
nonce he was not prepared to euter upon the
argument of the appeal before the General
Term. While lie was anxious to expedite
tho disposition ol this motion in all
its forms lor a bill of particulars, and while it
was apparent to the Court that ine plaintiff has
been solicitous of reaching the trial oi this cause
at as early a day as possible, he was not disposed
to be driven iuto any argument of any motion or
tue trial ol any case. The only Knowledge ho bad
that the order to show eauso was granted was de¬
rived from the public prints, and they did not con¬
tain any allusion to the circumstance that there
had been a stipulation proffered at the time of
the serving of these papers. The motion oi counsel
for deience regarding ibis order was most extraor¬
dinary.

Shearman said he supposed this was only a
preliminary discussion and be was not going to
enter into a lengthy reply.
Judge McCue asltcu Mr. Beach whether some

day next week would be convenient to have the
matt r heard, to which the counsel replied that
he would make no suggestions, and should not
enter iuto any stipulation in regard to this mo¬
tion. As to tho decision His llouor might make
upon this order to show cause, if it was satisfac¬
tory they would obey; xiit was not they would en¬
deavor to rectliy it.
Mr. Shearman remarked the counsel (Mr. Beach)

was the senior counsel in the cause. On their
side (the speaker's) the younger gentlemen asso¬
ciated with him always let him see every paper.
Tney miormed him of every motion, of every step
that is taken In the case, and they did nothing
without his advice. The learned gentleman on
tue other side complained that be never knew
anything ol what was being done. He never sees
a copy oi the papers. It is true he is never con¬
sulted as to anytoing that shall be done, and that
was a sufficient answer to all his compiaiuts that
his proposition or Monday had not been taken.
Mr. Beach retorted sharply, saying, "The gentle¬

man will allow me to correct him. As a matter 01
fact, which he is asserting out or the papers, and
in all its iengtii and breadth, in ail its details, in
every syllable which the gentleman has uttered
upon that subject, he is utterly incorrect and un¬
true."
Mr. Shearman explained his position, and Mr.

Bcach again spoke, and the deb itc was conttuued
lor several minutes, until the latter appealed to
ttie Co irt, asking whether His Honor would per¬
mit any such imputation on the counsel, "that
tney are olshonorable and violated their stipula¬
tion."
Mr. Shearman, smiling benignly and addressing

the angrv counsel lor Tiltou, said:."You are not
dishonorable, sir. No gentleman Is so lar irom
being disnonoraole."
Judge McCue suggested that the defendant's

counsel withdraw mis order to show cause. The
counsel lor Mr. Ueecher then said they would with¬
draw the order, and thev would accept the affi¬
davit as a bill of particulars.
Tue counsel finally withdrew and consulted as

to a stipulated time for arguing the appeal irom
the oruer or Judge McCue directing a hill or par¬
ticulars. it wus agreed that the argument should
be made at eleven o'clock A. M. on Monday next,.
Tae time or trial will then be decided upon.
Judge Nellson ueciined to order a new panel or
jurors lor the eveut. as a panel nan been ordered
at a great expense to the county at trie present
term and he would wait until it was decided when
the trial would proceed.

THE CHARITY COMMISSIONERS.

ORGANIZATION OF THE NEW BOARD IN A

QUIET WAY.ISAAC H. BAILEY PRESIDENT
AND TOWNBEND COX SECRETARY.ACTION CON¬
CERNING W. M. TWEED.
The new Commissioners of Charities and Correc¬

tion have oeen taking it very easy so far as the
assumption of their important duties is concerned.
On Christmas morning Mr. Bailey and Mr. Cox
dropped into the offices at the corner or Third
avenue and Eleventh street for about twenty
minutes, shook hands with Mr. Lalmbeer
and the chiefs of the department, and
went home again to enjoy the holiday.
The agreement was that they should
meet yesterday morning at Mr. Cox's office, No.
61 Exchange place, with a view to a permanent
organization ot the Hoard. At that hour the rep¬
resentatives 01 the press were waiting for the new
Commissioners, liut they had probably overslept
themselves in consequence of the Christmas cele¬
bration, and when they bad all put in an appear¬
ance aud were ready to hold.their first meeting It
was past one o'clock In the aiternoon.

ORGANIZATION OP TUB BOAKD.
The meeting wfts a very brief one. The first

thing done was to elect Mr. Bailey President, Mr.
Cox was then elected Secretary. Mr. Donnelly
was not elected to auy office, but seemed to bear
the misfortune with wonderful resignation.

Bailey alluded in a telling speech to the letter from
the Governor to the late Mayor, and to Mayor
Vance's letter of removal, setting forth the illegal
privileges enjoyed by Tweed.that he did not
wear the usual prison dress, that he occupied
quarters outside the prison, that be took his
meals at the Warden's residence, Ac..and gave it
as bis opinion that it was the duty
ot the new Board to give this mat¬
ter their grave consideration. He thought that
these induiKcnces must cease, being in violation
of the law and showing an undue discrimination
In the treatment of the prisoners In the Peniten¬
tiary. Messrs. Cox and Donneli.v agreed with Mr.
Bailey, and strict orders will now oe given to re¬
duce Tweed to the grade oi the ordinary criminal
in the i'enltentiary and to allow him no privi¬
leges whica are not grunted to his companions in
misfortune. There seemed to be the greatest feel¬
ing of unanimity in regard to this subject, every
one of the Commissioner* being evidently deter¬
mined to uphold tne law and the disciplinary rules
governing the prison, and not to relax the rigor
or prison lwe one jot in the case or William M.
Tweed.

THE EMPLOYES TO DE OVERHAULED.
The next subject which came beioiothc Board

was that ol the number of employes in the depart¬
ment, and It was suggested that the n> w Board
should have a complete list of tneir names, salaries,
the nature of tneir duties, Ac. This suggestion
was adopted.

THE QUESTION OP SUPPLIES
oeing taken up, it was agreed that important
changes would nave to be made in order to render
impossible the recurrence ol such "errors" as
caused the removal oi the old Commissioners.
Stringent rules will be adopted, by which the
purchase system will be placed bevond every pos-
sibilUy ol abuse, either in tne direction of dis¬
honesty or extravagance. In connection with this
subject it was also suggested to increase the la-
cilities lor storage on Ward's Island. Toe meeting
then adjourned.

BOARD OF ALDERMAN.

TEE BROOKLYN BRIDGE.A DISCUSSION ON THE
ONE MILLION DOLLAR APPROPRIATION.IS
THERE A JOB IN PROSPECT?
A regular meeting of the Board of Aldermen was

held yesterday, with President Fianagan in the
chair.
The resolution of condolence, passed by the

Assistant Aldermen in relation to the death of
their late associate, Henry A. Linden, received the
concurrence of the Board.
Some meiriment was created by members call-

lng for a report or the King Kalakaua reception
committee. Alderman Morris suggested that the
gentlemen should at least report progress. Alder¬
man Gllon stated that His Majesty expressed him¬
self very much pleased with the reception he had
received in New York. At two and a half o'clock
on Monday next he will visit the Mayor, and the
he^da of the different departments are notified to
be present.
Alderman Morris called attention to the nnm-

ber of champagne bottles which were disposed of
on the balcony of the hotel at the serenade. To
this Alderman Koch retorted by remarking that
if Mr. Morris was present more champagne would
have been disposed of.
Matters began to look seriouB, when Alderman

Billings pnt an end to the unseemly discussion by
inquiring whether it was a meeting of the Board
or a social gathering.

TDK BROOKLYN BRIDGE.
Alderman Cooper here called up the general

order in relation to the Brooklyn Bridge. This
order provides lor the payment by the city of
$1,000,01)0 lor the finishing of the bridge, and the
last clause directs the Comptroller to issue bonds
lor the amount. Alderman Cooper's motion was
to pass the tlrst part ol the resolution ana strike
out the clause in relation to tne comptroller.
Alderman Gllon ottered an amendment makingprovision lor the appropr.attou as spccilied in the

general order.
Alderman Cooper could not see any force in the

substitute. He had examined the law in relation
to the matter, aud lound that It was all right. A
majority of tne people of New York wanted the
bridge,,aud the time would come when tni« city
and Brooklyn would be Joined in one municipality.Then we would have a dozen bridges instead of
one.
Alderman Rellly wanted to know how much had

already been expended upon tne bridge.
Alderman uilou thought about $4,000,000 or

$0,000,000.
Alderman Rellly was told by a practical engineer

it had cost ten times that amount.
Alderman Koch tnougln there was do person

present who would give fifty cents lor a thousand
dollar bond of the bridge. Tne names 01 those
voting for the appropriation should be printed in
black and red, so that the people could know who
were in lavor of the swindle.

The motion to strike out the clauses as to direc¬
tions to tne Comptroller was then carried as fol-
lows:.
Yeas.Aldermen Flanagan, Cooper, Falconer,

Koch, Monheimer, Otienoorier aud Van Sc&aick.
Nays.Aldermen Billings, Gllon, Lysaght, Morris

and Keilly.
The resolution, as amended, was then carried.

g to 3.the three in the negative being Aldermen
Koch, Morris und otteudorler.
The legality ol this action is questioned by va-

rlous parties. A rule ot the Board exists that
where.a question comes up as to appropriation of
money It requires a two-thirds vote to pass. But
tne directory clause to the comptroller as to the
issuing 01 bonds being stricken out, it is claimed
tnat this matter does not come under the head of
appropriations aud a majority vote will answer
tne purpose. The Court will, no doubt, ultimately
have to pass upon It.
Alderman Morris contends that the money will

be expended for the use ol individuals and not in
any way applied to the building ol the bridge. in
proof of this position ne.citcs tne second section
01 an amendment ;o the act of lutiT, incorporating
tne Brooklyn Bridge Company and passed by the
last Legislature, as lollows:.
Whenever any private stockholder of the New York

Bridge Company shall give hisassent 10 this act by an
instrument in writing, signed and acknowledged byhim Hu as to entitle It lo be recorded, an<l (he same shall
be July recorded in the otttce ol tlie Registers ol the citv
and county ol New York and of the county ol Kings re¬
spectively" the director* 10 be appointed under the pro¬
visions ol this act. on behalf 01 the cities of Brooklyn
ami New York, are hereby authorized to purchase the
right ol any sucn private stockholder in tlie same coin-
| my. which right shall be determine.I by the amount
i>ai<i l>y each ol said stockholders, together with the in¬
terest 011 the same from the time ol payment, and to
provide lor the payment thereof upon such terms as
they may ue able to agree upon.
The Board adjourned alter the transaction of

other unimportant business.

BOARD OF ASSISTANT ALDERMEN.

This Board met at four o'clock yesterday, Presl.
dent Strack in the chair. Ttie resolution from the
Aldermen as to the Brooklyn bridge was handed
Iu for concurrence, but laid over under the rule.
Should ttie matter not pass both Boards oeiore

the 1st 01 January, It Is understood the constitu¬
tional amendments will preveut the appropria¬
tion. Hence the anxiety or those interested in
the undertaking.

FIRE DEPARTMENT TROUBLES.

PROBABLE HOMICIDE IN NEWARK.

A. GERMAN PRETZEL OF MORE CONSEQUENCE
THAN A LIFE.
