TBE CAKEfcK OF THE NEW MAYOR.
Although Mr. Wlckham has never held any

public position or been a candidate for any office,
be has always been identified with the democratic
party. In 18U3-4 he was a member of Tammirny
Hall General Committee, but being somownat independentIn his views tie left that organization
and rellnqnlsbc-d politics altogether. When the
universal cry of reform was raised he promptly
cauie to the front und became a leader of the
Apoiio Hall organization, being at the name tlrue a
very active member of the famous Committee of
Seventy. It is generally admitted that the completerout of the corrupt rinir was in a great measureattributable to the judgment and
ublllty he exhibited in the carrying oat
ol that never to be lorgotten campaign
against fraud. When the Committee of
Seventy nominated the late Mr. Ilavemeyer Mr.
Wickhain dissented, but was strong in his oppositionto the nomination of Mr. O'iii len by Apollo.
When both seemed inevitable he again retired.
Meauwtiile Tammany had been put*ged of its unwholesomeelements, und on invitation he
became a member on the General Committeeand Committee on Organization. So
far his <career has necn characterized o.v integrity
and an earnest desire to benefit the community.
He received his reward in November last, when,
by tiie voice of the people, he was elected to fill
the office of Chief Magistrate of New York. It may
be added that Mr. Wickhaui has always been engagedin active business; mat after haviug graduatedat a classical academy In Vermont he becameconnected with the Pacific Mall steamsnip
Company during its early organization, unu that
Horn 1859 to 1801 was Its agent in New York. In
I860 Mr. Wickham Joined tiie old Volunteer Ftre
Deuaruncnt und lor two years officiated as its
President. He was also an active member of the
Mercantile Library Association and for five years
was one of Its promlneut officers. Mr. Wickham's
grandfather came to this city irom Long Island in
i7uo mid iHjcamo one of the original lounders of
the New York Stocn Kxctiangc. 01 late Mr. Wlckhamlias been engaged in business in Maiden laue
with his lather, an esteemed ami well known mer-
cliant. Tlie Uuyor la torty-two years old.

TUK MAYOtt'S KKCKl'TION.
In view or the Mayor's arrival at the City Hall a

dense throng assembled In the vicinity of that
classic building. The comments 01 the crowd were
suggestive; lor, with that disinterestedness which
some aspiring mortals display when speaking ol
the powers that be, showers or commendation tell
upon the unconscious anoulders or the coming
man. It was about ten minutes to twelve o'cloclc
when Mayor Vance ascended with ulacrity the
steps or the City Hall. He awaited with pleasurableanxiety the last stroke of the old clock, proclaimingthat his brier but brilliant reign had
cc.ised, and hurried to the civic chair to welcome
the people's choice and say,

Le Malre eat mort; Vivo le Malre.
He had not long been cogitating on the cares of
office or the dangers of the stormy sea
upon wlilcn for a time he had been cast,
and, lnoeed, conld hardly have had time
to congratulate himself upon the skilful
way in which he had guided the mnnlcipal
ship when the new helmsman, iresh and Cull or
conlidence, api>eared upon deck. There was no
formality. Immediately upon the arrival or Mr.
Wtckhaiu he was most courteously received by
Mayor Vance. The two gentlemen retired to the
Mayor's office, wnen Mr. Wicknam was installed
as the Cluer Magistrate ol the city. This done,
Mayor Wickham, accompanied by Mr. Vance, proceededto the Governor's room to hold the reception.
A large assemblage was in attendance to pay

tribute or respect to the new Mayor, lndee.1, the
throug was denser than on. nianv a previous inaugurationday, and so, when Mayor Wickham
and Mr. Vance, accompanied by City Marshal Joel
O. Stevens, ascended the steps leading to the Governor'sroom Captain Leary and his force from the
city Hall had enough to do to make the passage
dear. But there was no confusion. Mayor Wickham,Mr. Vance and the City Marshal promptly
took a Dosulon at the head of the antiquated
chamber, and Captain Leary, having arranged tnat
all should pass in ludian Die, the reception commenced.As each visitor appeared he was presentedto the Mayor ana Mr. Vance by City MarshalStevens, and then went down anil out.
Thousands thus paid hurried compliments
to the new (Jhier Magistrate, who
in turn was genial and modest, yet
dignified and trracefol. At hall-past twelve o'clock
the stream poured awluly in. All classes were
represented, irom the princely merchant to the
toiling workman, and all were welcomed with
true earnestness and friendly reeling.
Tnc heads of departments wore earnest in attendance,including Sheriff Conner, Commissioner

Van N'ort, Commissioner (ireen. Coun:y Clerk
Waish, i ne Commissioners ol l'olice ana cue Commissioners01 fcxcise. Then tlie old and new Aldermenpar in an appearance, amoug ttiem being
Aldermen Lysat<tu, Morris, Flanagan, Van SchaicK
ana others. Then came many members of Assembly,including Messrs. Daly, Costigan, Nicholas
Muller, and, in tact, nearly all the representativesirom the city. The Tax Commission was
represented by Mr. Wheeler. Tuere were also
present Postmaster James, Ifolessor Ulaubenskiee,Judye C. M. Clancy, Colonel Dunlap, Mr. c.
U. O'Conuell, Augustus Sciieii and a host of privatecltizcus. But it would be idle to endeavor to
give atiengtn one titlie ol Hie names wuicii rang
upon the ears 01 the Mayor. Tno Bench, the Bar,
and, indeed, all the professions, as well as tlie
mercantile interest of tlie city, were largely and
prominently represented, wlille politics seemed to
nave little to do with the character ol the reception.it was altogether one 01 the most harmonious
social events, blending, as it did, every element
that could contribute to its success, that ever
marked the inaugural of a clnei executive officer
of New ) ork. And if Mayor Wlckhain and his able
marshal underwent a trying ordeal the reward
must be lound in the thousand hopeiui expressionswhich the occasion gave rise to. After all, it
was a gratifying spectacle.the demucrat and the
republican standing side by side and alike receivingthe friendly greetings of their fellow citizens.
The reception closed at one o'clock, waen Mayor
Wlckham proceeded to his office, where he remainedcloseted with ex-Mayor Vance lor some
time, bein* afterward visiteu by several prominentofficials. Mayor Wickiiam did hot transact
any public onstness yesterday, bat will formally
enter on his duties to-day.

BOUND TO BE ALDERMEN ANYHOW.

There was to have been a meeting of the defunct
Board of Assistant Aldermen yesterday afternoon
for the purpose ol reorganizing, resolutions havingbeen previously passed to the effect that the
law legislating them out of office was unconstitutional,but lor some reason few of them pat in an
appearance at the appointed time. Assistant AldermanBealy, who had beeu selected as the presidingofficer, promDtly took the chair, which he
occupied for a considerable time in patient expectation.Assistant Alderman Cumisky and one or
two other members ol the Board were present, bat
there was not a sufnclent number to make up a
quorum, so an adjournment was declared in oruer.Hut there were otners in the world who take
an interest in the affairs of the city besides the
gentlemen reterrcd to, for it will be remembered
that Me«sra. Toner and Demurest, thoroughly believingthat the abolition of the Board waa an Illegalact, ran lor office some time ago, and there
being no formidable opposition to either of them,
they themselves beiug the only candidates, both
were apparently elected, so they insisted upon
being sworn In. The happy brace of statesmen
organized themselves yesterday into a body ol the
whole, as It were, and their subsequent operationsarc best explained in the following epistle

SKATING ON CENTRAL PARK.

In the grim, gray light of the early dawn yesterdaythe Central Park wore anything but a cheerfulaspect. The walks and bypaths were deserted,
the shrubbery barren and robbed of its verdure,
and the trees, with their leafless branches, stood
out against a sky ol ashen hue, mere skeletons of
their former glory. The north wind sobbod and
moauea as it hurried along as though mourning
tor something it had lost; the Mall, which in the
golden summer time Is the chief pride and beauty
of tho l'ark, was wrapped In the snow which yet
remains from tlie last snow storm, and it seemed
as if the old year, upon its deathbed and before
being hurried "into the infinite azure of the past,"
had dropped its shroud upon that ere while
emerald carpet.
But there is a brighter side to the picture than

this, lor when the sun was high up in the heavcus,
and when on the cars which run along the various
aveuues was put out the Elgual which Indicated
that the ball was up and there was skating in the
Park, all was changed.
At tlrst they camc Dy twos and threes, but by

noon an apparently never-ending stream of humanitythronged the paths leading to the Lake,
and so it continued ali day. The youthful portion
of the community were In a large majority, with
a lair representation ol men, boys ol a larger
growth and a sprinkling or the {air sex to relieve
the monotony.
The ice was In excellent condition, only one or

two ol the "daDKer" signs belnir deemed necessary,anu during the day at least M,uuu people
availed themselves 01 the opportunity or cutting
Humes on the Ice. Sorry enough figures many ol
them cut, too, lor the white patches on their
backs told plainly enough that in an attempt to
-grind the bar backward" or to "spread the
eagle" their leet had flown from uuder them, and
Instead ol spreading the eagle tliey had spread
themselves.on the ice. The people in charge of
the loaning or skates could scarcely supply the
sudden and unprecedented demand mauc upon
them, and a long line ol Impatient and ardent
lovers o/ the sport, anxious to be on the Ice, were
constantly In waning. An arm.v 01 would-tie publicservants besieged and Importuned each flesh
arrival with "Have your skates put on only live
cents," and even at this moderate lee the youngstersreaped a rich harvest.
At the refreshment booths, at which "hot lemonade"aud "hot sherry" anything but hot were

ladled out, a lively business was done, ana, judgingfrom the number or times which many of the
visitors repeated, It u fortunate nothing stronger
was sold.
The day abounded In those scenes and Incidents

which invariably occur on a crowded skating
pond. A troop of merry children are hauling
papa or mamma tn a chair on runuers. An exquisiteswell, with skating cap and sealskin
gloves, a natty cane in his hand, comes sailing
along. The eyes ol his dulcinea, who is standing
on the bank, are upon him, and he is anxious to
make an impression. He lias not seen the party,
or else has miscalculated the dlsiauce, lor suddenlya collision occurs, ilis fleet fly up and his head
goes down, and he is lnstautly aw are that somethinghas dropped. He inwardly curses the rates
which placed him In such a ridiculous position and
at such au inopportune moment; therefore ho
takes a solemn oath never to get caught la sucli a
scrape atraiu.
The new beginner was there, confident before

his SKat.es weie on that he would orcate a seusa-
tion as soon as he got on the ice, and he suo
ceeded, lor lie experienced several very peculiar
sensation* as well.
As the sun went down many of the skaters went

home, but they were not missed, lor their places
were quickly flUed by the uew arrivals. The pond
was brilliantly lighted up alter dark, the immense
reilectors making it light enough to see well, even
to the nooks anu windings which abound on the
remote edges. It was a scene or animation and
inerrlmeui seldom witnessed on tho pond in the
skating season. Tho lights were extinguished
shortly after eleven o'clock, but It was midnight
beiore the sounds of mirth and laughter which
rung out in the cola, clear air were hushed. The
ponds were to have been swept and scraped last
night and those portions which needed It flooded,
so as to have uew ice formed lor to-day.

Munich. Dec. 3. 1874.
The appearance of a new opera in Germany upon

any of the great court stages Is sure to cause considerableexcitement and Interest. Operatic Ufo
in Germany Has or lute years become a sort or
musical warfare, especially since Ricnara \Vagneir
came in with his graml revolutionary ideas and
gave a new direction to German operatic art,
Though Wagner ha* founded no true school of disclples,his intluence is undoubtedly paramount in
Germany; but those modern composers who have
so lar endeavored to loliow the path he cut out
have proved to be simply Imitators.that
is, they have copied hla method withoutunuerstaudtng his principles. Verr recentlyW'eudeUu Weissheimer, Kapellmeister
In Cassel, made an attempt in bis
Theodore Koemer" to produce an opera In ttie

Wagnerian manner, out thereby he deprived himselfof all originality, and Wagner stands, so rar,
with hla style, alone and unapproachable. Nevertheless,his grand harmonic structures have an

influence upon modern German composers as far
reaching as had the music of Haydn, Mozart, Beethovenand Weber upon their contemporaries.

A NEW GHHMAN Ol'KRA COMPOSER.
We see this influence very plaiuly in the works

of a German composer, whose two operas, "The
Haitieschacnt" and "The lleir of Motley," have
within a lew months, gained considerable reputa
tion in Germany. Not that Franz von Qolsteir
can compete with Wagner in the slightest dc
gree, bat he has produced operas whica
have a thoroughly German character,
anrl llfc« the Wiurnerlnn eren.tlnrm_ lire

set to music throughout, and are carried along
smoothly without tue aid ol the annoying dialogue
by which nearly all pre-YVatfuerian and French
operatic composers nave usually helped themselvesout. Uoisteln's first opera, the "Hideseiiacht,"is Immensely popular In some ol the
provincial towns. In Kranklort it has been kept
in the repertoire for several weeks In succession,
while in Munich It was withdrawn after a lew
performances. The composer, who writes his own
texts, found a very attractive subject lor his
opera, taken from an old Northern legend.a subjectwhich haa attracted sach poets as

Hoffmann, Oehleuschl&ger, KOckert and others.
I need not enter into a description of
this opera, since it has been beiore the public now
lor some years. Holsteln shows himself in this
first work as possessing thorough technical
knowledge of music, but still lacking originality,
wavering between the hyper-progressive direction
of Wagner and the more conservative tendency of
Spohr and his epigones. "Tiie Ileir of Morley" la
generally admitted to be an improvement on "the
Haldcsonacht," still showing the same lack oj
originality, but deserving the esteem of musicians
ana opera goers, lloisieiu's lite ami mttflioal developmentIs exceedingly interesting, the story of
whicn may serve aa an encouragement to joung
composers.

A lll'SICAL SOLDIER.
Franz von Holstein is a disciple of Morltz Ilaapt-

nmun, vrnose instruction lie enjo>eu irom me ju.ir
180>oon. lie was born in Brunswick on tne 10U1
or February, 18-iO. His father was an officer In tuo
ducal army, and Intended tuai his sou should
follow the military prolession. Youn;{ Fran/, wad
bora with a love 61 music ; Ue visited ttie theui-ro
and opera of lus native city; played the piano
u lutle; and at the ago of lourteen begun to concoctan opera. When flrteen years old he entered
the cadet corps at Bruuswlck. In 1845 he became
an oilicer. During Iub cadetsiup he had written a
small opera entitled "Two Nights in Venice,"
which was poriormed by his friends at family gatherings.Then he removed to Leipsic, when he determine^to take instruction iu piano and in musicalcomposition. But the 1848 trouble and the
bchleswig-Uoistelu campaign took him away from
Ins studies, though during his military experiences
at that time he was working on a large live act
opera, the text of winch he had got irom Walter
fccoti's "YVaverley." In 1802, then adjutaut oi a
battalion of landwelir, he was sent to Leese n, la
the llartz Mountains, where ho fouud suillcient
leisure to work on his opera, and came to
the determination oi devoting hi- uie entirely
to music, tie asked permission irom his lather
to renounce the military career, which was prom*
lsea on the condition that ne should firm nave
the judgment of sumo good musical composer as
to his talent, and If he were Justified lu taking
the step proposed. So a selection was made.
Morttz llauptmanu was to decide upon the youug
ottcer's musical abilities. Uolsteln took his big
purutur to Hauptmann. who promised to give it
carelui study and to give impartial Judgment,
ilauptmanu's opinion was favorable to tne young
man's wishes. In 1853 Uolstem received an honorabledischarge irom the military and went to
Leipsic, where, at Hauptmann's suggestion he was
received iu the Conservatory of uuslo. Besides
his theoretical and technical studies he composed
Wi.lle there some quartets, a concert overture. Ac.
In the lollowing year he returned 10 lus native city;
in 1850 he took up his residence at Leipsic. In the
following years he suffered greatly from 111 health,
writing nochlng except concert music; and It was
only alter he had reached his lortleth year, when
hiB health was restored, that he interested himselfagain for dramatic music. The Urst fruit of
this renewed activity was the opera "Halilescnacht,"which was llrst pcrlormed at Dresden iu
1808. This work belongs now to sixteen German
theatres. His second opera, "The Heir of Morley,"was first performed at Lclpsic on the 23tl of
January. 187-J, then at Weimar in April, 1874, and
at Munich nrst a lew weeks ago.

THK NEW OPEKA.
"The Heir of Mortoy" promises to become popularin Germany, although the subject or the opera

Is poorly chosen and the music composed inmost
entirely oi reminiscences. The action ot the
drama takes place a few years alter
the taktug ol Gibraltar by the English.
The persous of the opera are:.Lady Sarah
Morley, Kveline, her granddaughter ^respectively
mother and daughter of the late Lord Morley) ;

Then Lydia and Evollne sing together awiiiie,
when, suddenly, the form oi a handsome youug
naval officer (ciad in a red coat) appears outside
the park railings. He sees the two vouug ladies,
