FAINT HOPE OF A COMPROMISE

Summary of the Frauds Alleged Against the
Returning Board.

NEw ORLEANS, Jan. 8, 1875

The proposed compromise telezraphed yester-
day is now sald to have been based upon a private
understanding, by which Antoine, the Lisutenant
Governor, and Brown, the Superintendent of Pub-
lie Education, both colored, were to give way to
Penn and Lusher, and the Kellogg governmens
then recognized. There 18 at present but little
prospact of 1ts belng effected. The entire forces of
the White League were this morning secretly or-
dered to meet at their respective Armories on
Monday morning, at six o’clock *sharp,” wilh
twenty-five rounds of ammunition aoa twenty;
four houra' rations.

GUARDING AGAINST INSURRECTION. .

From authentie sources 1 learu the lollowing to
be the radical programme for to-morrow :—In ad-
dition to the federal forces stationed ouiside Lhe
State House it will be garrisoned by a strong
force of police and Staie militia, under command
of General Hugh J. Campbell. None will be al-
lowed to enter except the membera regularly re-
turned by the Board., Skould any other partles
force or secure admission they will be immedi-
ately arrested and held In custody.

For thid reason the Begiatrar—a rudicul—
retused to receive tue returns. Legal proceedings.
were gecordiugly lusticuted by the people agalnse
the clerk of the Court who had the woxes i
charge and refused to surrcnder them. He was
removed by wne District Judge, and another clerk
appointed. The newmappoluiee opened the boxes
and transmitted the missing Lsts directly to the
Board, Tne Board reiused to receive them, re-
tused to consider the recurus, apd persisied im
giving tne election to tne radical candidaies.

OTHER PARISHES i

Similar treatment was meted out to other par-
1shes.  In fact, 1 cannot recall at present tue many
shifts, tricks and subtertuges resorted w by the
Board 1o attempting so defrand the people of their
rights. Tneir rolings were in all Instances of the
most arbitrary, passionate and partial character.
Tnelr proceedings were invariably conducsed in
secret session and pusned through the open ses-
8lon #8 & mere legal formallty. As a general rule
straugers and unscrupulous tisans had been
sent to the various parishes as registrara, who, \g-
norant of the peopie and localities, placed every
possible obstacle 10 the wuy o & ialr ¢leotion.

THE BOARD'S PROCEEDINGH.

I hecame, earg in_the sesslon of the Returning
Board, disgusted with the overbesaring character
ol s ruhings and the harshness of tis deciaions,
1 stood to ita duties na long as I could, but was
finally forced to resign out ol sheer sell-respect.
It became thoronglly unbesrabie, 1t being
abt all umes palpably thas sheir di-
rect and sole object was not to couut the
actual vote of the people, but to count in the
radical candidates. Tiois 1act niust also have been
equally apparent to every impartial visitor to 1ta
gessions. The whole proceeaing wnLlu short, &
bold, barefaced cheat, intended to rob the pa%e
of their election, and, as such, 1 have no besitstion
in characterizing It of the protested
parishes were consdered after my resignation,
