OF THE RELATIONS OF OCR GOVERNMENT
WITH SPAIN.THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE

Washington, Jan. 4, 1875.
Tbe change In the Spanish government naturallyoccaslona comment aa to what course our

government will purane concerning It, and alreadythere la much speculation connected
wltfl the unsettled questions between the United
States and Spain, involving those growing out
or the Virginias affair. The mere fact
that the Prealdent and Secretary Fish may, in
common with all other public men and the citizensgenerally, have recently conversed upon the
subject of the change or government, certainly
doea not justiry tbe assertion that a more

vigorous policy than heretofore will characterizetbe Executive, or that these gentlemen
are not In accord relative to the
Cuban and kindred questions. Both these gentlemenare Known to be or tbe same opinion respectingthem, the Secretary always reflecting tbe

I) views of tbe Prealdent in his official communications.It may, tbereiore, be saielj stated that there
la no divergence or views between them. It la
known tnat our government has, Irom time
to time, plainly set forth to Spain the
cnaracter or our grievances and the measure or
redreaa, but Spain has oltentimes in reply pre.
entMi aa an excuse for non-aouon tbe unsettled

eoiMimon of that country, ana may do so again,
now tbat a change of government has
taken place. It cannot, of course, be
stated precisely what our government will 1

or will not do In the present state
of affair*, as but little la actually mown bere or
tbe condition of things In Spain beyond the generalfact tbat the monarohy has been restored and
Alfonso declared king, and this with the apparentacquiescence of tbe people. As be
has not yet reached tbe territory of
Spain, It would not be In accordance with
tbe diplomatic usages known to independent nationsto deal at present with tbe Important question*at Issue between tbe two countries In anticipationor events In Spain. There 1* no doubt,
however, that our government will not be less
nrgent now than in the past for a settlement or tbe
pending questions so closely affecting tbe interests
or the United State*. Tie negotiations which
were commenced with the late government will
continue. Tbe Prealdent in his annual Message
sarn:."An early settlement, in part at least,
or tbe questions between the two government*waa hoped. in the mean*

time, awaiting the resulta or immediate
pending negotiations, be deferred a further and
fuller communication on the subject or the relationsof this country and Spain. Should the resultanot be ravorable. Congress, to whom the In-
formation will be transmitted, mar take such actionaa toe Interests of the United States require."

It has been ascertained from an altogether
credible source that there was no modification of
that part of the Message In relation to Spanish
affairs previous to the transmission of the documentto Congress.

Advices from Washington, from repnbllcnn

sources, assert emphatically that Brooks will be 1
recognised bj Congress and will be Installed as
Governor within thirty days.

O. H. Garland, [J. M. Rose and Gordon N. Geary a
finance committee, to dispose of the $2,500,000 in
bonds provided for In the bill recently passed to
raise funds to rnn the state government.

Arter we had
ridden some distance I told him if be and his men
ittemptedtogo Into the city all would be'killed.

I had not proceeded far before ho overtook me,

ind accompanlcd me to near Point Lookout, when

THE FIRST FIRING.
Charles E. Furlong was the next witness, and

itn positive the negroes fired first; I was armed

litizens that <iay was Irrespective of partv; about
00 ex-federal soldiers were in the ranks; politics
lad nothing to do with it; of my personal knowitdgeI know or no oflQclal corruption.

TESTIMONY OP A LEADKK OK TUK NEGROES.
Andrew Owens, colored, a large man, with an

inn lstakeable trace or Indian blood, and the
eader of the negroes on the Baldwin Ferry road,
vas the next witness.
To General Huribut.Live twelve miles east of

Hcksburg. on the Lanier place, on the Baldwin
'erryroad; came in ou that road the dav of the
lght, with about 120men Irom Big Block Bottom:
ve started about daybreak; alter the meeting at
:he hickory tree Sheriff Crosby told me hlmsell to
wme In on Monday; my orders wore to come
irmed; he had sent out some letters and oills;
ny orders were verbal and were given to
US at Montgomery's colored men's store in Vicksjurgoh the Saturday before; Crosby did not state
why he wanted us to come; only knew of one writsenorder; that was to John Taylor, a leading col>redman, on the Hall's Ferry road; I aid not read
it; cannot read; when we started thought the nejroeaol the country generally understood it as we
Ud; 1 have no military rank; 1 did not organize
my men; only half were then armed aud they with
)ld muskets,- shotguns and pistols.
So tnen detailed the meeting with Dr. Hunt,
ch differed very Ilftie from his lormer statement:also his Interview with colonel Miller, just)ut8lde the city, which substantially agreed with

jolonel Miller's statement.
FIRED UPON IN RXTREAT.

Witness continued.1 came to toe Court House,
irhere 1 saw Crosby and asked blm what to do;
Crosby said, "Disband your men and go home;" I
laid 'All right;" 1 went back and asked Colonel
Hlller to set some cavalry outoi my rear, wtiicn
tp dld;I then told my men to go home; when
;hey 'got on the bridge the citizens beraufiring, aud the men wanted to lorm
n line; I told them no; the firing was
itlll kept up, and some or my meu
ormed into line, when I drew my revolver and
orced them to go on; I soon saw one of my men
all; 1 then jumped into a ditch, where I was caplured;had then fallen back three-fourths of a
nile; I think the firing was begun by mounted
lien; If my men ever tired 1 did not know It;
:he firing only lasted ten minutes; John
(earner captured me, and told tne others
lot to hnrt me; saw only three dead men;
nras put In jail and kept ten days;
noved on Ylcksburg because 1 was ordered by
jrosby: didn't have time to study it over; never
leard there was to be any violence or robberr;
iad neard of the trouble about Crosby; ne never
:oid me what be wanted us to do; said it did not
nake any dliTereuce and that 'there was no
lauger in coming; the order to Taylor was written;the Kev. Tom Perkins was to nave carried it,
jut had gone home; heard Crosby's order read
it Hickory Tree; tnought tne otners weie
coming on different roads, but had no communicationwith them; didn't kuow halt ot the men
that came with me: while in jail 1 was allowed to
tee any one 1 wished; no propositions were made
to me to implicate any one.

The scene of the uproar
was the reading room ot the Bolton House.

TUB KESOKT TO HOSTILITIES.
Samuel Josephs, ever since the Incipient stages

of the campaign, has been the warm and earnest
advocate o( Mr. MoUowen In his efforts to secure
the Clerkship or the House. Furey, on the other
hand, has been the bitter antagonist of McGowen
lor the offl e, and hence, by virtue or this simple
antagonism, Josephs' sworn enemy and foe. For
many weeks past considerable reeling has
existed among the country members against Mr.
McGowen, they claiming that Josephs was endeavoringto secure his election at the instigationand direction or tne "ring." However this
may be, all politicians at present here, no matter
to which party they may chance to belong, are
aware that, within the past rew days, uumbers of
"rounders," well Known In Philadelphia, have arrivedat Harrisburg, and have been secretly lurk-
lng aronnd the State Capitol. It Is stated that
they came with the sole Intent or
Intimidating all democrats who would
venture to oppose McGowen, Samuel
Josephs' bosom mend and pet candidate. At
noon to-day your correspondent saw a gang or
roughs attack one or McGowen's strongest Philadelphiaantagonists, and a general row was only

a steady, unvarying expression of sweetness and
Interest. We do not know of a lace ou
our stage that can be regarded aa more
beautltul than that of Mrs. Kousby. Her
manner is natural, so free from stage graces as to
be almost awkward. Her voice is sou and low,
without oompass, lacking tragic power or any of
those electric bursts 01 Charlotte cusliman. But
It is very sweet, and in the low tones lias a grace,
a charm, a tenderness, that becomes inexpressiblygrateiul as tne play goes on.
The main feature of her acting is her
nalvetf.her ingenuous, artless manner.the
conscious dignity 01 the Princess constantly strugglingwith the strong natural instinct of the
woman. Then what Mrs. Kousby means to do sue
does. She acts her part with ner whole Heart and
soul. Her love scenes with Devonshire were lull
of naturo and ieeltng, passionate feeling for the
man sne loved and in whose arms her womanhood
found her throne. In the scene with
Gardiner, where the warrant for lier
execution Is read, and where her imagination,morbidly affected by the gloomy
inHuences ot the tower and the memory of her
mother, who was dragged to the block, gives wav
in a burst of lear and terror, she showed great
power, and so Impressed the audience that she
was three times called beiore the curtain. The
closing scene, wnere, torn witn sorrow on learn-
ing of her lover's death, she is hailed Queen, was
not so effective, and, were it not for the necessity
of the narrative and tne scenic value of the
tableau. It would be well to close tne play with
the fourth act, lor this is the natural
climax of her acting. Altogether, wuile in Miss
Cushman and perhaps other ladles we have
actresses with more genius than Mrs. Kousby, wo
have none more natural and pleasing. She occupiesa uuique position on the stage. She is not
brilliant. Mie does not startle with sudden bursts
ol electric genius. You are not swept along, as it
were, in tides 01 passion and sympathy. You do
not teel that yon are under tho spell of a Klstorl or
i Kachei. But she is a finished, beautiiul, sincere,
hign-guted, even actress, wnose performance,
taken as a whole, is iuil of profit and merit, as a
lamous painter onoe said:."Kaphael is a greater
painter than Claude, but there will be many
Raphaels beiore we have another Claude." We
