Thers 18 a good deal of excitement to-day in
Havans, it baving been announced on Decem-
ber 31, at the palace, that Don Alfonso had been
prociaimed King of Spain.

CONCHA PROCLAIMS THE ROYALTY—THE FLAG WITH
THE CROWN HOISTED.

On Thursday la=t, at nine A, M., the despaich
was recelved by General Concha Informing him
that the army in Spain had declared lor Don Al-
fonso to be King of the Spanlards. A decree was
jssued by General Coucha to the army and navy,
al one o'ciotk, Informing them that Spain’ was
agsin & monarcny, ander Don Allonso, and order-
1ng a beso manos (reception) lor the oMcers of the
&rmy and navy to take piace at the palace at tour
o'clock. At the nour appointed about 2,000 of.
cers of all grades, together with some 5,000 civile
{ins, essembled at the palave, and, amid the roar
of cannon 1rom Fort Cabafios and the frigates Ge-
rona and Araplles,

THE CEREMONY OF FRESENTATION
proceeded by passing in jront ol General Concha,
and ralsing thelr hats to a representation of the
crown of Spain.

THE FLAG OF BOYALTY.

The Spanigh Nag, with the crown In the centrs,
was immedistely holaled from all publie bulldings
and the uaval vesselsdn the harbor, and also from
eeveral private redldences. In the evemng all the
principal streets were canopled with Spanish

flags containing the crown, and the houses wrre
illuminated.
