In
conversation to-day with various people he expressedhimself as abundantly pleased with the
result of events in New Orleans. His policy there,

rlRluty than berore, as was evidenced to Mm in
the positive attitude or the republicans In the
Senate, which highly pleased him. Be saw by tbls
that any differences of opinion wbloh had prevailedbefore have been set aside, and he could
now, he thought, count npon an undivided sup*
port.

NO TEMPORIZING POLICT.
Ee was determined that there snould be no weak,

temporizing policy hereatter. The most vigorous
measures woald be adopted and carried oat, and
that to the last extreme, to secure absolute peace
and tranquillity In the South. He was determined
to establish law and order. He would establish
the legally clected government of Louisiana, and
It should not be interrupted by violence or insubordination.As for Sheridan's despatch he sustninedit unqualifiedly. lie had no lault to find
with It. On the contrary, It gave him great satisfaction.
MIL1TART USURPATION TO B« REPEATED IN ARKANSAS.

military power. It Is an unwarrantable and amgerousdeparture Iroin the organic law upon
which our republican government Is founded.
Tills Is a matter to be looked upon Irom no Motionalstandpoint, bat entirely in a national
light. There is but one grave fact staring
ui in Hie face, and that ti cmnracod in
three words, "unwarrantable usurpation ol power."The false step taken by President Grant and
Sberidau lias no precedent in tne history of our

government, .stieridan attempted to ere.ite the
same sort of devilment in Loulsiaua when I w«a

President, but I at once cat short bis untoward,
unwise and reckless proceeding by peremptorily
removing him. Ur order August 24. 1867* from New

9
Orleans to Port Lsavenworth, and turned bis ooan
mand orcr to Oenaral Hancock, who, on assuming
command, lrsued a proclamation or paper wbleh
was satisfactory to the whrle country, properly
setting forth that the mllttary was subservient to
the cm! law, all of which was a direct opposition
lo bbendan's policy.

GENERAL HANCOCK'S F0LI0T
won the respect of the people, and with the de«
parrure of Sheridan all agitation ceased and peace
reianed. It was about the removal of Sheridan
that General Grant and myself had a warm controversy,in which it was believed by the whole
country that I (jot the better of him. My Cabinet
were astounded at mv determination to remove
Sneridan In tho face of his then existing
military reputation. Some or them thought It
would never do to take such stand. The Cabinet
*as iilvlded on the proposition, but I told them
that if it turi,ed the government upside down
Sheridan nor any other general should usurp the
civil authority and trample it Ignomlnlously under
loot. There Is a parallel ca-e to that which baa
just occurred In Loulsiaua. It happened in Ten*
nessoe in July, ISflfi.

WHAT HATTENED IS TENNESSEE.
".Many of tho members of the Legislature here

had absented themselves. General Holmes was
Induced to make application to General Grant for
authority to aid in organizing the Legislature,
which was refused. I bad no authority or
power whatever to interfere, the State baringexclusive jurisdiction over the matter, that to
