THE RBSOLCTIOS.

To-dar, tn violation of law and deflunc* of tie
acred rigtin guaranteed by the constitution of
the United States, an armed band of men, under
the so-called authority of the ('resident, have out-
raged the lawn and trampled upon the rights acd
privileges of the people of a sovereign State.
Tlie Legislature or the State of Louisiana, lawfully
ohoMD by the people, peaceably assembled at (lie
time and in the place designated by law and for
the discharge of the duties incumbont upon
them by the laws of that Mate, when
a general of the arm* ol the I'ntted States entered
the hall and demanded, under instructions from
his superior officers, tnat certain of the members
tbere rightfully assembled should leave the hall.
In the presence of a superior force of armed men

they entered their solemn protest against this
ntrageous infraction 01 their rictus and obeyed.
Mow, tnerelore. we, the Democratic General Committeeof Tammany Mall, desire to enter our

aolernn and earnest protest against Hits outjami n,,rrinr vininttnn nf law. helievinif
ttie words oi Governor McEnery, "that such action
Is subversive or the republican institutions or this
free coantry." We denounce ttie language of that
partisan general (I*. U. Sheridan) who despite
the unanimous pro ten", of the clergy, the
entire busluess interests of that State, as

represented by the Board of Underwriters
and the Board or Trade, tno representative people
ol other States temporarily residents of that city,
termed and denounced a tree people, in tne exerciseof their most sacred right, "assassins and
banditti." We tender the people or that state our
entire sympatny ; and we pledge them our earnest
co-operation in measares that will lawfully and
thoroughly free them from the terrible bondage
With which they are afflicted.
At the coftclusion of the readrog of the above by

the secretary there was a striking manifestation
of earnest ana determined applause. The chairmanstated that thj resolution was before the
committee lor debate, but. no speech was volua-
teered. The resolution was then put, and a anan-

lmous and demonstrative "aye" was given by Hit
audience that, despite olthe heavy storm, crowded
very part of the room.

A SOUTHERNER'S VIEWS.

Judge W. J. Cahoon, or Louisiana, who is now
n a visit to this city, was yesterday visited by a

OBITUARY.

VWTr.TYlCTtTmC WTTX.IAM- ELECTOR OV HEfiffB.

A cable report from Berlin, under date of yesterday,the 7tu lnst., announces tbe death of FrederickWilliam, Elector or Ilesse. The Elector and
Landegrave of Hesse, Frederick William, was born
on the 20th of August, in the year 1802. He was,
consequently, seventy-two years of age at tbe
time of his decease.fire years younger than Kaiser
William, with whom he has witnessed many Importantchanges in the governments of Europe,
and shared the excitements of some of the most
stirring phases in the history of Prussia. Having
served as co-regent in tbe Electorate of Hesse he
succeeded to lull power on tne 20th November. 1847.
The Elector contracted a morganatic marriage

with Gertrude Fulkensieln, created Princess de
Hanau and Countess de Bcbumbcurg in the year
1831; but was again married to a Princess of the
royal house ot Prussia. The first natuea lady was
the divorced wife of a Prussian oitlcer. He had
many children born to nim. He descended iu a
dlrcc', line Jrom Henry I., tbe common ancestor of
the three families of Hesse. His successor la
Prince Frederick, one of bis cousins. The Elector
distinguished himself by bis reactionary ardor in
io49, during tbe Ministry of the notorious Haasenppfug.Tbe country of tbe Electorate or Hesse
was invaded by the Prussian troops in tbe
mouth ol June, 18S6. Bismarck men suspectingthat tbe Elector was endeavor*
lust to stand on the "fence" with LIesse
between Prussia and Austria. Tun English
people approved of the act at the moment. The
Berlin correspondent or the London Tlmta, writ*
Ins on the 17th of June, 1806, said:."In# Electorateor Hesse lias been invaded on acconnt or
its sovereign having made no answer at all to the
Prussian summons. The Elector was packing up
111* {ilato and preparing to leave lor Frankfort,
out the people showed that tlicv did not intend to
lei him oft quite so easily. Crowds assembled,
raising revolutionary ci les, and vowing they would
make nim share in the sunerlnsrs he had entailed
upon mem by meddling wim the war. This 17th
oi June may prove to be the last day of his reign.
I'riuce Frederick William of Hesse-Casael, his
nephew and heir presumptive, was yester!day summoned to Bordn and off"red tne
regcncy ol the Electorate, after the
anticipated flight or expulsion of his royal
uncle. The Prince, Whose wile is a sister of
Prince Frederick Charles of Prussia, the Commanner-in-cniel in Saxony, Is said to have asisentvd, and as the peopie oi Hesse-Cas^el are snre
to welcome to the throne any successor of tne
despicable tyrant now trembling in his paiace, the
change of sovereign contemplated by Count ills*
marck 1» likely to lake place within a lew days.
Ti;c old Elector, whose character is u moral
enormity In this nineteenth century of ours, has
not only violated lor years every clause of the
constitution he had taken the oath to observe,
tint by the crying immorality o; his lamily life becomethe horror and abomination or all liermany.
Some six years ano Count Bernstorff. then PrussianMinister or foreign Affairs, compelled him to
restore the constitution, which at that time he
uau prcMiiuuii iu o'iuipii auu|tui iter. lie

yielded to force, recognized the charter
airesh, but, being by the change of
government In this country allowed to
uidulge bis evli propensities once more, took
his revenue In a way unprecedented In the annals
even of German royalty. He struck, If not for
wages, at leant lor absolutism. tor >ear# past-he
has neither sanctioned any oi the laws proposed
by his Chamber nor allowed Ills government to Introduceau.v bills. Wnile thus endeavoring to ruiu
his subjects, whom lie bitteriy hates tor itavlng
repeatedly restrained his Innate depravity, he was
known to beat ins wlie and servsnts. and In a
number o) well authenticated instances to have
been subjected to acts of letributive justice by his
Impatient victims. Nay, the very streets of Cansel
and l-'ranKiort have winet^fd personal encounters
between the stammering, squinting holder of arbitrarypower and his subjects, who, by the
combined pressure of Austria, Pru-sia and
the l$und, were prevented 'rom ousting him
from his dominions. How he came by his
wile, a morganatic lady, and how he behaved to
his latiier and hi* sous, and now his sous requited
his many acts of paternal leuderni ss I wnl not
here detail. StMTloe it to say that his Court has
been a standing scandal In tins part 01 the world;
that both he and Ms have long been cut off from
all Intercourse with their equals and that his
reign tins, more than anything el.«e, contributed
to lower the institution of royalty m the eyes of
tne nation." Imperial Germany has since settled
the scandals and rhe properties of the F.lector.
and now he has gone to his account at toe great
tribunal ol all.

IlEV. ALEXANDER NE8WTT.
This mon promising and popular young pastor,

who was only in the commencement ot his clerical
career, died yesterday at his residence in Tremont,
N. V. He ministered to the congregation of the First
Presbyterian church In that place with so much
Zealand efficiency that his congregation bccame
warmly attached to him. It was In t:.e discharge
ol hi* clerical duties that lie contracted tue disease
which led to his eany demise whlie just in the
flusn of manhood. As a preacher ne was earnest,
forcible and eloquent. His sermons attracted to
iiis church many who were not communicants, but
who were deeply Impressed. His deatn is regarded
as a puollc loss in Tremont, where he leaves a
large circle ot warm frienos.

The anniversary ol the Battle of New Orleans

tilled with ladies and gantlemen, and very many
who came were unable to gam admittance. In
the body of tlio House tHere were the Justices ol
tho Supreme Court aud various other civil as well
as military aicnltarles. It was expected that

In commencing hla address to the Legislature the

the laws than they were for political victory or

party supremacy, lie recognized the lact that the
war was ended und that we should now direct our
energies to the interests of the presont and lutare,
and seek by prudent measures to give rigor to the
Industries, trade and commorco of the people.

absolute purity in the publlo service, and opposed
the encroachments of federal power and the tendenciestoward centralization, and resistance to
ail me Claims una exactions oi an unpnn.
cipled partisanship. lie also lavored the protectionof the negro, and opposed federal Interlerenoewith the elections.

ART EDUCATION.

which simply gratifies the taste. Although the

wealth, ana although Its cultivation has been
supposed to be intended largely lor their gratuica'iou,yet, li the time ever existed, It has certainlylong since passed wnen the love oi art and the
taste lor it weic the exclusive possessions of the
in u ur iriio uiKi'i.r tunxuKu. i roi(uru me legislationalready adopted on tills subject as ol great
importance to the moralund material interests oI
the people of Massachusetts. Tuere is no stronger
saieguard lor mo protection and preservation of
the high character of a people than tue lull employment01 their powers on objects worthy of
liuisuit, and their manliness ana independence
have no sweater security tnan a welllounded consciousnessor their ability to meet with
credit and success all honorable competitionand rivalry. The prominent position
oi the French nation in manufactures requiringthe highest taste and Rkill was
made most apparent at the Exposition In Londonin 1851. At tbat time Great Britain, in Her
own capital, in this class of manufactures was
found among the great nations to be below all
other exhibitors except tne United States of
America. This disclosure stimulated tne pride
and courage of the English government and peopleaud mduced them to start art schools, the
result ol whoso traiuing was manifest at the ExpositionIn l'aris In 1807, when Great Kritain was
placed among the first of her distinguished rivals.
With Germauy and many other countries of ContinentalEurope the same spirit prevail*, aud to-uay
we are tar behind all of the*e countries in the developmentof tne elcill which commands the marketsoi t:>e world by its lauric* of taste and
beauty."
J'llOIlIBITORY LIQUOR LAW AND STATE CONSTABULARY.

receipts lor rents, Ac., $12,973,822.

CliNTKNNI\I. cki.kbrations.
The year upon which we are now entering will

MAINE LEGISLATURE.

DTATJGtTBATION AND MKHHAGE OF GOVEBNOB
DINQLBT.

AcufSTA, Jan. 7, 1875.
Governor Dlngley was inaugurated to-day. ills

Message places the receipts of the State during
the past .vear at $1,853,904, and disbursements

Murder of a Night Watchman by Burglars
Near Tarrytown.

Footprints Found in the Snow.Singular Direo
tion of a Bullet Through the Body.

The circumstances of a somewhat mysterious
shooting affray, attended with latal consequences,
and which wUI in all probability prove to be an
atrocious murder, transpired near Tarrytown,
Westchester county, yesterday alternoon. Green-

located, has, km 1b well known, been the scene o(
numerous burglarles during the punt few week*.
In short, it may be stated that these leionles are of
almost nightly occurrence, and, as a consequence,
all those who can afford it, have their premise! «

guarded by private watchmen while the inmates
slumber.
situated on the bank or the Hudson River,

about a mile south or Tarrytown, and perbapa
the same distance from Sunnyslde, the home of
tUe late Washington Irving, is the country seat
of Mr. William Hoge, President or the St. Louis,
Kansas City and Northern Missouri Railroad. The
bouse has been closed for some months past,
owing to the absence or the owner and his ramlly.
A servant man. named William McMullen, aged
about twenty-eight, and who is said to have
been a Canadian by birth, was lert In
charge or the place, and slept there every
nl^ht for the purpo.se or watching tbe prop*
arty, lie was armed with a slx-barcllcU revolver,
given him when he undertook the dnty or night
watchman by Captain Herring, a brother-in-law of
Mr. Hogc, and who resides about a quarter of
mile distant from the house or the last named gentieniun.

HOW THE SHOOTING OCCURRED. %
Shortly alt?r eight o'clock on Tnesiiay evemnt

McMullen suddenly entered the residence or CaptainHerring in » state or great terror and physl*
cal exhaustion, crying wildly that be had been shot
by a burglar at the houso or his employer. Ai
the unfortunate man appeared to bo suffering intenselyfrom his injuries, a physician named Furmanwas hastily summoned rrom Tarrytown, and
he, upon examination, lound that McMullen lud
been shot, the ball entering the right side or the
abdomen, near the groin, ami, alter pasting
through tbe body, had emerged rrom the back,
near rue nip uonc, some rnroe or lour incncsaoove

the point it hail entered. It, has not transpired
what course of treatment the phjsiclan adopted,
but from the lact tnat ho failed to notlly either a
coroner or a justice of the peace, to the end that
the auto-mortein statement 01

THE WOUNDED man
might be formally taken, it is presumed that he
failed to comprehend the fact that his patient was
mortally Injured. The phjsician n uned, however,
it is said, called in two of hia professional brethren,and there is little doubt thai the
aa had the advantages of sklliul surgical

treatment. This availed but little, as Mc.Mulleu
lingered in ereat agony until yesterday aftoruooa,
when he expired. Many of the intelligent residentsof Tarrytown expressed tneir surprise to
the Hkuald representative that none of the
physicians.who attended the rtyiDi mail maito tne
case known to the authorities, as It Is now not
Improbable that through tueir omission t'ic ends
oi justice mar b» aeieated.
in regard to the manner in which he was shot,

the deceased stared in substance that a in tie beforeeigln o'clock on Tuesday evening, he, as was his
custom, went over to tne residence 01 Air. Hoge, aui
havlug let himself in, tie proceeded down stairs to
the apartment in which lie usually slept. After
lighting his caudle fie heard a noise as though
some person or persons were walklu,* on the
piazza above him. At llrst supposing mat It was
a young man named Goodlet, a coacmnan in the
neighborhood, who had promised to come and
sleep with him that nignt, olcMuiien went out aud
walked toward that portion or the piazza where
be had heard the footsteps. He at once perceived,
in tne dim moonlight, a tad man standing up
against the house, close to the door, as though he
was endeavoring to screen himself from observation.

A burglar's aim.
Almost at the same lnstanj, McMnllen said, be

observed anotner and a shorter man on the purcb
a little distance oif. Totally unapprehensive
of an attack. McMulien walked briskly toward
tne first mentioned individual ior tne purpose oi
seeing whether ne could recognize him, aud nad
approached wlthlu two teet of luin when the latter
fired and snot him, with the effect already stated.
Utterly terriiled, Mcllullen, ou receiving his death
wounu, turned and lied precipitately from the
spot, suouting lor assistance, until lie readied the
house of captain Herring.
On Wednesday morning Constable Alfred Lawrence,or larrytown, hapuening to be In tne

neighborhood ol Irving, first heard oi the precariouscondition 01 Alcliulien, aud at once endeavoredto see the injured man, i;ut was prohioitediroui so doing 011 tne grouud that the doctorsaid it would injure the patient to talk. Learningthe circumstances as related b.v McMullen,
however, the constable proceeded to the residence
of Mr. Hoge In the hope 01 discovering some clew
which might lead to the discovery 01 the perpetrators.On examining mat portion or the piazza
which McMullen had indicated as

THE S'JENB OF TIIE SHOOTING
he found that a bullet had imbedded Itself in a
column supporting tne roof or the veranda and at
a distance 01 five or six l»et irom the door, plainly
showing that the mnzzio of tne weapon must nave
been pointed in a horizontal directum, Una,
taken in connection with the fact that the bullet
passed out 01 the man's back some three or lour
inches aoove the point wnere it had entered the
aDdomen, Is a matter which should receive a
thorough investigation. The bnll penetrated so
far into the wood as to be invlsiDle. its presence
there having only been determined by iceling
with the blade of a pocket Knlie. Upon lurtier
examination Constable Lawicnce plainly observed
m

tracks of two persons
In the snow and going in a contrary direction
irom the (louse. The distance Irom the piazza of
the first tracks made by tlie parties
leaving tbo house warranted the beliefthat as soon as McMullen was
snot the would-be burglars bounded away wuu
rapid and lengthy stride*. One of these tracks
led directly down the hill toward the railroad,
whUe the other was in a southerly direction ana
was ultimately lost sight nt in a ravine. It also
appeared as tuoui;n one ol the parties wore large,
course shoes or boots, while tuo impression
made by tne other whs such as could only
be produced by a small, neat loot cover ng.
The same trucks, It shoulu be stated, were also
observed leading directly irom tne railroa.l to tlie
house ol Mr. Hoge. It Is a strange leature of tne
case that one barrel of the revolver carried by .vie*
Mullen was found to have been discharged, and,
although tho circumstances at first led to a
surmise that he might nave shot bimsellaccidentally or otherwise, it waa
quickly dispelled in view 01 the characterof the wound and the subsequent discoveries,wuich appeared to corroborate his statementol the affair. Deceased is described as
bavtngbceu a most peaceable and inoffensive man
and was much thought ol by lus cmp.over. He
has relatives In Canada, but none in the United
states.
Coroner Bassett was notified yesterday afternoon.and will commence a thorough investigation

ol the alTair to-day.
