Judges, who have for the last ten days been trying
the case in the Criminal Conrt of Beriin, and &
sentence of three months' imprisonment, deduct-
ing the four weeks already spent in confinement,
‘was passed upon the venerable Cuunt. It was a
#cene 1n court and ountside, on the Molkenmarkt,
and in the streets of Berlin, such as had not been
‘witnessed since the year 1840, when, In the very
same court room, Waldeck was tried for high
treasson and acquitted. 'The present case was,
however, of greater and far-reacilng Interest, and
tie excliement produced extended much higher
inio the aristocratic cireles of the country. *No
trial,” sald President Kelch, in delivering tip sen-
tence, “bas for a loog time past created h &

| vast sensation an this, In no case has the waves

of passion run higher; they awept up into posi-
slons which were always thought to he_proof
againat them. The reasons for this vast excite-
ment, and the arousing of the passions of men and
parties, lle In! the high poeition occupled by the
accused, in the extraordinary -circuomstances
'mnder which the trial was called 1nto life and In
the matter Msell. On the one side, personal In.
terests of the most varied kind were engaged In
the process—interests which could be designated
uoder the one word, Ehre (honor); on the other,
were public interests—Interests connected with
the forelgn and home politics of Germany."

And the Judge might have added, no case in
which so mapy and important revelations have
been made connected with the inner workings of
a Btate government, 80 many revelations of a
eharacter to make a German patriot blush for the
reputation of his country. The verdiot passed by
the judges upon Count Arntm 1s indeed con-
pidered here tontamount to an aequittal, Itlsa
nominsl punishment for offences scarcely asseried
in the indictment, and not for any crime of em-
bezzlement of btate papers for which the State At-
toroey had demanded a sentence of two years and
six months' imprisonmens.

light * Once npon a timé 1t was Insinuated that
the Count had been guilty of crimes which might
be brought under the head of treason. These in-
pinnations have not been proved. We are ata
Joss to gee the réasons that have instigated Prince
{Bismarck to insticute the trial;at least the reasons
bave not been made apparent Iin the evidence
adouced at the trial, and we can accepi In this
respect but one supposition—that It was instituted
from motives of personal apite, from the endeavor
to crush & poweriul rival, whose chances of suc-
ceeding to the Chancelierahip of the Empire were
very great. And as evidence upon evidence
wos adduced In the court, and the charges
made by the Srate Atltorney in the ndict,
ment were guashed one after the other,
all Impartisl -jurisss in  Beriin tnought that
the Count womid be declared not gouty;
but a verdiot of guilty was Dnecessary to
enable Prince Blemarck to maintain his position
mnd his influence. There are people in Berlin who
whisper that Prince Bismarck's threatened resigna.-
tion, which waa witbdrawnp three days before the
closz of this trial, waa slmply & hint to the Crimi-
nal Court. “The Cbhancelior’s position Is untena-
ble,” eaid & Berlin Deputy to me, “if the Court
scquit Count Arnim. Toere was not the least oc-
cagion for his threatened demission after the ad-
werse vote on the Majunke guestion.” And yet,
with the sentence of guilty pronounced on Count
Aroim, the trial has undoubtedly lefi the Chan-
cellor's position terribly shaken; his polley and
his method of conducung the buginess of the Em-
pire do not stand In such a nelo of light as here-
tolore, And itheo, a2 you are aware, and a8 Count
Arnim expressed to me in the briefl interview I
haa with him a few days ago, we have oniy one

countries. This was the Ambassaaor's duty, as it
was of Baron Siwuffel wnem he reported to Paris
toe true state of military amairs in Germany.

came to Paris," said this witness +1 found that
Couns Arnim’a political views did not at gll agree
with those expreased by Prince Bismarck."” Bls-
marck thought that the Thiers government was
the best security lor the payment of the Germean
Indemnity. Armim considered Thiers himsel! to
be weak, but was of the opinlon that, no matier
what the character of the government, France
would pay her debta. Bays Herr Yon Holstein, *1
frequently contested the views of Count Arnim,
Ihad then the lmpression that the final question

Then he wrote his
views to Berhn that “Thiers was the pest man tor
France, that Arnim bad a policy totally at variance
with that which he knew wus taken by Prince
Biemarck." Here we see an Instymflcant journal-
ist, or something of the sort, attached by Bls-
marck to the Paris Embassy, and playing a
diplomatic role himself behind Count Aruim’s
back, ana (naing a more considerate hearing at
Beriin than the imperial Ambassador himaselr)
And with the advent of this creature in Parls the
aifferences beiween Arnlm and Blamarck con-
stantly grew, and Arnim, foreboding the earas-
trophe, gathered together the correspondence re-
lanng to the mwonderstanding, and styled them
“CQonflict Do¢cuments,’ or papera relating to his
conflict with tne Chancellor, and which, a8 the
Judge admitted, the accused Count had so beantt-
fuily described @8 ‘*‘the grave ol Dis long
| friendship with the Chancellor.” All these
papers relating to French politica bave
therefore a personal as well aa offcial
character, and toe Court freed the Count of the
charge of embezziement of State papers, and de-
clared its conviction that there was no proof of
Arnim having had the intentlon of making mall-
clous use of them. In regard to the eccleaiastical
documents, most of which had been retarned to
the Court ander protest, the judges awarded the
- punishment of imprisonment, not becaunse ithe
Count had any Intention of embezzling the papers,
but becausa he had fulled to give them up when
requested by the Foreign Office, through Mr.
Bttlow. And even on this point, for which

THE THHREE MONTHS' IMPRISONMENT WAS IMPOSED,
there were many mitigating circumstances. The
Count had taken the papers becanse he did not wish
them to be eeen by his successor, Prince Hohen-
lohe, a Catholle, and these despatches contaloed
deep Insults agalnst the Catholica and she Pope.
He had the Intentlon to give them up, but bis leel-
ings of aignity were hurt when Herr Von Bflow
wrote to him, &t the dictation of the Cbhancellor,
that ne must send back the papers at once, or he
would be dragged befors the criminal courts. In
regarda to the papers stlll missing, the Court was
of the opinion that there were no proois that the
Count had taken them. But the motives which
led the Court to mete out punishment you will
bave a clearer ldea from & perusal ol the entira
sentence, which I enciose herewith:—'‘Noi for
embezziemeat of ofclal papers, not for misde.

Judge snnonnced that henceforth, until the ex-
piration or the six weeks' grace, all restrictions to
the condemned Coont's freedom would be re,
moved. The Count bowed his thanks to the Judge
for tuls courtesy, and then leit the Court and waa
driven In his own carriage to his mansion on the
Pariser Platz.

THE MURDERED WATCHMAN.

WHAT THE POST-MORTEM EXAMINATION RE-
VEALED—NO CLEW AB YET TO THE OUILTY
FARTIES.

The dastardly murder of Willam McMujlen,
while guarding the property of his employer, near
Tarrytown, Westchester county, on Tuesday even-
ing (full particulars of which appeared exclusively
in the HERALD of yesterday), has occasioned con-
sideracle excitement among the residents of that
section., Public opinion stlll condemns those who
Iailed to notify the authorities of the crime ere the
murderers had been alowed ample time to make
good their escape,

Having impauelled a jury yesterday, Coroner
Basset: proceeded to the residence of Captan
Herron, where the body lay, and took the follow-
ing testimony :—

THE INQUEST.

Edward Humphreys, & stable man in the employ
of Mr. Willlam Hoge, deposed that at about a
quarier to eight o'clock on Tuesday evening de-
ceased came [rom the resid:nce of that

INVESTIOATION BEFORE OORONER EICEHOFP—
BEVERAL WITNESSES EXAMINED,

The Investigalton Into the circumstances at-
tending the collislon between the Roosevell street
terryboat Alaska and the cattle transport Colaen,
which ocearred off pler 48 East River during the
dark fog which prevatled on the evening of the
25th uit., by woich Mr. Jobn Kullmanacher and
Charles Neuhring losl their ives, was commenced
yesterday allerncon, before Coroner Elckhof, at
his office 10 East Houston street.

hunds on the lookout on the Lurricane deck; saw
tue Colden on the starooard side betore the colli-
elon ; she was coming very (ast; immediately rang
three beils to back; made three revolutions back
