THE CONNERTON HOMICIDE.
CONCLUSION OF THE TRIAL.MURRAY ACQUITTED.

Brief worit was made yesterday In the continuedtrial of George w. Murray for the alleged
killing of John Connerton, in the Court of Oyer
and Terminer, belore Judge Barrett. As will be
seen by the report, no time was lost in submlrtliiMflia fnvihnu tnof imntiir for rim Anf+nnt*

but a tew minutes were taken in reaching the
finale.a verdict of acquittal. The prisoner, as
usual, sat by Mr. Charles V. Brooke, his counsel,
ami looking more confident than ever, a look
which, as the result showed, was wholly justified.
District Attorney Phelps continued to represont
the prosecution.
Policeman Hu d, or the Ninth precinct, testified

that the reputation of Certain was bad, and that
be would not. believe him under oath In any matter
in which he was int»i esteu.
Caroline Murray, sister of the prisoner, rememberedtoe Sonday when her brother was arrested:

lie woke him up about ten o'clock In the morning;
be wont, out to his stable and returned to his dinner;while eating his brother-in-law called and he
went out with him, nor. returning till six o'clock in
the eveninc; while away Otllcer o'Neil called and
cald tier mttwr'l boss wanted 'to see him, and
when her brotner returned she told him what the
otllcer had said; he said he would go out lor a walk
mi while he was absent he w:>« at rested.
Benjamin Twaddle, nl No. (J37 Washington street,

testified that oil the night 01 the homicide ne saw
Mrs. Neyme.yer shortly alter the occurrence, and
that sue then said several times that Pertain struck
tbe man with a cart rung.

(ieorgo Washington Murray, the prisoner, then
took the stunJ. He testified that he went Into
Glbuons' saloon on the nignt of the 2lst or Novemberand had a drlnK; about nine o'clock two men
came in and commenced discussing the 'longshoremen'sstrike; one of them asked his opinion, ana
be replied that he thought. the 'longshoremen
were in the right; tbe man said that lie thougnt
very one oupht to have a chance to make a living;

the witness said he did not wish to argue the
matter, alter winch, being requested to drink witb
the men, he did so: after having a lew more dnuks
lie left the plnce, aud went down to Went street to
look tor a man named Captain 1'mkerion ; not findingPiukertou he returned to Gibbons' saloon, and
there round lour men still talking about the
'longshoremen's strike; witness sat down at a
tabic and leaned ms head on bis bands, but did
Dot tail asleep; Hilly Pertain ana Martin Joyce
Ibortly alter ward came in, and not wishtug u> be
In their company he left the saloon, aud again
(rent to look for Pinkerton. Tne witness men
proceeded to detail his movements Irom tnat time
up to wnen he went into i.arklns' saloon; he deniedever havtnsr struck the deceased or having
been encaged in any quarrel with him. He gave
bis testimony in a (rank and straightforward
manner, and satlslactorily explained ins movementson the day alter the tragedy.
When tne prisoner had concluded his testimony

counsel on both sides decided to dispense with
summing up th$ case ana leit it to the Judge's
charge.

Jury to convict the prisoner on the testimony ad-
duced by the prosecution during the trial. The
only testimony connecting the prisoner with the

that he was an exceedingly bad man and very unreliable.On the other hand a great number of
very icspectable witnesses had testified to tho
nnexceptlonably good reputation ol the prisouer.
The Jury rendered a verdict of not guilty withoutleaving timir seats.
Tho announcement of the verdict was followed

by manifestations ol applause among tho crowd in
attendance, which the Court promptly rebuked.
Judire Baricti Hu n gave a brief moral lecture to
the prisoner and discharged him.
Some talk ensned between tho District Attorney

And Judge Barrett as to Pertain and Joyce. Tho
former suggested that he thought it wonld be
proppr to still keen tnem in the House of Detention
pending any action he might tnjnk it lus duty, In
view oi the result of the present trial, to take la
the ease. Judge Barrett approved 01 tho suggestion,leaving the matter in the District Attorney's
bands, and then adjourned the Coart till next
Monday.

jlorer, at the south onJ of Lake Tanganjlka ^re
valuable contribution* toward the settlement of
:he Mle sources, but tliey do not reach ttic imm
juest.on nor weaken the conclusion or Lmig-
itom and Stiuler, that *ue geunral outlet of livnjrstone'smagnificent Interior system of springs,
akes and rivers lying west of the Tanganyika
Dasln is the main stream of the mtghty Nile.
And here, lor the information of ttio general

reader, we will briefly describe the woude:lul
Nile and iu basin, as far as established from actual
?xplorationa, and the vast Interior sub>equatonalregion, with Its magniflceut chain of lakes
and rivers, discovered by Livingstone, and flimly
believed by aim to belong to the Mle basin. The
ascertained lountainheacls of the Nile are the
Victoria and Albert lakes, lying in the midst of a

lo!tj-mass of mountains, on the Bqoator, and extendingsome tliree degrees sonta of "the line.''
roe delta of the Nile, where it Is discharged into
the Mediterranean, Is marked b.v the thirty-second
Jegree of north latitude. From Its ascertained
sources, therefore, the course of the river from
loutu to north is through thirty-live decrees of
atltnde. Between the sources and the outlet* or
he Mississippi thero are twenty degrees of latl-
ude; so that the old Nile stretches through fifteen
legree* more than our "Father of Waters." or, as
no bird Hies, the Nile is ascertained to be over a
houBand miles longer than the Mississippi.
And yet the real sources of the Nile are not
stablished. Bruce thought be had discovered
hem in the lolty plateau or the mountains of
tbysslnU; but ttiosa lakes and streams were only
,he sources of the Blue Nile and the Atbara, tribu.arlesof the main river, which Baker, irom actual
)biervation, established as furulshlng, with their
spring floods, the annual luundattons of Egypt,
rhe ascertained heads ef the main river, or White
Nile, He a thousand miles south or the confluence
of the Blue Mle. And yet Livingstone died In the
faith that there must still be added to the dralu-
age of the White Nile a region lymsr to tne southwestof the Albert and Victoria lakes, In the v ry
heart of the Continent, extending seven or eight
hundred miles still lurther southward, and irom
three to four hundred miles In width. This region
is drained by the Lualaba River and its numerous
tributary lakes and stream^; and If Livingstone
was r ght as to the identity of this great stream,
then the sources oi Old Fattier Nile lie eight decreessouth of the Equator, and his course is
through forty degrees of latitude, and Is twice, In
a straight line, the course or tne Mississippi.
This is the matter which Stanley has now in hand,
nnrl rnnr.prnlnir which. In tnkinor nn f n« trull nf

Livingstone, he is confidently expected to finish
triumphantly the brave old man's glorious undertaking.

Important problem or the Mile sources we have
the following discoveries made irom actual explorations

Lnke, which, In conjuuctlon with the Victoria, he
believed at tha time as embracing tUo drainage ol
tue head basin oi cue groat river.
TlilrA.The exploration oy Petherick of the

Babr-el-Uhnzal, or Uhasell, southward bevond
what he i>e!ieved to be the watershed of the Nile,
on the east side of the Albert Lake.
Fourth.Vurtous explorations of Lake Tanganyika,lying south of the Albert lake, to which we

sliiili (iresently refer.
Ftftft-Livingstone's explorations and dls-

covcrlps, west ot the Tanganyika, la the great In-
terlor basin ot the Lualaba Kiver.
Sixth. ilie late adventures of Baker between the

Victoria and Albert lakes.
Seci'nth. The recent explorations and discoveries

of Long aud Cameron.
From all these explorations and discoveries the

only fact established bearing upon the Nile
sources is the fact that the great elevated Eqnato-
rial basin of the Albert and Victoria lakes is
drained luto the Nile. Beyond this met, as to the
beads of the great river we are left to inferences
and conjectures.
Win tUer the general outlet of Livingstone's

beautiful and extensive system of interior lakes
aud rivers west ol tlio Tanganyika Is the Congo or
the Mle is the great problem remaining still unsolved,the problem to wnich Livingstone devoted
many years or persistent explorations, and in
which his lite wax at last sacrificed; tind the problemwhich ;t is now hoped tnroughout tne civilized
world the present Stanley expedition in Central
Africa will completely solve.
Captain Long's discoveries In the Victoria Lake

region amount to this:.That the Victoria Lake is
not tne vast expanse ol water it was supposed to
lie irom the partial explorations of spekc and
Grant, out that it is comparatively a small lake,
and that there are other lakts in tne same generalt>a*in, all, or course, drained into the Nile.
sir Samuel {taker. In his late military expeditionto the country between the Albert aud Victorialakes, learned irotu native traders that there

was a uavigaoio connection between the Alb;rt
and Tanganyika lakes;' but on his return lie seems
to nave dismissed tuese reports as entitled to out
little consideration.

lie bad doubtless learned on hisretnrn to Egypt,
if not before, tnat Livingstone and Stanley bad in
a tjoat rowed to tne north end of Lake Tanganyika
from U»iji, and had there been met by a poweriui
stream descending irom the north into toe lake.
This excursion established tne tact thai the generaloutflow of the lake was to the sontb. The conclusionnaturally followed that the outflowing
stream from the lake was at its southern end, and
was dwnargca into the Indian Ocean.
But Lieutenant Cameron writes irom Kawela,

I'jiji. Mar 14. tnat "1 have made a successful voyagearound the southern part of the Tanganyika,
aud iisve discovered lta outlet 111 a river named
tiie Lukuga, a little fo the south of the group of
Island" visited by Captain Spekc in 185a. 1 think
a so, irom what I have heard irom tne Arabs here,
that the Lualaoa Is the Congo.'* Then, aiter
speaking oi tne rich trade ol the Lualaba (Livingstoue'sgreat interior river) as the Congo, LieutenantCameron says:."The only obstacles to a iree
water communication of winch I know are the
Yeii&la Kalis and the rapids oi the Lnalaba. a short
way above Nyanpere. the Lukuga is at present
obstructed with grass. but a war might easily be
cut through that." Here, tnen, we have the fact
tnat the Tanganyika Lake, through Its outlet, the
Lukuga, is discharged into Livingstone's interior
river, the Lualaba, passing round the dividing
niotiuialu bar: ler at the souther n end ol the lake,
ami tnat, according to the Arabs, the Laataba is
the Congo.
Hut Livingstone, the only white man Who has

explored the Lualaua and its interior system of
tribtitury lakes ami rivers, says "No. The Lualaba
is the Mle." And, having himself traced th«
southern sources ol the Congo to the dividing
plateau where tney interlock with the sources or
tne Zambesi. Livingstone'^opinion oi the Lualaba
we consider worth much more than tne wild
stone* of tne Arabs who will say am thing wwfcli
tney think will please the explorer lii the way of
information, such as their reports to baker, lor instance,of a navigable strait from ttie south end of
the Albert Lake to the north end o.' the Tanganyika._

The discovery made by Lieutenant Cameron,
however, tnat the Tangauyika Lake is drained Into
Livingstone's Lualaba, is an nupo: tan'one. lor It
settles the point that the great lake, upon which
Livingstone passeu tne rnost eventitii years of his
life, aud wnere no was discovered by Stanley, reduced:o "3 mere ruckle of bones," has its outlet
either in the Mle or the Congo, through the oeautuuiLualaua. But here is tne mystery still to be
cleared ud. Is the Lualaba the Nile or '.he Congo!
And hero the old Doctor, as th* only white explorerno lar up the Lualab.i, commando uiir supportla his opiuion ttiat that river is the Batir-eluaseliand toe main stream ol the Nile.

THE NAT"TICAL SCHOOL ALEEADT OPENED HI
MERCTEY'S ANNUAL VTNTFR CRCISB.

The nautical school ou board tuc St. Mary's, the
United States sailing sloop-oi-war detailed by the
Fre.-ideut lor tne aorvlce. ha* at lust been fairly
opened and the work of training boys to be Rood
seamen began. There are already sixty boys on
the St. Mary's, and Mr. Wetmore, the chairman of
the Nautical School Committee ol the Board of
hducailou, is daily receiving a large number of
applications from boys who nave an inclination
for sea Hie. The maximum number of pupils U
.00; but it will probably be some time beiore this
will be readied, a*great cure has to be used, all applicationsfrom boys who arc not flited, from any
cause, to become good seamen being rejected.
Every applicant is Hr.it eXAinlnud by Mr. Wetmore,who satisfies himself that he has attended
school beiore and cau read and write. This is all
that is expected of the boys, as it is not intended
to make proiouud scholars of them,

BUT GOOD, EFFICIENT SEAMEN.
The boy has then to take out certain preliminary
papers, and the father or guardian gives hit consentin writing. The latter is also required U
state whether the bo/ lias had the whooping
cough, smallpox, measles or other c.ntaeious diseases,which should be known by the examining
surgeon, Dr. 1). U. Burleigh, Unlte.l states N ivy.
When the written consent. of (he parents has been
filed, the boy is sent to Dr. Burleigh, on board the
St. Mary's, who examines him as to his physical
fitness. If lie passes this examination he reports
on the appointed duy to the commander, R. L.
I'hythlan (who was for five years an instructor at
the Naval Academy at Annapolis), and lias to deposit$33 lor ms outfit. Tins is the only charge
made by the committee, board and education
being free. Yesterday the boys were measured
for their uniforms, for which tney are looking with
great curiosity and delight. Ihis uniform will be
plain but near, and undoubtedly ltnbuc them witti
a proper esprit d,' carps, it will consist of a navy
shut (witn the usual anchor on the collar), round
ciotn cap (blue) aud blue pantaloons. The boys
are allowed to nircislt their own underwear.

THE DAILY ROUTINE
of scnool life has. ol course, not ne-n quite settled,
us me school is scarcely yei 111 thorough working
order. Tne boys, however, are already being instructed111 me various branches sac lorth in the
prospectus. The teachers, besides Commanaer
Pnythiau, are Lieutenant Commander George W.
Wadietgh, United states Navy, who s the executiveoUlcer; Lieuteuunt tieorge W. ue Long,
lotted States Navy; Lieutenant William H.
Jaques, United States Navy, aud Dr. D. B. Burleigh,Assistant Hurgeon. United States Navy. It
Is tne luteuMoti ol the committee to divide the
boys into messes of tliteen each, to oe graded accordingto the respective capabilities ol' the
scnolars.
