in ptirsuance ot the order cf the General Committeeol uecember 22, the umier.signed visited

Hew Orleans, and there proceeded wuli all diligence'o cue examination directed by the commit*
tee. During the einht days they remained-there
tney were attended throughout tUeir sessions,
which were i u lie. by tt;e counsel of the
republican and conservative State committees.in that period they examined over
ninety-Ove witnesses, besides t-akng a large
amount of documentary evidence, amounting in
all, it u estimated, to more than 1,500 printed
pages, In view oi the exigency that now exists
tn tne affairs ol tuut State, aud of the delay of
weeks which mn»t eiapse beiore that testimony can
be written out aud printed, your committee has determinedto state the conclusions at wuich tneyhave arrived, so lar as they are ananiniius in
reaching these conclusions. The committee un-
dertook no investigation o( tho election of 1872.
Much evidence has already been taken by other
committees or Congress upon that quest.ou, and
the uuie allowed ooth (or their action and lor tne
session 01 Co.ijrress seemed to be too snort to call
lor their cuter ng on that investigation.

THE RETURNING bOARD.
They announced this conclusion, and that there-

fore tnev would drat proceed to ail examination of
(he acts oi tne Returning board of ttie btate in respectto the late election, and then to an inquiry
In reference to the White League. The law proviuesthat the Hoard shall consist of five persons
representing all parties, it consisted at the openingor their Last session of live republicans, upon
the resignation 01 one of whom (General Long:street]Mr. Ariojo, a conservative, was taken to
Oil li.e vacancy.

THE LAW SOT FtT.FTT.LrD.
After protestlug against tue action of the Board

In sec. et session ilr. Arroyo resigned beiore the
conclusion of the labors oi tne Board, and nis
plact; was not fl. ed; so thai, as your committee
tuiuk, the law as to the Constitution
01 the Board was not compiled with.
Tne .ection laws of Louisiana provide
lor a supervisor oi r.*gls"ration, who appoints his
own deputies for eacn ward In New Orleans, and
for one supervisor of registration lor each parish
In toe state. The officers were all appointed oy
Governor Kellogg, in addition to tnose supervisorstue po;u:e jurors, the local authorities ol tne
paristi's. appointe 1 turce commissioners of electionfor each poll In the parish, and there were
also two Inited States supervisors appointed by
the District Juuae ot the Lulled Mates lor eacn
poiL the law luriher provided tDat in case of
such violence, ln'laiidatton or corruption at or
near either poll, either during registration
or election, preventing a lair, tree, peaceable
and lull vote, the commissioners of election, if
the occurrence was on election day. the supervisorsoi registration 11 on UM >iay o registration,
boiiid make a luh, verified statement oi the occurrence,lorward the same »ltii a;.d annexed to

the returns; and, lurther provided, that when t e
Returning hoard in canvassing the returns shocld
enaie to any poll where the leturns were accompaniedby such a protest they should not canvass,
count or compile tne statement of voters irotu
uch poll until the statements irotu all other polls
bad been cauvassed and compiled.

FttOTESTLD ItKTCKNS.
The conservative coun-ei objected that the

Board, on reaching the returns irom such pro-'
tested pods. read and became inlormod oi these
returns beiore uj in,; thein as;<ie to take up tue
otaer polls. They insisted that the purpose or
the law was to prevent the commissioners from
knowing what tne results at the polls protested
against were, lu order that wuen th-y came to
examine the polls protested against they might do
ao witnout t.elng biassed by knowing what was tiie
result returned; and they objected that m tnese
cases oi protest tne Board had proceeded to real
the returns, add up una compile tnern, and 'hen
defer tneir determination o: the ea-e until
arer having acquired knowledge of now
the returns protested against would affect
tne elections. On tlio oilier haud, the republicancounsel insisted that such a
course was impracticable; tuat the object uf the
law in deterring any determination or me resui's
of tne polls protested ag^in until the returns
irbm the other point were canvassed. was merely
to enau.e the Board to a-oei tam whetner the resultof the dispute I returns would affect the election.however decided, so that If they would no:
the board might he spared the labor of considering
this protest. Your committee have not lound it
Decennary to come to anjr determination upon iliat
question.

TOR BFRFI-T OF THE ELECTION.
The election embraced hut one >tate officer. The

cfciei struggle w.18 over the election o; members of
tne .-State Legislature and parish oinrer-, and iit
these elections local and per-unai considerations,
an well an national and Htate politics, entered.
Tue returns by tno commissioners of election,
coinoi.ed and forwarded by the supervisors of
registration, gave the conservatives a majority of
'£* members out of a total ol 111 members. In only
three instances were mere any protests accompanyingthe returns. The Returning Board w:is
In seisiua lor many weeks. As finally announced
their findings gave, as Keiioirg reckoned it, fiitvthreemember- to the republicans and fifty membersto the democrats, of whom, nowever,one was regarded as not a staying
democrat. The Hoard made no decision
as to the remaining Ave seats, lhe public sittings
01 the Returning board were attended by toe
counsel of he repui l.i an and conservative -Hate
committees. Objections were received inmi the
counsel of rne revi)ecnve parties to the returns
Irom different polls. The objecting i ary » as
generally allowed io produce evidence to support
davit*.

The
counaei for the democratic committee testlfled that
the* had no opportunity to contradict toe state-
uieutM of thf* paper; that they had never aeen
or tnown of i; before, ttno that upon an
< xit niiiiittioD of ihe pauors uefore t^e Hoard.

TIIK CMARUKS OK INTIMIDATION CNSl'STAINEO.
If the committee were to go behind the papers

before ttie Boaid and consider the alleged charge
oi luumidatiou upon the prools beiore the committee,their fludlng would necessarily be the
tame. It was asserted in Coveruor Wells' alii*
davit that the McEaery officials had usurped the
offices o( the parish, aud thereby intimidatedvoters. Immediately alter the 14th of
September, when the Keilog* auth nties luNewOrleans were put out by the Penn auihori*
ties, certain changes took place In some of tne
parishes. Wueu tne news irutn New Orleans
reached these parishes the McEnerj officers demandedtLelr places oi the Kelloirg officials.
They were at once given up. When tne lederal
liovernment' intervened and unseated the AleKneryauthorities, the Kellogg officials demandedand received back their places,
but some nine seems to have elapsed be-
v «"v uci i'liiliaia iuuiv iuvu i'tat.co,
back; indeed, the McEuery Register of Deeds was
BtiU acting as such when >our committee were in
New orieans, the Kellogg Register never having
come to reclaim the place, wnieh was said to t>e
worth nothing now. In Kapides parish the KelloggClerk was Mr. Wells' xon, who, havingyielded lug place to the McEnery competitor m
September, does u6t appear to auve reclaimed it,
and tie was accordingly sent lor alter the eleouon
to come rrom his residence, some miles distant, to
sigu the returns 01 the elections, which he did.
Your committee are at a loss to see in their action
any intimidation ol Mr. Weils, still less of the
elector* or the parisn. it so happens that this
parish was taken us a sample parish or intimidation,many witnesses irom which, 01 both parties
were examined with reierence to It. They allow

and registration there; there was no evidence of
any intimidation 01 voters practised on the day of
election, although it was asserted that intimidationor colored men belore ttie election had been
effected bv threats ol refusal to employ them, or
to discharge them U they voted the republican
ticket. No evidence, eitucr of discharge or reluill to employ was produced. Certain witnesses
themselves, every one oillce-holders, testified generallyto such action; but tiardly any one was ublo
to specify a single instance in which lie heard any
employer so threaten or discharge any voter or
knew of any employe being so threatened or dia-
charged. Not one single colored man throughout
trie enure parish was produced to testily el u r
to -m il a threat or to the execuu n ol sacb a
purpose, whether before or after the eleciioo.

ri.LKUAL ACTION OF SlI'ERVIHOltS.
The action el the Returning Hoard in the parish

of Hapides alone changed the noltucal complexion
ol the lower house, and their action In the other
parishes was equally obiectionabp*. For lustancc,
in Iberia parish it was claimed before your committeethai the vote of i'oli No. l in that parisn
hml rw»#»n PMiPffoil on urcnnnt. nf mflmtihit inn hut
the papets produced by tbe Clerk 01 t&e Board
gnawed no sucn proof wtiatever. one of the counsel.Mr.Kay.produced some affidavits, which he
declared had been submitted to the Board by
another 01 the counsel, General Campbell. The
conservative counsel insisted that these papera
tad never been belore the Board, when opportunitywas given to the republican counsel to show
that tne paper bad been submitted, but the testimonyoffered for that purpose by them, so lar,
however, irum establishing that fact established
the reverse.

It was then asserted that the returns were rejectedoecause the accounts ol the election were
not delivered to tne Supervisor of Registration
within twenty-lour hours alter the close or the
election, wnien was six o'clock ou the ad clay of
November; whereas it appeared that both in the
morning and aiternoon ot the ad dav of ixovember,
search was made lor this Supervisor ol Registrationfor that parish in order to deliverto him these returns and lie was
not ro be found until after six o'clock; bat that
as soon as he could be lound on the evening of
that day tnev were offered to him and again reappearedihe next morning, but were reiused to bo
received. Vet tliI- name Supervi-or ol Registration
received other rei unluati returns alter he had reiusedto receive these conservative ones, on the
gi ound that they were too late, and tne Returning
Board, alttiougn It had held as to other polls
in tbe state that the returns were not to
be rejected merely because they were sent too
late, rejCi ting the returns from ihls poll, thereby
cnanced tbe repreeentatioa oi the pariah iron
conservative to republican. So, In the parish of
lte Soto the returns s towed a conservative
elected by over one thousand majority. It was
alleged that the supervisor of Registration had
brought the returns to New Orleans and had le:t
them with

In New Orleans the assessors are paid a commission nn
the amount appraised, and houses and stores arc to lie
h.id there tor the taxes. In Natchitoches parish the
taxation reached about eight per cent of the assessed
value on property.

Ot'KICKS MAHK CONGKITITAL.
Tn many parishes all the while republicans and all

the otllce-nolders belong to a single mmily. There are
five oi the Oreens ta omc« in Lincoln parish, and there
are seven of the Houils iu olllce ill the parish oi Natc.ii<10^lies. As the people saw taxation Increase and
prosperity diminish, as they grew poor while
the officials grew rich, they became naturally sore.
I hat they love ilieir ru.erscannol be pretended. I fin
Kellogg government claims to have reduced taxation,
Thl" has been effected in part by establishing a hoard to
lund the debt of the state at sixty per cent of its laco
value. This nna-ure aroused great hostility, not so
much because ol the reduction ol its acknowledged debt,
