This was a strong
case of materialization, a3 the three "did eat" the
veal cutlets and Jolinnjcake which Sarah made
ready, and then (in different verses called "he"
and "they" and "the Lord") made wooderrul
prophecies. You see our orthodox friends ilnd
themselves in an "Eddy" as soon as they begin to
read with their eyes opon.
Genesis, xxxll..Jacob wrestles, "collar and elbow,"all night with a materialized spirit, who gets

no advantage over him until he takes an unlair
hold and pais the patriarch's thigh out of Joint.
This, like many of the others, ougnt to be counted
outnu> how, us it was ajdark scanceand there were
no witnesses. This spirit was "nowhere" as soon
as the Hum was tamed on.
Genesis. xi v..Jonepu pnts himself among the

ordinary Egyptian "diviners" by sending alter his
divining cup. Divine, nuta bene, that all these ancientwonder-workers only claimed to "go one
better" in the saino lines as the ordinary magiclans.

All through "the plagnes of Egypt" wo flncl that
when Moses changed rods to serpents, turned
rivers to blood, brought up droves 01 frogs, Ac.,
"tie magicians did so with their enchantments."
He "stumped" them first on the plague of lice.
Then they gave up beat. Hut tie gave them a
lair chance and did not scorn the competition.
The reason oi this is that they wero the orthodox
diviners of that time, and no had to show his
haud or "go hang."
Exodus, xxxl..In tlie Sinai manifestation there

was "slate writing" on a large scale, but Moses
got an^ry and broke the first stone tables, and he
was forty days behind the cloudy "cnrtaln" before
he produced the second set.
Numbers, xvll..Aaron's rod bnds. Anycnnnlng

magician can make plants grow "miraculously."
It will be lound that most of the wonderful

things spoken of a3 seen and heard by ine old
propnets were encountered by them when in the
condition described by Balaam, Numbers, xxiv..
"W hich saw the vision ofttie Almighty, laliinglnto
a trance, but having his e.vcs open." Take away
the dreams and solitary trances and cbmmouplace
clairvoyance and tlio "miracles" become very lew.

In the name chapter we rend about "toe part of
the haud" that wrote on the #uil; but no expert,
Hkc Olcott, handled that hand, '-finding no arm
behind the wrist," or looked for a hole in tne
plaster, can wc trust the old rest more safely
than the thousand new materializations?
Turning to the New Testament and conning over

the storlvs there, so variously rehearsed by the *

different apostles, the story of the miraculous
reeding or 5,000 persons fs seen to stand out most
prominently. If the statement 13 to oe credited
at all modern science shows us that the most
likely oxpianauon is that the 5,0oo were magnet-
Ized into a belief that they were being led. li the
modern materializing of all sons ol things by
spirit power were credible we mi^ht suppose this
loou concentrated irom the atmosphere: but, as
that is out of the question, and as we and such
men as Mr. Bcecher able to convince even an
audience or 6,000 or anything, the first theory
seems the right one.
The "Transfiguration" scene, and others where

onearthiy lights appeared, seem capable 01 a
natural explanation, after reading the writings of
that great anti-Spiritualist, Baron Ketchenbach,
who showed tnar. a light called by him "odyie,"
emanates from magnets and irom the magnetic
poles of the human body. A great accumulation
or thu by will-power might be visible In the day-
time.

"PUOTEHTANT."
To Tnc Editor of thr hkuai.jk.
Your paper belt)?, in one sense, a universal mediumfor the conveyance oi truly Catholic knowledge.lorall truth is Catholic and Home truth la

iounu everywhere.U la proper that those millions
who cannot go to church for their .Sunday religion
should receive, through your widely circulated
paper, some spiritual food which they can leisurely
digest. Honce, your correspondents ou religious
topics, although so widely variant, are generally
entertaining. Such was the character of a com-
munlcatlon signed "Protestant" la a late Sunday
Issue of your paper. He arraigns the Catholic'
Church, not, Indeed, In the style of Gladstone, but
upon grounds which bo believe* to be held as doctrinalby members of that Church. With your
kind permission I proceed to point out to him his
misapprehension of the truly Cathoilc position.
This I undertake the more willingly as he apparentlybelongs to a very numerous class of sincere
minds who love the truth.
He begins by taking to task an exjrrcsMon used

by "PrudentluV another able und interesting correspondentof your valuable paper. This person,
speaking ot the presence of Uod or Christ In the
Church, says, "In uer tabernacles alone doth
He truly dwell evermore.'' This language,
of course, must be taken figuratively, for literally
it is not truo. God is really presont everywhere,
as well where there is but one human soul or no
human soul, as "where there aro two or three of
you gathered together in my name.'' "Prndentius"is not the mau to believe that He is circumscribedby a limited organization of a few
million souls to the exclusion of the great body of
the human ramily, or by a material building, or by
the literal tabernacle ol the altar In Catholic places
of worship. Even the real sacramental presence
of Christ, if thlsismeaut, is often borue through
the streets ot our city and in the rooms of the sick
by the^ priest. It would bo unkind to debar tno
uio ui iiKiuaitvc ui {juuuu inuKiiiiKU IU buuuiu^iaus
or preachers, who are In so much greater need of
It than others, wHo have only bare tacts anil not
philosophical entities to deal with.
Second.The celibacy of the clergy being a

mater of mere discipline its utility or necessity
can never bo an object of divine laitb. No c&tnolic
Is required to uelleve that U is in any way containedIn the word of Hod, and only what is revealed;n the Word of Ood can be made an article
or divine Catholic faith. Why does not "Protestant"insist upon the many old maids and young
bachelors 01 our city marrying P mis not a priest
as much right as other folk to live In single blissfulnesswithout being written about in tne papers?
One would think that it was more or their businessthan that of anybody else, and if they want
to take a wife wo seo tnat tuey do it whenever
thev like. The newspapers have recently given us
tins information.
Third.He accuses the Church of commanding us

to pray to Mary to "have mercy ou us.'- Tiierc is
no such expression in any authorized, or, to my
Knowledge, in any Catholic book. Alary is not tho
source oi mercy, but a mete Intercessor. In
Catholic books of piety theic are many lorms of
expression which are mcrelv dgurative.such as
'Mother of Divine Urace," because sue gave birth
to Christ, from wtom ail graces proceed; she is
called the -Clato of Heaven." wueu we know thai,
llterallv, heaven has no gate; she is invoked as
tho "Morning Star," when we need no argument
to convince us tiat sue Is quite a ditfeient creaturefrom that resplendent planet.
besides, fourthly, no one is obliged to pray to

saints or to give them any reiUious veneration.
The Council oi Trent declares It to be good and
useinl, but nowhere Is it atunoritailvely taught to
be oollgatory in order to gain salvation, so, too,
the revereuce given to relics and images is not
necessarily of a religious nature. There is no doctrineof talth anout It, strictly speakiug. and
uatnouos may oeueve mas mey can go to neaven
wituoat. ever praytnii 10 a saint or ever seeing an
Image or relic. Tins la entirely a matter 01 taste.
Even tne Church does nor. claim infallibility in declaringthat such or such n person lived the die oi
s saint. This would depend entirely on human
testimony, widen can never be made the.basis or
anarricle of divine Catholic faith.
And, fifthly, "Protestant" will find auricular

conieasiou practised with the apostles in Act*;
xix., 18. How ca& a person hear except aurlcularlyt
Sixth.Almost all Christians admit that Christ

was (Jod in Home sense; and as Mary was mother
of Christ, insomuch as sue was Uis mother, siio
was mother ol God.

change and progress. Catnollcs instructed in tueir
laltu do not place much importance in variable
human or ecclesiastical concomitants 01 the divine
deposit contained In the Word of God. Ttiey may
nse their reason and not make a fetich of that
ancient volume called the Bible, wliosu paxes are
made an arsenal of falsehood, superstition and
contradictory opinions commonly totsted upon so
many honest minds in the place oi truth by the
varying ingenuity of directive human reason.
Possessing the unchanging laith ol Christ in Us
entirety, the Church ailords at the same tune oxtensivelields ol speculation and unlimited regions
oi free inquiry to the noblest representatives of

perfect harmony between riX3d, determined doctrinesand the utmost liberty of free thought and
diversity ol oplnioo. In this respect the Church
resembles the universe, where we tlud unalterable

well placed. But "</uis cmUMiiet ipsum amlodem?"Who Is to vouch for the faithfulnessof bun who guards this treasury of
