An Informal Talk with the
Committee.

Tli# Way* and Means Committee resumed ttie

Pacific Mail Subsidy investigation this morning.
Air. Whltelaw Reid, editor and puollsner of the
New YurK Tribune, was sworn.
The Chairman.The committee have been very

much gratified to see the interest the Tribune
takes in tuls investigation. They have read in

your paper hints as to the best way ot conducting
It. Tney nave seen particularly an intimation
that a list was in existence, containing the names
r twenty members of Congress, Including two
members of this-committee, said to be implicated.
Kow, will you tell us all that you know about toia
matter?

Witness replied that ue had no personal know]-
dge and should thinK none of the Tribune staff
had any personal knowiedge or the matter; he
had heard a nuraoer o rumors which he thought
could probably be investigated, though lie did not
undertake to vouch for the nature or the evidence
that the examination or these reports might
elicit; us a sample or the rumors vrhlch were In
many men's mouths and living aaout New York,
he would state that on the 8tu nit. Mr. Shanks,
city editor or the Tribune, haudeu witness a

memorandum to the effect that Mr. A. Oakey Hall
had that day said that a member ol the Ways aud
Means Committee was Implicated In the Pacific
Mall transactions; tno memorandum also stated
that Hall would prubaniy give evidence.upon it;
witness communicated this information to a mem-
her of the committee.
Q. Have you any other Information touching the

qse of money for the passage of this subsidy that
has not already appeared In the testimony before
this committee?
Witness stated that with the fame qualifications
M above he would very willingly state what he
bad heard.
