PENNSYLVANIA.
THE CAUCUS FOB THE UNITED STATES SENATORSHIP.WALLACEDECLARED TO BE THE

CHOICE.HIS ELECTION CERTAIN.

ilARRisBUKu, Jan. 10, 1875.
The United States Senatorial contest in the

State ot Pennsylvania Is virtually ended, for the
nnlted houses to-morrow cannot overturn the
separate issues or the Senate and the House this
aitemoon. The regular programme of the day
began with the holding or the republican caucus,
at an early hour this morning, at which, In the
first ballot, Mr. Scott, the present incumbent or
the Senatorial chair, received 29 votes. John
Allison 27, Benjamin Harris Brewster 20; B. B.
Strane 11. S. E. Dlmmicic 8, while theie were
sixteen or seventeen scattering votes for several
other cnmilclates. In the second ballot
Allison polled 66 Toes, Scott 27, other
votes being scattered; while the third
vote rendered Mr. Allison's nomination
unanimous. At three o'clock the members of the
Senate and the House assembled in their reIspective chambers, and the election of United
States Senator immediately began. Intense interestprevailed, and the two apartments could
not contain one-tourth the throng that wildly
clamored lor admission. Lobbies, aisles and pallltries were crowded. Many ladles were present
to witness the proceedings. During the exciting
election or the HucKalew campaign, in which the
gentleman secured his honorable post by the'sinall
majority of one vote, it will be remembered that
a 'rounder" stood at the side of every doubtful
democrat, ana with pistol In hand compelledeach to support the caucus nominee.That same gang, to a man, was
pifeseDt in the House to-day, and did not
hesitate to announce that tney would deal speedy
vengeance to any who ventured to opoose their
favorite candidate. Up till the hour of two,
there was a small group of men who declared
that tney neither could nor would support Mr.
Wallace, and, hence It was anticipated that there
would oe a stormy time. ,-»ira:ige to say, however,when the. names of these lour men were
called, all save one, tne Seuator irom I'lke, Mr.
Rowland, who was absent, voted, lor Mr. Wallace.
The vote In the Senate, where the republicans
have a majority, was as follows:.Allison, 29;
Wallace, 18.Allison's majority, 11. The vote in
the House, where the democrats have a majority,
was thus:.Wallace, 107; Allison, 88.Wallace's
majority, 19. 'In the Senate and House
combined, the result is as follows;.Wallace, 125;
Allisou, 117.w allace's majority on joint ballot, 8.
Thus it will be seer, that Mr. Wallace won by
a majority mucn larger than that anticipated by
his irlfnds, though it should be said that Mr.
Kniir't, a republican. ln»m Hucks, was abseut,
whose presence would have reduced the majority
to seven. To-morrow both Houses assemble to
vote jointly, but the Issue then is sure to ue the
same as that of u>-<lay. A great deal oi applause
wan arouseu wnen tne name or Mr. wishart
was called. He was tno tentieman who was
thrown rrotn a sleigh, and suffered severe injuries,
external and Internal. Contrary to general exipectation he w&s on band, having, despite his
wounds, driven lourteen miles In a ultter coid
night to vote for Mr. Wallace. Mr. Buckalew In
the election as In the caucus gave up despairingly
at the last moment, and as his small hand 01 constituentsall deserted tilm no mention whatever
was made 01 his game. He was present, however,
during tne entire programme. Mr. Wallace's successmay be regarded as a signal victory of the
young democracy over tne old, and the rounders
and disreputable parties mentioned above
did little to affect tiie day's result, lor
bad every man those persons resolved to
Intimidate voted against him, Mr. Wallace would
have still had a majority of lour. The election was
altogether lair, li was the determination or the
rising element or pure democracy to throw overboardevery wornont and grumbling B>urbon. 1 hat
won the day, and Mr. Wallace does not nesltate to
acknowledge his obligations to such young men as
William M. Kandall, or Schuylkill county, who
has served nine years in tne state Senate, and
who lor weeks past has been working night
and day tor tne elected candidate. Gathering
about him a number or young and enthusiastic
democrats, they rough t the strong oppositionof Judue liiack and Buckalew, which even
denied the constitutional rlgnt or Mr. Wallace to
appear as a candidate.

Mr. Wallace is ol Scotch-Irish doscent, and was
born In Huntingdon county, in this state, in the
year 1827 ; consequently he is lorty-eignt years
old. At the age of seventeen he began the study
01 law, and has been in lu« sphere regarded as a
oriliiant ornament to the liar. In 18fl'2 he was
elected to the State Senate and has held this post
01 honor tor twelve years. In personal appearancehe is prepossessing, and in debate com aud
deliberate. His logic is forcible, and his judgment
sound and penetrating. Altogether, it Is believed
by his party mends that he win tlgure as purely
and as conspicuous In the national Senate as he
has in the senate of his own State.
