not unjust, to revive heedlessly dead Issues, especiallyso when the honesty and religious laltli of
men ars concerned. This Mr. Oladstono lias dono
In his "expostulation." Whatever he may
plead to Justify his motlvrs, he has refurbished
weapons that had long since grown Into disuse,
and has tried to conjuro up, instead or conjuring
down, as he says, the dark spirit of the strife of
other days. Before this ue must be aware that ho
lias overshot his mark. The liberal Protestant
press of England has given lilm his answer, and
lias lot him understand that the «ge in which
itr llw« not that, nf Wiilnlnirbnm: that It
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win not do at present to tie together the
fag ends o( statements In order to sain credence,
bnt that the whole truth must be told In the in"
lerests or society, and that front no mean spirit
of spite or bigotry. The borden of the stateaman*s
first charge against the Catholic Church Is, that
In defining Papal infallibility she has gone back on
her "proud boast of semper eatlcm;" that she has
changed her front at the blading of a party, and,
Proteus-like, has taken a new form to comply with
the promptings of ambition.
How tols conclusion has been reached It Is not

easy to Imagine. As a high chnrchman Mr. Gladatonewill accept the definitions of the four first
General Councils. Be will have no objection,
probably, to be comdted among the dlsoipies of
Athanaslos, of Basil and the great Pope Leo, 01
Augustine and Jerome, though in the time of
these great men the Church bad expressed
many doctrines in a set form of words
and made It a formula of faith, which was to be
accepted by all those who wished to be of her
communion. Even on the ground of consistency,
therefore, the distinguished writer should admit
that definitions of laith do not change the original
status of the Church, and thai "the proud boast
of semper eadem" cannot Imply the condition ot a
motionless, crystallized body, that has neither
the activity nor irultlulness of divine life in lu
Such a meaning Is clearly excluded by the Judicial
and legislative powers with wtuco Oiirlst endowed
His Church, powers which, of course, involve the
explanation or evolution of revealed doctrine,as well as the unerringinterpretationand application of It. In
this sense the following texts have been
understood Id every age:."Going, therefore,
teach ye all nations." 'Whatsoever yon shall
bind upon earth, Bhall be bound also lu heaven,
and whatsoever you shall loose upon earth sDali
be loosed also in heaven." "He that tteareth you
hearetn me, and he that despisetli you despiseth
me." Ana to Peter it was said, "I will give to thee
the keys oi the kingdom 01 heaven,"."feed my
lambs, teed my sheep," and "thou being once
converted confirm thy brethren." Helving on the
commisslou given to her, the Cliurch weut lorth
to preach the words 01 God.to develop, to apply
and to define them when occasions required it.
Such as sue was in the beginning, such she has
continued to be, never shrinking irom difficulties
the most intricate, and never suffering her faith
to be tarnisned by the least heresy.
Her contests through ages nave been marked in

history ->y her (definitions of revealed truth. These
are forever a testimony to ner fidelity and the
trophies <>i her victories. But, drawn lrom revelation,tlte.v ueither add to nor change it, no more
than Just laws add to or change the principles of
natural equity. Whether she be silent or whether
she speak, the Catholic Church is the same great
moral body that spaus all tune, that is not subject
to corruption or decay, but when challenged putsforth iresn proois oi tier divine lite, aud, while
remaining e.-senlially the same, grows "unto the
measure Q< the age or the lulness of Christ."
Tne majesUc oak that now strctches forth his
giant arms and wrestles with the tempest, is the
saiuq ihat. a<j g slgniKy sapling a hair century ago,
bent before evefy breeze ;|frowtti has not impaired
Mb ideutity, and neither docs the expansion of
the church's doctrine hinder her lrom truly asserting,not as a boast, but. as a truth, that she is
9cntpci ruuc//«-» aintja »uc auuic.

Indeed, the autuor 01 the "expostulation" doss
not deny that this Honor belonged to the Ctiurcti
up to the rear 1870. Tnen It was, he finds out alter
tour years' redaction, tnat she eoniniittedyfeZodte se,
scattering to the wnius her former glories and
shattering to pieces the mighty Institution whien
had witnessed the fall of so many djrnastlea and
nations.

still the Church did on that year only what she
had di.ne hundreds of times beiore. tine defined
a revealed truth; she put the seal of her authority
on what nad oeen practically i>elleved during the
Christian past in regard to Papal Inlallibility, In
order tne oeiter to secure the faith of her children
against the errors or the times. To do this was
not to Invent a new doctrine, but to conurm an
old one; to poiut oat distinctly to the world a
prerogative of the successor 01 tit.

it is the plain teaching of history that no grave
controversy vrlthlu tue domain of faith or morals
has been finally settled without the intervention
of the popes. To ihem came appeals In every
cenrnry iroin local authorities. Invariably, when
proud men broached new doctrines, in anv part of
the cnristian world, tney strovo to have the approbationoi the see or Peter. To it Pelaglus appealedfrom the sentence oi an Oriental synod, and
ins abettor, Cclestine, travelled ail the way Irom
Airlca to try aud gstn its favor. During the disputeswith Nestorias and Kutyches, messengers
were despatched time and airain to consult the
Pope of Home- To his decision Berengarlus
submitted his teachings, aud even the author
01 the ''Reformation" was at first loath
to break with the chair of Peter. The effort-, of
the janHeimts to avert or evaue tneir conuemnatioumake uo a great part of Hie ecclesiastical
recorun ol the seventeontti and clKtiteeuth centuries;wlnle almost within our own memory the
lalse doctrines ol De Lamennals, ol Hermes anil
of tiuuriier liave decayed, blignteo by tlie words
ol Christ's vicar. This constant recurrence to the
Eternal City by tne advocates of lalse doctrines
on the one tiaud, and by the supporters 01 the true
laith on the other; this tear which heresy has alwaysshown for toe shadow ol the seeoireter;
this going to and iro, during tne Christian era, ol
those who wished to have their doubts solved or
their opinions confirmed by Papal authority, are
evidence ol the uuchanglng faitu ol Christendom
In the miallibie teaching of Peter's successor in
laith ana morals.
Tnis name laith has been still more strikingly

maniiested bv the adherence always given by
pastors and people to the doctrine solemuly promulgatedby tne Apostolic see.
Nearly a century beiore Hie first General Council

was held at Mctea the laitu which it defined,
toucbiug the divinity of Christ, had been definitivelymarked out by Pope St. Dionysius lu a letter
to his namesake, the Patriarch ol Alexandria. It
was two great popes wno, in dogmatic letters to
the latuers 01 tne Councils oi Ephesus and Chalcedou,taught the doctrine that was to be maintainedconcerning the divine personality and the
twoiold nature ol Christ. Shortly alter, when
the divinity of the Holy (ihost was denied, it was
Pope Uamasus who condemned the hereby and
prescribed their laith lor tne laithful. We owe the
condemnation ol Pelagianism solely to Innocent
I., oi the lalse teaching of Abeiard to innocent
II., auu ol tnat of Gilbert de la Porr6e to
Engenlus ill.
These lew lacts. taken from among hundreds of

others ol the like nature, suttlce, 1 presume, to
prove that Papal lnlallioility is nothing new In
the Catholic Churcli. ana mat in dellning it in
1870 she has not receded one jot irom what has
been s;iid to have been her 'proud boast" o' being
