The report of
the Arkansas Committee, following upon the re*

eflect In making thoughtful members question
the wlsuom ot further Interference in Southern
affairs. There can be no doubt that the southern
people can now heip the cause of good
government, as well as themselves, very
greatly by extreme care In preserving
peace and order. The quiet and orderly attitude
of New Orleans, in tho midst of the intense excitementcaused by the dispersion of the Legislatureand tho despatches or General Sheridan, did
more than a hundred speeches In Congress to

before tbem. To tax spirits and tobacco ts not
considered so objectionable, but the committee do
not see how they can go heiore the House with a bill
which proposes to tax mainly home products and
leaves out foreign imports. The proposition to tax
sugar one-half a cent per pound on all grades

but the prc^s of this city, to which we ure deeply indentedfor advocacy of our cause, made the
proposition so odious that public opinicn frowned
the attempted fraud out ot sight. The maiorl.ywho reiuscd to sign this statement for the
companies, aud the minority, who were intimidated
into signing, now unite in earnestly imploring your aid
and renet. We understand that some ol the city rail-
roads of New Yom pay more tor a less number ot hours,
and as a large amount ot stock in lines ol this city is
held by parties who are also stockholders in New York,
we can see no reason whv we should here labor lor less
money and pay more for the necessaries of lite, and we
have firm belief that any legislation which restrtc's our
hours ot labor will be tor our bcncilt and lor the benefit
ot every working man in the land. Wn therefore earn-
cstly beseech you to recommend the passage of sucn a
bill as is now in the hands o the honorable the Commit-
tee on the Judiciary ol the United Mates .-cnate, making
ten hours a legal day's work, either with or without
any amendment as you may decide. This bill being
recommended to the House of Representatives by their
Committee on the Judiciary, was passed In that House
almost without opposition, and we sincerely hope and
trust that the honorable senate will kindly look upon it
in a like gracious manner.

A BLACK CAREER.
The woman was taken to Bellevue Hospital, and

He denied last night hts
wife's story about throwing her out of the
window, but admitted he was drunk and beat her.

B&SVBT BBfoADlKB UBNKRAL WM. BATS, U.S. A.
The death or Brevet Brigadier General William

Flays, of the regular army, occurred yesterday at
Fort Independence, in Boston Harbor.
William Hays was oue or the many heroea of the

late war. Ue was born In Richmond, Va., moved
to rennea-ee, and was appointed cadet at West
I'olnt In l&id by General Jackson (from the Nashvlle district). The General, writing to him at the
time, said:."I hope you will sus.alu the military
character or Tennessee, and never draw your
aword except against a foreign roe or In defence of
the Union." The old hero bad his hope rulfllled to
the letter. General Haya proved ^imself
worthy of his irtend. Among his datamateswere General William T. Sherman.
General Nathaniel Lyon, who was killed at Wilson'sCreek, Mo., August. 1861; Geneial Stewart
Van Viiet and other officers who distinguished
themselves In the tederal service during the rebellion.Besides these he had as classmates GeneralsKwcli and Bushrod Johnson, of the Confederateservice. Graduating with his class high lu
rank and order or merit young Hays was breveted
a. Hor.nml liAiironnnfc nt artillnrv ar»/1 »»*«*

Second reglmeut for duty. He round himself attached,on reporting, to Dancan's Light Battery,
and with that lamoui body of men enteredthe Mexican war, being present at
Palo Alto, where he first went under
fire. At the battles of Kesaca de la Palma,
Monterey, Cerro Gordo, Contreras, Clierubusco,
Molino del Roy (where be was wounded) Chupultepeeand at tne San Cosmo Garita. When peace
was declared Captain Hays fired the salute in
taking down the American colors from the nationalpalace In the City of Mexico. During the
year Hays was repeatedly mentioned by General
Worth in his despatches for gallant action in all of
tne engagements his battery participated in.
Wnnn the war broke out in 1WJ1 Captain and
brevet Major Hays was stationed at Fortress
Monroe, and his eiiorts in organizing the
reserve arrlllery for the Army of the
I'otoniac in 1862 and 1*63 led to
his being assigned to the headquarters start of GeneralMccieiUu. with tne volunteer rank oi LieutenantColouel. On reporting to McClellan lor duty
Ua\s was given command ui the reserve artillery
lie had done so much to lorm. As chiei of this importantbranch oi tne reserve forces Colonel llays
sorvea at the battle or Williamsburg, Fair oaks,
Malvern Hill and Annetam. uudcr a.cClehan, and
also at Fredericksburg, uuder Bnmsiue. Alter
that disastrous campaign Hays was appointed
a brigadier general of volunteers, and
commanded a brigade in tne Second
corps, under General Couch. wuen Hooker
crossed the Kappananuock General Havs
led ins orlgade In the battle at Ctuncellorsviile,
May, 1803, where his horse was snot irom miner
hun and he was taken prisoner by the enemy. The
General only surrendered alter a desperate resistance,and so fierce was the fire em ounteiea uy
his staff that three or the aids and two orderlies
were wounded, on reaching KU-hmond. Va., his
birth place. General llays was confined in the
Libby Prison, but was exchanged during the followingJune, and on rejoining tne Army or the Potomache lound it on the march, being assigned to
General French's oid alvision in the second
Army corps, ab division commanaer Hays
entered uuon the Gettysburg campaign, and when
General Hancock was wounded be assumed com-
mand or the becond corps. The drait riots and
the trounies in. this city attending the evils of
bounty jumping and the loose system of recruit*
lng that prevailed in I8H3, made It necessary ;or
the lederal government to send an experienced
and vigorous officer to restore and maintain order.
General llays was selected lor the position, and
as Acting Assistant Provost Marscai General he
soon succeeded lu perfecting a system that obvtatodall tne previous trouble and comuslon,
One of his orders at that time was Intended to
check the practice or civilians wearing the United
states uniform. General Hays directed that any
Individual :ound in uniform, without authority
or right thereto, should be brought before tiny
provost marshal, who was to strip off all shouider
straps, buttom or other ornaments indicating
rank or service. The result was that many
brave" n^oodies disappeared from the streets,

much to the relief of ail veterans.
Arter this date General (lays was not in the

field. In 1S05 lie was brevettea Ooloael and BngadierGeneral lit the regular army, liu lull rauk
beias that 01 Major. At the time 01 his deatti ne
was in commaud at Fort Independence, lie died
oi organic disease ol the heart.

WELD N. ALLEN, TJ. S. N.
Lieutenant Commander Weld N. Allen, United

States Navy, was found dead in bis bed at the FalmonthHouse, in Portland, lie., at ilie hour of ten
In the*mornlng, yesterday, 7th lnst. he was about
forty jears oi age, and a native oi Maine. He
took charge or the Lighthouse district or Portland,
June 18. 1873. He entered tue service ou the J4th
of September, in the year 1870. He had also served
on ordnance duty In tue Brooklyn Navy Yard.

A cable telegram from London, tonder date of

the 7th Instant, reports:."Charlea Anderson Pel*
ham, Earl of Yarborough. died yesterday, aged
forty years." HU lordship was Baron of Varborough,In the county of Lincoln Lincolnshire,
England, and Baron Moralcy of Appuldurcombe,In the Isle of Wight. He was
born on the 14th of January in the year
1835, and marned, on the 3d of April, 1858, VictoriaAlexandrena, the fourth daughter of
WlUiam, Earl oi Llstowel. He leaves a number
of children. Lord Yarborough at one time representedthe electors o' Great Grimsby in the
House of Commons. He succeeded to the peerageon the death of his father in tne year
l86i The family descends from William
l'elham, one of the must eminent militarycommanders of the reign oi Queen
Elizabeth. Ti>e decease i peer was a devoted
yachtsman, and was greaily beloved for ins
manlv qualities and good nature. Tne readers of
the Herald hiII recollect our report oi the excitementwhich was produced in England at one
period during the past year lu consequeuce of tne
existence oi a report of his suduen disappearance.
It whs rumored that he had been murdered.
Kivers were dragged and the most out-oi-tne-way
places ransacked in searches lor his bodv. The
London police were nonplussed. Ills lordship
was at length unearthed. He was louud
snoozing, "like a lord," in one of the
rooms auacneu 10 uie ijuusb oi commons, toij or
leeisiativo ardor tie had insisted ou taking bis
Heat in the Mouse. A mend, who observed l.ts
rather feeble condition, remonstrated with him,
and at length, Hading remonstrance useless,
locked htm in aua loriroc all about him. He was
restored to light and liberty alter a«hort time, but
it may be that he took no warning <rom tne unexpectedevent.and the Earl ol Varborough is
dead.

AARON KEMP.
In the death or Aaron Kemp, which occurred at

bis residence In thts city on Saturday evening,
alter a brier Illness, we are called upon to note the
loss or another or that class or eminent merchants,
who, like the late Jonathan Sturgis and ex-Mayor
Havemeyer, have done ao much toward New
York's commercial greatness and prosperity. Mr.
Kemp was born in Salem, Mass., In 1811, and hia
education was completed in France. On his returnhe engaged In mercantile pnrsnlts In this
city Willi bis lather as an importer and
dealer in sugars, teas and ship stores.
The discovery or gold In California and the
rush or emigration thither induced him to
turn his entire attention to the manufacture of
canned goods, now so extended an Industry. In
1830 Mr. Kemp became a member of tue Third and
subsequently ol the Seventh company, Twentyseventh(now seventh) regiment, National Guard.
Kor over thirty years he continued on tue active
list, much of this ucriod as an ortlcer on the regimentalstaff. In the memorable Astor piace riots
ol May 10, 1849. when the Seventh was called upon
to enforce obedience to the laws, quartermaster
Kemp was severely injured, having been struck
five times by missiles from t.he hands of the rioters.
On the breaking out of the Rebellion, when PresidentI.in. oln's proclamation fur troops was Issued,
Mr. Kemp, then Regimental Paymaster, nave his
entire exeruons and credit toward the speedy
departure o the gallant Seventh. Throughoutthe war Mr. Kemp contributed largely
ironi his private fortune toward the cause ol the
Union. For over thnt.T-flve years the flrra of
Kemp, Day & Co.. o: wtitcn he was the senior part;ner, has been located in Wail street.a mercantile
landmark In that ever-changing tnorougniare. Mr.
Kemp's decease will be regreited by a large
circle of iriends ami acquaintances, but by none
more than tnosc to whom, by iuh unobtrusive
charities ami exceeding benevolence, he had be|conlle endeared. Mr. Kemp leave* a wife and son
and daughter, and was brother-in-law ol ex-ComnitsslouerGardner.

good fortune had risen to be the moat lasluon|able sea painter In Europe. Almost ignored in
eclectic art circlea, be enjoyed boundless popularity,especially in France, among the wealthy
and undiscerning furnishers of great houses. Ut
was bora at Copenhagen in 1818, and began itio
la very poor circumstances us a shipbuilder's
apprentice. Tiring of this, he took up music as a
proiesslon, and tried as well as he could to subsist
as a troubadour. The sudden wish to be a sea
painter drove him to the studio of Eckersberg,
tnen in the height of his fame. The old master encouragedand helped him, uud In 1840 he exhibited
his first three pictures at Cuariotieuborg. 'llies®
hud the gooa lortuue to attract Karon Kuuioiir'a
attention, who introduced the young painter to
Frederick VI. Meibye's lortuue was mnde,*he was
sent in the Uoyal corvette Flora to paint in the
LUltic, sud next to Morocco, where he t ok part
in the bombardment of Tansier and was nearly
killed. In 1*47, having gained all the noportf lienmarkcouid give him, he settled in 1'ai is. Almost
immediately lie became introduced to Louts Phillwpe.who-took him under his special patronage.
In 18.'>3 he travelled with the French Embassy to
the East, lived mue months in Constantinople,
aud painted sea pieces lor a new patron, the muI1tan litmselt. Then, returning to Purls, Napoleon
and his Empress patronized the lashtouabte Daue;
ami ine latter would have 'aken lessons ortuui la
drawing It the reckless Melbve nad not throe coa!secntive times railed to come at her appointment.
In 1868 he came once more to Denmark, and then
returned to Paria to settle till his death.
