Mr. Hepworch said:.My dear friends, the text
wqIcd 1 nave se.ectel as the base of my remarks
ttits morning way tie found in the eleventh chapteroJ Mat; he * and nineteenth verse:."A u-iend
of puOlicans and sinners." That was the lasnion
able criticism of the day upon tne life and
methods of the Lord Jesus Christ. The words
were intended to indicate the scorn and reproach
wltu wnicn they were regarded. But the magic
of time has changed them into a eulogy. They
were a chain which He slowly dragged along
through all His earthly career trom Nazareth to
Jerusalem; they have been changed through the
lapse of ages into a golden crown, which fits tho
lair brow 01 Divinity itself. They were spoken as
an unanswerable argument in favor of the worthlessnessof ttie new reform, but, In the
course of time, they have become tbe
strongest proof or the sagacity and miraculous
prescience of Him who spoke them. Such are the
changes in estimating the deeds of men which
time brings about. The I'hariseos saw Uim as a

tlave; we :ook up jn Una as God. At the best
tbey reganied Him as an Honest fanatic, whom it
was unsaie to follow; to as lie is the adorable, vtie
Mighty Oue, who sits upon & tnrone, the Judge of
all tLe world. Though we pity their shortsightedlieu,It is probable, had we been present, we
should have seen no lurther. Perhaps we too
would hare picked up the none to cast at
llirn and utter the words which would recou on
own souls while doing no harm to Him. I pity
that iiebrew crowd.

AND TI'.UE THOUGHT."
There was the usuii large and attentive congregationat Lyric Ilail, on Sixth avenue, near Fortysecondstreet, yesterday morning. Mr. FrothiDsrliamcommenced tne exercises by reading some

selections from tne Talmud H-j announced a* ttie
sut>ject of his discourse, 'New Tnought and True
Thought." The author of the Book oi Eocleslastea
(said he) commences his iameut over the world by
spying that everything new has been exhausted,
and that taeru Is nothing more to be discovered.
The author of the Apocalypse writes that all things
will be changed and become new. The flrst writer
was a sceptic, in whose mouth all things had
turned to ashes. To him life vanishes away and
comes to nothing. It la all the old, old story, the
same sorrows, the same sufferings, and. finally,
death. The other writer was all alive, keen
and eager, (lis eye was not fixed upon
the wretchedness of the world, but
upon a method for alleviating it. Thesj two
orders of i(linkers are represented to-day. There
are always men who look npon life without zest
or enjoyment. They c!!ng to old cuscoms, old
clothiLg, old furniture, old punting' and mustr,
worni-:atcn books. Anything In the shape of improvementdisappoints and displeases their

There are other men with fresh minds, keen ex-

pectation and bright dispositions, who wish to
glid everything airesh. ibeir furniture muat be
bright, airy and modem, and everything aoout
tnem mujt indicate tne progress 01 me present,

grasping after something newer Hnd higher. How
lar does the novelty of an Idea guarantee its
truth Ml the quce lon to which I wish to dlrcct
my attention. They say that a certain revelation
was marie to Jesus and the apostles, which they
understood and enshrined In their hearts. They
believed mat between the covers ol the Iflble was

tho very essence of truth. But after tnls period
other ideas flowud in like flttie stream*, and pollutedtne main current. Corruptions heaped upon
cori options aud errors multiplied upon errors, and
every kind of ingenious iuvent.ou pervoiteo the
Uuifi lroui iU tiug course. fu»l cuinc paganism,
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Introducing the worship of personified ideas.
Catholicism, Protestantism a id. Dually, Unlveisalism,came. But so much water was mixed with

This little stream or religion, trickling out m dew
diops, as it were, began to spread and gather to
lt-elt the teenies, purposes, alms and ambitions
of a " hole world, llow wonderiul to ths people is
the Catholic Church, with its great caiheirals. Its
g irgeous priests and grand music! Then com s

Was tnere ever » motuer wno
chose to think that Uer babe would lie consumed
to everlasting lire if it were not baptized t 1'hey
must have entertained this doctrine with bitter-
uess ol heart, because they were human. But the
priests and preachers said so, and tnuy supposed
they hnd every reason lor believing it. It is not
true that a new doctrine is truer than an old doctrine,simply because It Is new. The doctrine of a

Christ was preached and to
whom, r*nerally, the Gentile converts were
joined; so every Gentile C.iur h was at the centre
Jewish and round about it a irmge of Gentile converts.The general character of the epistles
written by I'aui and other apostles shows that
they were affec'el by the thought of the J'.-ws,
but when, as at Corlcth, a large part or the
Church were Greeks, the letters hal a constant
regard to Greek thoughts and Ideas; so every
one or the letters bears not only the personal
character of th* writer, but reveals something of
the Church to which it was addressed. What are
we to undsrstand, then, by the trials the/ were
going through ?

this Kl d of loud, lor it meant a certalu reilg.ousrile; he could not take this uower, for
that meant something else, ami so at every step
he iound himseli rusnlng against religious custom; he felt him^eli to be an lufitiel, and so nis
neighbors thought him. But both Jews and Gentilessuffered Irom their intth in business hinderauces.suppose u shrine maker became a Christian.He was em-nig his dollar a da/, and his
eider in the church says, "You must give up this
bu»lncs>; you cau no longer make idols." So he
tells bis emplo\er he must leave. "What, are you
not satisfied with the wages t" "Yes; bu 1 liavc
joined the Christian Church, and that won't allow
me to make idols." "Joined tue Christian cnurcli,
have you, and that makes you give up yonr
business? Co, if you have joined that
accursed heresy."

The report details tLe difficulty experiencedIn securing a church alter they had been
reiused the lecture room ol the Church oi the
S'rantreis, which resulted in the offer of the Seventhstrec'. Methodist Kpiscopal church and the
Washington square Metnodist Episcopal church.
The first meeting in the lattdr was held June 10.
The report details.tlie work accomplished at all thQ
meetings, reviews the work at Ilairy Hill's,where,
to ujethe language or the report, "God bad indeedopened to us the very gates or hell," and re;cords the following statistic* as the results of the
attempt to convert Harry and the audiences:.
