THE JAMES STREET MURDER.

The trial of James Rellly on an lndictment for
murder in the first degree for kllling Nicholas
Behumaker, on the Sth of December last, at the
dance house, No. 95 James street, was concluded
yesterday In the Cour: of Uyer and Terminer,
Judge Barrett belng on the bench, and the cours
room, &8 on the tWo previous days of the trial,
belng crowded. The prisoner, whose chabces
looked so desperate at flrsf, and with scarcely a
shadow of nope ol eacape from the gallows, bad a
mueh more cheeriul luok, All that remsined was
the summing up by counseland the Judge's charge
&nd then his fate would soon be knuwn.

Mr. Willam F. Eintziog, the prisoner's counsel,
occupled nearly two hours in bis address to the
jury, He spoke with great leellng and earnest
Bess. After giving a careful analysis of the testl-
mony and contrasting the straightforward story
©f the aeonsed with toat, told by the witnesses for
the prosecution, he urged that in order Lo convict
of murder In toe firsl degree the jury must be
satisfled beyond & reasonable doubt that the pris-
oner took toe lile of the deceased with a deliberate
and premeditated design to efflect demih; that to
justily a conviction of murder in the Arst degree
the law requires something more tham that the

acl sbould be intentional, that It muost have been
the result of deliberation and premedailation ; that
it there be a donbt upon the question of lotent a8
to whether the prisoner designed taking the lie
of the deceased. such doubt Ioust be
given in  favor of the prisoner; that to
conviet of murder in the second degres the
Lnu.l;{mu; be satisfled that at the time of the

ng the prisuner bad an intent to kili; that
Lhough toe law recognizes the lormation of the
design to kill at tpe Lnstant ol the prisoner's ace
88 sumiclent to constitute mardef in the second

8, there must have been, however, sufcient
deliperation on the part of the prisoner o have
lormed the design; that the law Iln such & cass
requires deliberate aesign, thougu It may not
have been contemplated or brooded upon lor
months; that the mere lact that a deadly weapon
‘Wwua used does not warrant the jury o concluding
that an Intent to kill existed, i1n the abaseuce of
otner glrcamstances; that i the jury belleve that
the prisoner staboea the deceased with an intent
to pim bodily harm—some injury short of
death—iney cannot convict bim of eitier murder
1 tne first or secoud degree; that nothing will

in the second degree but the exisvence of & posl-
tive, fixed intent to kill the deceased at the very
time oi ingdicting the 1ojury, and that if the jury
nod wbat the act was neltber justifiable nor ex.

heat ol passion and without an totent to kill, that
the jury must convict the prisoner of man-
slangnter in either the third or ourth degree, ac-
cording 1o the facts. He presented other points
ol eqoal lorce, and, In concloslon, made & mosL
stirring and wuciing appeal, ciamiog that upon
the evidence and all the circumstauces of the case
the urmost they eould do was Lo bring in a verdiot
of mansiaughter in the minor degrees,

Distriot Attorney Prelps wad nearly as long In
snmming up jor the prosecutlou. He, ton, re-
viewed Lne 1estimony, but iusisted that a cnse of
ohf and deliberante murder bad Leen estavilsned.

The Board of Health's Grapple with Smallpox—
A Revolution in Its Management.

Arepresentative of the HERALD yesterday made
& call upon a number of the elty Commissioners,
with the view of ascertalning what is golng on o
their several jurlsdictions.

all the Commissioners were absent on duty at the
various |nstitutions; but the veteran clerk, Mr.
Pnillips, their secratary, unnounced that the Com-
missloners had sectled the guestion of messengers’
fees at the various prisons, and had adopted a
schedule of prices that it was believed would cor-
rect certaln aboses of long staoding, The Im-
portance of this actlon wili be appreciated when
the statement |3 made that lor years in all prisons
attached to the police courts of the city messen-
gers, with Do ofMcial auinority, Are recog-
nized a8 a part of the |nstitution. Thess
sharks usually munage to swindle prisoners by
acting a8 runpers for ‘“‘ahyater” lawyers, who
hang about the “balls of justice” and combine the
business of messenger with that of agent for
voracious lawyers. When an unfortunate victlm
gets Into o cell he naturally employs & messenger
to communicate with his family and bondsmen,
and frequently pays a8 nighas $5 (o & messeager
to travel hall & dozen blocks for a lawyer. He re-
turns to report that the lawyer canpot be lound,
and advises the prisoner, under these ¢ircnm-
stances to employ Mr. *‘Jones" or Mr. “Smith,"
who plucks the poor devil who wants counsel out
of from $100 to $500, and pays the “messenger-
middie-man’” & percentage of twenty or thirty
per cent. It 18 to guard sgainst sach outrages that
