A. DRY DOCK SUNK.

SINKING OF THE LARGE FLOATING DRY DOCK
IN PHILADELPHIA NAVY YARD.COMMISSION
OF INVESTIGATION.

uiLADBLruiA, i'a., ten. 11, 1875.
This morning a commission of naval officers met

kt ilie Navy Yard to investigate and endeavor to
llscovcr tlic cau.se oi the sinking of tnc large
iloatiug dry dock in tiie basin or toe yard, which
occurred on Tutsday aiternoon. Tnls dock was
Drought irotn Brooklyn in 1852. having been In
jsc nine years at tliai station. It consists ol nloe
lections, each 30 feet long, making a total
engta ol 270 (cct, and costing originally about
HOO,uoo. It sank preparatory to bertQing the
tteamship Pennsylvania. Tins was a work of
:onsiderable dirtlculty, as tUe inacuinery
worked hard on account oi the Host.
I'he sections lluaily settled down into their
Blaces, and the vessel was brought Into
Her piace over tneni. Machinery was started to
jump water out oi the sections, but cave out,
utic tods connecting with ine engine pumps givugway; and. whhe thus submerged, (loatlng ice
itruck tne upper portion of the dock and wrecked
Mem. but not uutu the steamer had been towed
>iu and returned to her dock.
Tne dock nas been so long in use that It is a

ivonder it has held out so nooiy. it is feared it
ivih prove a total loss. It is estimated that if it
:ould Ol' rai.-ed it would cost $150,000 to put it in
Luod order, and that the cost oi a new nock
ivouid be at least $3u0,00i). The Commission will
uncertain, if possible, whether lault attache* to
my one who aided in working the huge machine
lull will report as soon as possible.

THE POST OFTICE APPROPRIATION BILL PASSED

BT THE HOUSE.SIGNIFICANT VOTE IN COMMITTEEOF THE WHOLE ON THE FRANKING

PRIVILEGE.
Tbe consideration of the Post Office Appropriationbill was resumed by tbe House of Representativesand resulted in its pas-sane. Tbe ill-lavored

spectre or tbe iranklnir privilege again arose and
looked Its murderers In tbe lace, and tbere was
some evidence of a quailing on tbeir part. But
tbe liour of tbe resurrection ts not jet come. Mr.
Coburn's amendment, providing that all seeda
furnished by tlie Agricultural Department and
public documents sent by Senators and Representativesto their constituents shall pass through
the mails free, which, It is acknowledued, Is a
partial restoration ol the repealed privilege, was

adopted In committee of the Wnole by a vote or
07 yeas to 75 nays. During its discussion Messrs.
Negley, of Pennsylvania; Fort, of Illinois; Soeer,
of Pennsylvania; Mills, of Texas, and Bees, of
Kentucky, expressed sentiments favorable to a

restoration of the iranking privilege. ur. Speer
characterized its repeal as an act of bald cowardice,'towhich be coniessed that he had been accessory,but was driven by the lash of manufactured
sentiment and the lasli of tne metropolitan press.
Mr. YVUlard was quite ready to abolish the AgriculturalDepartment. The bill was finally reported
to the House, and Mr. Coburn's amendment was
defeated b/ 123 nays against 93 yeas, alter which
the measure was passed.

GENERAL WASHINGTON DESPATCHES.

Washington, Feb. 11, 1875.
inharmonious republican caucus on toe
pboposed southern measures.strong oppositionto further sectional legislation.
A joint caucus of republican Senators and Representativeswas held at the Capitol to-night, but

owlug to a misunderstanding the attendance was
not large. The joint committees or the caucus of
both houses made a report, representinga bill, auinotiziug the President to
suspend the writ or habeas corpus in
certain cases, and In accordiuce with previous
acts giving lilni power to use the army anl navy
to maiutaiu peace ana suppress disorder, to appointdeputy marshals and supervisors of electionsIn Congressional districts, who, in addition
to their other powers, can arrest persons who
may attempt to Intimidate voters or otherwise
unlawfully interfere with the conduct of
the election. Provision Is made lor a
fair and full registration of legal voters
unuer prescribed regulations, and It is
made unlawlul for any of the reconstructed States
to Impose excessive poll tuxes or to require the
prepayment thereof as a qualification lor voters
at any election at which members of Congress are
to bo chosen. The bill declares the exhibition on
use 01 deadly weapons on days of registration and

'election >or the purpose of intimidation or violencea ctlmlnal offence punishable by fine and
imprisonment at the discretion ot the Court, and
so of violations of other parts of the bill.
Representative J. Ambler smith, of Virginia,

moved to strike out the words "Reconstructed
States," his object being to destroy the sectional
reiereuce, so that, if the bill was to be passed, it
should bo applicable to all the Mates. He protestedagainst further federal interference la the
alTairs of the South.
Representatives Dawes, of Massachusetts; Cobb,

of Kansas, and Willlama, of Michigan, agreed in
the main with the gentleman from Virginia, but

THE PACIFIC MAIL SCANDAL.FURTHER EXAMINATIONOF IRWIN.
The investigation or the Pacific Mall subsidy

scandal was resumed to-day. Mr. Irwin wascross<
examined by Mr. Clark Bell, with a view to showlugthat the contract lor Irwin's services was
made by Stockweil individually, and that not only
the first $250,000, but all the other checks iur>
nlslied to him were Stockwell's Individual checks.
Witness swore ne could not find the copies ot his
letters to Stockweil, nor the two letters that may
have been written to him by Stockweil in answer
to his or February 15 and May 4, 1872. lie was not
positive whether be destroyed bis checks on the
Kxchange Bauic, or the stubs of his checks on
other banks; he thought they were la
existence, but could not Und tbeai; he
was not interested in any stock speculationsduring the pendency of the subsidy
bill. Mr. Bell read to Mr. Irwin au extract irom a
letter addressed to the managing director or the
Pacific Mail Steamship Company by the China
Trans-Pacific Steamship Company, January 10, lu
which they state that Mr. Invtn was before their
Hoard about three weeks prior to the telegraphic
confirmation or their charter, and proposed that
ir me company was uncommitted to the Pacific
Mail Steamship Company he was prepared to suoImit eligible offeis lor the employment of two of
their vos-els. namely, the Vasco de Uama and the
Vancouver. Mr. Irwin denied having made this
offer, but admitted he had mane a suggestion to
the China Trans-Pacific steamship Company, of
London, that the latter should delay action
In their negotiations with the Pacific Mall
Company in order to recelvo a proposition
irom the overland railroad companies and
that he had written authority from the railroads
to make this suggestion. lie was present when
Charles Abert drew the money ou hts check for
$l2o.000and thinks he was present when Whiting
drew tne cneck for Jioo.ooa; the money was drawn
in New York. May 27.1872. He went on to Philadelphiamat evening and proceeded to caliiornta the
next day. Though witness could not find the
copies of hts letters to Stockweil he was certain
he had correctly stated tneir contents. Ue could
not recoi.ect positively wneiuer or not ne receiveu

replies to the letters of February 15 and May 4
wliicti he wrote to Stockwell. Mr. Bell tlien asked
Mr. Irwin whether he furnished the letter to tlio
New York Times of December 4, 1874, signed "VacuumGauge," insinuating that John Koach Had
some improper connection with the subsidy movemenuBe declined to answer unless
the commlttec decided that this was a

proper question. Being informed that he
should answer, he replied, "I have not made any
such insinuations." He was then asked, "Did
you not write the letter signed 'Vacuum Gauge?' "

He declined to answer unless the letter were to
be placed in evidence. Some dlscussiou arose In
t:ie committee, which was ended by Mr. Bell's
stating that he intended to put the letter In evi'dence if the witness' answers should warrant it.
Mr. Irwin thereupou replied that tie did not write
the letter. The next questiou was:."Did you
inspire or direct tue writing of tins letter?" Mr.
Irwin responded that he must object to the questionon the ground that tt did not relate to ihe
subject of the inquiry. Alter some discussion the
committee sustained the objection, and the time
allotted to Mr. Bell having expired tne sessiou
was closed, and tne committee adiourncd till tomorrow.It was understood, however, tnat this
investigation will Dot ou resumed beiore satu rday.
