The Ways and Means Committee resumed the
Pacific Mall submdy lnvestigation this morning lo
publie.

Moses Dillon, formerly bookkeeper In the Ser- |
geant-at-Arms’ oMer, Was recalled, and the
oflicial stenograpoer read to him the iull record ot
bis examination by the committes 1o private ses-
ston last Saturday. Mr. Dillon thereupon a@rmed |
the correctness of the record and signed fr. It
appeared that when Dillon was examined by this
committee during toe last Congress he testifled as
to the making of memorands of the [nitials of
jeveral Coogressmen who bad  cthousand
follar bills changed in the ofMce abount the
Hme o1 the passage of the BSuosidy bill,
put that he went befors the committee tne
next day and withdrew his testimony and asked
to have the proceedings expunged, which, at his
request, was accordingly done, When questioned
by the committee last Saturday Dillon swore he
sould not recall Any of the names that he then put
gown on his tablet and subsequently erased ex-
septing Mesars. Yoorhees, Storm and Winnhu:er‘
and they were recallea to bls mina only by the
1act that they had recent!y been here and testified
on the subject. He swore also that he bad an ex-
ceedingly bad memory for names and had been
frequently under the necessity of asking membera
their names when they came into the offive.

Mr. Ensson corroborated this statement as Te-
garding himself. .

Witness continoed by saying that he put down
the inistiale of some of the gentiemen who baa
Iarge bilia broken up at that time merely oat of
& Spint of sport; there were certainly six of
them, and probably more; there might poasibly
liave been thirteen or fourteen; he remembered
giving the commivten of the last Congress the
iniiials of one member only—namely, that of Mr.
Voorbees.
