For o iady In delicate health, of rather small
and supple physique and of gentle temperament
and sensibility, this little woman made & witness
as perfect of her kind as Frank Moulton. He was,
however, & real plalntMs witoess, positive, alleg-
ing, relating and resolved to get the testimony in.
Mrs. Mouiton was mercly an assenting witness,
the saddened performer of a duty, else gladly
abandoned, bat noless consclentious, according to
her power, to do It fally.

8he nad been the subject of & thousand newspa.
